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Toss-Up Questions

1. His philosophical work Euthymiae and Raptus was composed around the same time as Conspiracy of Charles, Duke of Byron, while The Ball and The Tragedie of Chabot were written with James Shirley. Early success came with comedies like The Gentleman Usher, but he and Jonson were imprisoned after it was determined that Eastward Hoe was anti-Scottish. Beginning his career with the poems The Shadow of Night and Ovid’s Banquet of Sense, his memorable line “Man is a torch borne in the wind” come from a 1607 work about a French soldier of fortune: Bussy d’Ambois. FTP identify this British author who made his name by finishing Marlowe’s Hero and Leander and translating Homer.

Answer: George Chapman
2. This structure is found in old world porcupines; rabbits; and, notably, humans but not monkeys, and its most common tumor is carcinoid. Containing large aggregations of lymphoid tissue in its walls, this organ’s blood supply derives from its meso-mesenstery. The major disease that affects this can be diagnosed by palpating McBurney’s point and is often caused by obstruction by a fecalith, leading to bacterial proliferation, congestion, and, eventually, performation or abscess. A diverticuli connected to the blind end of the cecum, FTP, name this vestigial structure of the intestinal tract.

Answer: vermiform appendix
3. Its present dominant form is the Urasenke branch and it partially originated with a betting game known as “To-cha”.  Oribe was considered its greatest craftsman and it is based on the ideal of “Wabi-Cha”.  Hundreds of poems concerning it were written by Master Sen Rikyu, who also created the first house dedicated to it.  Formalized by Murata Shoku, it adapted to Christianity although it was initially affiliated with Zen Buddhism.  FTP, with the  use of bowls and green leaves still being standard, name this Japanese ritual.


Answer:  Tea Ceremony or Cha-no-yu or Sado
4. Part of this novel was lost in 1970 when two notebooks were stolen from their editor’s car in Italy before he could transcribe them.  The protagonist has a weird relationship with the couple Walter and Clarisse and the author’s philosophical concerns are demonstrated by such characters as cousin Diotima.  The protagonist’s aesthetic lostness is referred to as the “Other Condition” and he has a perverse affinity with his sister, Agathe.  The sex murderer Moosbrugger haunts the entire novel which is placed in Vienna during preparations for the Emperor’s 70th Jubilee in 1913.  Centering around the cynical Ulrich, FTP, name this Robert Musil tome.


Answer: The Man Without Qualities or Der Mann Ohne Eigenschaften  

5. His large retinue of baronial knights was known by the badge: a collar of linked SS.  Famous for leading the chevauchée from Calais to Bordeaux, he acquired land and titles from his wives becoming the Earl of Richmond upon the death of his father-in-law in 1361.  In 1396 he married his mistress Catherine Swynford, a member of the powerful Beaufort family.  Through his second wife, Constance, he acquired a claim to the kingdom of Castile.  A patron of Geoffrey Chaucer and John Wycliffe, his most famous child came from Blanche Plantagenet.  For 10 points, name this Duke of Lancaster, whose son, Henry Bolingbroke, became Henry IV.


Answer: John of Gaunt (who, despite the opinion of the original question writer, is NOT Geoffrey the Fair)

6. Melamine resin is formed by dehydration of this compound, while barbiturates can also be formed by addition of this compound to malonic acid.  Other uses of this compound include separation of racemic mixtures.  Originally produced by a reaction between silver cyanate with ammonium chloride, it is now made in indusrial quantities by heating carbon dioxide with ammonia.  When arginine is split, it forms an ornithine molecule and a molecule of this; the principal end product of mammalian nitrogen metabolism.  First isolated by H.M. Rouelle, FTP, name the compound used to disprove the theory of vitalism when, in 1828 Friedrich Wohler, first synthesized it from inorganic materials.


Answer: urea (accept carbamide early)

7. It contains a fresco attributed to Mantegna, a marble frieze by Tullio Lombardo, a triptych by Bartolomeo Vivarni, a statue of John the Baptist by Sansovino and various stuccos and frescos executed by Guidobaldo Abatini.  Located in the in the left transept of the Church of S. Maria della Vittoria in Rome, it was commissioned by its namesake Cardinal and the flanking balconies contain cardinals and doges from his family looking at the sculptural center, which is illuminated by reflected light from a hidden window.  With a mystical aura thus added to that Bernini statue, FTP, name this chapel which houses the Ecstasy of St. Theresa of Avila.


Answer: Cornaro Piscopia Chapel
8. In 1770 he attempted to buy into George Croghan’s new colony of Vandalia, but the Boston Tea Party interrupted the plan.   He left his family estate at Pope’s Creek after his father’s death and became a surveyor, in which capacity he laid out the town of Belhaven, Virginia.  His diary of service under Robert Dinwiddie established his literary reputation, but his early military career came to a dismal end at Fort Necessity.  Although he had already led the Society of the Cincinnati he agreed to lead the army in 1798, having established his martial reputation at Trenton, Princeton, and Yorktown.  For 10 points, name this first President.


