1. One of this author’s poems states “Today I call you to my riverside/If you will study war no more.” In a prose work by this writer, the protagonist falls in love with L.D. Tolbrook, who introduces her to prostitution. A poem by this writer that shares its name with her most famous work describes a “fearful trill.”  In that work, the protagonist, (*) Marguerite, is sent to live in Stamps, Arkansas. Her poem beginning, “A Rock, a River, a Tree” was read at the Clinton inauguration. For 10 points, name this African-American poet of “On the Pulse of Morning,” who wrote the autobiographical I Know Why the Caged Bird Sings.

ANSWER: Maya Angelou (or Marguerite Ann Johnson)

2. It’s not marriage, but in the Bahai faith, this ceremony involves placing a ring on someone’s finger if the person is  over the age of fifteen. Simeon ben Gamliel established precedents for this action in Judaism, which involves wearing a tachrichim after undergoing the taharah purification. Traditionally, Christians performed this ritual with the person (*) positioned supine from east to west. For 10 points, name this ceremony, hopefully performed on a person posthumously, wherein a body is placed in the ground.

ANSWER: burial [accept funeral, don’t accept cremation, prompt on something like death]
3. In this government, André Tulard was in charge of the distribution of yellow badges, an action connected with a group led by Xavier Vallet. This government’s agenda in North Africa was promulgated by the admiral Jean Darlan, who was assassinated by Bonnier de la Chapelle. It held the (*) Vel’d’hiv raids, which sent people to the Drancy camp, and ran under the motto of “Work, Family, Fatherland”. It supplanted the Third Republic and was led by the hero of Verdun, Philippe Pétain. For 10 points, name this puppet government instituted in France by the Nazi state. 

ANSWER: Vichy France (prompt on France)

4. In one novel by an author from this country, Michael has an affair with Julia, a pianist who is going deaf, while playing for the Maggiore Quartet. Besides that book, An Equal Music, another author from this country depicted Sai in The Inheritance of Loss. One novelist from this country created Max Ophuls, who is murdered by the titular character of (*) Shalimar the Clown. That same novelist also wrote about Saleem Sinai and a group of people born within an hour of this country’s independence in Midnight’s Children. For 10 points, name this home country of Vikram Seth, Kiran Desai, and Salman Rushdie.

ANSWER: India
5. The Fréchet variety of this is defined on Banach spaces. The Gateaux variety of this is similar to its more common “directional” variety. The Hessian Matrix is filled with second order ones of these, while the Jacobian Matrix is filled with first order ones. One variety of this operation is commonly used when dealing with (*) functions of more than one variable; that is this operation’s “partial” variety. The chain, product, and quotient rules are commonly used in performing this operation for a function. For 10 points, identify this process whose “anti” variety, according to the Fundamental Theorem of Calculus, is the same as an integral.

ANSWER: derivative [accept word forms; accept things like taking the derivative or differentiation]

6. In one work, this thinker differentiates between a figure who “considers what belongs to their proper natures” and a figure who “considers only what is true of creatures insofar as they are related to God.”That same work by him differentiates between truths which appeal to natural reason and divine truths which do not. In his most famous work, he refers to St. Augustine as “The Theologian” and discusses the concept of (*) God as the first mover. Also the author of Summa Contra Gentiles, this is, for 10 points, which Scholastic philosopher who put forth his five proofs for the existence of God in his Summa Theologica?

ANSWER: Saint Thomas Aquinas
7. A period of low solar activity from 1790 to 1830 is known as this scientist’s namesake minimum. This scientist rediscovered the Hadley cell, and postulated that discoloration of the liquid in the eyeball caused color blindness. His most influential work is “New System of Chemical Philosophy,” and this scientist expounded the law of multiple (*) proportions. The atomic mass unit is sometimes named for him, but this man is perhaps better known for developing an early atomic theory. For 10 points, identify this scientist with a namesake law which states that the total pressure of a gaseous mixture is equal to the sum of its partial pressures. 

