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Round 08 – Tossups

1. One story from this collection concerns the ending of a drought by Honi the circle maker, who bargains with God for rain. The Babylonian part of this work includes the Bava Kamma and Bava Metzia. The first half of this collection has six orders, two of which are Nashim and Kodashim. Its two main parts are the Mishna and Gemarah. This work is known for its structure consisting of blocks of text surrounded by commentary. For 10 points, name this compilation of Jewish law and its Rabbinic commentary.
ANSWER: the Talmud [accept Mishna or Gemara until mentioned] <MAG> 

2. This man's vice president, the only one elected by the Senate through the 12th Amendment, was the supposed killer of Tecumseh, Richard Mentor Johnson. This man was elected to the Senate over Nathan Sanford, and was the key organizer of the Bucktails political machine. He was accused of dining with gold spoons, and resigned following the Petticoat Affair. His presidency saw the Caroline Affair, the Aroostook War, and the slave rebellion aboard the Amistad. After his single term, he ran again in 1848 for the Free Soil Party, but was unpopular due to his handling of the Panic of 1837. For 10 points, name this successor to Andrew Jackson.
ANSWER: Martin van Buren <ZZ>

3. The CKM matrix describes their decay, and the bag model explains the asymptotic freedom exhibited by their confinement. Once hypothesized to be composed of preons, these particles are found in a phase of QCD matter along with gluons. The weak force mediates the interconversion of these particles, each with an electric charge of two-thirds or negative one-third. First proposed by Murray Gell-Mann, these particles combine to form hadrons, including protons and neutrons. For 10 points, name these subatomic particles found in up, down, top, bottom, strange, and charm varieties.
ANSWER: quarks <LC>

4. In this novel, one character has a bookshelf dedicated to works by and about Abraham Lincoln. Sticks of wood planted in the ground signal Napoleon Letisi’s arrival and the beginning of a project to fertilize one town’s soil. In this novel, Gertrude's sickness prompts the protagonist to visit Johannesburg, while Arthur Jarvis is killed by three African intruders. James Jarvis attempts to improve the lives of the people in a village on his estate. For 10 points, name this novel about the Zulu pastor Stephen Kumalo's search for his son Absalom, by Alan Paton.
ANSWER: Cry, the Beloved Country <ZZ>

5. This film’s original score was composed by Edmund Meisel, and its director wanted its score to be rewritten every 20 years. Francis Bacon was inspired by a screaming face from this film, in which one scene shows a close-up on breakfast meat infested with maggots. In one section, a baby carriage rolls through a field of corpses and a woman is shot through a lens of her glasses. In another scene in this film, white-shirted Cossacks massacre civilians on a wide staircase, the Odessa steps. For 10 points, name this film by Sergei Eisenstein about a mutiny on the title ship.
ANSWER: The Battleship Potemkin <RY>

6. In one work by this author, Henry Knight sees a trilobite fossil while hanging off a cliff, and the architect's assistant Stephen Smith vies for the hand of Elfride Swancourt. This author of A Pair of Blue Eyes wrote a work in which Dick Dewy falls in love with Fancy Day, titled Under the Greenwood Tree. He wrote a work where Diggory Venn marries Thomasin and Damon Wildeve tries to elope with Eustacia Vye, and another in which the protagonist stabs Alec to be with Angel Clare. For 10 points, name this author of The Return of the Native and Tess of the D'Urbervilles.
ANSWER: Thomas Hardy <YC>

7. One port of this game was made a mirror image of the original in order to make the protagonist right-handed. The protagonist must solve a puzzle with two jumping statues in order to gain a certain weapon. One boss rides a large boar and charges at the protagonist on a bridge, which is later destroyed and then restored. In much of the early portion of this game, the protagonist carries an imp-like creature, Midna, and is trapped in the form of a wolf. For 10 points, name this game in the Legend of Zelda series, a sequel to Nintendo 64 titles such as Majora's Mask and Ocarina of Time.
ANSWER: The Legend of Zelda: Twilight Princess <RY> 

