Round 12 – Tossups

1. He died by drinking from the deadly spring of Tilphussa. He was cursed by Athena when he saw her bathing, but then was granted the gift of understanding birdsong. On Mount Cyllene, he hit a pair of mating snakes with his stick and in some myths, later became a prostitute. When he was called upon for his experience of both genders, he said that women enjoy sex more than men, causing Hera to strike him blind. For 10 points, name this Theban prophet who gave advice on Helios’s cattle to Odysseus and revealed that Oedipus himself was the killer of his father Laius. 
ANSWER: Tiresias <WD> 

2. One term in the chord-conductance equation comes from this equation, which can be used to map Pourbaix diagrams. The Butler-Volmer equation can be reduced to this when “I equals zero,” and it is a special case of the Goldman equation for one ion. It can be used to predict the behavior of a concentration cell. When the system is not in equilibrium, this equation accounts for the extra term of “negative R T over n F” times the natural log of the reaction quotient, where F is the Faraday constant, the total charge of a mole of electrons. For 10 points, name this equation that predicts the voltage of an electrochemical cell.
ANSWER: Nernst equation <SH>

3. This politician was the only member of the Gang of Seven to be elected to the Senate. In one recent statement, this politician claimed he was “taking one for the team” by supporting the No Child Left Behind Act, and his namesake provision for that bill provided for the teaching of intelligent design. This politician was defeated by Bob Casey Jr. in one election. In 2004, this politician supported fellow Pennsylvanian Arlen Specter for the Senate. For 10 points, name this ex-contender for the 2012 Republican Presidential nomination and former senator whose name was turned by Dan Savage into a vulgar Google search term.
ANSWER: Rick Santorum <PM>

4. The Ramsey Problem deals with optimizing these, while Henry George proposed only using these on unimproved land. The Tobin type is intended to prevent short-term currency exchange, while the Pigovian type leads to economic efficiency, which is odd because most of these decrease social welfare with a wedge-shaped deadweight loss. When these are applied on a specific good, the burden of these falls on the participant with the lowest elasticity. A progressive type of these is based on income and is allowed by the 16th Amendment. For 10 points, name these charges used by the government to raise revenue.
ANSWER: taxes [accept taxation] <MAG>

5. In a movement entitled “Liturgy of Crystal,” this instrument portrays the blackbird’s song. This instrument plays solo in the movement “Abyss of Birds” from Quartet for the End of Time. Till Eulenspiegel’s death at the gallows is represented by a squawk on this instrument. In Peter and the Wolf, this instrument portrays the Cat. Anton Stadler played this instrument, and was the dedicatee of Mozart’s Concerto in A Major for this instrument. A glissando by this instrument opens Rhapsody in Blue. For 10 points, name this single-reed woodwind instrument played by Artie Shaw and Benny Goodman.

ANSWER: clarinet [also accept mention of B-flat, D, and basset types; do not accept if “E-flat” type is mentioned] <DX>

6. Niven’s theorem states that if “x over pi” and “sine x” are both of this type, then sine x equals positive or negative 0, 1, or 1/2. A Farey sequence consists of these numbers, which are generalized by the p-adics. The set of these numbers is topologically dense and their algebraic closure is the set of algebraic numbers. They are countably infinite and form a subset of the real numbers. These numbers have either terminal or repeating decimals, and the set of these is symbolized by a bold letter Q. For 10 points, name these numbers that can be expressed as quotients of two integers.
ANSWER: rational numbers <WR>

7. In one poem, this author explains “No white nor red was ever seen / So am'rous as this lovely green” in the title location. The subject of another poem is likened to “the three-forked lightning” that blasts off the head of Caesar. This author of “An Horation Ode Upon Cromwell’s Return to England” and “The Garden” wrote a poem ending with the speaker’s lament of “the slow-chapt power” of “Time’s wingèd chariot hurrying near”. The author of the lines “Had we but world enough, and time”, for 10 points, name this English metaphysical poet of To His Coy Mistress.
ANSWER: Andrew Marvell <DX>

