3.  At one end is located the city which was first named in honor of William Henry Aspinwall, who built a railroad which terminated there.  En route, it passes through Gatun lake and finishes on the other side at a city named after the discoverer of the Pacific.  For 10 points, identify this waterway begun by Ferdinand de Lesseps that was completed under the direction of George W. Goethels in 1914. 


	Answer: Panama Canal





4. Pigs were a major contributor to their extinction as they ran loose and smashed their eggs and ran over their young.  They received their name from the Portuguese sailors who knocked them over with clubs.  For 10 points, identify these creatures of Mauritius that became extinct in 1681. 


	Answer: dodo birds





5.  Settled since prehistoric times by Aymara Indians, its shores remain densely populated and the villages are connected both by modern steamboats and balsas, traditional reed boats. For 10 points, identify this highest navigable lake in the world, located at the border of Perú and Bolivia.

7.  According to Walt Whitman, these plants bloomed in the dooryard when Abraham Lincoln died.  Members of the ash family, they have many stems that branch just above the ground.  For 10 points, identify these deciduous shrubs known for their clusters of fragrant light purple flowers.

8.  In December 1866, Baron Edoard de Stoeckl approached the U.S. Secretary of state in an attempt to unload an economic liability of the Empire which he served. After much negotiation, a price of $7.2 million was set and a treaty was signed with the Russian Empire. For 10 points, what was the subject of this 1867 economic exchange known as “Seward’s folly”?

At about the age of 30, he began experimenting with impressionism and for his subjects looked at the world about him, the streets and the racetracks, and especially the ballet school.  For 10 points, identify this French painter and sculptor noted for his ballet dancers.

12.  It stands on the site of the burial place of St. Genevieve, whose relics were scattered or destroyed during the French Revolution.  Begun in 1755 from the plans of Jacques Soufflot, it had many political upheavals until 1791 when it was dedicated as the final resting place of France's great men.  For 10 points, identify this Paris monument, home of the tombs of such famous Frenchmen as Hugo, Zola, Rousseau, Mirabeau, and Voltaire, named for a Roman temple to all the gods. 


	Answer: the Pantheon





13.  Less than one month after the Hampshire County convention, armed bands forced courts to close and 600 men confronted militia General William Shepherd preventing the court to sit at Springfield.  For 10 points, identify this 1786�1787 protest against the refusal to issue paper money by the Massachusetts' legislature. 


	Answer: Shays' Rebellion
