1. This country singer released her 1996 album When You Get a Little Lonely and was part of the 1995 cast in the Broadway revival of Grease. She even used her voice for Chatty Cathy, the first ever talking doll.  For ten points, name this singer who begin her solo career at age 16 after having recorded many songs with her television siblings as Marcia Brady.

ANSWER: Maureen McCormick
BONUS: Rather than hit you with more trash about the Spice Girls, why not spice up your score answering questions about spices, according to McCormick Spice Trivia?

a. An important ingredient in saltimbocca, this spice was believed to strengthen memory.          

ANSWER: Sage
b. Perhaps not by coincidence, a Hungarian scientist won a Nobel prize for studying the vitamin content of this spice, showing it has more vitamin C than citrus fruit pound-for-pound.

ANSWER: Paprika (Note: The Nobel laureate was Dr. Albert von Szent-Gyorgi.)

2. Considered the tutelary hero of the island of Salamis where he had a temple, a festival commemorating him is known as the Aianteia /AY an tey uh/.  For ten points, name this Greek hero who rescued the body of Achilles from the Trojans but went mad after he lost to Odysseus a competition for Achilles' armor.

ANSWER: Ajax the Greater [Do not accept Ajax the Younger]

BONUS:        

a. For ten points, the Ajax, the Hercules, and the Zeus were designs of this class of American surface-to-air missiles during the 40's and 50's.

ANSWER: Nike
b. For another ten points, in December 1939, the British cruisers Achilles, Ajax, and Exeter pursued this German battleship that was sinking merchant ships in the Atlantic.

ANSWER: Graf Spee
3. Singer Tony Pastor is credited with giving the first respectable performance of this genre, and in 1881, he established the first theater dedicated to what he called “the straight, clean variety show.”  For ten points, name this style of entertainment for which W. C. Fields and Will Rogers would first find stardom.

ANSWER: Vaudeville
BONUS: Identify these other things that occurred in 1881.

a. Her two-volume book Heidi was published in 1881.

ANSWER: Johanna Heusser Spyri
b. Booker T. Washington was the first principal of this school incorporated in 1881.

ANSWER: Tuskegee Normal School or Tuskegee University

4. Found in 1807 by Heinrich Olbers, its diameter of 390 kilometers doesn't make it the largest asteroid in the solar system, but it certainly is the brightest and the only one visible to the naked eye.  Name this celestial body that shares its name with the Roman goddess of the hearth.

ANSWER: Vesta [Do not accept Hestia]

BONUS: We can't ask you about naming any famous Vestal Virgins, so answer these questions regarding these other “virgins” for ten points each.  

a. The U.S. Virgin Islands are administered through what Cabinet Department?

ANSWER: Department of the Interior
b. In 1939, his novel Star-Spangled Virgin was published, but he is best known for his first novel, Porgy, that was the basis for the Gershwin masterwork "Porgy and Bess."

ANSWER: DuBose Heyward
5. This surgical procedure was pioneered in 1935 by Almeida Lima and Antonio Egas Moniz and became widely accepted, partially because no other procedure known was shown to be any better.  For ten points, name this operation for which patients became less agitated but more apathetic, achieved by boring two holes through the skull into brains of the mentally ill.

ANSWER: Lobotomy
BONUS: Answer these questions regarding the brain, and not the lack thereof, for ten points each.

a. Naltrexone blocks the mu, delta, kappa, and epsilon subtypes of this receptor that is activated by heroin and morphine.

ANSWER: Opiate or Opioid
b. Used for decades in Europe, this herb is gaining favor in the US as an alternative to synthetic anti-depressants.

ANSWER: St. John's Wort            

6. Her name is associated with an award given to an African-American author and an African-American illustrator for an outstanding inspirational work in children's literature.  For ten points, name this woman who was the widow to the Reverend Martin Luther King, Jr.

ANSWER: Coretta Scott King
BONUS: Answer these questions based on books that won the Coretta Scott King award from the American Library Association, for ten points each.

a. In 1982, John Steptoe won for illustrating the book Mother Crocodile: An Uncle Amadou Tale from ... what country whose capital is Dakar?

ANSWER: Senegal
b. Leo and Diane Dillon won in 1991 for illustrating this book with text by opera diva Leontyne Price.  Name this work which shares its name with a Verdi opera.

ANSWER: Aida
7. Although he painted The Four Apostles in 1526 and a portrait of his father at the age of 70 in 1497, this artist produced three of his best-known works, all about 9.5 by 7.5 inches in size, in 1513 and 1514. For ten points, name this man whose the “Knight, Death, and Devil,” “St. Jerome in His Study,” and “Melancholia I” were all copperplate engravings.

ANSWER: Albrecht Dürer
BONUS: Albrecht Dürer’s most famous work were copperplate engravings. Answer these questions about copper, for ten points each.

a. Solid copper is in a cubic close-packed structure. How many other atoms is one atom of copper in contact with in this arrangement.

ANSWER: 12
b. This alloy is generally made of copper and tin, and was produced as early as before 3000 BC.

