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The Appalachian Trail Conference has its headquarters here, where the Shenandoah River joins the Potomac. Stonewall Jackson captured this town in 1862, and several other Civil War engagements were fought there. Identify this West Virginia locale, most famous as the site of John Brown’s raid on a federal arsenal. A: Harpers Ferry

In 1943, Ike Sewell founded the Pizzeria Uno Chicago Bar & Grill. Its signature dish was his creation, a variation on traditional pizza with more toppings and a thicker crust. Identify this popular food item, now served at most pizzerias in the United States. A: Deep dish

He holds a master’s degree in Engineering and Economic Systems from Stanford. He commanded a reconnaissance group in the Six Day War and a tank battalion in the Yom Kippur War and later served as commander of his nation’s large military system. He has been Israel’s Minister of the Interior, Minister of Foreign Affairs, and Minister of Defense. Identify this Labor Party politician who was elected Prime Minister of Israel in June of 1999. A: (Ehud) Barak


In July of 1999, this city’s police chief announced that burglaries would no longer be investigated by the police. Resources normally used to investigate burglary would be diverted to undercover drug arrest efforts. City officials ordered him to reverse the policy the next day, and a potentially very strange situation was averted. Identify the city where this occurred, home of a large aerospace museum and world-renowned zoo. A: San Diego


It was founded by John Muir in 1892. It publishes books and calendars as well as the newsletter The Planet and a bimonthly magazine. It played a leading role in the crusade against DDT and regularly engages in activism in both the social and legislative spheres. Identify this San Francisco-based environmental organization. A: Sierra Club

Derived from the Latin for “to pour forth”, this word can represent a basin for holding baptismal water or the reservoir of an oil lamp. Identify this word, which can also mean a fountain or a set of characters in the same typeface, style, and weight. A: Font

It received its own fabricated alphabet in 1446, replacing the use of Chinese characters. Its grammar is one of the best examples of the “honorifics” found in some Asian languages, which are endings and internal word markings which reflect social relationships. Identify this language which was standardized from the dialect spoken in Seoul. A: Korean

 “He’s not the finest character that ever lived. But he’s a human being, and a terrible thing is happening to him. So attention must be paid.” “Nobody dast blame this man”. “He was liked, not well-liked.” All of these quotes refer to a tragic character in an Arthur Miller play. Give his full name from the play. A: Willy Loman [prompt on “Loman” on early buzz; reluctantly accept “William Loman”; do not accept any other variants on the first name; attack anyone who says “Biff”]


 “On the far-away island of Sala-ma-Sond”, this title animal ruled. However, he wanted more. Declaring himself ruler of all he could see, he ordered his compatriots to stack themselves in order to provide him with a higher vantage point. But, just as he passed the point when he could see for forty miles, a commoner named Mack at the bottom of the column burped, toppling the king back into the pond. Identify the allegory by Dr. Seuss with this plot. A: Yertle the Turtle

He was the twelfth judge of Israel, as described in the Book of Judges. The son of Manoah of Zorah, he was made a Nazarite by an angel who spoke to his mother. He died in a blaze of glory, killing three thousand Philistines and himself by causing a building to collapse. Identify this Biblical figure who was betrayed when the source of his superhuman strength, his hair, was cut by his mistress Delilah. A: Samson

WAIT. After years of failed attempts in a secret laboratory under the football fields at the University of Chicago, he was created for one purpose: to host MTV’s new nostalgia show, Hey! Remember the 80s?. Identify this half-man, half-goat played by Jim Bruer during his days on Saturday Night Live. A: Goatboy

It was created by a judge in Santa Cruz, California, and named for him. A hybrid of the red raspberry and California wild blackberry, it later became part of the boysenberry, along with other varieties of blackberry and the raspberry. Identify this plant grown in the western United States. A: Loganberry

Stanley Pons and Martin Fleishmann claimed to have discovered a process for it in the 1980s, but most scientists do not believe them, as no one was able to duplicate their experiment. Identify this scientific process, the holy grail of nuclear physics, in which atomic nuclei join into larger nuclei and release large amounts of energy without requiring an unusual amount of heat. A: Cold fusion [do not accept “fusion”]

