Notes to moderators, except those which provide guidelines for variant answers, have been removed and errors and misleading information have been corrected and/or clarified. Math questions are underlined and mathematical calculation questions are double underlined.
Tossup One. “Life is obstinate and clings closest where it is most hated.” So said this author of The Last Man and the autobiographical Lodore in her most famous work.. The husband of this Romantic author was known for poems such as “Ode to the West Wind”. Name this author of Frankenstein. A: Mary (Godwin Wollstonecraft) Shelley (if player answers just “Shelley”, ask for a more specific response)


Tossup Two. The world’s largest building in area is not the Pentagon. Rather, it is this company’s main assembly plant. It has ninety acres under its roof. Identify this company, which manufactures the 747, 757, 767, and, most recently, the 777 airbus. A: Boeing
Tossup Three. While serving time for manslaughter, he made his first blockbuster promotion deal, which was with Muhammed Ali and was to take effect at the end of his prison sentence. He has also gone on trial for defrauding Lloyd’s of London but was found not guilty. Identify this sports figure who promotes such boxers as Mike Tyson and Evander Holyfield. A: (Don) King

Tossup Four. She was an avid equestrian neither born nor raised in Russia. She was German, and did not learn Russian until she went to Russia with two dresses to her name to live with her future in-laws and husbands. She took over her husband’s job when he died and held it for many years. Identify this animal-loving Russian monarch whose name is often followed by “The Great”. A: Catherine (the Great)
Tossup Five. Following the murder of the Emperor Publius Helfius Pertinax in 193 CE, the Roman Senate, unable to find a willing and able leader, auctioned off the Empire to the highest bidder. This man won with a bid of 300 million sesterces. Identify this wealthy senator who was killed less than two months later by the next emperor, Lucius Septimius Severus. A: (Didius) Julianus
Tossup Six. It is the value of x in the equation xi(+1=0 (x to the i pi plus one equals zero). It is the limit as n approaches infinity of the function (1+1/n)n (quantity 1 plus 1 over n end quantity to the n). It is the base of the natural logarithm function. Identify this letter which stands for approximately 2.7182818. A: E (if player buzzes in before you read “letter” and gives the value of e, accept it if it is correct. Do not accept it if it is not given to at least three decimal places or if it is at all incorrect.)
Tossup Seven. A native of Würzburg [VIHRTZ-burg], he worked with Nils [Neels] Bohr and Max Born on matrix mechanics, but this is not his most notable accomplishment. Name this 1932 Nobel Prize winner who developed an eponymous Uncertainty Principle. A: (Werner Karl) Heisenberg
Tossup Eight. On November 8, 1934, Adolf Hitler instigated a riot known as the “Beer Hall Putsch”, temporarily seizing control of the government of Munich. He did not choose that day at random, however. On that date, Germany’s mark fell drastically in relation to the U.S. dollar; Hitler was attempting to capitalize on the economic disaster and its effect on the citizens of Munich. On November 8, 1934, was the purchasing power of one U.S. dollar worth that of one thousand, one million, one hundred million, one billion, or one trillion marks? A: One trillion
Tossup Nine. He was Robert F. Kennedy’s favorite poet. Legend has it that he was killed when an eagle dropped a turtle on his bald head, mistaking it for a rock. Name this Greek, called the “father of drama”, who wrote The Persians as well as Agamemnon and its two sequels. A: Aeschylus
Tossup Ten. “Ich bin ein Berliner.” John F. Kennedy mistakenly proclaimed himself a jelly donut when he said this, rather than a citizen of Berlin. Rewrite this sentence with the fewest possible changes so that it says “I am a citizen of Berlin”. A: “Ich bin Berliner.”

10: “Justice consists in doing no injury to men; decency in giving them no offence.” A: (Marcus Tullius) Cicero
Tossup Twelve. General Edward Pakenham attempted to capture a crucial river at this battle but was soundly defeated by Jean Lafitte’s band of pirates, which came to the aid of General Andrew Jackson. Pakenham was so humiliated that he immediately brought his fleet back to England. This was more appropriate than he realized, because the War of 1812 had ended two weeks before at the signing of the Treaty of Ghent. Identify this battle, which shares its name with a Civil War skirmish. A: (The Battle of) New Orleans
Bonus—Pope Pouri

Identify these popes from clues for the stated points.

5: He ordered the First Crusade A: Urban II (if the captain answers “Urban”, ask for a more specific response)

5: He developed the calendar which is in current use and wrote several monastic chants A: Gregory VIII (if the captain answers “Gregory”, ask for a more specific response)

10: He convened the Second Vatican Council in 1959 in order to modernize the church. It adjourned in 1964. A: John XXXIII (if the captain answers “John”, ask for a more specific response)

Tossup Sixteen. This composer’s seventh, eighth, and ninth symphonies are actually his fourth, fifth, and sixth, thanks to a modern-day renumbering. Bonus—Logic

Given the conditional statement, “If the fish is large, then I will eat it”, give the following logical variations on it for ten points each: NOTE: Pay careful attention to the wording of answers.

Its converse. A: “If I eat the fish, then it is large.”
Its inverse. A: “If the fish is not large, then I will not eat it.”
Its contrapositive. A: “If I do not eat the fish, then it is not large.”

Tossup Eighteen. It was ranked #55 in the Modern Library Association’s expert poll of the twentieth century’s greatest novels. It has been called “the novel that defined a generation”. Janis Joplin and Jim Morrison, among others, claimed to be inspired by it. Its rough draft was written on one continuous sheet of paper created by joining several fourteen-foot-long sheets, the longest available, together with tape. It is somewhere between the genres of stream-of-conciousness and the travelogue. Identify this work by Jack Kerouac. A: On the Road
Bonus—Conjunction

Yes, it’s everyone favorite, the conjunction bonus. Here’s an example: The clue is “Lion King sequel and Jane Austen novel.” The answer is “Simba’s Pride and Prejudice.” The following are worth ten points each.

Individualist fable by Richard Bach and 1726 satirical novel by Jonathan Swift. A: Jonathan Livingston SeaGulliver’s Travels

British nurse known as “the lady with the lamp” and Chicago Bears running back portrayed by Billy Dee Williams in the film Brian’s Song. A: Florence NightinGale Sayers

Actor who appeared in Hamlet, Oliver Twist, The Bridge on the River Kwai, Lawrence of Arabia, and Star Wars and yearly reference work which claims to trail only the Bible in copies sold per year. A: (Sir) Alec Guinness Book of (World) Records
Tossup Nineteen. Mao Zedong and Muhammed Ali have little in common. However, Ali is currently afflicted with the disease which killed Mao in 1976. The disease was first described in 1817 and named after its discoverer. Identify this disease of the brain which is caused by a deficiency of bodily dopamine. A: Parkinson’s disease

Bonus—Words

Identify the five-letter word, 30-20-10.

30: It is a deciduous shrub or small tree, the Euonymus atropurpurea of eastern North America, which has small purplish flowers, pink fruit, and scarlet arillate seeds, or an elm tree, the Ulmus alata of the southeast United States, which has twigs with winged, corky edges, or a tropical marine food and game fish, Acanthocybium solanderi of the mackerel family, which has a pointed snout, narrow body, and a long dorsal fin.

20: It’s also a mid-sized Nebraska town which has served as the so-called “home office” of Dave Letterman’s Top Ten list for several years and a southern cry of exuberance sometimes known as the “rebel yell”.

10: Finally, it is a fan of the University of Virginia’s sports teams. A: Wahoo
