1.  William Marion Reedy was partly responsible for this volume of verse, as he gave the author a book of epigrams from Greek mythology.  The poems made their first appearance in “Reedy’s Mirror” in 1914 and 1915.  Realistic and cynical, these monologues often contradict the optimistic and religious epitaphs on the gravestones.  For ten points, name this Edgar Lee Masters collection in which the dead of a town narrate their own biographies from the cemetery.

Answer:  _Spoon River Anthology_

2.  His earliest signed and dated painting shares its name, “The Procuress,” and subject with that of a Dirck van Baburen painting that this artist owned. During the late 1650s, along with his colleague Pieter de Hooch, he began to place a new emphasis on depicting figures within carefully composed interior spaces.  Among the 35 or 36 works by this Dutch artist are “Girl With a Red Hat,” “The Music Lesson,” “The Milkmaid,” and “Young Woman With a Water Pitcher.”  For ten points, name this Delft painter.

Answer:  Jan _Vermeer_

3.  It impeached the Earl of Stratford; passed the Grand Remonstrance, which listed the unconstitutional acts of Charles I; and after 1642 conducted the Civil War against the king and his forces.  In 1648 members who were willing to come to terms were ousted, and the remainder of the Parliament was given the nickname Rump Parliament.  For ten points, what is the name given to this Parliament assembled first in 1640 after the Short Parliament and dissolved in 1660?

Answer:  _Long_ Parliament

4. Colorless and odorless, it is used in industry as a propellant in aerosol products and as a "tracer gas" to locate leaks in vacuum and pressure lines.  First prepared in 1772 by Joseph Priestley, it was one of the gases Sir Humphry Davy tested on himself, but was only used first in its present use in 1844 by Horace Wells, a dentist.  Now used mainly as a supplement to stronger anesthetics in surgery, what is this substance also known as laughing gas?

Answer:  _Nitrous Oxide_

5.  The city’s castle was built in 1090, and its name comes from Latin for the fort Roman soldiers built on the site in 75 AD.  Home to the Llandaff Cathedral, the city is divided by the Taff, the Ely, and the Rhymney,  all flowing to the Bristol Channel.  Several ports have served the Welsh city well; by 1890, it was known as the “Coal Metropolis of the World.”  For ten points what is the city, the capital of Wales?

Answer:  _Cardiff_

6. Born in Waukeegan, Illinois, he wrote the script for John Huston’s film version of “Moby Dick.”  He has published two books of verse: “The Haunted Computer and the Android Pope,” and “The Ghosts of Forever,” but is more known for his science fiction, including “When Elephants Last in the Dooryard Bloomed,” “The Illustrated Man,” and “Dandelion Wine.”  For ten points, who is this author of 

“Something Wicked This Way Comes” and “The Martian Chronicles?”

Answer:  Ray _Bradbury_

7.  Neither leader had good intelligence services, and the loser had been in poor health.  The combined forces of Belgium, Britain, Hanover, and the Netherlands were outnumbered by 7,000, and repelled the French attack of late June 18.  The delay allowed the Prussian forces to arrive in time to reinforce Wellington, and despite the best efforts of the Old Guard, the French lost 40,000 troops, and the battle.  For ten points, name this 1815 battle near Brussels after which Napoleon abdicated for a second time.

Answer:  _Waterloo_

8.  Born in Scotland, he studied at Oxford and the University of Glasgow, where became a professor in 1751.  He wrote “The Theory of Moral Sentiment” in 1759, which got him the job as tutor of a young duke.  While tutoring in France he was able to begin writing his masterpiece, published in 1776, which discusses the relationship between freedom and order, analyzes economic processes, and attacks the British mercantile system.  For ten points, who is this author of the first complete work on political economy, “The Wealth of Nations?”

Answer:  _Adam Smith_

9.  The lightest is a pion, with a mass of 15% of an proton, while the heaviest is an upsilon particle, with the mass of ten protons.  Others include kaons and psi particles.  Created today in particle accelerators, the first was found in 1947, although their existence was predicted by Hideki Yukawa in 1935.  While protons, neutrons, and hyperons are baryons, this class of unstable particles has no strong nuclear forces to hold them together.  For ten points, identify this class of hadrons.

Answer:  _Mesons_

10.  This center fielder was elected to the Hall of Fame in 1998.  In 1954 he led the American League in homers and runs batted in, and he finished his 13 year career with 253 homers, including eight straight 20 home run seasons.  A star on the Negro League’s Newark Eagles, he debuted on July 5, 1947 with the Cleveland Indians.  For ten points, who was this second African-American to play in the Major Leagues?

Answer:  Larry _Doby_

11. In the state elections of 1854 they carried Massachusetts, polled large votes in Pennsylvania and New York, and gained a large following in the South.  Millard Fillmore was the candidate for President in 1856, but after that election the party split over the issue of slavery and faded away.  Opposed to the Roman Catholic Church as well as immigrants, what American political party’s name was taken from members’ response to any question about the party’s secret meetings.

