1.Born in 1483, this man gained noteriety for his stances against the Catholic Church.  Among his less noted triumphs, he translated the Bible into German, and composed a hymn made famous in Mendelssohn’s “Reformation” symphony.  FTP, name this theologian who started the Reformation by posting his 95 theses.


Answer:  Martin Luther





2.  He can’t explain why he paused after firing the first shot, anymore than he can explain why he fired four times more after the pause.  Perhaps it was the extreme heat along the beach, combined with the harsh reflection of sunlight off the blade of the Arab’s pocketknife.  In any case, he is obviously guilty, and despite having good character witnesses in the form of his friend Raymond and his lover Marie, he is sentenced to be guillotined “in the name of the French people”.  FTP, name this existential hero, the “Stranger” created by Albert Camus.

3. Often in his youth he would borrow staff paper from a friend, only to rush over to the piano after the end of their classes in order to try out a new song. Among these songs, which eventually came to number in the vicinity of 600, were such greats as “Who is Sylvia?”, “the Erlkonig”, and “Gretchen at the Spinning Wheel”.  FTP, name this composer, who served as a pallbearer at Beethoven’s funeral only a year before his own death at the age of 31, and who, besides songs, managed compose his Symphony no. 8, “Unfinished”.

4. He has won the Bermuda Cup tennis tournament for athletes and entertainers three times. However, his more famous athletic exploits have not come on the court, but on the ice. One of the greatest left wingers of the eighties-he scored 30 or more goals every season the entire decade--he was cast in the role of  “left-hand man” to the Great One, Wayne Gretzky, first in Edmonton and then in Los Angeles. FTP, name this hockey great, who passed Peter Stasny in 1993 as the highest-scoring European born NHL player of all time.

5. When he was in third grade, he cheated on his history test.  When he was in fourth grade, he stole his Uncle Joseph’s toupee and glued it to his face cuz he was Moses in his Hebrew School play. FTP, name this island, which has been promised that it will be let go by Indonesia if an upcoming self-rule measure is defeated.

7.  The director of the Johanneum Gymnasium, noting this boy’s interest in mathematics, lent him a copy of Legendre’s book on the theory of numbers, and was astonished when the boy tore through the 900-some pages in only six days. At Gottingen, under the direction of Gauss,  he completed his doctoral thesis on the subject of complex variable theory, dealing especially with the class of surfaces that now bear his name.  FTP, name this mathematician, whose pioneering work in non-Euclidean geometry also involved the creation of the special type of summation that bears his name.

8. Born in Emporia, Kansas, he graduated from the University of Kansas in 1953 and was an assistant coach there for two years.  He then went to the Air Force Academy, where he was an assistant coach for three years.  He coached the United States’ 1976 Olympic team, and spent all of his head coaching days at one school, where he had players such as Phil Ford, James Worthy, and Sam Perkins, and has an arena named for him.  For ten points, who is this winningest NCAA basketball coach, who retired before the 1997-98 season from the University of North Carolina?

9.  In 1897 the periodical Simplicissimus held a competition calling for a story “in which sexual love plays no role,” and though Jacob Wassermann won first prize, this author’s story Der Tod was also printed. The themes presented in the work are harbingers of his later, more significant works: the story is set in Lisbon, as is The Confessions of Felix Krull, and the motif of a beloved child’s death later appeared in Doctor Faustus.  FTP, name this author, made most famous by his The Magic Mountain.

10. Its delta region is often referred to as the “Oil Rivers”, because of the region’s importance in shipping palm oil.  Rising in Guinea, it is frequently dammed for power generation, as in the case of the Kainji Dam upstream of Lafiagi, Nigeria.  FTP, name this river, first explored my Mungo Park in the 1790s, which flows in a huge curve through Mali, Nigeria, and its namesake nation.

11.  This painter, born with the first name Fuentetodos, was apprenticed at 14 to Jose Luzan and later to Francisco Bayeu, whose sister he later married.  He was commissioned to draw cartoons for the royal tapestry factory in Santa Barbara where he gained royal attention.  Under his patron, he produced Los Desastres de la Guerra and Proverbios.  FTP, name this man who while court painter to Charles IV, created Nude Maya, Maya Clothed, and The Third of May, 1808.


Answer: Francisco Jose de GOYA y Lucientes





12. Ambergris, a base for extensive perfumes, comes from their intestines.  Between 1820 and 1850 the industry killed 10,000 of them a year for oil from their head and blubber for lamp fuel, lubricant, and candles.  Their square-shaped head takes up about a third of their length, which ranges up to sixty feet of brownish-black or gray body.  For ten points, what largest of the toothed whales are famous for eating giant squid?


Answer:  _Sperm_ Whale





13. After a lackluster preseason this year, his owner recently called him a “big fat toad”,and  his name keeps coming up in trade talks, most recently with Seattle in exchange for Jeff Fassero. Despite a pretty good start to the regular season, he looks for now to have forfeited his role as 5th starter to Ramiro Mendoza. FTP, name this New York Yankees pitcher, who was once one of the greatest baseball players in Japan.

14.  They had a unique political organization that enabled them to end war amongst themselves and to begin a measure of coordinated action. As such, they had a distinct advantage, dominating tribes in the surrounding area; they called the neighboring Lenni Lenape tribe “their women”, and they absolutely decimated the Hurons of Canada. They were governed by sachems and had the perhaps the earliest oral Constitution on their continent. FTP, name this Indian organization that had its origins in what is now New York.

