Section I
Toss-Ups

1.  This company had its beginnings with the dreams of two brothers who decided their future lay in Hollywood with the film industry.  On October 16, 1923, they formed a partnership and produced the 'Alice Comedies' series.   In 1928, they created the first cartoon to use synchronized sound.  Their first full-length film was released in 1937. The company has won more than 100 prizes for their films, including 29 Academy awards.   For ten points, what is this multi-billion dollar company that not only produces films, but also operates two large amusement parks, one in California and the other in Florida?

2.  The title of this story is misleading and the first paragraph seems to have been written by a child.  However, this award winning tale of a mentally retarded man who becomes a genius through an experimental surgical technique is a perennial favorite among students.  For ten points, name this story that features a man and a mouse.


“Flowers for Algernon”
3. This island is one of the most populous in the world. It is bordered by the Philippine Sea to the south, the Sea of Japan to the west, and the Pacific Ocean to the east. For ten points, what is this island that is home to the cities of Osaka, Kawasaki, and Yokohama, and is the largest and most populous island of Japan?

4.  John Wilkes Booth, Lee Harvey Oswald, and James Earl Ray have all gone down in history because they performed the treacherous act of assassination.   For ten points, spell assassination.

5.  Her real name was Lisa di Anton Maria del Giocondo.  She was the wife of a Florentine nobleman and would have possibly gone down into obscurity had she not been the subject of a painting by an accomplished artist.  For ten points, name this most celebrated of portraits by Leonardo Da Vinci.


Mona Lisa
6.  This word is supposedly constructed from the initials of the Hebrew words for Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.  Once it was used as an antidote against physical illness.  For Ten points, what is this word, used once as a charm and now frequently used by magicians?


abracadabra
7.  Although he hated women, he fell in love with an ivory statue that he had sculpted.  Because of his prayers, the goddess Aphrodite gave life to the statue and this artist married his own creation.  For ten points, who is the sculptor and king of Cyprus?


Pygmalion
8.  The angle between its two arms ranges from 900 to about 1600.  Both edges of the arm are sharpened; one surface is flat and the other slightly convex.  There are basically two types of this particular object, but both are used as a weapon and for sport hunting.  For ten points, what is this airborne missile that is made of hard wood, is roughly V-shaped and used chiefly by Australian aborigines?


Boomerang
9.  He was born the son of a miner and worked in his early years as a shepherd and locksmith. He participated in the Bolshevik Revolution and joined the Communist party in 1918.  He became premier of the Soviet Union on the resignation of Nikolay Bulganin in 1958 and would serve in this position until he was forced out of office in 1964.  For Ten points, who was this Communist leader who once banged his shoe on a desk at the United Nations and whose son became an American citizen this year?

approximation)

10.  In legislation, it is the alteration of an existing statute.  In parliamentary procedure, they may be a motion, bill, or resolution.  When adopted in accordance with the rules of parliamentary procedure, they become part of the original motion or bill.  For Ten Points, what is this method of repealing or altering laws?

11.  It would seem difficult for such an animal to survive, but those who are classified in the Order Edentata get by without what many would consider essential.  For ten points, what do these mammals lack?

12.  The plot of this novel revolves around the efforts of Cora and Alice Munro to join their father at Fort William Henry.  Thrilling attacks, captures, fights, and escapes made this a popular book when it was published in 1826.  For ten points, name this novel by James Fenimore Cooper, the second of the Leatherstocking Tales.


The Last of the Mohicans
13.  Born in Danzig, he settled in Holland and engaged in the manufacture of meteorological instruments. He discovered that other liquids besides water have a fixed boiling point and that these boiling points vary with changes in atmospheric pressure.  In 1714 he constructed the first thermometer employing mercury instead of alcohol.  For ten points, name the German physicist who devised the temperature scale now known by his name and still used in the U.S.


Fahrenheit
14.  It first appeared in the September 8, 1892 issue of  “Youth’s Companion.”   For years, its authorship was disputed between an editor of the magazine and a Baptist minister.  It also was central to a Supreme Court case that made its use voluntary rather than required.  For ten points, what is this daily ritual in most public schools?


Pledge of Allegiance
15.  She wrote anonymously under the pen name, A. N. Barnard,  a series of trashy novels to make money for the family.  She also wrote gothic tales with such titles as “The Abbot’s Ghost”,  “Behind the Mask” and “Pauline’s Passion and Punishment.”  One story, “Perilous Play,” brings the hero and heroine together at a hashish party.  For ten points, who is this author of Flower Fables, Hospital Sketches, but more famously known for Little Women and Little Men?


Louisa May Alcott
TIEBREAKERS:

This Middle Eastern country contains the Empty Quarter. It is a major oil producer and is bordered on the east by the Persian Gulf. This country is on the Arabian Peninsula. For 10 points- name the country whose capital is Riyadh.

This French author traveled around with his father as a child, then in 1812 when he was 10 he moved to Paris with his mother.  He was an outstanding French lyric poet but he is best known in the English-speaking world for his novels.  For 10 points, name the author who wrote Lucretia Borgia, Les Miserables, and The Hunchback of Notre-Dame.

1.  He was the oldest child of a Unitarian minister and attended Harvard,  but fled to Paris as a rebellious bohemian. Returning the US he became a minister.  Although he wished to write novels for adults, he actually turned out about 120 books for boys such as The Luck and Pluck series, and Tattered Tom.  His heroes were down and out young men whose virtue was rewarded with success.  For ten points, who is the man whose name has became identified wit the American ideal of rising from poverty to success through self reliance and hard work?


Horatio Alger, Jr.

2.  He was born of slave parents near Diamond, Missouri, but he worked his way through high school and graduated from the Iowa State College of Agriculture and Mechanic Arts.  In 1896 he became director of the Department of Agricultural Research at Tuskegee Normal and Industrial Institute, where he began an exhaustive series of experiments with peanuts.   For ten points, who is this American scientist who developed several hundred industrial uses for peanuts, sweet potatoes, and soybeans?


George Washington Carver
3.  He studied chemistry at the University of St. Petersburg.  During his later education at Heidelburg, he met and was influenced by the theories of the Italian chemist Stanislao Cannizzaro.  For ten points, what Russian scientist wrote Principles of Chemistry and is best known for his development of the modern periodic law? 



Dmitri Ivanovich Mendeleyev (Men-duh-lay-ev)
4.  It was on this date, October 16, 1946, that the initial findings of this tribunal resulted in the execution of twelve defendants.  These persons had been charged with criminal violation of the laws and customs of war and related principles of international law.  For ten points, identify the German city where Nazi war criminals were tried.


Nuremberg
5.  The name may be taken from that of the battlefield Megiddo in the Plain of Esdraelon, well known because of the many battles that were fought there between the Israelites and their enemies during the biblical period.  The term has been applied to any great conflict or slaughter.  For ten points, what is the name of this battlefield mentioned in the Book of Revelation as the scene of the final struggle between good and evil.?
