SECTION I

TOSS-UPS

1.  He chaired the American Relief Administration after WWI and later served as Secretary of Commerce under Harding and Coolidge.  For ten points, name this man, who advocated the doctrine of "rugged individualism" in dealing with the Great Depression and in 1928 became the 31st president of the United States.


Herbert Clark Hoover
2.  He was born in Florida, Missouri in 1835.  He worked for a newspaper and piloted riverboats.  After visiting Europe and the Holy Land, he wrote The Innocents Abroad. Identify this author of Roughing It who is better remembered for The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn.


Samuel Langhorne Clemens (Mark Twain)

3.  This composer is considered one of the greatest composers of instrumental works, mainly symphonies.  He is also a founder of musical romanticism.  Some of his works include Fidelio, his only opera, 16 string quartets, and nine symphonies.  For 10 points, name this German composer, a student of Haydn, who is best known for his 9th symphony.


Ludwig van Beethoven
4.  As many as 30,000 men were confined there at one time and more than 13,700 prisoners died while in confinement.  After the war, the superintendent of this prison, Major Henry Wirz, was tried by a US military court and hanged.  For ten points, what is this Civil War prison, located in Georgia, that was designated a national historic site in 1970? 


Andersonville
5.  He was adopted in 1955 by a couple in Mountain View, CA.  Before graduating high school in 1972, he worked at Hewlett-Packard in Palo Alto.  During 1976, in collaboration with Stephen Wozniak, he founded the Apple Computer Company.  For ten points, name this computer developer and entrepreneur.


Steven Jobs

6. This Canadian Island contains Pacific Rim National Park. It is separated from the mainland by the Juan de Fuca Strait to the south and the Strait of Georgia to the east. The provincial capital of Victoria is located on its southeastern tip. For 10 points- name the island that shares its name with Canada’s third largest city.


Vancouver Island

7.  People belonging to this nature-based religion believe in one divinity split into a God and a Goddess.  Contrary to popular belief, the followers don't believe in Satan or the Devil.  Followers normally keep their beliefs secret for fear of ridicule. For 10 points, name this Pagan religion that takes the pentagram as its sacred symbol.


 Wicca or Witchcraft
8. Born in Nice, France to British parents, this scientist made many important discoveries.  

He experimentally determined the densities of both the earth and the atmosphere.  For ten points, who  is this chemist whose most important contribution is his discovery of the composition 

of water?


Henry Cavendish
9.  His first novel, Cup of Gold, romanticizes the life of the 17th-century Welsh pirate Sir Henry Morgan.  His other works are about varied subjects as marine biology, King Arthur, and sibling rivalry.  For ten points, name this Nobel laureate of 1962, who also won the 1940 Pulitzer Prize for The Grapes of Wrath.


John Steinbeck
10. It has been a goal of those concerned that population is outstripping the earth's resources.  For ten points, what is this term for which there is a balance between the number of births and the number of deaths over a period of time?


ZERO POPULATION GROWTH, or ZPG

11.  The term was originally applied in the New World by the 16th-century Spanish to the legendary  Indian chief of an Indian tribe who had covered his body with gold dust so many times that he was permanently golden.  The term came to be applied also to his city or country, supposedly abounding in gold and precious stones. For ten points, name this fabled golden city that inspired the Spanish to expend great sums of money in exploration.


El Dorado

12.  On October 16, 1955, Mrs. Jules Lederer became an advice columnist in twenty-six newspapers.  She replaced a woman who had died in July of 1955, but she kept the pen name under which the other woman had been writing.  For ten points, who is this famous columnist whose twin sister writes a similar column under the name of Abigail Van Buren?


Ann Landers
13.  He was the son of the patriarch Enoch and grandfather of the patriarch Noah.  It was said that he died in the year of the deluge at the age of 969.  For ten points, who is this longest lived of the Old Testament Patriarchs?


METHUSELAH

14.  This Canadian Province is one of Canada’s prairie provinces. Though it is the country’s sixth most populous province, its northern half is scarcely populated. This province is home to several cities with unusual names such as  Saskatoon, Moose Jaw, and Swift Current. For 10 points, name the Canadian province whose capital is Regina.






Saskatchewan
15. They can be found in virtually all life forms, including humans, animals, plants, fungi, and bacteria.  The International Committee’s report published in 1995, assigned more than 4000 of them into 71 different families. Hundreds of these infectious agents remain unclassified because of the lack of sufficient information.  For ten points, name these non living organisms, tinier than bacteria, that are made up of DNA and a capsid that cause such diseases as the common cold and smallpox.


