SECTION I

TOSS-UPS

1.  It is a powerful story about a nameless black man’s search for his own identity in a world hostile to his presence.  For ten points, what is this novel by Ralph Ellison that firmly established his reputation as a writer?


Invisible Man (Do not accept The Invisible Man)

2. It is a condition of dormancy, and it is induced by heat and dryness. Many snails do this in unfavorably hot, dry seasons, when food and moisture are scarce.  For ten points, name this dormant condition, similar to hibernation, which occurs in the summer..

3.  The United States of America has a federal government. It’s split up into three branches, executive, judicial, and legislative. For ten points, identify the branch of government to which The Library of Congress belongs.

4.  This composer was born in Paris in 1865.  He became a teacher at the Paris Conservatory in 1909.  However, he only known for two works, one an opera named  Ariane and Bluebeard, the other an orchestral scherzo called The Sorcerer's Apprentice.  For ten points, who is this composer whose work is heard in Disney's Fantasia?


Paul Dukas (dew-ka)

5.  He was born in 1748 in modern-day Ukraine.  After participating in the unsuccessful Confederation of Bar revolt against Russia in 1768, he escaped to Turkey.  For ten points name this Polish brigadier general of the American Revolution who was fatally wounded in an attack during the 1779 siege of Savannah.


Casimir Pulaski

6.  Originating in Babylonia, then spreading to China, India, and the West, this study is concerned with how cosmic bodies affect people on Earth.  For 10 points, give the name for the study of apparent coincidences between certain events on Earth and the positions of the Sun, Moon, and the eight planets.


Astrology

7.  This poet was born in San Francisco in 1874.  He was a four-time Pulitzer Prize winner and was often associated with New England.  For 10 points, name this poet who wrote such poems as "Tree at my Window," "Birches," and "The Road Not Taken." 


Robert Frost

8.  It is the derivative of velocity, which is the derivative of displacement.  For ten points, what is the term for the change in velocity, measured in m/s2 (miles per second squared)?


Acceleration
9.  Its economic effects are felt mostly in Peru and Ecuador because of its destruction.  When it occurs the easterly trade winds collapse or even reverse. This brings heavy rains to South America and can cause droughts in southeastern Asia, India, and southern Africa. It can also bring unusual weather to large parts of the United States.  For ten points, name this oceanic and atmospheric phenomenon that occurs in the Pacific Ocean, and whose name means “the child” in Spanish.


EL NINO

10.  When Herbert Hoover became President in 1929, he took the oath of the Presidency in 

front of this man, who had been assigned to the Supreme Court in 1921 by Warren 

Harding.  One of the greatest Chief Justices of all time, he also served as President from 

1909 to 1913.  For ten points, who is this man, the originator of dollar diplomacy?


William Howard Taft
11.  This part of speech is usually used as the subject or object of another verb.  For 10 points, name this part of speech that is the present participle form of a verb used as a noun and usually ends in -ing.


Gerund

12.  His real name was Alessandro di Mariano Filpepi and he lived from 1445-1510.  He became one of the leading painters of the Florentine Renaissance by developing a highly personal style characterized by elegant execution, a sense of melancholy, and a strong emphasis on lines.  For ten points, name the painter of Primavera and Birth of Venus.


Sandro Botticelli

13.  Clothos (klo-thos) wove the thread of life, Lachesis (la-key-sis) measured out the thread of life, and Atropos (ah-trop-pos) cut off the thread with her scissors of death.  For ten points, by what collective name are these three mythological figures known?

Fates
14.  This compound is a source of chemical energy in cells.  When bonds break between two of its phosphate groups, energy is released.  This energy is used for biological work in cells.  For 10 points, name this compound made up of ribose, adenine, and three phosphate groups which stores energy in convenient amounts for cells.


Adenosine Triphosphate or ATP
15.  She was the wife of  Osiris, in Egyptian mythology.  She possessed great skill in the working of magic, and her worship lasted long into the Roman era.  For 10 points, name this Egyptian goddess of funeral rites and is the divine mother and protectress of the Pharaoh.


Isis   

TIEBREAKERS:

This type of language involves the reader and makes the story more interesting.  It is used to provoke particular mental pictures.  For ten points, what is this figurative language that appeals to the senses?


IMAGERY
It was established in 1929 under terms of the Lateran Treaty, concluded by the Italian government and the papacy after many years of controversy.  With an area of 110 acres, what is this smallest    nation in the world?

Toss-Ups
1.  It was closed in 1962 because of the excessive maintenance costs associated with its damp environment - even though dangerous currents made for few successful escapes. For 10 points, identify this prison located on a small island in San Francisco Bay.


Alcatraz
2.  When he received a check for his first novel, he wanted to buy his wife an expensive present.  Unfortunately, all but one store was open that night and he bought her a hair dryer.  Now, this writer can buy his wife anything she wishes, including a mansion with an indoor swimming pool.  For ten points, name this author from Maine whose latest book, Hearts in Atlantis, joins his string of bestsellers such as Carrie, The Shining, and The Green Mile.

Stephen King
3.  It contains a protocol indicator, a domain, a folder name, and the location of a web page.  It is generally referred to as an "Internet address."   For ten points, what term , abbreviated URL, defines the exact server position of a page on the World Wide Web?


Uniform Resource Locator (if a player rings in early with URL, ask for more 






information.  They must give the full name.)

4.  Developed in the 1700s, this system assigns each organism a two-word Latin name. For ten points, name this system developed by Carolus Linnaeus that is the basis of modern-day taxonomy.


BINOMIAL NOMENCLATURE
5.  Born in 1809, this poet was orphaned at a very early age and was raised by a wealthy merchant who did not like him.   He published his first book of poems, Tamerlane, anonymously.  He was only paid fifteen dollars for what would later be his most famous poem and he died in Baltimore at the age of 40 from unknown causes.  For 10 points, name the author of such poems as "Lenore," "Annabel Lee," and "The Raven."

1.  In ancient times, these were passed on by word of mouth.  For ten points, what is the name of an extended narrative poem, exalted in style and heroic in theme?


EPIC
2.  Some tales can't be classified too easily.  They may be longer than a short story, but shorter than the standard novel.  For ten points, what is the name of a short novel or the early tales or short stories of French and Italian writers?


NOVELLA
Great Big Lakes
1.  It is 700 miles in area, and is about 40 miles long and 25 miles wide.  For ten points, what lake located in Florida is the largest lake in the Southern United States?


LAKE OKEECHOBEE
2.  It is more than five times larger in area then the one behind it.  For ten points, name this largest “lake” in the world, even though it is called a sea because it is salty.

1.  This American inventor lived between the years of 1847 and 1931 and held over 1,000 patents. He was nicknamed the "Wizard of Menlo Park."  For ten points, name the man who invented the incandescent light bulb.


THOMAS EDISON
2.  An Austrian physicist born in 1803, he theorized the compression and receding properties of waves which lead to the discovery of a red shift and blue shift in stars; this effect is named for him. For ten points, name him.


CHRISTIAN DOPPLER

Love in Shakespeare

1.  She is in love with the title character of this Shakepearean play, but he’s playing mind games with his mother and step-father and pretends to be mad.  For ten points, who is the unfortunate lady who drowns herself because Hamlet will not return her love?


Ophelia
2.  Petruchio attempts to subdue her violent temper and win her dowry.  She insults him but in the end wins her over.  For ten points, who is the “shrew” in The Taming of the Shrew?
