SECTION I

TOSS-UPS

1.  Geosynchronous (geo-sin-kro-nus) is the orbit of a satellite that is maintaining its position over the same spot on the earth.  For ten points, spell geosynchronous.

2.   Born in Hartford, Connecticut on October 16, 1758, this man of letters first achieved fame with a spelling book that was included in A Grammatical Institute of the English Language published in 1783.  He also practiced law, edited a newspaper, and served as a judge.  This lexicographer’s name has since become synonymous with his greatest work.  For ten points, who is the compiler of The American Dictionary of the English Language?

3.  With a density that is about one-millionth that of the Earth’s atmosphere, this outermost layer of gas surrounding the sun possibly extends to the orbit of the Earth.  For ten points, what is this outer envelope of the sun, visible as a pink halo during an eclipse?

4. In art he is generally represented carrying either a lily or the trumpet he will blow to announce the second coming.   He is one of the four most often noted archangels and is the heavenly messenger who appears in order to reveal God's will.   Among Muslims, he is believed to be the spirit who revealed the sacred writings to the Prophet Muhammad.  For ten points, name this archangel who belongs to the Jewish, Christian, and Muslim traditions.

5.  This Shakespeare play inspired W. H. Auden’s The Sea and the Mirror and John Milton’s Comus, but its most unusual remake was the 1956 movie, Forbidden Planet.  For ten points, name this 1611 play which Percy Shelley referred to in his poem “Ariel to Miranda.”


The Tempest
6.  The name of this U.S. state means “large prairie place” in Algonquian. One of this state’s nicknames is the Equality State. It contains the cities of Sheridan, Casper, and Laramie, as well as two national parks. For 10 points- name our country’s least populous state. 


Wyoming
7.  This American city was the site of two military actions.   One occurred at the end of the American Revolution and the other during the American Civil War.  For ten points, what is the name of the battle in which Washington defeated Cornwallis and McClellan laid siege to Rebel troops under the command of Magruder?


Yorktown
8.  They are of the genus Glossina, of the family Clossinidae, and order Diptera.  They are found abundantly in forests and along the edges of lakes and rivers in central Africa. For ten points, what is the most common of this insect that transmits a parasitic protozoan known to produce the often fatal disease called sleeping sickness?  


TSETSE (set-see or any approximate pronunciation) or tsetse fly
9.  They are the subject of a book by Stephen Levy.  Although the term itself has derogatory connotations, this class of enthusiast is defined only by a desire to obtain information through the use of computers.  For ten points, what word is often used to describe someone who illegally gains access to a computer system?

10.  In Egyptian mythology he was considered the inventor of embalming, the guardian of tombs, and a judge of the dead. The Egyptians believed that at the judgment he weighed the heart of the dead against the feather of truth. For ten points who was this Egyptian god of the dead who had the head of a jackal?

11.  The word is a dialectical variant of a High German word for “little Christ child.”

This person wears a fur cap and other strange apparel and goes into the bedrooms of good children to leave presents.  For ten points, what is the title of this Pennsylvania Dutch Santa Claus?


Kris Kringle (do not accept Santa Claus on an early buzzer or Saint Nicholas)

12.  They obscure the sun and although they are associated with continuous rain, sleet, or snow they are rarely accompanied by thunder or lightning.  For ten points, what is the name of the dark rain clouds with ragged tops that have bottoms a few hundred feet above ground and may rise as high as 3000 feet?

The preface of this 1855 book said, “The United States themselves are essentially the greatest poem.”  Taking its title from themes of fertility, universality, and cyclical life, the first edition was unsigned and contained only twelve poems.  For ten points, identify this collection of poetry by American poet Walt Whitman.

TIEBREAKERS
Some of the smaller towns surrounding this large South American city include Moron, San Isidro, and La Plata. The city is situated on the Rio de la Plata. It is the ninth largest urban area in the world, and its name, when translated to English, means “Good Air”.  For 10 points- name this capital of South America’s second largest country.


Buenos Aires

Written around 1595, this play was one of Shakespeare's great comedies.  For 10 points, name this play that was made into a movie in 1999 and features characters such as Theseus, Bottom, Puck, King Oberon, and Queen Titania.

Toss-Ups
1.  It is believed that these objects were formed early in the creation of the universe, when the temperature was around a thousand billion degrees and physical forces were roughly equivalent.  For ten points, what are these elementary electrical particles believed to be the “building blocks” from which protons and neutrons were constructed?


quarks
2.  Located in Northern Spain in the Vizcaya Province, this town has been a center of Basque culture.   Food processing, metalworking, and furniture manufacturing are its principal industries.  During the Spanish Civil War, it was a stronghold of the Loyalist forces and was devastated by German air bombardment.   For ten points, what is this city, which shares the same name with Pablo Picasso’s memorable oil painting of the tragic event of 1937? 


Guernica 

3.  This American scholar and statesman was born in Germany, but was brought to the U.S. by his parents in 1938 and became a citizen five years later.  He would eventually take an influential part in national security and international diplomacy.  His efforts at establishing a cease fire in Vietnam would result in his sharing the Nobel Peace Prize with Le Duc Tho on October 16, 1973.  For ten points, identify this man who served as secretary of state under Presidents Nixon and Ford.


Henry Kissinger
4.  The name originally belonged to a small town in Nottinghamshire, England that gained a reputation for being populated by fools after playing a cunning trick on King John I.  In 1807, Washington Irving gave this name to New York City.  For ten points, what is this name, still in use today?


Gotham
5.  Born in Petrovichi, Russia in 1920, his family immigrated to the U.S. when he was three years old and settled in Brooklyn, N.Y.  He entered Columbia University at the age of 15 and after serving in World War II, he earned a Ph.D. at Columbia in 1948.  He taught biochemistry at the Boston University School of Medicine from 1949 to 1958, the year he turned to writing full time.  For ten points, who is this prolific author of over 500 works such as The Naked Sun,  I, Robot , and The Foundation Trilogy?
