Round 8 Tossups

1. Sufferers of this psychological condition, which Freud considered to be the most important part of the development of boys, are bound to be overcome by guilt and intense emotional conflicts.  Freud believes that it lasted in most boys from the age of two and a half to six; however, the feeling of guilt it caused lasted for an entire lifetime.  For 10 points – identify this Freudian term named after the son and husband of Jocasta.

Answer:  Oedipus complex

2. At this location, a neuron forms a specialized junction with another neuron or muscle cell.  FTP, name this junction, where signals pass from one neuron to another, or from a neuron to a muscle cell.

Answer: Synapse
3. When the House of Lords rejected the budget of 1909 because it included higher taxes, as President of the Board of Trade he led an attack against the Lords, which resulted in a bill limiting their power. Later appointed First Lord of the Admiralty, he pressed for a naval buildup to counter the growing threat from Germany. FTP, name this British statesmen who later became Prime Minister, succeeding Neville Chamberlain to lead Britain during World War II? 

Answer: Sir Winston Leonard Spencer Churchill
4. This title character has been arrested on tax evasion charges, and is forced to shack up with an illiterate inmate named Bailey.  During their time together, he teaches Bailey how to write his own name. The play includes a dark dream sequence about war punctuated by a quote from then-Congressman Abraham Lincoln.  For ten points, name this historical character in a play by Jerome Lawrence and Robert E. Lee (not THAT Robert E. Lee), a Concord author whose civil disobedience lands him a night in jail.

Answer:  Henry David Thoreau (The play is The Night Thoreau Spent in Jail)

5. It was discovered in 1901 at Susa, where it had been bought as booty during the 12th century BC. It is a conical slab of basalt 2.25 meters high and covered with cuneiform script in the Akkadian language.  It was made by the king "so that his country might learn firm discipline and proper conduct." FTP, what is this work of art and historical document of the first Babylonian kingdom, one of the earliest codifications of laws? 

Answer: Code of Hammurabi
6. According to one tradition, it is the day on which King David died. Hence, the book of his ancestor, Ruth, is read during this festival. For ten points, name this festival of the day on which the Ten Commandments were revealed to Moses on Mount Sinai, falling on the sixth day of Sivan.

Answer: Shavuot (shah VOO oht)

7. Located at the intersection of 12 radiating avenues, construction was begun in 1806 by J. F. Chalgrin, and completed by G. A. Blouet in 1836. About 50 meters high and 45 meters wide, a perpetual flame is located there, along with the body of an unknown soldier. FTP, what is this imposing monument in Paris at the end of the Avenue des Champs Elysées commemorating the victories of Napoleon? 

Answer: Arc de Triomphe
8.  According to "Job Security and Performance:  The Effect of Long-Term Contracts on the Performance of Major League Baseball Players," the MBA report he wrote at Simon Fraser University, players do not play as well immediately after signing long term contracts.  At the age of 26, he finally got his own major league contract after his rights were purchased from the Northern League's Winnipeg Goldeyes for two dozen baseballs.  For 10 points – identify this Canadian-born all-star reliever for the Texas Rangers.

Answer:  Jeff Zimmerman
9. The New York State Thruway, running nearly 500 miles from near Erie, Pennsylvania to near New York City was named for a governor of the state whose efforts helped build it.  For ten points, name this governor who ran on the Republican presidential ticket in both 1944 and 1948.

Answer: Thomas Dewey
10. Two of her achievements include being cofounder of the first sports magazine for women, WomenSports, and being the first female to be named Sports Illustrated "Sportsperson of the Year." Despite such handicaps as bad eyesight, breathing difficulties, and chronic knee pains, she still won over 20 titles at Wimbledon. FTP, who is this tennis champion who won a moral victory in 1973 by defeating Bobby Riggs in straight-sets in the "Battle of the Sexes?"

Answer: Billie Jean King
11. This internationally best-selling author was born in Czechoslovakia in 1929 and was instrumental in the liberation of the Czech press.  His books include Immortality and The Book of Laughter and Forgetting.  FTP name this author of The Unbearable Lightness of Being.

Answer: Milan Kundera
12. A lyophobic one is formed with some difficulty and can be maintained for only a moderate period of time, while a lyophilic one forms spontaneously when the two phases are placed in contact. This system also has interesting properties, including light dispersion, and helps to explain why the sky is blue. FTP, what is this system in which two or more substances are uniformly mixed so that one is extremely finely dispersed in the other, which include fog and butter?

