Opening Round: Tossups with Related Bonuses

T1.  In July 1777, Howe's army met George Washington's Continental Army near Chadds Ford in southeastern Pennsylvania, about 25 miles southwest of Philadelphia. In the end, the British occupied the battlefield, but Washington's army was neither destroyed nor cut off from Philadelphia. Thus the American army was kept intact and the Revolution remained alive.  For ten points, identify this battle of the American Revolution.

Answer:  Battle of the Brandywine, or Battle of Brandywine Creek

Bonus:  Answer these questions about Sir William Howe, for ten points each.

A. Sent in 1775 to reinforce Gen. Thomas Gage in the siege of Boston, he led the left wing in three costly but finally successful assaults in this battle.

Answer:  Battle of Bunker Hill
B.  General Howe succeeded to the supreme command of the British Army in this year.

Answer:
1776

T2.  His The Life of Mr. Jonathan Wild the Great narrates the life of a notorious criminal.  Amelia is a celebration of womanly virtues, while The Journal of a Voyage to Lisbon is a real account of the author’s journey.  These are just a few books by, for ten points, what author of Joseph Andrews, Tom Jones, and Shamela?

Answer:  Henry Fielding
Bonus:  Both Joseph Andrews and Shamela were parodies of a previous work by a contemporary of Fielding.  For ten points each,

A.  What is this novel, an epistolary novel that was extremely successful in its time?

Answer:  Pamela: or, Virtue Rewarded
B.  Who was the author of this work, as well as Clarissa and The History of Sir Charles Grandison?
Answer:  Samuel Richardson
T3. It acts by interfering with the growth and reproduction of the Plasmodium inhabiting the red cells of the blood; it probably prevents the parasites from oxidizing glucose, their chief source of energy.  First artificially synthesized in 1944, it is the most important alkaloid in cinchona bark.  For ten points, what is this drug, still used in some places to combat malaria?

Answer:  quinine
Bonus:  Many other drugs have had their origins in the plant kingdom.  Identify these two, for ten points each.

A.  First isolated from the Pacific yew tree, this anticancer drug was first artificially synthesized in 1994.

Answer:  taxol
B.  This potentially poisonous substance isolated from the dried leaves of the foxglove is used as a drug that strengthens the contractions of the heart muscle.

Answer:  digitalis
T4.  Zakat, the alms tax levied to benefit the poor and the needy.  Salat, the ritual prayer.  Shahadah, the profession of faith.  These three, along with sawm, the fasting during the month of Ramadan, and the hajj, the pilgrimage to Mecca, form the central dogma of Islam.  For ten points, what architectural term is given to these 5 tenets?

Answer:  5 pillars of Islam, or Arkan al-Islam (prompt on Islam on early buzz)

Bonus:  Lets see how much you know about 2 of these 5 pillars, for ten points each.

A.  Salat, the ritual prayer, is supposed to be performed how many times each day?

Answer:  5
B.  The beginning and end of Ramadan are announced when one trustworthy witness testifies before the authorities that what has been sighted?

Answer:  a new moon
T5.  He attempts to seduce Donna Anna and kills her father, the Commendatore.  He plays with Donna Elvira’s affections, and he interrupts the marriage of Zerlina and Masetto, trying to winner her away from her groom.  In the end, he is dragged down to hell by the statue of the Commedatore since he won’t repent for his crimes.  FTP, identify this man, the title character of an opera by Mozart.

Answer:  Don Giovanni

Bonus:  Identify these other Mozart operas from characters, for ten points each.

A.  Dorabella and Fiordiligi

Answer:  Così fan Tutte, or Women are Like That (accept very close equivalents)

B.  Tamino, Pamina, and the Queen of the Night

Answer:  Die Zauberflöte, or The Magic Flute
T6.  A mother bears an unwanted child.  However, she feels guilty for not wanting the child. Thus, she becomes extremely solicitous and overprotective in order to convince both the child and herself that she is a good mother.  By doing so, she is, for ten points, exhibiting what classic defense mechanism first suggested by Freud?

Answer:  reaction formation
Bonus:  Identify these other defense mechanisms, for ten points each.

A. It is the diversion or deflection of instinctual drives, usually sexual ones, into noninstinctual channels, such as artistic or scientific endeavours.

Answer:  sublimation
B. It is the substitution of a safe and reasonable explanation for the true, but threatening, cause of behavior.

Answer:  rationalization
T7.  The illegitimate son of Robert I, he substituted foreign prelates for many English bishops, and land titles were redistributed on a feudal basis to his followers.  He first came to the throne after defeating Harold Godwinson, who had succeeded Edward the Confessor to the throne, at the Battle of Hastings in 1066.  For ten points, identify this man, the first Norman king of England.

