US History – the Sea He retired as a captain in the US Navy in 1885.  Five years later he made a real splash, however, when he published The Influence of Sea Power Upon History, 1660-1783. Name him, for fifteen points.

His desire is carried out as a sentence- for 55 years he is transferred from vessel to vessel, never landing and never hearing of his country. For 15 points, name his fictional work by Edward Everett Hale.

Biology – Bits & Pieces He was a professor of medicine at the University of Bologna from 1666 to 1691 and was then appointed chief physician to Pope Innocent XII.  His is regarded a founder of microscopic anatomy and a tuft in the kidneys, a layer in the epidermis, and a corpuscle in the spleen bear his name.  For 15 points, name this histologist best known for discovering capillaries and completing the chain of circulation postulated by William Harvey.

Culture -- Cartoons He won three Pulitzer Prizes, beginning in 1972 when he was only 24 years old and worked for the Richmond News Leader, for his editorial cartoons. For 15 points, name this recently deceased cartoonist whose characters included the cigar-chomping editor of the Treetops Tattler, P. Martin Shoemaker, aka “Shoe.”

Economics -- Laws Scott is a coin collector who goes to the bank and gets $10 worth of pennies.  He then picks out all the old pennies that are more worth more than one cent to other collectors.  Thus, all the good money-the pennies worth more than one cent-are removed from circulation.  For fifteen points, identify the law of economics, which is driven by people like Scott, the law that says that “the bad money drives out the good.”

Known as the Venice of the North due to its many canals, for fifteen points, name this second largest city in Germany.

Social Science -- Self-Help Abraham Maslow coined this sequential process of achieving personal well-being which included such steps as achieving an identification with humanity and a resistance to enculturation. F15P, name this phenomenon.

1. “This is a historical event,” said congressman Juan Pablo Letelier, whose father was murdered in a 1976 Washington, DC car bombing, referring to an August, 2000 Supreme Court ruling, which by a vote of 14 to 6 stripped this man of his senatorial immunity. FTP, name this former dictator, recently returned from house arrest in Britain, who could stand trial for the disappearance of more than 3,000 people and the 1973 overthrow of Salvadore Allende in Chile.

2. It called upon pilots, astrologers, seamen and others to meet in the Canaries and proceed to the Cape Verde Islands and then sail west in two caravels until they found land or reached the agreed-upon meridian, which was about 270 leagues further west than in Pope Alexander VI’s bull of the year before.  FTP, name this 1494 treaty, between John II

and Ferdinand and Isabella, which divided the globe between Spain and Portugal.

ans: Treaty of Tordesillas
3. He was born in 1632 in York, England.  His father was a German immigrant, named Kreutznaer.  Despite the advice of his parents, he went to sea when he was nineteen. After escaping from Turkish pirates, he settled in Brazil and became a prosperous planter.  On a trip to Africa, to procure slaves, his ship ran into problems.  FTP, name this fictional character, who had a series experiences similar to those of Alexander Selkirk, except for the part about cannibals and naming his companion for a day of the week, and who is the title character of a work by Daniel Defoe. 

ans: Robinson Crusoe 

4. It was first sighted in 1866 off the coast of Australia by the crew of the Governor Higginson. Professor Aronnax initially speculated that it was a giant narwahl and was invited to join the expedition of the USS Abraham Lincoln to study it.  Eventually, Aronnax and his servant Conseil go aboard it. FTP, name this vessel, which is seemingly destroyed by the Maelstrom whirlpool, a submarine commanded by Captain Nemo in Jules Verne’s Twenty Thousand Leagues under the Sea.

5. At any given instant it contains about twenty percent of all the blood in the body.  Unlike other organs, it has two sources of blood supply, the portal vein, which carries digested food substances and waste materials and an artery, which carries oxygenated blood from the heart. FTP, name this internal organ, which produces the proteins fibrinogen and prothrombin which are essential for clotting and which stores sugar as glycogen, stores iron, copper, vitamin A and the B complex vitamins.  

Ans: Liver
6. The choicest kind is chrysotile, a variety of the mineral serpentine.  A single pound of it can be spun into 32,000 feet of thread. FTP, name this mineral fiber, which is mined mostly in Quebec and can be heated to 5,000 degrees Fahrenheit.  Used as an everlasting lamp wick in ancient times, in recent times it has been used in textiles, singles, brake linings and insulation, but has been linked to lung problems.
