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1. They include the “Bister Horse” and “Leaping Cow.” They may have served a ritual purpose or been instructions for hunters, as demonstrated by the marking of tender spots on some depictions of bulls. For 10 points, identify this group of prehistoric paintings named for the French cave in which they were found.

ANSWER: Montignac-Lascaux cave paintings

2. It was moved to its present location at 19 Plympton Street after being named the most dilapidated structure of its kind in all of Missouri. Although the oil under it was stolen with a slant drill, nobody departed from the staff, which includes Dewey Largo, Elizabeth Hoover, and Seymour Skinner. For 10 points, name this institution attended by Lisa and Bart Simpson.

ANSWER: Springfield Elementary School

3. Its change is equal to the quantity of heat divided by the Kelvin temperature. Heat flows from hot to cold bodies because this quantity cannot decrease in a closed system. For 10 points, name this measure of a system’s thermal energy not available for work, roughly analogous to disorder.

ANSWER: entropy

4. Libya’s Cyrenaica region, Meghalaya and Deccan in India, and South Africa’s High Veld are examples of these. Ellsworth Land in Antarctica is one, and the Loess one provides some of the best farmland in China. For 10 points, identify this geographic feature consisting of elevated flatland.

ANSWER: plateaus

5. Meaning “opening

verse,” this form evolved from the

earlier renga.

ANSWER: haiku

6. Its eighth article provided for free navigation of the Mississippi. Its fifth article requested compensation for expropriated property of loyalists, and its second article ceded all territory between the Mississippi, Canada, and Florida to the United States. For 10 points, identify this treaty which ended the American Revolution.

ANSWER: 1783 Treaty of Paris
7. Completed by Reginald of Pipemo, it begins with a quote from Corinthians. It is divided into three parts, one on God, one on the relationship of God to man, and one on Jesus. By applying classical logic to Christian precepts, it became the leading work of scholasticism. For 10 points, name this treatise by Thomas Aquinas.

ANSWER: Summa Theologica [or Summa Totius Theologiae; or Summary of All Theology]

8. It begins with cellos playing alone, then moves to a portion intended to invoke the natural environment of Switzerland. The third part depicts an arriving storm, representing Swiss domination by Austria. The oft-heard final section is the “hymn to liberty.” For 10 points, name this introduction to an opera by Gioachino Rossini.

ANSWER: William Tell overture [or Guillaume Tell overture]

9. In its diplomatic quarter, one would find Belvedere and Azienki Palaces. Its active preservation movement has kept the Old Town district, Royal Castle, and Ujazdowski Palace standing, and one need only look up to see the Palace of Culture and Science. For 10 points, name this city on the Vistula River, the capital and largest city of Poland.

ANSWER: Warsaw
10. The Equipment Authorization Division, the Market Disputes Resolution Division, and the Common Carrier Bureau are among its subagencies. Chaired by William Kennard in 2000, it was created in its current form by the 1934 Telecommunications Act. For 10 points, name this federal agency which regulates the media. 

ANSWER: Federal Communications Commission

11. An inspiration to later directors, he met Satyajit Ray while shooting The River. Michael Curtis lifted the singing of “Marseilles” in Casablanca from this man’s The Grand Illusion. Even Fellini’s La Dolce Vita borrowed symbolism from his The Rules of the Game. For 10 points, name this director, the son of an Impressionist painter.

ANSWER: Jean Renoir [prompt on Renoir]

12. In October 2000, a government official in this country wrote a bizarre editorial alleging a Jewish plot for world domination. Meanwhile, a political figure here is attempting to have polygamy legalized, and the government doesn’t know what happened to one of four explosive rockets which were accidentally launched on October 30. For 10 points, name this country which is still fighting a war in Chechnya.

ANSWER: Russian Federation [accept Rossiskaya Federatsiya]

13. Emperor Leo III [Leo the Third] saw them as a barrier to the conversion of Muslims and ordered them destroyed in 726, but Pope Gregory III [Gregory the Third] threatened to excommunicate anyone complying with Leo’s order. Since their 787 reinstatement, they have been common in Eastern Orthodox churches. For 10 points, name these objects of Christian art depicting sacred figures.

