Tossup. With No Apologies, The Coming Breakpoint, and The Conscience of a Conservative are published works of this man who retired from the Senate in 1987. For 10 points, name this conservative from Arizona, who, with William E. Miller, was on the wrong end of a landslide presidential election in 1964.
