The emperors included Czar Alexander I of Russia and Austrian Emperor Franz and of course Napoleon Bonaparte, whose masterful strategy doomed the larger armies at this battle in Moravia. Name this December 2nd, 1805 battle, one of Napoleon’s biggest victories.
