1. The company that premiered the ballet. It was founded in 1909 by Serge Diaghilev.

Answer: Ballet Russes
2. The principal dancer of Diaghilev's Ballets Russes, he danced the part of the Faun. Diaghilev fired him in 1914 when he got married. He stopped dancing in 1919 and went insane.

Answer: Vaslaw Nijinsky
3. French composer of the Prelude to Afternoon of a Faun, he is sometimes classified as an Impressionist composer. 

Answer: Claude Debussy
2) Identify these "short" presidents, FTPE: 

1. The shortest president in height – 5 feet, 4 inches – he is known as the “Father of the Constitution.”

Answer: James Madison
2. The president who served the shortest term in office, he died only 32 days after taking the oath of office. 

Answer: William Henry Harrison
3. The president with the shortest inaugural address, his speech was only 135 words. 

Answer: George Washington

 1 This British Scientist suggested the plum pudding model, in which electrons were embedded in a mass of positive charge.

Answer:  J. J. Thompson
2. This British scientist's gold-leaf experiment first showed that the atom had a large, positively charged nucleus.

Answer:  Ernest Rutherford
3. This scientist proposed the model of the atom that had quantized orbits with integral multiples of electronic angular momentum.

Answer:  Niels Bohr
4) 30-20-10.  Identify this book of the Bible: 

(30) A collection of separate units, an understanding of this text presupposes familiarity with Old Testament language and concepts, especially those taken from the books of Daniel and Ezekiel.

(20) The first part of the book contains moral admonitions in individual letters addressed to the seven Christian churches of Asia Minor; the second part contains, visions, allegories, and symbols.

2. This January 30, 1968, attack saw the North Vietnamese and Viet Cong launched a massive surprise offensive on 36 major South Vietnamese cities and towns. 

Answer: Tet Offensive

3. This American general requested more troops in order to widen the war after the Tet Offensive, but was denied as American public opinion now favored “de-escalation” of the conflict. 

Answer: William C. Westmoreland.

6) Identify these American marshlands, FTPE.

1. Covering much of southern Florida, the region was formed by thousands of years of overflow from Lake Okeechobee after heavy rains, and contains the Ten Thousand Islands.

Answer: Everglades

2. This subtropical swamp lies north of the Everglades in southeastern Georgia and northeastern Florida. Its name means "trembling ground," and it drains through the Suwannee River.

Answer: Okefenokee Swamp

3. Surveyed in 1763 by George Washington, it borders Lake Drummond, and is located in the eastern part of Virginia and North Carolina.

Answer: Great Dismal Swamp

2. Considered the high point in African American writing, this movement included

3. The 1993 Nobel Literature Laureate, this woman’s works include Song of Soloman, Sula, and The Bluest Eye.

1. The American alto saxophonist and composer who is considered by many to have been the greatest improviser in history of jazz.  He was nicknamed "Bird."

Answer: Charlie Parker
2. Together with Trumpeter Dizzy Gillespie, Charlie Parker was the founder of this branch of jazz which drew on all 12 notes of the chromatic scale. Its name is a rendering of a staccato two-tone phrase distinctive in the music.

Answer: Bebop

3. One of Parker's classic songs has been remade several times since his death. Its name may also be defined as the scientific study of wildlife appropriate to Parker's moniker. 

Answer: Ornithology
