1. Endorsed by the Radical Republicans, this legislative bill, sponsored by two senators, provided for the appointment of provisional military governors in the seceded states but was pocket vetoed by Lincoln.

Answer: Wade-Davis Bill

2. This term referred to any of numerous laws enacted in the states of the former Confederacy during Reconstruction that were designed to replace the social controls of slavery and assure the continuance of white supremacy.

Answer: Black Codes (accept Code Noir)

3. This term referred to any of the laws that enforced racial segregation in the U.S. South between the end of Reconstruction and the beginning of the civil rights movement. Its name came to be a derogatory epithet for blacks and a designation for their segregated life.

Answer: Jim Crow Laws

Answer: Chattahoochee River

2. This river, the longest in New England, rises in its namesake lakes in northern New Hampshire and forms part of New Hampshire’s border with Vermont.  It flows for a total of 407 miles before emptying into Long Island Sound.

Answer: Connecticut River

3. Formed at the confluence of the White and Black Rivers, it flows through Mesa and Tucson before emptying into the Gila River 15 miles southwest of Phoenix. 

Answer: Salt River

Answer: Ether (accept: Diethyl ether or Ethyl ether)

2.An alkaloid with formula C17H21NO4, it was first used as a local anesthetic in eye operations in 1884 by a Carl Koller, on the suggestion of Sigmund Freud.

Answer: Cocaine

1. Known scientifically as Rubeola, identify the common name of the disease that caused the epidemic.

Answer: Measles (Do NOT accept German Measles)

2. Currently the Yanomami number almost 10,000, down from 20,000 in 1968.  Identify the river in whose basin they have flourished for thousands of years.  

Answer: Amazon

3. In 1968 anthropologist Napolean Chagnon and geneticist James Neel led the Amazon expedition.  Identify either the west coast university which Chagnon represented or the midwestern university that Neel represented. 

Answer: University of California-Santa Barbara or University of Michigan Ann-Arbor (accept UC or UM)
