Round I: 
1. Born Alice Rosenbaum and educated at Petrograd University in the 1920s, she is primarily known for two novels. One features (*) architect Howard Roark, while another tells of railroad worker Dagny Taggart’s role in an anti-collectivist strike.  FTP, name this Objectivist Russian-American author of The Fountainhead and Atlas Shrugged.
Answer:  Ayn Rand
2. It is a nickname of the caped French Alpine troops during World War I, popularized by an Irving Berlin song.  It replaced the Trinity Eleven (*) as its university’s mascot and is now used by the school’s 24 varsity teams, most notably men’s basketball. FTP, identify this mascot of ACC school Duke University.  

Answer: Blue Devils
3. Founded in 1968, its first breakthrough was in 1970 with a 1-kilobyte (*) dynamic RAM chip. It created the world’s first microprocessor and provided the chips for the first IBM microcomputer and its predecessors
. FTP, identify this world leader in the microprocessor and semiconductor market, the maker of the Pentium processor. 

Answer: Intel Corporation

4. It came into existence after the death of Aristotle through the aid of Heraclitus.  Later adopted by Cato the Younger and some Roman circles, (*) it was founded by the Greek Zeno of Citium.  FTP, identify this school which held that in order to be happy, one must live in agreement to nature, indifferent to pleasure and pain. 

Answer: Stoicism
5. Any of 2500 species, the female is known to transmit dengue, yellow fever, (*) and malaria. Belonging to the fly order Diptera and family Culicidae, they are one of the few insects that are found around the world, even the Arctic. FTP, identify this insect whose three genera are Aedes, Culex, and Anopheles.  

Answer:  Mosquito
6. It originally arose out of the work of Swiss humanitarian Henri Dunant at the Battle of Solferino in June 1859.  In 1906, at the insistence of the Ottoman Empire, the organization’s branches (*) in Islamic nations got a new name. FTP, identify this organization headquartered in Geneva, a three-time winner of the Nobel Peace Prize.  

Answer: International Movement of the Red Cross and Red Crescent

7. Only 15 to 20 feet deep, it is all that remains of the ancient Pamlico sea and bears a name which is the Seminole word for “Big Water.” Fed by the Kissimmee River and draining (*) in the Everglades –FTP-- name this third-largest American freshwater lake. 

Answer:  Lake Okeechobee
8. Pencil and paper ready. A man walks 3 miles west and then 4 miles north. He then walks 5 miles directly southwest. For 10 points, how far away (*) in miles is he from his starting point?  You have ten seconds.


Answer:  6 miles (prompt for units)

(The vector sum of four miles north and 5 miles southwest is the short side of a 3-4-5 right triangle and points west.  This plus the original 3 miles west gives a resultant of 6 miles west.)
9. Originally founded in the 1960’s by the father of its current owner, its championship belt was first won in 1963 by Buddy Rogers. (*) Its most famous champion won the belt for the first time in 1984, defeating an Olympian who called himself the Iron Sheik. FTP, identify this professional wrestling organization whose past champions have included Andre the Giant and Hulk Hogan.  

Answer: World Wrestling Federation (Accept: WWF)

10. Born in Noyon, France, he fled to Strasbourg and then Geneva to find more receptive audiences for his views.  The author of Institutes (*) of the Christian Religion, he was the influential teacher of John Knox.  FTP, name this religious reformer and contemporary of Martin Luther whose doctrine of predestination influenced the Huguenots and the Puritans. 

Answer: Jean (John) Calvin
11. Formed in the body as a metabolite of phenacetin, it relieves pain by raising the body’s pain threshold (*) and reduces fever by its action on the temperature-regulating center of the brain. It is known for its analgesic effects, but overdoses can cause fatal liver damage.  FTP, name this over-the-counter drug, the active ingredient of Tylenol.

Answer: acetaminophen
12. Signaled by the arms crossed, stationary in front of chest with hands tucked under arms, when it is called play is stopped and then resumed with a face-off (*) in the offending team’s zone. Not called when a team is playing short-handed or when an attacker touches the puck first, FTP, identify this hockey infraction in which a skater intentionally shoots the puck from behind the center red line over the opponent’s goal line. 

Answer: Icing
13. Formed in 1891, it was folded into the Democratic Party by 1896, when the loss of William Jennings Bryan signaled the end of its influence. Centralized mainly in the Midwest (*) and South—FTP—identify this coalition of agrarian reformers that advocated Free Silver, a graduated income tax, and the direct election of senators. 

Answer:   Populist Party

14. Originally named by locals, “The Smoke that Thunders,” it is located on the Zambia-Zimbabwe (*) border, midway along of the course of the Zambezi River. First explored by David Livingstone and approximately twice as wide and twice as deep as Niagara Falls --FTP-- identify this waterfall named for a queen of England.  