Answer: George Washington
9. He reflected on modernization in such philosophical works as The Home and the World and The Religion of Man, the latter of which was delivered as a Hibbert lecture at Oxford. Late in his life he turned to painting many of the same scenes he had described in novels like The Wreck and Three Companions. His dramatic works include The Post Office, but he is best known for contemplative collections of love and beauty like Songs of Kabir, Fireflies , and The Crescent Moon. His “Thou art the Ruler of all Minds” was adopted as the Indian national anthem after Yeats helped his Gitanjali become a sensation. FTP identify this Bengali author, the first Asian Nobel Prize winner in literature.


Answer: Rabindranath Tagore
10.This phenomenon was first seen experimentally in observations of MG1131+0456. There are an infinite number of these for each azimuthally symmetry of the germane points: the zeroth one, which is actually a point, occurs where the change in the angle of the source trajectory is 0; the first one, which is the most prominent and observable, occurs where that change is pi; and so on.  First observed using the VLA in 1987 by Jacqueline Hewitt, these are named for the physicist who first derived their existence from general relativity. FTP, name the type of gravitational lensing that occurs as a result of the collinearity an observer, a lens, and a point-like source. 


Answer: Einstein rings
11. His work has recently been reintroduced into the field of modern organizational theory by Oliver Williamson.  One of his works investigates the incentives involved in entrepreneurship, ignoring the advantage of non contractual relationships.  The founder of the field of “New Institutional Economics”, his did much of his early work on monopolies He identified the importance of transaction costs in “The Nature of the Firm”, but he is better remembered for the ideas on property rights he espoused in “The Problem of Social Costs.” FTP, identify this winner of the 1991 Nobel Prize, best known for his eponymous theorem.
Answer: Ronald Coase

12. Founded in 1255 on the suggestion of Premsyl Ottokar II, it was joined with Lobenicht and Kneiphof to form a single city in the eighteenth century.  Renamed in 1946 after it was handed over to the USSR under the terms of the Potsdam agreement, it was the site of Elector Frederick III of Brandenburg’s election as King Frederick I of Prussia.  Home to the Soviet Baltic fleet, in the nineteenth century it was known for its University, which was destroyed in World War II. Now the smallest Russian oblast, it is located 200 miles from the rest of Russia and adjacent to Lithuania.  For 10 points, what is this isolated Russian exclave, once known as Konigsberg.

Answer: Kaliningrad or Konigsberg before it is mentioned

13. Miss Van Campen actively keeps an eye on the protagonist, while Miss Ferguson and Miss Gage tacitly disapprove of a burgeoning relationship. There is a brief respite during a pool game with the 94-year-old Count Greffi who advises living life to the fullest and cannot understand the protagonist’s sense of duty, a trait that is contrasted with Moretti’s egotism and Gino’s patriotism. After the leg heals, the chaos of the retreat and some help from Ralph Simmons allow the couple to row from Stresa to Switzerland and seemingly live happily ever after, that is until some labor complications precipitate a famous walk through the rain. FTP identify this novel about the doomed WWI love of Catharine Barkley and Frederic Henry, a novel by Ernest Hemingway.


Answer: A Farewell to Arms
14. The arrival of the French bishops raised the question regarding the divine basis for the obligation for bishops to reside in their sees.  Debate raged over its title because it was feared that adding the phrase “representing the Church universal” to its title would be taken to express superiority over the Pope.  Defining the mass as a true sacrifice, it fixed the Old and New Testament canon, set the number of sacraments at 7, and defined the Nicene Creed as the basis of the Catholic faith.  Convened by Paul III, it ended under Pius IV almost twenty years after it began.  For 10 points, what church council confirmed transubstantiation and condemned Luther’s doctrine of justification by faith alone?

Answer: Council of Trent
15. In order to have finite limits on these objects from the categorical point of view, nilpotents must be allowed in the sheaf of rings.  Grothendieck generalized them to obtain his theory of schemes, but lost some of their content in the process.  These mathematical objects are reduced schemes of finite type over a field and kinds of these objects include the Abelian, Albanese, Chow, and the Brauer-Severi.  FTP, name these sets of zeroes of non-empty sets of polynomial equations, the basic object of study in algebraic geometry.

Answer: algebraic varieties
16. Bellerophon’s cousin, many myths name him as the  ruler of Tyrins. This son of Idomene and Amythaon attempts to steal King Phylacus’ cattle, to give his brother Bias as a wedding gift, result in his imprisonment. Earlier he had been out with Polyphantes when his decision to spare a nest of snakes resulted in a remarkable transformation. In jail he proves his abilities by predicting that the roof of the cell will cave in the next morning. Later  on he treats Iphiclus’ mysterious impotence after learning that the latter had been terrified of his father’s gelding knife as a boy. He is clued into these events by listening to worms and vultures respectively. FTP identify this Greek seer who understood the languages of beast and birds.