Answer: John Dalton
8. In one painting in this building, a hailstorm appears above the titular body of water in Rosselli’s The Crossing of the Red Sea. This building includes a work featuring a twisting pagan prophetess who holds up a large green book; that figure is the Libyan Sibyl. It also includes a phenomenal demonstration of anatomical understanding in a work depicting two figures touching (*) fingers, while the most famous work in it includes a depiction of some figures crossing the River Styx during the end of times. For 10 points, identify this structure located in Vatican City, whose ceiling includes The Last Judgment and was painted by Michelangelo.

ANSWER: Sistine Chapel [do not accept the ceiling of the Sistine Chapel; accept Capella Sistina; prompt on Apostolic Palace; prompt on Papal Palace]
9. This leader once referred to Condoleezza Rice as “Condolence.” In 2009, this world leader promoted his Bank of the South, and he once led Operation Zamora, a failed coup against Carlos Andrés Pérez. Following the death of Muammar al-Qaddafi, he referred to Qaddafi as a “martyr,” and in 2011 he announced that he had (*) cancer. He leads the United Socialist Party and pushes for a Boliviarian Revolution. This man also once claimed that George W. Bush promoted “democracy for the elite” and “democracy of bombs,” and also called him “the devil.” For 10 points, identify this president of Venezuela.

ANSWER: Hugo Rafael Chávez Frías

10. One tennis player from this country held the #1 ranking in the world for one week before losing to Dinara Safina at the Olympics, after which the #1 ranking went to another female athlete from this country, the winner of the 2008 French Open. A male tennis player from this country got booed after criticizing Andy Roddick, and won his first Grand Slam at the (*) 2008 Australian Open. Victor Troicki’s defeat of Michael Llodra earned this country its first Davis Cup in 2010, and another of this country’s athletes won three of the four Grand Slams in 2011. For 10 points, name this country where Jelena Jankovic, Ana Ivanovic, and current world #1 Novak Djokovic used to play on the courts of Belgrade.

ANSWER: Serbia (prompt on Yugoslavia or SFR Yugoslavia, DO NOT ACCEPT FR Yugoslavia or Federal Republic of Yugoslavia or K Yugoslavia the Kingdom of Yugoslavia)

11. One character in this novel has a gravestone reading “Resurgam.” The protagonist of this novel rescinds a commitment to go to India after hearing the voice of her beloved in the air. That character first meets the protagonist after his horse slips on ice. During the main character’s stay at Lowood, she befriends (*) Helen Burns, and while working as a governess for Adele, she is rudely awakened by the sight of her wedding veil being torn. One character in this novel is married to a “madwoman in the attic”,  Bertha Mason. The title character of this novel befriends the missionary St. John Rivers, and ends up marrying Mr. Rochester. For 10 points, name this novel by Charlotte Bronte. 

ANSWER: Jane Eyre
12. This process can be simplified in an apparatus named for Farnsworth and Hirsch while using a technique abbreviated as IEC. It is the subject of a criterion using the product of the ion density and the confinement time; that is Lawson’s criterion. For it to occur, the Coulomb repulsive force must be overcome, and attempts to contain it include the use of a (*) tokamak. This process also occurs in the proton-proton chain reaction in the sun. Erroneous claims were once made regarding its “cold” variety. For 10 points, identify this thermonuclear reaction in which two light nuclei combine to form a heavier nucleus, which is contrasted with fission.

ANSWER: nuclear fusion [accept cold fusion; DO NOT accept nuclear fission and make sure it’s clear that they said fusion]

13. One ruler of this dynasty compiled a namesake dictionary and quelled the Revolt of the Three Feudatories. Another emperor from this dynasty gave the Queue Order forcing all men to shave the front of their heads; that ruler was the Shunzhi Emperor. This dynasty’s Qianlong Emperor led the Siku Quanshu compilation of books, and this period saw the longest reign of any emperor,  the (*) Kangxi Emperor. The last ruler of this dynasty was later put into power in Manchukuo and was named Puyi. The White Lotus Rebellion and the Taiping Rebellion occurred during this dynasty. For 10 points, name this last dynasty of China, established by the Manchu.