8. This structure is affected by a mutation in ABCA12 that causes harlequin-type ichthyosis. This organ includes Meissner and Pacinian corpuscles. It’s not the pancreas, but one part of it includes Merkel cells and Langerhans cells. The pilomotor reflex affects this organ, which contains the sebaceous glands. Divided into three main layers, this organ is composed largely of collagen and keratin, and is affected by psoriasis and eczema. The largest organ of the body, it comprises the first line of defense against pathogens. For 10 points, name this organ whose top layer is the epidermis.
ANSWER: skin [prompt on epidermis until “three main layers” is read] <DX>

9. One story in this work deals with the "Transference of Ills," while another part deals with "tabooed words" such as the names of the dead. This work describes the ritual murder of the priest of Nemi. Controversial for presenting an agnostic study of the Lamb of God as well as an analysis of the crucifixion, it is perhaps better known for a discussion of the "king of the wood." Titled after the object presented by Sybil and Aeneas in order to gain entrance to the underworld, for 10 points, name this comparative study of mythology and religion by Sir James Frazer. 
ANSWER: The Golden Bough: A Study in Magic and Religion <ZZ> 

10. This event was precipitated by an act signed by Lord Canning. An annexation policy called the Doctrine of Lapse, implemented by Lord Dolhousie, stripped one participant in this event of her power. This event saw the death of Henry Lawrence in the Siege of Lucknow. It was precipitated by rumors of the shipment of ammunition to the Dum-Dum Arsenal supposedly greased with pork and beef fat. For 10 points, name this revolt of the namesake Indian soldiers in the British Army, which led to the downfall of the British East India Company.
ANSWER: Sepoy Rebellion or Mutiny [accept Indian Rebellion of 1857] <ZZ> 

11. This figure was imprisoned by a god's servant and afflicted by 60 diseases when she tried to rescue her lover from death. She was the daughter of the lord of heaven or of the moon god. When passing through the gates of the underworld, she stripped and arrived completely naked. When a man refused her, this goddess of sex and fertility sent a bull to attack him. She once stood on the wall of Uruk while Enkidu threw a thigh at her, and she had the prostitutes and courtesans mourn for the Bull of Heaven. For 10 points, name this Babylonian goddess who was rejected by Gilgamesh.
ANSWER: Ishtar <WD>

12. One variant of this function appearing in the formula for a Newton series is the "falling" form, represented by the Pochhammer symbol. The natural log of this function is related to elementary functions in Stirling's approximation. Extended to complex numbers by the gamma function, it appears in the denominator of each term in a Taylor series expansion. Applied to a positive integer n, this function gives the number of ways to permute n objects, which equals the product of all integers from 1 to n. For 10 points, name this function denoted by an exclamation point.
ANSWER: factorial function <LC>

13. This figure was shown sitting on the steps in a bas relief by Michelangelo, and was shown by another artist in Port Lligat. Shown by Andrea del Sarto standing on a pedestal decorated with harpies, this figure appears in a Jan van Eyck work commissioned by Chancellor Rolin. A stone column and a toga-clad man appear in the background of a mannerist painting of this figure with a long neck. She appears in Michelangelo's only signed sculpture, the Pietà. Often depicted wearing a blue mantle representing Heaven, she appears with her son in many Christian icon paintings. For 10 points, name this figure often depicted in religious art, the mother of Jesus Christ.
ANSWER: Madonna or Virgin Mary <LC>

14. It is not Morocco, but a “historic compromise” between this modern nation’s two main parties led to the Years of Lead, which saw the assassination of Aldo Moro and Operation Gladio. The northern region of this nation united against Frederick Barbarossa in battles such as Legnano, and was also the site of the War of the League of Cambrai. A rebellion in this country against Charles of Anjou began on the night of Vespers on a southern island in this nation. Unified following battles such as Magenta and Solferino, it was the site of the Etruscan civilization. For 10 points, name this nation more recently led by Benito Mussolini.
ANSWER: Republic of Italy <ZZ>

15. This quantity can be measured with a Harned cell, and when it becomes very low, the Hammett function is often used instead. It is graphed against voltage potential in a Pourbaix diagram. Defined in terms of activity, this quantity is given in terms of pKa by the Henderson-Hasselbalch equation. Commonly measured using substances such as methyl orange and bromothymol blue, this quantity is found by taking the negative log of the concentration of hydrogen ions. It is held relatively constant in buffered solutions. For 10 points, name this measure of acidity, which is 7 for pure water.
ANSWER: pH <LC>