8. This country’s UNOVIS art group was led by a man whose works included White on White and Black Circle. A depiction of “Barge Haulers on” this country’s longest river was painted by a member of its Wanderers movement, Repin. Another man from this country painted abstract works like Composition VII and founded a group including Franz Marc and August Macke, the Blue Rider movement. One man’s childhood in this country inspired a work in which a green-faced man is staring at a goat, I and the Village. For 10 points, name this home of Marc Chagall and Wassily Kandinsky, whose art was stifled under socialist realism.
ANSWER: Russia [prompt on “Soviet Union” or “USSR” or “Russian Empire” and similar answers] <RY> 

9. This phenomenon occurs twice as quickly in the Moran model as in the Wright-Fisher model. A high frequency of Ellis-van Creveld syndrome among the Amish is caused by a special case of this phenomenon. Most common for neutral genes, it violates one of the assumptions of the Hardy-Weinberg principle. When a small group breaks off from a population, this phenomenon results in the founder effect. Its effect is magnified following a population bottleneck, and unlike natural selection, it is random. For 10 points, name this phenomenon, a change in allele frequency due to random sampling.
ANSWER: genetic drift [prompt on “founder effect” before it is mentioned] <SH>

10. In this work, one character takes Solomon’s advice about love and goes to the Bridge of Geese, where he beats a mule across and later employs the same tactic with his wife. Lessing’s Nathan the Wise is partly based on this work’s “Ring Parable.” In this work, the nobleman Gualtieri tells his wife he has put their two children to death, testing Griselda’s faith. Dionio tells every tenth tale, while its other narrators include Panfilo, Filistrato and Pampinea. For 10 points, name this frame narrative of 100 stories set during the Black Death by Giovanni Boccaccio.
ANSWER: The Decameron <YC>

11. At one point in this battle, Nathan “Shanks” Evans held off the attacks on the Confederate left flank by Robert C. Schenck. General Daniel Tyler moved towards the Stone Bridge in the morning of this battle. Joseph Johnston's reinforcements would prove to be a major turning point in this battle, and after his defense of Henry House Hill here, Stonewall Jackson earned his nickname. The Union was commanded by General Irvin McDowell. For 10 points, name this battle which saw the Confederates under P.G.T. Beauregard triumph over the Union, the first major land battle of the Civil War.
ANSWER: First Battle of Bull Run [accept First Battle Of Manassas]

12. This quantity is proportional to charge squared times acceleration squared according to the Larmor formula, and it equals the surface integral of intensity. The optical type of this quantity is the reciprocal of focal length, and in fluid systems, it equals flow rate times pressure. In electrical systems, it equals current squared times resistance, or simply current times voltage. For rotational systems, it equals torque times angular velocity. Calculated as force times velocity, it is the rate at which energy is transferred. For 10 points, name this quantity measured in watts.
ANSWER: power <BM>

13. This character erroneously claims that the first two disciples were David and Goliath. In one novel titled after this character, the irksome character Jubiter disappears while his twin Jake Dunlap steals some diamonds and blames this character’s Uncle Silas. This character is lost at McDougal’s cave with a love interest who had earlier been annoyed by his “engagement” to Amy Lawrence. Shunned by Becky Sharp, this character becomes a pirate with Joe Harper after witnessing a murder committed by Injun Joe. For 10 points, name this compatriot of Huckleberry Finn, created by Mark Twain.
ANSWER: Tom Sawyer [accept either name] <YC>

14. This battle was preceded by the defeat at the Garonne River of Odo the Great. One side in this battle retreated following a rumor that the other side was taking the treasure they had looted from Bordeaux. This battle took place at the same area in which John II would later be captured by Edward the Black Prince. One side’s cavalry was rendered useless by a long uphill charge, and was repeatedly ordered to charge against the enemy infantry square by the governor of Al-Andalus, Abd ar-Rahman, after whose death his forces retreated to Spain. For 10 points, name this battle in which Charles Martel ended the expansion of the Umayyad Caliphate.
ANSWER: Battle of Tours or Battle of Poitiers <RY>

15. This philosopher attacked the “free-thinkers” in works like Alciphon and The Analyst. He described what we see as just light and color, while in another work, he argued that since we perceive objects and all our perceptions are ideas, all objects are ideas. This author of An Essay Towards a New Theory of Vision stated “esse est percipi,” or “to be is to be perceived”. For 10 points, name this Irish idealist philosopher who outlined his theory of immaterialism in A Treatise Concerning Human Knowledge, which was adapted into Three Dialogues Between Hylas and Philonous.