ANSWER: bronze

8. The Sanskrit word for it is “varna” and it includes the Shudras /shoo druhs/, the Vaishyas /Vie shyuhs/, and the Kshatriyas /Kuh shah tree uhs/. For ten points, name this concept, in which Brahmins are the highest group.

ANSWER: caste system

BONUS: Answer these questions about Indian religion, for ten points each.

a. This tradition takes its name from the Sanskrit word for “to conquer.” Name this non-Hindu religion which originated in India.

ANSWER: Jainism
b. Jainism originated with this 6th century son of a chieftain, who renounced his status, practicing an ascetic life style and acquiring 11 disciples.

ANSWER: Vardhamana or Mahavira
9. While a professor of physics at Zurich Polytechnikum in 1857, this scientist suggested that molecules are made up of interchanging atoms, and that an electric force merely directs the interchange. For ten points, name this German who proposed the concept of entropy in formulating the second law of thermodynamics, whose name is sometimes attached to the Clapeyron equation.

ANSWER: Rudolf Clausius
BONUS: From the Clausius-Clapeyron equation to questions about equations.

a. For ten points, what is the greatest common factor of the polynomial 4 x cubed plus 12 x squared plus 12 x plus 36 and the polynomial 5 x squared minus 5.

ANSWER:  x + 1
b. For another ten points,  what type of differential equation can be solved directly without the use of special techniques? This includes high-order equations which are the result of differentiating lower-order equations.

ANSWER: exact
10. He campaigned under the slogan “Making a secure peace,” but, after his election, he was criticized for his handling of the Wye River Memorandum, fracturing his seven party coalition. For ten points, name this man, now facing competition for the post of prime minister of Israel.

ANSWER: Benjamin Netanyahu
BONUS: Before October 9, 1998, Netanyahu had been holding the foreign minister portfolio. For ten points each:

a. Name the foreign minister named on October 9, 1998, the architect of the 1982 invasion of Lebanon.

ANSWER: Ariel Sharon
b. Netanyahu had been pulling double duty, in addition to his duties as prime minister, since this man resigned in anger over the slow pace of peace talks and social issues.

ANSWER: David Levy
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ROUND TEN CATEGORY QUIZ TOSSUPS
1. Operation Foxley was an assassination plan to kill this man. Options included poisoning his water supply, derailing his train, or bombing or using snipers at Berechtesgaden, his Bavarian mountain retreat. For ten points, name this man who committed suicide in Berlin on April 30, 1945.

4. It landed at approximately 5:37 PM Greenwich Meridian Time on July 11, 1979 in the Pacific Ocean and southwestern Australia, or at least the first pieces did. Launched on May 14, 1973, for ten points, name this first American space station.

ANSWER: Skylab
5. In the 1700's, they were not very loud because of the inherent weakness of the wood frame; thus, the cast-iron frame was introduced in the 1800's.  By 1860, the upright version was popular in the home and the twentieth century saw the introduction of the electric variety. For ten points, name this instrument which makes sound when hammers strike a string.

ANSWER: piano

ANSWER: Robert Hooke

AMERICAN HISTORY After James Madison's policies began to seem mercantilist, several New Englanders gathered together to discuss greater states' rights and perhaps even secession. For fifteen points, name this meeting of 1814 and 1815 drew its name from the state capital in which it was held.

BIOLOGICAL SCIENCES Two areas of the hypothalamus affect eating, one stimulating hunger, and the other suppressing it. For fifteen points name either of these two regions.

CURRENT EVENTS This country is the base for the U.S. Navy’s Fifth Fleet, and was used as a Western air base during the Gulf War. For fifteen points, name this country whose new ruler is Hamad, after Emir Isa died of a heart attack on March 6, 1999. 

ANSWER: Bahrain
FINE ARTS It was played nationally on the radio when FDR’s death was announced, as well as after JFK’s assassination. For fifteen points, name this lyrical piece, known for its use in the movie Platoon.

ANSWER: Adagio for Strings
PHYSICAL SCIENCE This device remotely or automatically controls the current in one circuit through variations in the current in another circuit.  For fifteen points, name this device that is essential in the operation of a buzzer lockout system.

ANSWER: Relay
RELIGION/MYTHOLOGY/PHILOSOPHY They were angered over the mistreatment of Gullveig and demanded reparation. The Aesir declared war, but were defeated, For fifteen points, name this Norse race of gods responsible for things such as fertility and commerce.

ANSWER: Vanir
SPORTS AND ENTERTAINMENT The LPGA has four majors. For fifteen points, name the LPGA major which, in 1998, was held in Windsor, Ontario, Canada.

ANSWER: du Maurier Classic
WORLD HISTORY This device was used by the Germans to encode messages before and during World War II.  For fifteen points, name this computer.

The elder of these brothers, on becoming a tribune, introduced a controversial agrarian bill, sought re-election unconstitutionally, and was lynched in 133 B.C. The younger sought to revenge his brother, but after supporting a bill giving citizenship to Latins could not gain re-election and died in a riot. ANSWER: Gracchi (Tiberius Gracchus and Gaius Gracchus)