In June of 1999, Bud Selig, the commissioner of Major League Baseball, officially added one more to Hack Wilson’s record 1930 total of 190. Identify this baseball statistic, for which the single-season record is now 191, which occurs when a batter’s advancement to base or sacrifice causes a player to score. A: R(un) B(atted) I(n)

It was intended to stir memories of the Battle of Borodino. It now stirs memories of a strange but effective commerical for puffed rice. Identify this 1882 work by Tchaikovsky. A: 1812 Overture

The last name of this disciple of Perugino was Santi. He produced a portrait of  Baldassare Castiglione and the works Lo Spasimo, School of Athens, and Entombment of Christ. Identify this artist, chief architect for St. Peter’s Basilica, who is best known for his Madonnas. A: Raphael

At the 1123 St. Bartholemew’s Fair, held at Smooth Field outside London, dry goods salesmen set up booths, marking the origins of this market. In 1639, hams from the Virginia colony arrived at this market; that same year, the city of London took control of the market and established it as a center for the sale of livestock. Identify this meat market, from which a famous brand of Virginia ham derives its name. A: Smithfield (Market)

This medieval fortress was thrust back into the world’s conciousness in 1858, when fourteen-year-old Bernadette Soubirous, the future Saint Bernadette, reported to have seen images of the Virgin Mary. Waters from an underground spring here are believed to have healing powers. Identify this French village at the base of the Pyrenees. A: Lourdes

Utah, Sword, Gold, Juno, and Omaha were all codenames for this geographic feature during D-Day. Identify it. A: Beach [prompt on “D-Day” on early buzz]

Bonus

Some people just won’t cooperate. Identify the home states of each of these governors who opposed the federal government during the civil rights era.

Governor Orval Faubus led a boisterous mob when black students arrived at Central High School in this state. A: Arkansas
Governor Ross Barnett was taken to a federal appeals court after aiding efforts to prevent black students from enrolling at the eponymous university in this state. A: Mississippi

Governor George Wallace’s activites against integration caused President Kennedy twice to place this state’s National Guard troops under federal control. A: Alabama

Identify these parts of the cell. NOTE: Accept both English and Latin singular and plural forms of all terms.

This whiplike cellular appendage, usually found in protists, allows for movement. A: Flagellum

This term collectively refers to all living material contained within the cell. A: Protoplasm

This network within the cell, composed of cisternae, is where many cellular components are produced and can be “smooth” or “rough”. A: Endoplasmic reticulum [accept “ER”]

This tiny structure, made of RNA, synthesizes proteins. A: Ribosome

Chloroplasts are the best example of these pigmented organelles, with specific, semi-independent functions, which are often found in plants. A: Plastids


This semirigid layer between the membrane and cytoplasm shares its name with the visible substance which media are said to emit during communication with the dead. A: Ectoplasm

This array of vesicles controls cellular secretions. A: Golgi apparatus [accept “Golgi body”]

Several of these celluar protrusions acting together can cause motion. A: Cilia


This filament connects chromatin masses within the nucleus. A: Linin

In plants, these organelles collect starch and can synthesize protein. A: Leucoplasts

Photosynthesis occurs in these plastid organelles. A: Chloroplast(s)

Humans have 23 of these DNA strands. A: Chromosomes

Ribosomes attach themselves to these structures made of endoplasmic reticulum. A: Microsomes

All protoplasm outside of the nucleus composes this. A: Cytoplasm

This organelle contains its own DNA and synthesizes enzymes. A: Mitochondrion [or “mitochondria”]

The major function of this organelle is the control of hydrogen peroxide levels. It can both synthesize and dissasemble it. A: Peroxisome

RNA is synthesized in this sub-nuclear structure. A: Nucleolus

This cytoplasmic structure is active near the centrosome during mitosis. A: Aster

Discovered by Christian de Duve, this organelle produces enzymes for cellular digestion. A: Lysosome

All cells are enclosed by this thin layer of tissue.  A: (Cell) membrane