Answer:  _Know Nothing_ Party or _American_ Party

12.  The most common derivative of this substance is made by treating it with acetic anhydride, and is used in electric insulation, sound recording tape, and photographic film.  It consists of chains of glucose molecules called polymers, in a chemical structure like that of starch.  The highest quality paper is made of almost 100% of this substance, while cotton is 95% and wood is 40%.  For ten points, what is this carbohydrate that the human body cannot digest and which is found in plants’ cell walls?

Answer:  _Cellulose_

13. Born of an aristocratic family in Eleusis, he fought at the battles of Marathon and Salamis against the Persians.  An imaginative writer, he introduced elaborate costumes and was the first to use dialogue in his plays.  An oracular prophecy claimed that he would die of a blow from heaven, but not before he wrote some ninety plays, only seven of which survive, including “The Persians” and “The Suppliant Women.”  For ten points, what author of “The Seven Against Thebes” and “Prometheus Bound” was killed when an eagle dropped a tortoise on his head?

Answer:  _Aeschylus_

14.  A small part of this opera was sung by the Plava Laguna in “The Fifth Element.”  A tragic opera in three acts, the second act includes the wedding of the title heroine and the sextet “Chi mi frena.”  One of the most challenging parts for a coloratura soprano is the “Mad Scene” in Act III, where the insane heroine imagines another marriage.  Salvatore Cammarano wrote the libretto for Gaetano Donizetti, but he wrote it from a historical novel by Sir Walter Scott.  For ten points, what is this opera based on “The Bride of Lammermoor?”

Answer:  _Lucia di Lammermoor_

15.  Their name means “free person” in Turkic, and they were first seen in the 15th century.  Their privileges came close to being abolished in the 16th and 17th century, but they were given payment for their service in fighting off Tatar invaders.  Originally free peasant soldiers from the area near the Dnepr and Don Rivers, they formed special units in the Russian Army.  For ten points, name these warriors who were responsible for anti-Semitic pogroms and whose communities were destroyed by the USSR in the 1920’s.

Answer:  _Cossacks_

16. Because he wouldn’t pay them any attention, he was killed by Thracian women in a bacchanalian revel.  Muses gathered up the pieces of his body and buried it at the foot of Mt. Olympus, but his head, thrown into the river Hebrus, washed up on the island of Lesbos, where it became an oracle. The son of Calliope and Apollo, he lost his love to a snake bite soon after marrying her.  For ten points, who was this lyre player who descended into Hades to retrieve Eurydice?

Answer:  _Orpheus_ 

17.  He recently revealed that in high school he had been voted most likely to become a mental patient, hillbilly, or chimpanzee.  Other adventures this season include saving Mark Hamill from a crowd of nerds, raising a lobster named Pinchy, failing to eat a 16 pound steak, finding out his middle name is Jay, and trying to be the next Thomas Edison.  For ten points, who is this animated father of Lisa, Maggie, and Bart?

Answer:  _Homer_ Simpson

18.  With a diameter of 1,680 miles, it’s its planet’s largest satellite.  With a surface temperature of -390 degrees Fahrenheit, the mixture of water and ammonia that once spewed from its volcanoes is now frozen.  The only major satellite in the solar system that orbits in a direction opposite that of it’s planet, it’s almost 8 times as large as the other satellite visible to the telescopes on Earth, Nereid.  For ten points, what is this moon of Neptune?

Answer:  _Triton_

19.  A 1901 graduate of the Virginia Military Academy,  he served in the Philippines and then with the American Expeditionary Forces during World War One.  Later an aide to General Pershing, in 1939 he became the second non-West Pointer to hold the post of army chief of staff.  After an attempt to mediate between Chiang Kai-shek and the Chinese Communists, he was appointed Secretary of State by Truman.  For ten points, who is this 1953 Nobel Peace Prize winner, the designer of the US plan to help post-war Europe?

Answer:  George _Marshall_

20.  “The sun was shining on the sea, shining with all his might; He did his very best to make the billows smooth and bright – And this was odd, because it was the middle of the night.”  Thus starts a poem about two characters who end up eating all the innocent oysters.  For ten points, name this poem recited by Tweedledee in Chapter Four of “Through the Looking Glass.”

21. A valley of this name has the best farmland in Nova Scotia, but it is the American city that is better known.  General Washington resigned as commander of the Continental Army from the US capital here in December of 1783.  Founded in 1649 by Puritans, it was named for the queen who gave the Maryland city its charter in 1708.  The seat of Anne Arundel County, one of its oldest buildings is the William Paca House.  For ten points, what is this city, home of the United States’ oldest state capitol building?