15. The legend of this man, thrice lord mayor of London, begins when he is a poor country boy who hears that London is paved with gold.  Learning that this is not true, he is reduced to starvation and finds work as a cook’s helper, but is treated so badly that he tries to run home. He stops when he hears the Bow bells calling to him to go back to London, and so he goes back to his master.  Once there, he and other servants are permitted to contribute to a ship bound for Morocco.  He gives his cat, which exactly what the King needs for his mouse problem. The purchase of the cat enables, FTP, what man to become part of myth?

16. This film style seemed adaptable to literary works, since many of the movies were based on works, including The Big Sleep, Double Indemnity, and The Maltese Falcon.  The lines between “the good guys and the bad guys” seemed blurred, and are replaced by cynical, jaded, and lonely people, and seemed to reflect the post-war disillusionment that dominated the era.  FTP, name this genre mastered by John Huston and Howard Hawks which was both morally and figuratively dark.

17. In 1912 Henrietta Levitt was the first to discover the relationship which cemented the importance of these stars to astronomers, who had previously paid them little attention. Levitt’s study of the Small Magellanic Cloud was hindered by her inability to calculate its distance from the earth, and her realization that the pulsation rate of this class of stars was inversely proportional to the stars’ absolute magnitude was the key she needed to establish a rough distance.  FTP, name this class of stars, which Edwin Hubble later made well known through his use of them to help prove his theory of the expanding universe.

18. With lyrics such as ”How do you plead? Uh, uh, not guilty/ Wait a minute. Not guilty? What are you talking about?/ You got a bloody glove, bloody car, bloody knife, bloody carpet, bloody sock, bloody hand.” and the chorus of  “I used to love her. She did me wrong. Now she's gone,” his 1997 song, entitled “I Used to Love Her” is a scathing indictment of O.J. Simpson’s acquittal. His greatest notoriety came in 1992 when he released one of the most controversial songs of all time, a song which was protested by law enforcement officers all over the country. FTP, name this rapper, whose most well-known song is 1992’s “Cop Killer.”

19. It is only about 120 miles long, but a struggle for control of it precipitated the Iran-Iraq War of 1980.  Beginning at Al Qurnah, about 60 miles of it lies entirely within Iraqi borders and in this region it flows past the port of Basra.  FTP, name this confluence of the Tigris and Euphrates rivers.


Answer:  _Shatt al Arab _ (“sha-haat al arab”)





20. He came under attack from the Catholic Church for many of his most significant discoveries, including notably his determination that men and women possess the same number of ribs.  The


Church became aware of these discoveries only with the publication of his seven-volume collaboration with illustrator Jan Calcar, and the criticism he received was so painful that he burned his notes and ceased dissecting for twenty years.  FTP, name this Flemish anatomist who noted flaws in the work of Galen in his On the Structure of the Human Body, published in 1543.

21. Early morning, Dec 3, 1984, the first victims came streaming into the hospital. They were gasping, vomiting, and their eyes and throats were burning. The reason for this ghastly parade was that earlier that morning, at approximately 2:00 AM, a 45 ton tank at a local pesticide factory had sprung a leak, spewing methyl isocyanate into the air. An alarm was supposed to alert the surrounding environs if such a disaster occurred, but the gas leaked for 40 minutes, while the alarm did not sound for nearly 2 hours. FTP, give the name of this Indian village where a leak at the local Union Carbide plants created one of the worst man-made disasters of the 20th century.

22. He was a great proponent of the cyclical view of history. In his works, he tries to take history in a sweeping manner, showing how civilizations are created, lose their abilities, decline, and eventually succumb to form the “universal state”. Influenced by Spengler, he called his mechanism of cycles “challenge and response”. FTP, name this historian, who, from 1934-1961, published his epic 12 volume opus, A Study of History.

A.  The novel is subtitled “The Story of Emil Sinclair’s Youth”, but that youth centers almost entirely on Emil’s involvement with the title character and his mysterious mother, the heavily symbolic Eva.  Name this early “masterpiece” of Hesse’s.

B.  This later short novel reflects Hesse’s increasing interest with Eastern culture and philosophy. It relates the life of the title character, from his youthful travels with companion Govinda, to the enlightenment he eventually finds living alongside a great river as a ferryman.

12. Remember those serial killer trading cards that were popular a few years ago? We bet you do--but you wouldn’t dare admit to it. Well, here’s our chance to make your private shame public. A.   There is still debate as to whether he composed his version of the myth before or after his other major success, Arianne, but there is no question that his contribution, L’Orfeo, heralded the beginnings of the modern opera with its premiere circa 1608.

B.   He founded the Bouffes Parisiens to capitalize on the huge crowds gathered in Paris for the 1855 Exhibition, and his light operettas delighted audiences.  Eventually he decided to move away from light one-act works, and this decision resulted in his 1858 production of Orpheus in the Underworld.

C.  This composer has planned a trilogy based on the works of Cocteau, and the first work of this


collection appeared in 1992 as an adaptation of Cocteau’s Orphee.  In Orphee, the composer


moved away from the more astringent minimalist techniques of his earlier operas, such as Ahknaten and Satyagraha.