VIRUS
TIEBREAKERS:

This American novelist and poet was one of the first American exponents of the naturalistic style of writing.  His first novel, Maggie, a Girl of the Streets was published privately under the pseudonym Johnston Smith.   For ten points, identify the writer, whose next novel, The Red Badge of Courage gained international recognition .  


Stephen Crane
Spanish explorer, Francisco de Orellana gave this river its name from Greek mythology.  This river's basin is home to more than 2 million insects species, 100,000 plant species, 2,000 fish species, and 600 mammal species.  For 10 points, name this river which forms in the Andes mountains and is the 2nd longest river in the world.

Toss-Ups

1.  Born in Waukegan, Illinois in 1920, this writer is best known for short stories that combine social criticism with fanciful science fiction and fantasy.  For ten points, name this author of such works as I Sing the Body Electric, Dandelion Wine, The Martian Chronicles, and Fahrenheit 451.


Ray Bradbury

2. His stories have been translated into more than 80 languages and have been the source of plays, ballets, films, and works of sculpture and painting.  Born in Odense in 1805,  his childhood was one of poverty and neglect, and when he was 14 years of age he ran away from home.  For ten points, name this Danish author of fairy tales such as "The Red Shoes," "The Emperor's New Clothes," "The Snow Queen,"  and “The Little Mermaid.”


Hans Christian  Andersen

3.  Striking Europe in 1347, it had already conquered China and the Muslim world.  It was 

so overpowering and murderous that the Hundred Years' War had to be postponed.  

For ten points, what famous pestilence killed off 25 million Europeans in only a few short years?


Black Death or Bubonic Plague
4.  Its light results from a chemical reaction mediated by enzymes and involving specialized phosphorus-containing molecules in the organisms. It can be found in species of bacteria, algae, fungi, and some invertebrate animals. For ten points, name this emission of light from living organisms, without appreciable heat, of which fireflies are most famous for.


BIOLUMINESCENCE
5. This island is the 10th largest island in the U.S. It is bordered on the north by a sound that bears its name, on the south by the Atlantic Ocean, and to the west by Manhattan and Staten Islands.  For 10 points- name this island  that is home to New York City’s Brooklyn and Queens.

Though many authors use their own names on their works, they may come to be known by other colorful appellations.  For ten points each, given the descriptive nickname, identify the author.

1.  He was called Papa by many, but he was a manly man who wrote novels about bull-fighting and fishing.  Who is this man best known for The Old Man and The Sea and The Sun Also Rises?

Ernest Hemingway
2.  He became known as The Good Gray Poet.  For most of his life, he lived in poverty and never became rich from his most famous work, Leaves of Grass.


Walt Whitman

Guys on a Mission

1.  They were 50 of the noblest guys in Greece and before their task was finished, they had sailed across the Black Sea, saved a king from starvation, and escaped certain death more than once.  For ten points, name this band of heroes, which included Hercules, Orpheus, Castor, and Pollux.


Argonauts 
2.  These guys started their road trip in St. Louis, Missouri, moved up the Missouri River, headed down the Columbia, and finally made it to the Pacific Ocean.  For ten points, identify the two explorers who gathered information that aided in the settlement of the Western United States.


Lewis and Clark
ELEMENTary, my dear 

For twenty points, all or nothing, name, in order, the elements whose chemical symbols spell the word SOLUTION.  An element may repeat.

1.  He was the son of Thetis and Peleus and the slayer of Hector.  He was dipped in a river by his mother as a child to be protected, but the place that she held him by remained vulnerable.  For ten points, who was known for being killed by being struck by an arrow in the heel?


ACHILLES
2.  In Norse mythology, he was the god of light and joy, and son of Odin and Frigga. 

He was safe from all things in nature, except for one thing.  For ten points, who was this Norse god who received death, and not a kiss, from mistletoe?

African Safari
1.  This nation is the only African country to contain a monarchy.   Although Rabat is this country’s capital, its largest city is Casablanca. For 10 points- name the country which lies on the southern side of the Strait of Gibraltar. 


Morocco
2.  For ten points, name this African country, landlocked between Congo, Uganda, Tanzania, and Burundi, probably most famous for its ethnic composition of the two different tribes called the Hutus and the Tutsis.


RWANDA

Good for the Soul

1.  This Asian religion believes in reincarnation.  It follows the eight fold path for its code of right and wrong, and was  founded by Prince Siddhartha Gautama around 500 BC.  For 10 points, name the religion that believes that Nirvana is the state at which your soul joins the universal soul.


 Buddhism
2.  This monotheistic religion's name means "surrender" and "peace" in its holy language.  It traces its origins back to biblical patriarch, Abraham.  Developed by Muhammad in the 7th century, it is now the 2nd largest religion in the world.  For 10 points, name this religion which is divided into the Shiites and Sunnis and whose followers are called Muslims.