Answer: Colloid
13. Many of this composer's works have been standard repertoire for jazz musicians throughout the 20th century.  Two of the songs he composed were "It Ain't Necessarily So"  and "I got plenty o' nuttin'."  FTP, name this composer of “An American in Paris” and “Rhapsody in Blue”.  

Answer: George Gershwin

14. They were formed as a secret order in 1869 at a tailors' meeting in Philadelphia. Organized nationally with membership open to African-Americans, immigrants, women, and unskilled workers, they eliminated  secrecy and religious ritual from the organization. FTP, what was this labor union whose height was under the leadership of Terence Powderly?

Answer: Knights of Labor
15. His experiences during the Spanish Civil War led him to understand the ruthlessness of the Russian Communists and were recorded in his book Homage to Catalonia.  His most famous works are dystopian.  One is a satire of the Soviet Union, published in 1945, the second is set in the fictional state of Oceania thirty-five years in the future.  FTP, name this author of Animal Farm and 1984.

Answer: George Orwell (aka Eric Blair)

16. In 1914, a 29 year old one of these named Martha died alone, without a fellow companion, at the Cincinnati Zoo. For ten points, in 1900, a boy killed the last wild example of what bird, once witnessed to number in the billions for a single flock, but now extinct?

Answer: passenger pigeon or Ectopistes migratorius
17. From 1865 to 1868, he would serve as an independent MP representing Westminster, despite refusing to campaign or to help pay for his campaign. In Parliment, he campaigned for Irish land reform and women’s suffrage, a subject he would later take up in his work The Subjugation of Women. For ten points, name this proponent of Utilitarianism and author of On Liberty.

Answer: John Stuart Mill
18. Divided in two by a river of the same name, this country is one of the world's largest exporters of electrical power.  The western half of this nation is the arid Gran Chaco region, while the eastern, more fertile, half is home to over ninety percent of its people.  For 10 points – name this South American nation whose capital is Asunción.

Answer:  Paraguay
19. Particles with spins like 1/2 and 3/2 are named for this scientist.  Chemical element number 100 is also named for him.  He contributed to the early theory of beta decay and the neutrino and to quantum statistics.  Awarded the 1938 Nobel Prize in Physics for his work with neutrons, he then emigrated to the US to escape fascist Italy.  FTP, who is this member of the Manhattan project, who in 1942 created the first self-sustaining chain reaction in uranium at the University of Chicago? 

Answer: Enrico Fermi
20. The origin of this word is unclear:  it may have derived from the name of a disease-spreading demon, the first few letters of the Phoenician alphabet, an Aramaic phrase meaning "may the thing be destroyed," or the Hebrew words for Father, Son, and the Holy Spirit.  It was originally used as a charm to ward off disease, and it appeared quite frequently in the writings of the Gnostics.  For 10 points – identify this magic word, now stripped of all meaning but still used by magicians.

Answer:  abracadabra
21. It revolved around events that occurred on the East Louisiana Railway in 1892, when a man who purchased a first-class ticket was thrown off the train because he was only seven-eighths Caucasian.  For 10 points – name this case, overturned by Brown v. Board of Education of Topeka, that upheld the principle of "separate but equal" facilities for people of different races.

Answer:  Plessy v. Ferguson

1. FTPE, name these types of chemical compounds.

A. These are compounds consisting entirely of carbon and hydrogen atoms joined by single bonds.

Answer: alkanes
B. This is an organic molecule in which an oxygen atom is bonded to two carbon atoms.

Answer: ether
C. Closely related to aldehydes, these compounds possess a carbonyl group in which the carbon atom is covalently double-bonded to an oxygen atom.

Answer: ketone

Answer: Franklin Pierce
C. Name the adulterous Puritan woman who must wear a red A in Hawthorne's The Scarlet Letter.

Answer: Hester Prynne
4. Wilt Chamberlain passed away only a few months ago, so it's only fitting to have a bonus in his memory.

A.  Chamberlain's most famous achievement is scoring 100 points in one came.  For 5 points each -- identify the team he was playing for and the team he was playing against.

B.  For 10 points -- Chamberlain's arch-rival was this Boston Celtic, who was on the court when Chamberlain broke his record by snagging 55 rebounds in one game.

Answer: First Law

Answer: Zeroth Law

C. This law states that it is impossible for a heat engine working in a cycle to produce no other effect than that of extracting thermal energy from a reservoir and performing an equivalent amount of work.