Answer:  William I, or William the Conqueror
Bonus:  Answer these further questions concerning William I.

A.  William ordered a survey of England in 1086.  For ten points, what book was the culmination of this survey?

Answer:  Domesday Book
B.  On his death, one of his sons took over as King of England, while the other become the new Duke of Normandy.  For five points each, name them.

Answer:  William II and Robert II
T8.  In biology, it is any mollusk of the class Gastropoda in which the shell is reduced to an internal plate or a series of granules or is completely absent.  In physics, it is a unit used mostly by engineers equal to 32.17 pounds.  FTP, identify this slimy term, which is also used to describe small coin shaped bits of metal used by unscrupulous people in place of quarters in vending machines.

Answer:  slugs

Bonus:  While the slug is not one of the SI units, lets see how well you know the SI units for these quantities, for five points each.

A.  Mass

Answer:  kilogram (do not accept “gram”)

B.  Thermodynamic temperature

Answer:  Kelvin (Do not accept “degree Kelvin)

C.  Amount of substance

Answer:  mole
D.  Luminous intensity

Answer:  candela
Category Quiz: Tossups
T1.  It was organized in 1912 to succeed the Revolutionary Alliance.  It established revolutionary secret governments in Guangzhou in 1918 and 1921, and in 1924 it formed an alliance with the Communists under the Three People's Principles: nationalism, democracy, and livelihood.  Those principles were proposed by one of its most famous leaders, Sun Yat-Sen.  For ten points, identify this political party, later led by Chiang Kai-Shek, which ruled China until being kicked out by communism in 1949.

Answer:  Kuomintang, or the Nationalist Party
T2.  “Warren returned—too soon, it seemed to her—/Slipped to her side, caught up her hand and waited./‘Warren?’ she questioned.  ‘Dead,’ was all he answered.”  So ends a poem concerned the end of poor old Silas.  For ten points, what is this poem, also containing the famous line “Home is the place where, when you have to go there,/They have to take you in”, and written by Robert Frost?

Answer:  The Death of the Hired Man
T3.  Discovered by Michael Faraday in 1825 in illuminating gas made from whale oil, it was named in 1845 by A.W. von Hofmann, who detected it in coal tar.  A colorless liquid at room temperature, it is only slightly soluble in water, and is an excellent solvent for rubber, gums, fats, and a number of resins.  The Dewar structure for it involves a longer bond across the molecule, but the more commonly seen structure was discovered by Friedrich August Kekule.  FTP, identify this molecule with the formula C6H6.

Answer:  benzene
T4.  The name’s the same. As a river, it rises in the northwestern foothills of the Andes

Mountains and flows westward from the Argentine border area through Valparaíso región to enter the Pacific Ocean after a course of 120 miles.  The name is also applied to the mountain whose foothills the river flows from, which rises in Mendoza province in the Central Andes to a height of 22,834 feet and is commonly regarded as the highest summit in the Western Hemisphere.  FTP, what is this common name?

Answer:  Aconcagua
T5.  Kvetoslava Hrdlickova (herd-lih-KO-vah), 6-3 (say “six three”), 6-1.  Ai Sugiyama, 6-1, 6-4.  Nathalie Dechy (DEH-shee), 6-0, 7-6.  Sabine Appelmans, 6-4, 6-4.  Martina Hingis, 6-3, 4-6, 6-4.  Serena Williams, 6-2, 7-6.  And finally Lindsay Davenport, 6-3, 7-6.  This describes the path that, FTP, which tennis star took to win this year’s Wimbledon Ladies’ Singles title?

Answer:  Venus Williams (note: at least the first initial IS required)

T6.  His first five years in Rome were poverty-stricken, and he worked as assistants to far less talented artists. He earned the patronage of Cardinal Francesco del Monte, and earned the commission for the decoration of the Contarelli Chapel, painting “St. Matthew and the Angel,” “The Calling of St. Matthew,” and “The Martyrdom of St. Matthew.”  These paintings are typical of his style, contrasting thick darkness with sudden illumination.  FTP, identify this painter, the inventor of tenebrism.
Answer:  Caravaggio, or Michelangelo Merisi 

Category Quiz: CQ Questions

World Literature – Depressing French Guys: In 1841, he enrolled at the Faculty of Law in Paris, but dropped out after being found to have a nervous disease and devoted himself to literature.  His The Temptation of Saint Anthony was an attempt to give French Literature its Faust.  Other works include Salambo and A Sentimental Education.  Name this novelist, whose most famous character married a doctor named Charles.