ANSWER: icons

14. In humans, they are controlled by the suprachiasmatic nucleus of the hypothalamus, which directs pineal secretion of melatonin. Beginning at six weeks of age, the external clues which affect them are known as zeitbegers. For 10 points, identify these daily sleep-and-wake cycles which, in humans, have a period of just over twenty-four hours.

ANSWER: circadian rhythms

15. Lara and the title character hide on a farm in the Ural Mountains, which Komarovsky visits to warn of vengeful revolutionaries. Its conclusion includes twenty-five poems attributed to the protagonist, a man disenchanted with both dogma and logic who cannot continue living under the Bolsheviks. For 10 points, name this novel by Boris Pasternak.

ANSWER: Doctor Zhivago
16. He depicted himself as a child in The Spectre of Sex Appeal and once took two months to paint a basket of bread. He addressed religion with Madonna of Portlligat and politics in Soft Construct with Boiled Beans: Premonition of Civil War. For 10 points, name this artist whose The Persistence of Memory features melting clocks.

ANSWER: Salvador Felipe Jacinto Dalí i Domenech

17. “Normal” ones have neither hydrogen nor hydroxyl ions as components. They are defined as compounds formed from acids in which the hydrogen ions have been replaced with electropositive radicals or metal ions. For 10 points, identify this class of substances which includes sodium chloride.

ANSWER: salts 

18. She wrote novels including The Long Love and The Townsman under the pen name of John Sedges. In The Spirit and the Flesh, she described her childhood in China as the daughter of missionaries. For 10 points, name this author of a trilogy which ended with Sons and A House Divided and began with The Good Earth.

ANSWER: Pearl Sydenstricker Buck
19. The static type is used only in caches, because the dynamic type is easier to construct and can hold four times as much data. Its page mode accesses sequential data locations quicker than nonpage modes, allowing for efficient display of video. For 10 points, name this kind of computer memory which is changeable, as opposed to read-only memory.

ANSWER: Random Access Memory

20. Granted independence under the 1935 Tydings-McDuffie Act, its government was long corrupted by the utang na loob, or patron-client system. Rebellion was constant until 1954, when Ramon Magsaysay accepted the surrender of Taruc, leader of the Huks. For 10 points, name this country ruled from 1965 to 1986 by Ferdinand Marcos.

ANSWER: Republic of the Philippines
21. It raises a “quite impenetrable wall” around the mind. Recommended doses are “half a gramme for a half-holiday, a gramme for a week-end, two grammes for a trip to the gorgeous East, three for a dark eternity on the moon.” For 10 points, name this drug which provides temporary escape from Aldous Huxley’s Brave New World.

ANSWER: soma

22. The final one will be a half-man, half-machine called Kalki. Past examples have included Varaha, a boar; Mastya, a fish; and Narashimha, a half-man, half-lion; as well as the men Vamana, Parasuram, Rama, and Krishna. For 10 points, name these earthly incarnations which Hinduism believes are taken by Vishnu.

ANSWER: avatars of Vishnu [prompt on incarnations of Vishnu or anything similar]

1. Name these Egyptian presidents for 10 points each.

•A key figure in the overthrown of King Faruk, he succeeded Muhammad Naguib as president in 1954, led nonalignment and pan-Arab movements, and sparked a 1956 war by seizing the Suez Canal.

ANSWER: Gamal Abdel Nasser [accept variant pronunciations]

•He succeeded Nasser in 1970 and negotiated the Camp David Accords with Israel. In 1981, he was assassinated.

ANSWER: Anwar el-Sadat
•Succeeding Sadat, he worried the United States with suspected Soviet sympathies but later was a leader of Arab opposition to Iraq, and he remains the President of Egypt as of November 2000.

ANSWER: Muhammad Hosni Mubarak
2. Name these musical instruments from around the world for 10 points each.

•Made of a hollowed eucalyptus branch, this Aboriginal Australian instrument plays low, haunting tones originally meant to imitate animal calls.