Answer: Victoria Falls
15. President Clinton ends the trade embargo with Vietnam; Aldrich Ames is arrested for spying; Russia attacks the rebel republic of Chechnya. Stephen Breyer is approved for the Supreme Court; Nancy Kerrigan is attacked; and baseball (*) cancels its World Series. FTP, identify this year of the 1990’s in which OJ Simpson was arrested and Newt Gingrich became Speaker of the House.

Answer: 1994
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16. With libretto by Joseph Sonnleithner, its plot concerns Florestan, who has been unjustly imprisoned by the evil Pizarro in Seville. Florestan’s wife, Leonore, (*) disguises herself as a man and succeeds in freeing her husband. In celebration, they sing the duet ‘O namelose Freude’. FTP identify this lone opera of Ludwig von Beethoven.

Answer: Fidelio
17. Pencil and paper ready.  Find the slope of the curve given by the equation y = x3+2x2+5x+10 (read: y equals x cubed plus two x squared plus five x plus 10) at the point (2, 36). (*) You have ten seconds.


Answer:  25
(dy = 3x2+4x+5, at x = 2 y = 3*22+4*2+5 = 25)
18. Its only canonized Americans are St Alexis Toth and St Herman of Alaska, and it holds that the three persons of the Holy Trinity proceed from the Father alone. Sharing the seven sacraments (*) of the Catholic Church, it is characterized by its continuity with the apostolic church and its ceremonial liturgy including its use of icons. FTP, identify this religion which recognizes the patriarch of Constantinople as its head.  

Answer: Orthodox Church (Accept Greek and Russian Orthodox)

19. It is written in dactylic hexameter, like the Iliad and the Odyssey. Its protagonist, the last (*) Trojan, figures in the Iliad, and although this work is primarily fictional, the people and places to which the book refers are real. FTP, name this Roman epic, the masterpiece of the Augustan poet Virgil.  

Answer:  The Aeneid
20. Studied by spacecrafts Vega 1, Vega 2, and Giotto, the Orionid and Eta Aquarid meteor showers seem to follow its orbit. The first scientific comparisons of recorded orbits led its discoverer to believe that it was a periodic (*) occurrence and to correctly predict its appearance in 1758. FTP, name this heavenly body orbiting the sun with a period of 77 years and last appearing in 1986. 

Answer:  Halley’s Comet
21. His artistic career lasted only ten years, focusing on different themes as he grew as an artist. Beginning with a focus on nature, he turned to sociological criticism and finally to his colorful and bold brushstrokes as a post-Impressionist. (*) It was an association with fellow post-Impressionist Paul Gauguin that drove him to cut off his own left ear. FTP, identify this Dutch artist whose masterpieces include “Sunflowers” and “Starry Night.”

Answer: Vincent Van Gogh
22. Potentially useful in superconductors, lubricants, industrial catalysts, and drug-delivery systems, it was discovered in 1985 and costs $11,000 a pound. A hollow sphere with 12 pentagonal and 20 hexagonal faces (*), it was named for an American architect. FTP, identify this third allotrope of carbon whose discovery won a 1996 Nobel Prize for Rice University scientist Richard Smalley.

Answer: Buckminsterfullerene or Buckyballs or Carbon-60
23. Stradlater and Robert Ackley are classmates of its protagonist, who is expelled because of his grades and runs away to avoid facing his parents. Wandering the streets (*) of New York, he takes his sister Phoebe to the zoo and eventually realizes that he misses Pencey Prep. FTP, name this American novel narrated by Holden Caulfield, the masterpiece of J. D. Salinger.

Answer:   The Catcher in the Rye
24. First meeting in 1975 in Rambouillet, France, the group's summits provide an occasion for world leaders to discuss major international issues, especially fiscal ones. Originally including France, the US, Britain, Germany, Japan and Italy; (*) the group has grown in recent years and now includes the EU and Russia. FTP, identify this global coalition who in July 2000 met in Okinawa, Japan. 

Answer: G8 (ACCEPT: G7)
25. Becoming pharaoh in 1353 BC, he resented the wealth and corruption among the priests.  Removing his father’s name from all public monuments, he moved the Egyptian capital from Thebes and abandoned the worship of  (*) Re in favor of a new form of sun god called Aton.  FTP, name this creator of the first monotheistic religion and father of King Tut.

Answer: Akhenaton (Accept: Amenhotep IV or Neferkheperure Amenhotep)

OT. Created between 1763 and 1767 on a 233-mile stretch at 39 degrees, 43 minutes north latitude, its name was first used during discussions of the Missouri Compromise. Along with the Ohio River, (*) it served as the pre-Civil War boundary between slave and free states. FTP identify this line named for English surveyors, that traditionally divides Maryland and Pennsylvania. 

Answer: Mason-Dixon Line
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