Answer: Melampus
17. Charles Perkins used one of them, about a princess who outwits her father, in a lecture on forgiveness, another focuses on the rash decision made by Connecticut farmers to kill some birds, while another discusses Ser Frederigo’s falcon. Taking place in a “kind of old hobgoblin hall” where a “red horse prances on the sign” they are initiated by “A justice of the peace” who turns around the fireside and encourages the Spanish Jew, the theologian, and the student. They respond with works like “The Ballad of Carmilhan,” “Luigi Monti,” and “The Saga of King Olaf.” This is FTP what 1863 poetry collection modeled on the Decameron which features the famous “Paul Revere’s Ride” a work by Longfellow.

Answer: Tales of a Wayside Inn
18. The first evidence of their existence are the Kultepe tablets and their archive at Bogazkoy has yielded some early inscriptions.  Their mythology centered on the Illuyankas stories, the missing god tales of Telipinus and the Storm-god, Teshub, and the consorts Kumarbis and Ullukummis.  Labarnus founded their Old Kingdom and under Suppilulimas they successfully assimilated the Hurrians.  Most famously defeated under King Muwutallis at Kadesh by Ramses, this is, for 10 points, what ancient people who ruled the land of Hatti and apparently first used iron weapons?

Answer:  Hittite

19. The lesser-known musical piece of this name in the standard repertoire is an orchestral suite written in 1906 by Sibelius.  The more popular work’s libretto was written by Osbert Sitwell, who’s sister, Elizabeth, had collaborated with its composer on Facade.  The composition borrows various big band jazz rhythms and has the first sforzando-piano-crescendo articulation by a choir in its vocal depiction of Babylon.  Utilizing verses from Revelation, the Psalms and Daniel, FTP, name this Biblically-themed oratorio for double mixed choir, baritone voice and orchestra, composed by William Walton.


Answer: Belshazzar’s Feast
20. Though this man already had a less famous gig as a professor of medicine at Cleveland Medical College, he also became a Congregationalist minister late in his career.  During the 1870s, he made the first accurate measurements of the stoichiometry of the reaction of hydrogen and oxygen and, after building an eudiometer to measure the amount of oxygen in air, he showed that, under certain conditions, cold air results from downward movement of air. FTP, name the scientist who, along with D.C. Miller, helped to develop the interferometer and, thereby, disprove the existence of the luminiferous ether in an eponymous experiment with A.A. Michelson.


Answer: Edward Williams Morley

21. His output for piano includes 13 nocturnes, five impromptus, and a pair of works, Berceuse and Elegie, for piano and violin. His Masques et Bergamasques is written for orchestra alone, and his two operas Promethee and Penelope were not big hits. He wrote incidental music for Pelleas and Melisande, but this student of Louis Niedermeyer and Saint-Saens is much more well known for works like “After a Dream” and “The Roses of Isphahan” which depict his mastery of the song cycle. As director of the Conservatoire this teacher of Ravel and Boulanger produced a famous Requiem for his deceased father, FTP, identify this composer of La Bonne Chanson.

Answer: Gabriel Urbain Faure
22. This work plays a key role in Derrida’s Dissemination, particularly in his discussion of the pharmacy. This dialogue is set under a plane-tree, by the banks of the Ilissus.  Its only two speakers are Socrates and the titular character, who is returning from visiting Lysias.  Their discussion of Eros leads into Socrates’ description of the two sometime-dueling desires, that for pleasure and that for the best.  This in turn leads to Socrates’ monologue which includes the notable metaphor of the soul as a charioteer and horses. FTP, name this Platonic dialogue that ends with  the ostensible conclusion that writing is inferior to speech.


Answer: Phaedrus
23. The Richard Howard translation has replaced that of Dorothy Bussy as the standard English version of this novel.  The protagonist’s indulgent treatment of the hired hands Bute and Pierre lead to clashes with his overseer Bocage which along with his wife’s degenerating condition causes him to leave his Normandy farm.  The story is told at a house in Sidi b. M. where Marcel had gone with the boy Moktir after the death in El Kantara of his wife Marceline due to tuberculosis.  FTP, name this Gide titular character.


Answer: The Immoralist or L'Immoraliste
24.There are two extant versions of this painting, the Detroit and the Dresden variations.  Although they are both views of a site at Ouderkerk, on the Amstel River, the ruins in the background of the Detroit version are based on the old Abbey Church at Egmond while those in the Dresden painting are taken from Egmond Castle.  Both landscapes are bisected by a rushing stream, while the Detroit variant includes a rainbow and brighter sky than the more solemn Dresden painting with its barren beech tree.  With both paintings featuring three large white tombs, FTP, name these works by Jacob van Ruisdael, featuring a religious graveyard.


Answer: The Jewish Cemetery

6. Identify the following terms relating to the Holocaust, for 10 points each.

A.  Literally meaning “destruction”, this is the Hebrew term for the Holocaust.

17. Answer these questions related to stereochemistry FTPE.

A. These are nonsuperimposable, mirror image isomers.


Answer: enantiomers (accept optical ismers)

B. This is the system for naming the configuration of chiral carbon atoms by assigning them an R or S notation and is named after its three proponents.


Answer: Cahn-Ingold-Prelog convention