ANSWER: Qing dynasty (do not accept “Qin” dynasty)

14. Alvin Ailey’s ballet “The River” used the music of this composer. One of this composer’s works includes a section titled “Emancipation Celebration” and is dedicated in part to Haitian volunteers in the Revolutionary War; that symphony is Black, Brown, and Beige. A song by this man depicts a person whose “soul is bluer than blue can be”, and this composer of the Black and Tan Fantasy also wrote (*) “Mood Indigo”. This longtime collaborator with Billy Strayhorn wrote “Sophisticated Lady”. For 10 points, name this jazz pianist of “Take the A Train” and “It Don’t Mean a Thing (If  It Ain’t Got that Swing)”.

ANSWER: Edward “Duke” Ellington
15. The moon god in this myth system has a name meaning “Counter of the Months”, and was insulted when the food goddess provided a meal out of her nose. A fisherman from this myth system threw a turtle into a lake, leading to the passage of 400 years while he remained married to the dragon princess in a coral palace. Another figure in this mythology turned a girl into a comb that he stuck into his head before killing an (*) eight-headed monster. One goddess in this myth system was born from her father’s left eye, and was lured out of a cave by a mirror. Many figures in this religion are worshipped at buildings that include torii. For 10 points, identify this myth system with spirits called kami, whose gods include Susanoo and Amaterasu.

ANSWER: Shinto myth (or Japanese myth)

16. This composer’s violin concerto opens with a movement marked Allegro mosso appassionato; that work is written in E minor. As a birthday present for his teacher Eduard Rietz, this man composed a String Octet. The last movement of this man’s fourth symphony incorporates themes from the (*) saltarello and tarantella. His third symphony drew from the same themes as his Hebrides Overture. This composer of “Scottish” and “Italian” Symphonies wrote music for a Shakespearean play that features a  Wedding March. For 10 points, name this composer of incidental music to A Midsummer Night’s Dream. 

ANSWER: Felix Mendelssohn
17. According to Herodotus, one steward’s failure to kill this person in infancy resulted in him being tricked into eating his own son; that man was Harpagus. This man’s own sons included Bardiya, and he was able to defeat Amasis II of Egypt. This man was victorious at the Battle of Thymbra following a stalemate against Cresus at Pteria, and he defeated his grandfather (*) Astyages and the Medians at Ecbatana. This man was succeeded by Cambyses II, and he ended the captivity of the Jews when he conquered Babylonia. For 10 points, identify this founder of the Achaemenid Dynasty and the Persian Empire.

ANSWER: Cyrus the Great [or Cyrus II; prompt on just Cyrus]

18. David Brewer abstained from a decision on this case due to the death of his daughter. This case’s majority opinion drew on Roberts v. Boston, and one person involved in this case was represented by Albion Tourgee. William (*) Rehnquist affirmed this case’s outcome, whose majority opinion was written by Henry Billings Brown. As a result of this case, the Louisiana Separate Car Act was deemed constitutional, a stance opposed by the lone dissenter, Justice Harlan. For 10 points, name this 1896 Supreme Court case that led to the doctrine of “separate but equal”. 

ANSWER: Plessy v. Ferguson
19. This poet described a woman’s “polished eyes” in a work that begins by noting her “undulating, lustrous clothes.” This writer addresses one line to “Languorous Asia and burning Africa!” while saying that he shall plunge his head in the titular feature, “The Hair”. This man claimed “how sweet to go there and live together!” in “Invitation to a Journey”, and he described a bird that ship crews capture “for entertainment” in his poem “The (*) Albatross”. This man’s most famous work begins with “To the Reader” and has sections named “Wine” and “Spleen and Ideal”. For 10 points, name this French poet who wrote The Flowers of Evil.

ANSWER: Charles Baudelaire
20. These structures can possess postsegregational killing systems, such as the hok/sok system in E. coli. A hybrid variety of them contains cos sequences, which contain DNA from lambda phages. These structures can be used to encode zinc finger nucleases, which can aid in gene therapy. BACs and YACs are larger versions of these structures. Tra genes allow these structures to be (*) transferred through conjugation. Infectious bacteria have virulent ones, and the “R” one of these structures can confer antibiotic resistance. For 10 points, name these extra-chromosomal circular strands of DNA found in bacteria.

Answer: plasmids

1. This action led to the birth of Aphrodite. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this action whose performance was urged by Mother Earth. The drops of blood resulting from it fell on Earth and led to the birth of the Furies.