16. This author wrote one poem whose title event took place "at five in the afternoon," and another which begins with boys "singing, exposing their waists." Along with "Lament for the Death of a Bullfighter" and "Ode to Walt Whitman," he wrote a play in which the barren title character strangles Juan, and another including the deaths of Leonardo Felix and the Groom. His Rural Trilogy consists of Yerma and Blood Wedding, and a third novel in which the title character shoots Pepe El Romano outside the title building, causing Adela to hang herself. For 10 points, name this Spanish author of The House of Bernarda Alba.
ANSWER: Federico Garcia Lorca [do not prompt on “Lorca”] <YC>

17. Subgroups of this ethnicity include the Oirats and the Khalkha, the former of whom reside in the North Caucasus, where they are known as Kalmyks. During the festival of Naadam they participate in "the three games of men." Their modern-day capital is named after a "red hero" who helped defeat the White Russian warlord Ungern von Sternburg. This group's native religion is centered on Tengri, or the "sky-father." They conquered the Khwarezmian Empire and were defeated at the Ugra River and at Ain Jalut. Many of them live in yurts. For 10 points, name this ethnic group united in the 13th century by Genghis Khan.
ANSWER: Mongols [accept Mongolians] <RY>

18. Storm Bay and the Bay of Fires lie off the coast of this island, whose northwest contains a temperate rainforest, the Tarkine. It contains Cradle Mountain and its tallest point is at Mount Ossa. Many dolerite columns named "Organ Pipes" lie on this island’s Mount Wellington, which overlooks its largest city as well as the Derwent estuary. Its namesake peninsula contains Port Arthur, a former settlement for convicts, and another name for it is van Dieman's Land. It is separated from the mainland by the Bass Strait and its capital is Hobart. For 10 points, name this island off the southern coast of Australia.
ANSWER: Tasmania <RY>

19. Though not a drinker, this character drinks a daiquiri on a double date with his paramour Ruth and his former coach Tothero. His son Nelson grows up to be a drug addict while his legitimate daughter, Rebecca June, is drowned by his alcoholic wife Janice. This man dies of a heart attack while playing basketball with a teenager, just as he is doing when he is introduced in the first novel in which he appears. For 10 points, name this pale former high school basketball star, whose nickname is followed by Run, Redux, is Rich, and at Rest in a series by John Updike.
ANSWER: Harry "Rabbit" Angstrom [accept Harry Angstrom; prompt on partial answers] <MA>

20. This composer's Violin Concerto No. 2 is titled "The American Four Seasons,” and another work of his is based on Orphée and other works by Jean Cocteau. This composer of a “Cocteau Trilogy” incorporated Hopi chants in the soundtrack to Koyaanisqatsi (“koh-yah-nis-kat-see”). A composition sung in Akkadian, Biblical Hebrew, and Ancient Egyptian was part of his "Portrait Trilogy," as well as another work based on the life of Gandhi. In addition to the operas Akhenaten and Satyagraha, his most famous work includes several Trials and Knee Plays. For 10 points, name composer of Einstein on the Beach.
ANSWER: Philip Glass <DX>

TB. One person did this in favor of her one year-old son, after which the Casket Letters were released. Another person performed this action after a severe attack of gout. Stanley Baldwin advised one person to do this in order to marry a divorcee who would later become the Duchess of Windsor, Wallis Simpson. One person who performed this action fled to England under the name "Mr. Smith," ending the July Monarchy. Another was a puppet of his father, Orestes, before being forced to do this by Odoacer. For 10 points, identify this action of abandoning a royal throne.
ANSWER: abdication [accept word forms] <RY>

Round 08 – Bonuses

1. It used the mita labor tribute system to build its network of roads, on which chasqui runners relayed messages. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Andean empire that was divided into four suyus and which spoke Quechua.
ANSWER: Inca Empire
[10] This conquistador was offered a room full of gold by Atahualpa, whom he then killed. He conquered the Inca Empire for Spain.
ANSWER: Francisco Pizarro Gonzalez
[10] The mita was used by Spanish rulers to obtain a labor force for this largest silver mine in the Spanish Empire, in which thousands died from mercury poisoning. It lies in present-day Bolivia.
ANSWER: Potosí <RY>