ANSWER: George Berkeley (“bark-lee”) <MZ>

16. In one novel by this author, the title character dances with Barbra Flick while choosing not to pursue the tanner Emil Rothfuss’s wife. This author of Knulp wrote about Joseph Knecht’s pursuit of the role of Magister Ludi in the title intellectual game, and described a journey undertaken with Govinda in search for the Buddha in another novel. This author of The Glass Bead Game wrote about the saxophonist Pablo bringing Hermine to the Magic Theatre, causing Harry Haller to stab her. For 10 points, name this German author of Siddhartha and Steppenwolf.
ANSWER: Hermann Hesse <YC>

17. Late in life, this man travelled in Hermann Goring’s former train car across West Germany to discredit the Morgenthau Plan. This President’s Secretary of State responded to the Mukden Incident with the Stimson Doctrine. This man led the Food Administration during World War I, and MacArthur disobeyed his command to not attack the Bonus Army. He defeated Al Smith and created the Reconstruction Finance Corporation, but was ultimately remembered for his namesake shantytowns that resulted from the Great Depression. For 10 points, name this President defeated in 1932 by FDR.
ANSWER: Herbert Clark Hoover <RY>

18. One section of this work employs an eponymous chord consisting of a major third interval and three perfect fourth intervals. The last section of this work is composed of five scales played “as long as the soloist wishes,” and features modal shifting from Ionian to A-flat Mixolydian and ending with G Dorian. This album’s second track is a 12 bar blues in B-flat that features Wynton Kelly appear on the piano instead of Bill Evans: that song is “All Blues.” “Freddie Freeloader” appears after this album’s first track “So What.” Two other players on this album were Cannonball Adderley and John Coltrane. For 10 points, name this 1959 album by Miles Davis.
ANSWER: Kind of Blue <YC> 

19. This religion’s followers make pilgrimage to the Palitana temples, and its principle of nirjara, one of its nine tattva, ends the process of samvara. That process is described in the Tattvartha Sutra, one of the few texts followed by both its “white-clad” and “sky-clad” sects. Its Great Vows include one which leads some to sweep their path to avoid killing insects; that principle is ahimsa, or non-violence. Its adherents believe in the liberation of jiva by the shedding of karmas to achieve moksha, a nirvana-like state. For 10 points, name this pacifistic religion established by Mahavira with strict dietary requirements.
ANSWER: Jainism [accept Jainadharma or Samanam] <MA/RY>

20. Prior to one of these conflicts, several thousand rebels were ambushed and then starved in a saw-shaped canyon, after having been defeated at Utica and the Bagradas River in the Mercenary War. These conflicts saw the Battle of Ilipa, and the first one was begun by the Mamertines and the tyrant Hiero II. One of these conflicts saw the successful use of the corvus at Cape Ecnomus. One side adopted the Fabian strategy after its defeat at Lake Trasimene. For 10 points, name these conflicts that saw battles at Zama and Cannae, fought between Rome and Carthage.
ANSWER: Punic Wars <RY>

TB. One author from this country wrote a novel whose protagonist’s fraternal twin Estha is sexually abused by the Orangedrink Lemondrink Man. That novel is The God of Small Things. This country is home to the author of a novel in which Saleem Sinai and Parvati-the-witch are some characters who were born at the moment of this country’s independence in Midnight’s Children. This country is also home to an epic poem split into kandas following the life of Rama. For 10 points, name this country home to Salman Rushdie, whose literature includes the Ramayana.
ANSWER: India <MA>

Round 12 – Bonuses

1. One character in this novel has an extensive Abraham Lincoln library. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this novel where the pastor Stephen Kumalo learns that his son Absalom has murdered Arthur Jarvis. 
ANSWER: Cry, the Beloved Country
[10] This South African created the policeman Pieter van Vlaanderen in Too Late the Phalarope and wrote Ah, But Your Land is Beautiful and Cry, the Beloved Country.
ANSWER: Alan Paton
[10] In Cry, the Beloved Country, this younger sister of Stephen Kumalo becomes a heavy-drinking prostitute in Johannesburg and was intially described as being “sick”.
ANSWER: Gertrude Kumalo <YC>