Answer:  Gustave Flaubert
Foreign Languages – Exciting Roman Guys: When Caesar crossed the Rubicon, he knew that he could not turn back.  Thus, he is reported to have uttered a sentence whose English version has come down to us as a way of saying that the point of no return has past.  What is this Latin phrase which translates as “the die is cast”?

Answer:  Alea iacta est  (AH-lay-ah YAK-ta EHST) or Iacta alea est
American History – How to Irritate the President: The impeachment of Andrew Johnson was based on his violation of a law pushed through Congress by the Radical Republicans.  It forbade the chief executive from removing without the Senate's concurrence certain federal officers whose appointments had originally been made by and with the advice and consent of the Senate.  Johnson deliberately went against this law by dismissing his Secretary of War, Edwin Stanton.  Name this controversial law.

Answer:  Tenure of Office Act

Mathematics – Sibling Systems: Paper and pencil may be needed.  John is currently 6 years older than his younger sister Mary. 4 years ago, he was double his sister’s age.  How old is John now?  You have 15 seconds.
Answer:  16 years old

General Knowledge/Trivia -- Gunk: During World War II, many scientists were looking for cheap substitutes for rubber.  Most of the failed attempts were, of course, worthless, but one product, made primarily of dimethyl siloxane, hit it big.  It was originally marketed as “Gupp” before it was given its more famous name and became one of the big hits of the toy industry.  What is this product, which, according to early advertising, you can have hours and hours of fun with?

Answer:  Silly Putty
Philosophy – Loud German Guys: The doctrine of eternal recurrence, the basic conception of this work, asks the question “How well disposed would a person have to become to himself and to life to crave nothing more fervently than the infinite repetition, without alteration, of each and every moment?”  The person who could accept recurrence without self-deception or evasion would be a superman or Übermensch.  Name this work by Nietzsche, which gave its name to a piece by Richard Strauss.
Answer:  Also Sprach Zarathustra (or Thus Spake/Spoke Zarathustra/Zoroaster)

Social Science (Law) – Row your Boat: The defendant bought the rights to operate steamboats on the Hudson River from Robert Fulton and Robert Livingston, who had been granted a monopoly by the State of New York.  The plaintiff attempted to operate steamboats with the authority of Fulton and Livingston and was shut down by the New York Court of Chancery.  However, the Supreme Court said that the commerce clause of the Constitution forbade states from interfering with interstate commerce.  Identify this landmark Supreme Court case.
Answer:  Gibbons v. Ogden
American Literature – Drunk American Guys: The story is told by Jake Barnes, rendered impotent by a war wound.  Lady Brett Ashley has a very close friendship that borders on love with him.  They go to Spain with a group of other expatriates.  Brett has an affair with the bullfighter Romero, but she eventually leaves him and returns to Michael Campbell, who she planned to marry.  All of this occurs in what novel by Ernest Hemingway?

Answer:  The Sun Also Rises

T1.  It consisted of a splitting thrust on a narrow front by combat groups using tanks, dive-bombers, and motorized artillery to disrupt the main enemy battle position at the point of attack. Wide sweeps by armoured vehicles followed, creating large pockets of trapped and immobilized enemy forces.  FTP, identify this military strategy, first tested in the Spanish Civil War in 1938 and against Poland in 1939, that was used effectively by the Germans and means “lightning war”.

Answer:  blitzkrieg

T2.  This comedy was written not long after the catastrophic defeat of the Athenian expedition to Sicily and not long before the revolt of the Four Hundred in Athens, whereby an oligarchic regime ready to make peace with Sparta was set up. It depicts the seizure of the Acropolis and of the treasury of Athens by a certain group of citizens.  FTP, what is this play, in which the women declare a sex strike until the men of Athens and Sparta make peace, written by Aristophanes?

Answer:  Lysistrata

T3.  It lies at about 5 hours 30 minutes right ascension and zero declination.  It contains such stars as Mintaka, Alnilam, Alnitak, and Saiph (like “safe”) , and it also contains a nebula which shares its name.  FTP, identify this constellation, whose other stars include Bellatrix, Rigel, and Betelgeuse (Beetlejuice).

Answer:  Orion
T4.  To the North, Chad.  To the north and east, Sudan.  To the west, Cameroon.  To the south, the Republic of the Congo and the Democratic Republic of the Congo, the second of which lies across the Ubangi river.  Other rivers in this country include the Lobaye, the Mpoko, and the Kotto.  FTP, name this country, with its capital at Bangui.