ANSWER: didgeridoo [or didjeridu]

•With a separate mouthpiece, four finger holes, and a thumb hole, this Japanese instrument made from curved bamboo resembles a flute.

ANSWER: shakuhachi
•This Indian instrument is traditionally made from a gourd. In addition to the strings which are played, there are several resonating strings below the playing surface.

ANSWER: sitar
3. Name these geologic eras for 10 points each.

•Spanning the Cambrian to Permian periods, this era saw life evolve from simple sea organisms to land animals.

ANSWER: Paleozoic
•Birds and flowering plants appeared and dinosaurs flourished in this era, which lasted from the Triassic period to the Cretaceous period.

ANSWER: Mesozoic
•Modern plants and animals developed and the present arrangement of continents took shape during this era, which began with the Paleocene epoch and continues into the present Holocene epoch.

ANSWER: Cenozoic
4. Give the following World War II-era German terms for 10 points apiece.

•Meaning “annexation,” this referred to the 1938 incorporation of Austria into Germany.

ANSWER: anschluss
•The Nazis claimed that Germany needed this additional “living space” in order to prosper.

ANSWER: lebensraum
•This word, German for “final solution,” referred to the Holocaust.

ANSWER: Endlösung
5. It mentions Ed Banky, a gym teacher at Pencey Prep who lends his car to students for dates. For 10 points each, answer the following about this novel and its characters.

•First, name this work by a noted recluse.

ANSWER: The Catcher in the Rye by Jerome David Salinger

•Name the phony-hating, fencing-equipment-leaving protagonist of The Catcher in the Rye who alludes to Mr. Banky.

ANSWER: Holden Caulfield

• Finally, name the 1997 film in which Holden and Banky are the names of the creators of the comic book Bluntman and Chronic.

ANSWER: Chasing Amy

6. Given a U.S. vice-presidential candidate, name the non-Republican, non-Democratic party on whose ticket he or she ran in 2000. For candidates nominated by more than one party, name the party under whose banner the candidate appeared on the most ballots.

8. Name these groups within Islam for 10 points each.

•They hold that the descendants of Ali and Fatima are the rightful leaders of Islam, calling them the twelve imams. They believe that the last one, Mahdi, will one day return and right the world.

ANSWER: Shia [accept Shiite]

•This denomination, which believes in a strict interpretation of the Koran and rejects any theology developed more than two centuries after Mohammed’s death, is the official religion of Saudi Arabia and Qatar.

ANSWER: Wahabi [accept word forms]

•Considering the historical line of caliphs legitimate, this group comprises ninety percent of Muslims in the world.

ANSWER: Sunni
9. Supply the missing values in these economic equations for 15 points each.

•Marginal propensity to consume plus this equals one.

ANSWER: marginal propensity to save
•In the monetarist equation of exchange, this quantity times the velocity of money is equal to the general price level times the quantity of goods.

ANSWER: the money supply [or the quantity of money; or other equivalents]

10. Answer the following about political scandals in 1870s North America for 10 points each.

•This dummy company which handled government construction contracts for the Union Pacific Railroad charged exorbitant rates, then funneled the profits to stockholders, including several Congressmen.

ANSWER: Credit Mobilier
•This Prime Minister of Canada resigned in 1873 after the public learned that money from railway interests and the U.S. government was being funneled to his party.

ANSWER: Sir John Alexander Macdonald
•This U.S. President was accused of packing the Supreme Court with justices who supported his position on the Legal Tender Act, which was ruled constitutional in 1871 in a reversal of an 1870 decision.

ANSWER: Ulysses Simpson Grant
11. Name these cities in Texas for 10 points each.

•The largest city without zoning laws in the United States, landmarks here include the Commerce Tower designed by I.M. Pei and the Lyndon B. Johnson Space Center.

ANSWER: Houston
•One of the five Franciscan missions located here is the Alamo.

ANSWER: San Antonio
•Located on the Trinity River, one would find Dealey Plaza and the most expansive group of art deco buildings in the world, Fair Park, in this city.