ANSWER: the castration of Uranus (accept equivalents)

[10] This youngest of the seven Titans performed the castration of Uranus. He fathered Zeus and Poseidon.

ANSWER: Cronus
[10] This wife and sister of Cronus tricked him by giving him a wrapped stone to swallow in place of Zeus.

ANSWER: Rhea
2. The Sellmeier equation relates this quantity and wavelength. For 10 points each:

[10] First, identify this quantity which is about 1 for air and carbon dioxide. The arcsine of one term for this quantity over another term for this quantity gives the critical angle. This quantity for water at 20 degrees Celsius is 1.33.

ANSWER: index of refraction [or refraction index, or refractive index; prompt on n but don’t prompt on a partial answer]

[10] The index of refraction appears in this law, which can be derived using Fermat’s principle of least time. It relates the indices of refraction of two substances and the sines of their respective angles of incidence.

ANSWER: Snell’s law of refraction [accept Descartes’s law]

[10] The index of refraction is squared in the denominator of a doubly-eponymous equation which describes the amount of Cherenkov radiation given off by a charged particle. Name either of its two namesakes.

ANSWER: Ilya Frank OR Igor Tamm [accept just Tamm-Frank formula or Frank-Tamm formula]

3. Name some famous Pop artists.  For 10 points each:
[10] This super-famous Pop artist’s films include Sleep and The Chelsea Girls. He also painted a bunch of silkscreen works depicting Marilyn Monroe, and  did a series on Campbell’s Soup Cans.

ANSWER: Andy Warhol [or Andrew Warhola]

[10] This artist used Ben-Day dots and showed works such as his Whaam! in a comic-book fashion. His Drowning Girl shows a crying girl who proclaims that she’d rather sink than call Brad for help. 

ANSWER: Roy Lichtenstein

[10] This other artist painted various works depicting swimming pools, including  A Bigger Splash. An artistic theory pertaining to the use of lenses and optics by Renaissance artists is named for him and Charles Falco.
ANSWER: David Hockney
4. Songs about adolescent love are pretty common. Answer some stuff about them, for 10 points each:

[10] This artist  began a recent song with, “You think I’m pretty without any makeup on”; that was her “Teenage Dream.” Her other songs include “California Gurls” and “Firework”.
ANSWER: Katy Perry
[10] Lots of upset-looking girls appear in the music video for this song. Miley Cyrus talks about how “you love me, you like her” as part of the titular list, which also includes the fact that the addressee makes Cyrus love him.

ANSWER: “7 Things”

[10] This bonus would be incomplete without Taylor Swift. In this song, Swift states that the titular thing is a “slammin’ screen door” and “the way you laugh.” She recounts how she asked God to play it again.

ANSWER: “Our Song”

5. Answer the following about a Swedish writer. For 10 points each:

[10] First, name this Swedish author of The Father and The Red Room. In another play, he created Jean, servant to the title character.

ANSWER: August Strindberg
[10] Name the aforementioned Strindberg play, at the end of  which Jean gives the title character a razor.
ANSWER: Miss Julie
[10] In this other Strindberg play, Edgar lives with Alice on an island, until they are disturbed by Kurt.

ANSWER: The Dance of Death (or Dödsdansen)

6. Identify the following about a period of American history. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this era proceeding from the regulations of the 18th amendment in which alcoholic beverages were forbidden.

ANSWER: Prohibition
[10] Prohibition ended when this amendment overturned the 18th amendment.

ANSWER: 21st Amendment

[10] This act, named after a Minnesota Representative, served as the enabling legislation for the 18th amendment. It defined regulations for the commerce of alcohol and its usage in scientific studies.

ANSWER: Volstead Act

7. One of these objects appears alongside a picture and a definition of its name in a Joseph Kosuth work.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this household object which was the subject of “Zig Zag” and “Red and Blue” works by De Stijl artist Gerrit Rietveld. Another of these was created as part of an artist’s work for the Barcelona Pavilion.

ANSWER: chairs 

[10] Identify the architect who included his Barcelona chair as part of his work on the Barcelona Pavilion. He also produced the Farnsworth House and the Lake Shore Drive Apartments in Chicago.