2. This archipelago is divided into two bailiwicks and generally does not include the Chausey Islands. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this archipelago lying in a namesake body of water, which includes Guernsey, one of the only parts of the UK occupied by Germany during World War II.
ANSWER: Channel Islands
[10] This island is not a Channel Island, but does lie in the English Channel off the coast of Hampshire and is the largest island in England. It is separated from England by the Solent and hosts a namesake music festival.
ANSWER: Isle of Wight
[10] This largest Channel Island has capital at St. Helier and lies east of Guernsey. It has its own currency and regional language, Jèrriais.
ANSWER: Jersey <RY>

3. One character pretends to be from Phocis and places a lock of his hair at a grave. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this play preceding The Eumenides, in which Orestes and Electra kill Clytemnestra.
ANSWER: The Libation Bearers
[10] This ancient Greek playwright of The Libation Bearers wrote Agaememnon as part of his Oresteia trilogy. He also wrote Seven Against Thebes.
ANSWER: Aeschylus
[10] In this tragedy, probably written by Aeschylus, the title character is tied to a rock for bringing fire to mankind and prophesies that one of Io's descendants will free him one day. 
ANSWER: Prometheus Bound <YC>

4. Answer the following about a certain conflict, for 10 points each:

[10] A Geneva Accord ended a war between Vietnamese, Cambodian and Laotian guerrillas and this colonial power, which also controlled Tunisia, Morocco, and Algeria.

ANSWER: France
[10] The First Indochina War saw a major French defeat at this battle, in which French paratroopers set up 7 forts named after the commanding officer's former mistresses, and were besieged by a superior Vietnamese artillery.
ANSWER: Battle of Dien Bien Phu
[10] This man led the Viet Minh and later led the government of North Vietnam following the Geneva Accord.
ANSWER: Ho Chi Minh or Nguyễn Sinh Cung <RY>

5. She lives on the island of Ogygia. For 10 points each:
[10] This nymph wanted Odysseus as her immortal husband. When he refused, she imprisoned Odysseus on her island for years until Athena set him free.
ANSWER: Calypso
[10] This Titan and father of Calypso was also the father of the Hesperides and the brother of Prometheus. After the Titan War, he was punished by being forced to hold up the sky on his shoulders. 
ANSWER: Atlas
[10] This brother of Atlas ignored Prometheus's warnings when he married Pandora, bringing evils into the world. Very fittingly, his name means "hindsight."
ANSWER: Epimetheus <MZ>

6. They participate in, but are not consumed by, a chemical reaction. For 10 points each:
[10] Name these substances that increase the rate of a reaction by lowering the activation energy.
ANSWER: (positive) catalysts
[10] A ruthenium carbene named for Robert Grubbs catalyzes the metathesis of these compounds. They are characterized by a carbon-carbon double bond around which rotation is restricted, giving rise to cis and trans isomers.
ANSWER: alkenes or olefins
[10] This element is found in the Lindlar catalyst, used to hydrogenate alkynes to alkenes. The 2010 Nobel Prize in Chemistry was awarded to Heck, Negishi, and Suzuki for a cross-coupling catalyzed by a compound of this metal.
ANSWER: palladium or Pd <LC>

7. You're more likely to get help if you have a seizure in front of one person than three. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this psychological phenomenon in which people are less likely to offer help in the presence of other people.
ANSWER: bystander effect
[10] The bystander effect was cited in the 1964 murder of this woman who was stabbed to death in front of more than a dozen people, none of whom tried to help or call the police.
ANSWER: Kitty Genovese [accept Catherine Susan Genovese] 
[10] Darley and Latane conducted the seizure experiment and the smoke-filled room study, concluding that the bystander effect partially stems from this phenomenon in which an individual exerts proportionally less effort as group size grows.
ANSWER: social loafing <MZ> 

8. Answer the following about musical forms, for 10 points each:
[10] In this form, a solo instrument is usually accompanied by the orchestra. Examples include Bartok's [this] for Orchestra, Tchaikovsky’s First for piano, and Vivaldi’s violin ones, called The Four Seasons.
ANSWER: concerto [accept concerti, concertos]
[10] The first movements of concertos from the Classical period onwards were often written in this compositional form. Compositions of this type by Beethoven include the "Pastoral," "Appasionata," and "Hammerklavier."
ANSWER: sonata-allegro form
[10] Concertos often feature this kind of improvised or written-out ornamental passage, which the soloist plays in free time for virtuosic display.
ANSWER: cadenzas <DX> 