2. Infants in this stage begin to recognize familiar faces and exhibit stranger anxiety. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this stage of cognitive development that involves the development of object permanence.
ANSWER: sensorimotor stage
[10] The sensorimotor stage is part of this psychologist’s theory of cognitive development. He also theorized that people interpret information through a series of schemata, which can be assimilated or accommodated.
ANSWER: Jean Piaget
[10] Piaget’s stage theory contrasts with Lev Vygotsky’s sociocultural theory, which emphasizes continuous growth. This central sociocultural concept is the range between independent and assisted problem solving.
ANSWER: zone of proximal development <MZ>

3. These people identify with the ancient Tiwanaku culture, and they overran the Uru people of Lake Titicaca. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this indigenous people of the Altiplano region. Along with the Quechua people, they protested against natural gas development in their country in 2005.
ANSWER: Aymara people
[10] The Aymara people live in this landlocked country, once home to silver mines at Potosi, with capitals at Sucre and La Paz.
ANSWER: Plurinational State of Bolivia
[10] Aymara protests led to the election of this man, claimed to be the first indigenous President of Bolivia. He earlier advocated for the growing of coca in protest against America’s War on Drugs.
ANSWER: Evo Morales <RY>

4. This work contains 9 movements and is named after a treatise by Friedrich Nietzsche. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this tone poem whose first movement is “Sunrise.” It ends with “Song of the Nightwanderer” and includes a notable World Riddle motif.

ANSWER: Also Sprach Zarathustra [accept Thus Spoke Zarathustra]

[10] This German composer of Also Sprach Zarathustra also created the opera Der Rosenkavalier and tone poems like An Alpine Symphony and Death and Transfiguration.

ANSWER: Richard Strauss [prompt on Strauss]

[10] This Strauss opera is famous for its “Dance of the Seven Veils,” performed by the title character in order to gain the head of John the Baptist. It is the German translation of an Oscar Wilde play by the same name.

ANSWER: Salome <BM>

5. Saturn has 62 moons, but for this bonus, you only need to name three of them. For 10 points each:
[10] This largest moon of Saturn and second largest moon in the solar system has a dense atmosphere and stable bodies of surface liquid in the form of liquid methane lakes.
ANSWER: Titan
[10] This sixth-largest moon of Saturn has a high albedo due to water ice on its surface. It exhibits cryovolcanism and is thought to sustain the E ring with material from its cold water geysers.
ANSWER: Enceladus
[10] This third-largest moon of Saturn has a distinctive two-tone coloring, with one bright hemisphere and one dark reddish-brown one. It is walnut-shaped, with an unexplained 13 kilometer-high equatorial ridge.
ANSWER: Iapetus <SH>

6. The Northwest Angle, the northernmost point in the contiguous United States, lies on the coast of this lake. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this largest freshwater lake in the U.S. outside of the Great Lakes. It is fed by the Rainy River and in turn feeds into the Winnipeg River through Manitoba.
ANSWER: Lake of the Woods
[10] This river also feeds into Lake Winnipeg, whose tributaries include the Assiniboine. Grand Forks and Fargo lie on this river which shares its name with a longer river to the south.
ANSWER: Red River
[10] The Red River and the Lake of the Woods lie in this state, home to many people of Scandinavian descent. Its capital is St. Paul and it borders Lake Superior and Lake Michigan.
ANSWER: Minnesota <RY>

7. In one of this man’s films, Detective Vital calls Patricia “a disgusting,” which is sometimes translated as “scumbag.” For 10 points each:
[10] Name this director of works like the dystopian Alphaville, Pierrot le Fou, and 1960’s Breathless.
ANSWER: Jean-Luc Godard
[10] Godard was a major figure in this French film movement whose other works include Alain Resnais’ Hiroshima, Mon Amour and Truffaut’s The 400 Blows.
ANSWER: New Wave [accept Nouvelle Vague]
[10] Members of the French New Wave applied “auteur theory” to many directors such as this English-born director of works like North by Northwest, Rear Window, and Psycho.
ANSWER: Alfred Joseph Hitchcock <RY> 

8. In this novel, Ulrica accompanies the “Black Sluggard,” who saves Desdichado. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this novel where the Black Knight, King Richard the Lion-Hearted, aids the title character who defeats Sir Brian Bois-de-Guilbert. It features the Lady Rowena and Robin Hood.
ANSWER: Ivanhoe
[10] This Scottish novelist of The Bride of Lammermoor wrote a series of Waverley novels as well as Ivanhoe.
ANSWER: Sir Walter Scott
[10] In this novel by Scott, Frank Osbaldistone marries Diana Vernon and inherits the property of his uncle Sir Hildebrand. While Frank pursues his cousin Rashleigh he crosses paths with the title Scottish outlaw.
ANSWER: Rob Roy <YC>