Answer:  Central African Republic
T5.  Developed by the British economist Francis Y. Edgeworth, these are widely used as an analytical tool in the study of consumer behavior, particularly as related to consumer demand. It is also utilized in welfare economics, a field that focuses on the effect of different actions on individual and general well-being.  When combined with a budget line, FTP, what curves can help determine what combination of items a consumer will buy, and themselves represent all point of equal utility?

Answer:  Indifference curves

T6.  Their first album, Chronic Town, contains only a few songs, such as “Wolves” and “Stumble”.  Dead Letter Office is a compilation of B sides from various of their singles.  Later albums, such as Life’s Rich Pagaent, Reckoning, and Murmur have brought us such songs as “Fall On Me”, “7 Chinese Brothers”, and “We Walk”.  FTP, identify this band, whose albums Automatic for the People and Out of Time contain such famous songs as “Everybody Hurts”, “Losing my Religion”, and “Shiny Happy People”.

Answer:  R.E.M.
T7.  It spurred a massive program of building dams, hydroelectric generating stations,

and flood-control projects.  Its authority extended over parts of 7 states: Alabama,

Georgia, Kentucky, Mississippi, North Carolina, Tennessee, and Virginia.  Ashwander attempted to challenge its constitutionality, but he failed.  FTP, identify either the agency or the act that created it, established in 1933 which concerned itself with a particular river.

Answer:  Tennessee Valley Authority, or Tennessee Valley Act
T8.  His Memoirs of the Convent chronicles the efforts of a handicapped war veteran and his lover to flee their situation using a flying machine powered by human will.  The Year of the Death of Ricardo Reis juxtaposes the romantic involvements of its narrator, a poet-physician, with long dialogues that examine human nature.  In The Stone Raft, the Iberian Peninsula breaks off from Europe and becomes an island.  FTP, these are all works by what Portuguese author, winner of the 1998 Nobel Prize in Literature?

Answer:  José Saramago

B1.  Identify the author from works, 30-20-10

30:  Leafstorm and Autumn of the Patriarch
20:  Chronicle of a Death Foretold and Love in the Time of Cholera
10:  100 Years of Solitude
Answer:  Gabriel Garcia Marquez (do not accept or prompt on “Marquez”.  That would be like prompting on “Gerald” for F. Scott Fitzgerald)

B2.  Answer these questions related to the cell nucleus, FTPE.

A.  This structure in the nucleus is responsible for the production of ribosomes.

Answer:  nucleolus

B.  This special class of intermediate filaments proteins forms the inside surface of the inner nuclear membrane in eukaryotic cells.

Answer:  lamins or nuclear lamina
C.  These complicated structures are not fully understood, but they are resposible for the import and export of large molecules that cannot diffuse across the nuclear membrane.

Answer:  Nuclear Pore Complex (prompt on NPC)

B3.  Identify the literary device, given example, FTPE.

A.  The power of the crown was mortally weakened.

Answer:  metonymy (the name of an object or concept is replaced with a word closely

related to or suggested by the original, as "crown" for "king")

B.  The western wave was all aflame (from The Rime of the Ancient Mariner)

Answer:  synecdoche (where a part represents the whole.  In this case, the “wave” represents the sea)

C.  O, pardon me, thou bleeding piece of earth,/ That I am meek and gentle with these butchers! (from Julius Caesar)

Answer:  apostrophe (a rhetorical device by which a speaker turns from the audience as a whole to address a single person or thing)
B4.  In Greek Mythology, Cronos and Rhea had 6 children, each of whom became one of the Olympians.  For 5 points each, name them.

Answer:  Demeter, Hades, Hera, Hestia, Poseidon, and Zeus
B5.  Identify these buildings designed by Frank Lloyd Wright, FTPE.

A.  This building in Tokyo, built from 1915-1922 and dismantled in 1967, was one of Wright's most significant work.  Because of its revolutionary, floating cantilever construction, it was one of the only large buildings that withstood the earthquake of 1923.

Answer:  The Imperial Hotel
B. Probably Wright’s most famous work, this building near Bear Run, Pennsylvania is delicately cantilevered over that which gives it its name.

Answer:  Fallingwater
C.  Name either of the two homes of Frank Lloyd Wright, which were also architectural school, and were built near Spring Green, Wisconsin, and near Scottsdale, Arizona.

Answer:  Taliesin or Taliesin West
B6.  Identify the following rocks as igneous, metamorphic, or sedimentary, FFPE.

A.  Gneiss (like “nice”)

Answer:  metamorphic

Answer:  The Directory, the Council of Ancients, and the Council of the Five Hundred
B8.  In the English language, there are only three words 4-letters long in which 3 of the 4 letters are all the same letter.  FTPE, name them (Hint: one was a direct theft from another language, only without the accent mark).

Answer:  lull, sass, and epee
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