ANSWER: Dallas
12. Name these Henrik Ibsen title characters for 15 points each.

•A folk archetype, he is a capricious adventurer with no inner self who is eventually tamed and enlightened by Solveig.

ANSWER: Peer Gynt
•She kills herself to escape the blackmail of Judge Brack, who knows that she is responsible for the death of Eilert Løvborg.

ANSWER: Hedda Gabler

13. Answer the following about a type of organic compound for 10 points each.

•When an acid reacts with an alcohol, water and this type of compound are formed.

ANSWER: esters

•When water reacts with an ester, the formation process is reversed, forming an alcohol and an acid. Such a reaction is an example of this general term for a decomposition reaction initiated by water.

ANSWER: hydrolysis
•These substances are a familiar type of ester, composed of glycerol and up to three molecules of a namesake kind of acid. 

ANSWER: fats

14. Name the artistic movement from examples, 30-20-10.

ANSWER: Shah Nameh Ferdowsi [accept alternate pronunciations; accept The Epic of Kings: Hero Tales of Ancient Persia; accept The Book of Kings]

•A great warrior of Zaboulistan who appears throughout the Shah Nameh kills an opposing warrior in the eighth chapter, only to find out as the opponent is dying that he has killed his own son. For 10 points each, name the two warriors.

ANSWER: Rustem and Sohrab [accept alternate pronunciations]

16. Identify the organelle in which these cellular processes take place for 10 points apiece.

•Digestion of fuel and waste, and enclosure of enzymes which could harm the rest of the cell

ANSWER: lysosomes

•Aerobic respiration for energy production

ANSWER: mitochondrion [or mitochondria]

•Enclosure of molecules in vesicles for transport

ANSWER: Golgi apparatus [or dictyosome; or Golgi body; accept anything sensible that starts with Golgi]

ANSWER: Heracles [do not accept “Hercules”]

•He tamed Pegasus and killed the Chimera.

ANSWER: Bellerophon
19. Given a rule used in calculus, name it for 15 points.

•When one differentiable function is divided by another, and the limit of both functions is either zero, infinity, or negative infinity, the limit of the entire fraction is equal to the limit of the derivative of the numerator function divided by the limit of the derivative of the denominator function.

ANSWER: L’Hôpital’s Rule
•The derivative of a function which contains another function is equal to the derivative of the outer function with the inner function as an input, multiplied by the derivative of the inner function.

ANSWER: chain rule
20. Name these players on the 2000 New York Mets for 10 points apiece.

•Although he flew out to end the World Series, the Mets surely gained from this catcher’s thirty-eight home runs and .324 [three-twenty-four] batting average in 2000.

ANSWER: Michael Joseph Piazza
•This Hawaiian outfielder was called up from the minors on May 11, 2000 and proceeded to bat .289 [two-eighty-nine], including a debut month where he hit .442 [four-forty-two].

ANSWER: Benny Peter Agbayani

•He led the Mets in games played in 2000, logging twenty-two home runs as John Olerud’s replacement at first base.

ANSWER: Todd Edward Zeile
21. Name the country from cities, 15-10.

•15: Zaria, Ilorin, and Ibadan

10: Abuja and Lagos

ANSWER: Federal Republic of Nigeria
•15: Mwanza, Tabora, and Dodoma

10: Zanzibar Town and Dar es Salaam

ANSWER: United Republic of Tanzania [or Jamhuri ya Muungano wa Tanzania]

22. Identify these types of mental and psychological problems for 10 points each.

•This refers to a disorder which involves a complete break from the world around the afflicted person, such as Korsakoff’s syndrome and most types of schizophrenia.

ANSWER: psychosis [accept psychoses]

•This type of problem is less severe than a psychosis, affecting the patient negatively but not dominating his or her life. Examples include hypochondria and conversion reaction.

ANSWER: neurosis [accept neuroses]

• The archetypical neurosis, its sufferers feel less worthy than those around them, causing aggressive overcompensation.

ANSWER: inferiority complex