ANSWER: Ludwig Mies van der Rohe [accept either underlined part]

[10] This Finnish architect used red cushions and white finish for his Tulip Chair. He also created the Grasshopper and Womb chairs, but he’s better known for being the son of Eliel and designing the Gateway Arch.

ANSWER: Eero Saarinen [prompt on just Saarinen]

8. This event occurred after a car crash in the Port de l’Alma road tunnel in Paris. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this incident in 1997 after which a certain British royal figure, along with her companion Dodi Fayed, was mourned.  It prompted Elton John to rewrite “Candle in the Wind”.

ANSWER: death of Princess Diana (accept obvious equivalents)

[10] This queen at the time of Diana’s death was criticized for not honoring or commenting on the incident enough in its aftermath. This monarch is married to Prince Philip.

ANSWER: Elizabeth II (prompt on “Elizabeth”)

[10] Although the public initially put much of the blame for Diana’s death on the paparazzi, official investigations later condemned this chauffeur of the limo in which Diana was driving for being drunk during the accident.

ANSWER: Henri Paul
9. The spitzenkorper is an organelle associated with tip growth in the hyphae of these organisms. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this kingdom which includes a namesake "sac" variety in a phylum called ascomycota. Its members include molds and mushrooms, and they have chitinous cell walls.

Answer: fungi [or fungus]

[10] These are symbiotic relationships between fungi and the roots of a vascular plant. The plant provides the fungus with carbohydrates, and in return the mycelium helps to absorb more water and minerals for the plant.

Answer: mycorrhizae

[10] These other organisms consist of a symbiotic relationship between a fungus and a photosynthetic partner, usually green algae or a cyanobacterium.

Answer: lichens

10. This man depicted a group of boys living together in Nip the Buds, Shoot the Kids. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Japanese writer who used his own experiences with a mentally retarded child to write A Personal Matter.

ANSWER: Kenzaburo Oe
[10] Another Japanese writer is this Nobel Laureate who depicted a ballet expert and a geisha in Snow Country and covered a long game in The Master of Go.

ANSWER: Yasunari Kawabata
[10] This early Japanese dramatist wrote many plays about double suicides between lovers, including The Love Suicides at Sonezaki.

ANSWER: Chikamatsu Monzaemon

11. This city’s business district is known as La Défense. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this European capital located on the Seine whose landmarks include the Louvre and the Eiffel Tower.

ANSWER: Paris
[10] Notre-Dame de Paris is on this island in the Seine, which is connected to the left bank by the Pont Neuf.

ANSWER: Ile de la Cité (accept Island of the City or equivalents like that)

[10] This is the name used to refer to the University of Paris, located in the Latin Quarter. After the university split into 13 different institutions, this name remained associated with several of those colleges, including Paris IV, its humanities institute.

ANSWER: La Sorbonne
12. This woman’s story is the basis for the holiday of Purim. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this wife of King Ahareseus who revealed Haman’s plan to kill all the Jews throughout the Persian empire.

ANSWER: Esther
[10] This cousin of Esther took her in as his own daughter. He was the only one who refused to bow to Haman, causing Haman’s wrath.

ANSWER: Mordecai
[10] Esther was a replacement for this former wife of Ahareseus. This queen refused to appear naked before the court, leading to the search for a new, hot wife.

ANSWER: Vashti
13. Fred is hanging out with a group of his friends. Answer some psychological questions about them, for 10 points each:

[10] When Fred and his buddies are together and they see someone getting mugged, Fred expects someone else to deal with it. This is a manifestation of what concept in psychology, exemplified by the murder of Kitty Genovese?
ANSWER: bystander effect

[10] When Fred sees a poor woman in dirty clothes, he automatically assumes that her situation is due to her personality-based and internal factors, rather than situational ones. He thus engages in this cognitive bias.

ANSWER: fundamental attribution error [accept FAE]

[10] When Fred works with his buddies on a project, he puts forth less effort than he would if he were working alone, demonstrating this phenomenon. It’s caused by the sucker effect, and is similar to the Ringelmann effect.

ANSWER: social loafing
14. This character’s mother is Sycorax. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this trapped spirit who allies with Trinculo and Stephano in an attempt to escape the bounds of Prospero.