9. The strength of this effect is proportional to the rate of change in magnetic flux. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this phenomenon, the production of voltage across a conductor in a changing magnetic field. It is the basis for electrical generators and transformers.
ANSWER: electromagnetic induction or induced emf
[10] This English discoverer of induction names a law of induction, two laws of electrolysis, and a "cage" used to block external electric fields.
ANSWER: Michael Faraday
[10] This law states that the induced emf always produces a current whose magnetic field opposes the change in flux that produced it.
ANSWER: Lenz's law <LC>

10. In this work, the winner of a dueling tournament dies after his horse falls on him. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this story, part of an unfinished collection, in which Palamon and Arcite vie for Emily's hand in marriage.
ANSWER: The Knight's Tale [prompt on The Canterbury Tales]
[10] Name this collection that includes the Knight's Tale and the Wife of Bath's Tale, among others. The stories are told by pilgrims journeying to Saint Thomas Becket's shrine. 
ANSWER: The Canterbury Tales
[10] This English author of works in Middle English such as The Parliament of Fowls and Troilus and Criseyde wrote The Canterbury Tales.
ANSWER: Geoffrey Chaucer <YC>

11. He was closely associated with his war minister, Albrecht von Roon, and his field marshal, Helmuth von Moltke the Elder. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Prussian Junker, a master of realpolitik and the first chancellor of Imperial Germany.
ANSWER: Otto von Bismarck
[10] Bismarck gave this speech to the Prussian Landtag, which had refused an increase in military spending. In it he criticized the Congress of Vienna and referred to the "great mistake of 1848".
ANSWER: Blood and Iron or Blut und Eisen speech
[10] Bismarck denounced Christian IX's claim to this region, leading to the second war over it between Prussia and Denmark.
ANSWER: Schleswig-Holstein <RY>

12. Answer some questions about Roman Catholicism, for 10 points each:
[10] This ritual, which represents the last supper, involves eating wafers that are transubstantiated into the body of Jesus.
ANSWER: Eucharist or Holy Communion
[10] The Eucharist is one of these seven rites in Catholicism which also include baptism and confession.
ANSWER: sacraments
[10] During this sacrament, a priest prays for a dying person by rubbing oil on them, which is meant to forgive sin and prepare the soul.
ANSWER: Anointing of the Sick [accept Extreme Unction or last rights] <MAG>

13. Answer the following about an artist from Crete, for 10 points each.
[10] This artist painted The Burial of Count Orgaz and other works in his mannerist style, famous for its elongated features.
ANSWER: El Greco or Doménikos Theotokópoulos
[10] One of El Greco's only landscapes, this painting features a sharp contrast between the blue-gray sky and the green hills on the outskirts of the title Spanish city.
ANSWER: View of Toledo
[10] This El Greco painting depicts the title event from the Book of Revelation. In it, Matthew stands with his arms raised on the left as several naked figures receive white robes behind him to the right.
ANSWER: Opening of the Fifth Seal [accept The Fifth Seal of the Apocalypse or The Vision of Saint John] <ZZ>

14. She falls in love with Allan Grey, who kills himself after she finds out that he is a homosexual. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this character, a close friend of Mitch, who has "always depended on the kindness of strangers."
ANSWER: Blanche Dubois [accept either name] 
[10] Blanche Dubois is raped by Stanley, Stella Kowalski's husband, in this play set in Louisiana. 
ANSWER: A Streetcar Named Desire
[10] This author of The Glass Menagerie and Cat on a Hot Tin Roof wrote A Streetcar Named Desire.
ANSWER: Thomas Lanier "Tennessee" Williams <YC>