9. His service in the Wehrmacht in Yugoslavia and near concentration camps in Thessaloniki led to controversy during his 1985 presidential campaign. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this controversial ninth President of Austria. He succeeded U Thant in an earlier post, but he was vetoed for reelection by the People’s Republic of China.
ANSWER: Kurt Josef Waldheim
[10] This earlier Swedish occupant of the same post intervened in the Suez Crisis. He earned a posthumous Nobel Peace Prize after he died in a helicopter crash while travelling to negotiate with Katangan rebels during the Congo Crisis.
ANSWER: Dag Hammarskjöld (“hammar-hweld”)
[10] Waldheim and Hammarskjöld were Secretaries-General of this organization, currently led by Ban Ki-moon. Its headquarters is on the East River in New York, and it replaced the League of Nations in 1945.
ANSWER: United Nations <RY>

10. These compounds exhibit pi-pi stacking, and examples include pyridine and napthalene. For 10 points each:
[10] Name these compounds with a highly conjugated pi system, which makes them extraordinarily unreactive. They are named for the pleasant odor observed in the earliest discovered examples.
ANSWER: aromatic compounds
[10] This aromatic compound has a six-carbon ring, and may be drawn as a hexagon with a circle inside. Its structure was elucidated by Kekulé, who purportedly dreamt of a snake biting its own tail.
ANSWER: benzene
[10] In order to be aromatic, a cyclic molecule must be coplanar and obey this rule, which states that the number of pi electrons must be two more than a multiple of four.
ANSWER: Hückel’s rule <LC>

11. In this novel, the protagonist heads to San Francisco with Remi Boncoeur, who gets him a job as a night watchman. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this novel that satirizes Allen Ginsberg as Carlo Marx, and features Sal Paradise’s journeys around America.
ANSWER: On the Road
[10] This author of On the Road wrote about Ray Smith and Japhy Ryder in The Dharma Bums and a novel whose title refers to an area of California, Big Sur.
ANSWER: Jack Kerouac
[10] On the Road ends with Sal declaring that he thinks of this fun-loving part-time parking lot attendant. Inspired by Neal Cassady, this character’s laundry list of ladies includes Marylou, Inez, and Laura.
ANSWER: Dean Moriarty [accept either name] <YC>

12. Identify some things about a style also known as pictures of the floating world, for 10 points each:
[10] This most painting in the style depicts the title entity overshadowing a mountain in the background as three fast vessels are shown in danger of capsizing.
ANSWER: The Great Wave off Kanagawa [accept Kanagawa Oki Nami Ura]
[10] This famous ukiyo-e artist painted The Great Wave off Kanagawa as part of his series Thirty-Six Views of Mount Fuji, along with a painting featuring an octopus, The Dream of the Fisherman’s Wife.
ANSWER: Katsushika Hokusai [accept either or both underlined portions; or Tokitarō]
[10] Ukiyo-e works often depicted this type of Japanese theater, performers of which wear colorful makeup on their faces. It experienced a golden age in the Genroku period, and female characters in it are usually depicted by males.
ANSWER: Kabuki <ZZ> 

13. Name some laws in electromagnetism, for 10 points each:
[10] This set of four differential equations describes the relationship between electric charge, electric current, and electric and magnetic fields. They have “microscopic” and “macroscopic” variants.
ANSWER: Maxwell’s equations
[10] This one of Maxwell’s equations relates the integral of the magnetic field around a closed loop to the electrical current through the loop. Maxwell modified it with a correction to account for displacement current.
ANSWER: Ampere’s law
[10] This equation states that the magnetic field vector at a point is perpendicular to the wire and the displacement from the wire, and that its magnitude is proportional to the current over the square of the distance from the wire.
ANSWER: Biot-Savart law <SH>