ANSWER: Caliban
[10] Caliban attempted to rape this daughter of Prospero, who ends up marrying Ferdinand at the end of the play in which the aforementioned characters appear. This character cries “O Brave new world!”

ANSWER: Miranda
[10] Caliban and Miranda both appear in this Shakespearean play in which the titular storm shipwrecks the Duke of Milan’s vessels. 

ANSWER: The Tempest
15. Versions of this technique include size exclusion and high performance liquid forms. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this technique, the thin layer form of which can be used to separate plant pigments such as chlorophylls, carotenes, and xanthophylls. 

Answer: Chromatography
[10] The transmittance or reflectance of pigments and solutions, and thus absorbance, can be calculated as a function of wavelength using one of these devices.

Answer: Spectrophotometer [or a photo-spectrometer]
[10] Using the absorbance of a solution, concentration can be calculated using this law. This law states that absorbance is equal to the absorption coefficient times the path length times concentration.

Answer: Beer-Lambert Law

16. This religious reformer attacked the traditional seven sacraments in his The Babylonian Captivity.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this reformer who posted his 95 theses against things like indulgences on the door of the Castle Church in Wittenberg.

ANSWER: Martin Luther
[10] This leader of the Swiss Reformation fornicated with a barber’s daughter, which caused problems for him in trying to become a priest in Zurich. At the Marburg Colloquy he debated with Luther over the Eucharist.
ANSWER: Ulrich Zwingli
[10] Another  man with whom Luther debated was this Ingolstadt professor. He compared Luther to Jan Huss at a 1519 debate in Leipzig, even though Luther defended him.

ANSWER: John Eck [or Johann Eck]

17. This poet translated a Li Po poem in “The River Merchant’s Wife: A Letter”.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this author of a work that dedicates sections to John Adams along with parts named “Pisan” and “Rock-Drill,” The Cantos.

ANSWER: Ezra Loomis Pound
[10] In “The Cantos,” Pound writes, “Hang it all” to this other poet, who wrote “My Last Duchess.”

ANSWER: Robert Browning [prompt on just Browning; do not accept or prompt on Elizabeth Barrett Browning]
[10] This poem by Pound consists of only a couplet. In its entirety, it reads “The apparition of these faces in the crowd/Petals on a wet, black bough.”

ANSWER: “In a Station of the Metro”

18. This region is home to Makemake and Haumea.  For ten points each:

[10] Name this region between Neptune and the Oort Cloud, the namesake of a Dutch-American astronomer.

ANSWER: the Edgeworth-Kuiper Belt
[10] Some objects in the Kuiper Belt region are known by this nickname, originating from the name of the first trans-Neptunian object discovered after Pluto and Charon. Unlike plutinos, they do not approach Neptune’s orbit.

ANSWER: Cubewanos [or QB1-os]
[10] This moon is hypothesized to have been captured by its home planet from the Kuiper Belt, and is the only large moon in the solar system with a retrograde orbit.

ANSWER:  Triton
19. This Islamic caliphate founded by Muawiyah ended with Marwan II’s defeat at the Battle of Zab. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this caliphate which was based in Damascus and was succeeded by the Abbasid caliphate. Abu al-Abbas  invited its leaders to a banquet, and his guards threw carpets over them and slaughtered them.

ANSWER: Umayyad caliphate/dynasty/khilafah

[10] The Umayyads under Abdul Rahman Al-Ghafiqi were defeated by Charles Martel in this 732 battle after Eudes of Aquitaine wanted protection for the Abbey of Saint Martin. It halted the Arab expansion in Europe.

ANSWER: Battle of Tours [or Battle of Poitiers]

[10] The Battle of Karbala resulted in the death of this son of Ali at the hands of Umayyad forces under Yazid I. He was the brother of Hasan, and his martyrdom is the reason that some Shi’as inflict wounds on themselves on Ashura.

ANSWER: Husayn ibn Ali ibn Abi Talib

20. Name some Russian composers, for 10 points each:

[10] This composer of the opera Prince Igor is also known for a work depicting a feature of the Caucasus, In the Steppes of Central Asia.

ANSWER: Alexander Borodin