15. Answer the following about a tactic employed in Congress, for 10 points each.
[10] This tactic takes advantage of the fact that a Senator may address the Senate for as long as he wishes with complete control over the floor unless a motion of cloture is passed. It is often used to prevent the passage of bills.
ANSWER: filibuster
[10] Notorious for the length of his filibusters, this opponent of civil rights went on a solo filibuster of 24 hours and 18 minutes in opposition to the Civil Rights Act of 1957.
ANSWER: James Strom Thurmond
[10] This “Kingfisher,” a senator from Louisiana, instructed the Senate on the merits of “pot-likker” during one of his filibusters. He started the Share Our Wealth program in 1934 and coined the slogan “Every Man a King.”
ANSWER: Huey Pierce Long Jr. <ZZ>

16. Name these former residents of Xavier’s School for Gifted Youngsters, for 10 points each.
[10] This Chinese-American girl from Beverly Hills was able to produce sparks from her fingers before losing her powers during the M-Day crisis.  
ANSWER: Jubilation "Jubilee" Lee
[10] This superhero is descended from an African tribe of sorcerers, and she is able to fly and manipulate weather. After marrying the Black Panther, she becomes Queen of the Kingdom of Wakanda.
ANSWER: Storm
[10] Born and raised in New Orleans, this former thief can charge objects with explosive energy, most often shown in his ability to throw cards and use his staff. For a time he was one of the Four Horsemen of Apocalypse.
ANSWER: Gambit <MA> 

17. Addition of animal byproducts to cattle feed in the UK led to an epidemic of this disease, which has been linked to a variant of Creutzfeld-Jakob disease. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this disease that causes spongiform degeneration in the brain and spinal cord of its namesake bovine.
ANSWER: mad cow disease or Bovine Spongiform Encephalopathy
[10] Mad cow disease is caused by these pathogens, a breakdown-resistant isoform of the PrP protein. They replicate by converting normal PrP into the disease-linked form, creating amyloid fibers that destroy neurons.
ANSWER: prions or proteinaceous infectious particles
[10] Prions are also responsible for this disease affecting the Fore tribe of Papua New Guinea. Causing tremors and ataxia, it was transmitted by cannibalistic funeral rites.
ANSWER: kuru <LC>

18. Characters in this play include the father, the mother, and the stepdaughter. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this work in which the title group angers a stage manager by interrupting a play rehearsal. The ensemble convinces the manager to get his troupe to act out their story.
ANSWER: Six Characters in Search of an Author
[10] Six Characters in Search of an Author was written by this Italian playwright and Nobel laureate, the author of The Late Mattia Pascual.
ANSWER: Luigi Pirandello
[10] This other Pirandello play is about an actor who falls off a horse and believes himself to be the title Holy Roman Emperor. 
ANSWER: Enrico IV or Henry IV <MA>

19. Can anyone ever really know the right answer to these questions? For 10 points each:
[10] Name this ancient Greek philosophical movement which, as its name would imply, questions the value of perception and is centered around the belief that nothing can be known.
ANSWER: skepticism
[10] Skepticism has its roots in this other philosophical school which rejected formal philosophy, whose adherents abandoned their wealth in a desire to "return to nature."
ANSWER: cynicism
[10] This is the founder of cynicism, who embraced the epithet "kynikos," or dog-like, referring to his lifestyle that included begging and sleeping outdoors.
ANSWER: Diogenes of Sinope <MA>

20. Examples include Rabin-Karp and Knuth-Morris-Pratt for string searching, and Bellman-Ford for finding shortest paths. For 10 points each:
[10] Give this term for a generalized procedure used to perform a particular task, such as sorting, searching, or encrypting.
ANSWER: algorithms
[10] This type of algorithm always makes the locally optimal choice at each step, which often does not produce the globally optimal solution. An example is the nearest neighbor algorithm for the traveling salesman problem.
ANSWER: greedy algorithm
[10] This notoriously slow sorting algorithm compares each pair of adjacent elements in the list and swaps them if they are out of order.
ANSWER: bubble sort <LC>

TB. For 10 points each, name these characters created by Mark Twain:
[10] This character sails down the Mississippi with his mischievous friend Tom Sawyer. 
ANSWER: Huckleberry Finn [accept either name] 
[10] This character nicknamed Boss finds himself in medieval England and correctly predicts a solar eclipse. He appears in A Connecticut Yankee in King Arthur's Court 
ANSWER: Hank Morgan [prompt on Morgan]
[10] This lawyer collects fingerprints and is the title character of a novel in which Roxy switches Tom Driscoll and the 1/32 black Chambers at birth.