14. Answer some questions about Nintendo games, for 10 points each:
[10] Name this video game franchise created by Nintendo featuring a mustached plumber who fights Bowser.
ANSWER: Mario franchise
[10] This non-player character in the Mario franchise notably tells Mario that “Your princess is in another castle” in Super Mario Bros.
ANSWER: Toad
[10] This video game designer created the Mario game franchise, among many other franchises like F-Zero, The Legend of Zelda, Donkey Kong, and Star Fox.
ANSWER: Shigeru Miyamoto <BM>

15. This country broke off from Colombia with support from the US, and later gave sovereign rights to the US in the Hay-Bunau-Varilla Treaty. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Central American country where a major canal is located.
ANSWER: Republic of Panama
[10] After a failed attempt to capture this Panamanian dictator by Navy SEALs, he sought refuge in the Papal embassy, where US forces blared Guns n’ Roses and The Clash in an attempt to force him out.
ANSWER: Manuel Antonio Noriega Moreno
[10] The overthrow of Noriega was part of this larger operation carried out during the presidency of George H.W. Bush, enforcing Panama’s election results and dissolving its military.
ANSWER: Operation Just Cause <RY>

16. For 10 points each, name some pre-Socratic philosophers:

[10] This Eleatic philosopher and student of Parmenides is known for his paradoxes, such as that of Achilles and the tortoise, which attempts to demonstrate that change is illusionary. 

ANSWER: Zeno of Elea
[10] Zeno refuted this philosopher, who held that the universe is always changing, so “no man ever steps in the same river twice.” He is also known for his concept of logos, through which he claimed that everything originated from fire.
ANSWER: Heraclitus of Ephesus
[10] This founder of the Ionian school theorized that the world originated from water and also predicted a solar eclipse in 585 BCE.
ANSWER: Thales of Miletus <MZ>


17. In this play, Hovstad and Aslaken run the radical paper The People’s Herald. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this play in which Dr. Thomas Stockmann earns the title appellation for allegedly poisoning the town’s baths.
ANSWER: An Enemy of the People or En folkefiende
[10] This Norwegian playwright and creator of Nora and Torvald Helmer authored A Doll’s House and Hedda Gabler in addition to An Enemy of the People.
ANSWER: Henrik Ibsen
[10] In this Ibsen play, Gregers Werle learns about the secrets of the Ekdal family. Hedvig shoots herself instead of the title bird which had been rescued and nursed back to health.
ANSWER: The Wild Duck or Vildanden <YC>

18. The most recent of these for all living organisms is the LUA. For 10 points each:
[10]Producing it in large quantities is often necessary in genetics research. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this substance with a double-helix structure, which encodes genetic information in all living things.
ANSWER: deoxyribonucleic acid
[10] This commonly used lab method can amplify a single DNA molecule to give thousands or millions of copies. It uses its namesake enzyme to generate DNA via repeated thermal cycling.
ANSWER: polymerase chain reaction
[10] The polymerase used in PCR comes from this species of bacteria, named for its ability to tolerate high temperatures like those used in PCR thermal cycles.
ANSWER: Taq or Thermus aquaticus <LC> 

19. This campaign saw amateur theater actor “Prince John” Magruder delay Union forces at the Warwick Line for several weeks. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this major early offensive by George McClellan in a namesake geographic feature of southeastern Virginia. It reached a turning point after the Confederate general Joseph Johnston was wounded at Seven Pines and replaced.
ANSWER: Peninsula Campaign [accept Peninsular Campaign]
[10] Johnston’s replacement launched a counteroffensive in this series of conflicts, which made McClellan retreat and drop his plans to attack Richmond, in spite of a number of Confederate defeats.
ANSWER: Seven Days Battles

[10] This goddess and lover of Tammuz is the personification of Venus. She sent the Bull of Heaven after Gilgamesh when he rejected her.
ANSWER: Ishtar [accept Inanna or Astarte]
[10] This sister of Ishtar and wife of Nergal rules over the underworld. She ordered Namtar to unleash sixty diseases upon Ishtar after forcing her to shed one article of clothing at every gate.
ANSWER: Ereshkigal <MZ>

TB. Give this term for the most recent species to which two or more different species can trace their descent. Darwin hypothesized in On the Origin of Species that all living organisms descended from a single one of these.
ANSWER: common ancestor or universal ancestor
[10] This 1952 experiment tested the chemical origin of life hypothesis. An electrical spark was sent through a mixture of water, ammonia, methane, and hydrogen, resulting in the formation of amino acids.
