Round I:

1. Originally known as Weeghman Park, it gave birth to the tradition of singing "The Star-Spangled Banner" at the beginning of each game, and was the site of Babe Ruth's (*) infamous "called home run" during the 1932 World Series. Located at the corner of Sheffield and Waveland Avenues --FTP-- identify this second-oldest ballpark in Major League Baseball and home of the Chicago Cubs. 

Answer: Wrigley Field
2. Its dredge fields were closed in 1962, after almost 65 years of extensive mining. Earlier known as Anvil City, it was given its present name due to a British naval draftsman's misinterpretation of the word (*) "Name" on a chart. FTP, name this Alaskan city, made famous by the Gold Rush.  

Answer:   Nome
3. This genre of fiction has its origin with Voltaire, and it divides into two branches. Dashiell Hammett preferred the hard-boiled branch while Ellery Queen (*) employed the “Holmes” model. FTP, identify this genre whose classic examples include Poe's “Murders in the Rue Morgue” and the works of Sir Arthur Conan Doyle and Agatha Christie.  

Answer: Mystery (accept: clear knowledge equivalents such as Detective)
4. Born in Kansas City and raised in Detroit, in 1996 he released an independent LP entitled Infinite and on it took a pseudonym (*) that was an expansion of his initials. Placing second at the 1997 Rap Olympics, Dr. Dre signed him to his record label and the collaboration led to the Marshall Mathers LP. FTP identify this rapper whose has been criticized for his racist and sexist lyrics. 

Answer: Eminem (prompt before given: Marshall Mathers)

5. Run by Rudolf Hess, it was where Joseph Mengele performed experiments (*) on some of its residents. Ordered built by Heinrich Himmler in three parts: Birkenau, Monowitz, and its namesake, it is located in southern Poland and was the site of the death of 1.6 million Nazi victims. FTP, identify this largest Holocaust concentration camp.  

Answer: Auschwitz
6. Once more valuable than gold, it was used for embalming, religious rites, and witchcraft. Harvested from a bushy evergreen tree of the laurel family, it is naturally found on the Malabar Coast of India and Sri Lanka. Light brown (*) in color, this spice is taken from dried inner bark. FTP, identify this spice with a warm sweet flavor popular in baked goods.  

Answer: cinnamon
7. Ferdinand de Saussure contended that this discipline must be considered a structured phenomenon, and introduced the term “langue” to describe the system of structured language over a period of time. Writing the book Memoir Original System of (*) Vowels in 1879, FTP, Saussure was the precursor of what field defined as the study of the nature and structure of human speech? 

Answer: Linguistics

8. Pencil and paper ready.  Find the values of x and y which satisfy the following system of two equations:  2x+3y = 26 (read: two x plus three y equals 26) and 4x-5y = -14 (read: four x minus five y equals negative fourteen). (*) You have ten seconds.

Answer:  x = 4 and y = 6  (must give both values)

(2x+3y = 26 and 4x-5y = -14; multiply the first equation by -2 to get -4x-6y = -52, and add it to the second to get -11y = -66, so y = 6, and since 2x+3y = 26, x = (26-3y)/2 = (26-3*6)/2 = 4)
9. Named for an 18th century English publisher, the award's first recipient was chosen by its founder Frederic Melcher and given to "The Story of Mankind" by Hendrik Willem van Loon. (*) FTP, identify this award, which has been won by Lois Lowry and Louis Sachar, given annually to the best American children's book. 

Answer: Newbery Medal

10. Proposed in 1930 by Wolfgang Pauli to explain the apparent loss of energy during beta decay, Enrico Fermi later named this particle. Not subject to the strong nuclear force, it is the most penetrating of the subatomic particles. Belonging to the lepton (*) family, it has three distinct varieties: the electron, muon, and recently verified tau. FTP, identify this subatomic particle with no electric charge and one-half unit of spin.

Answer: neutrino
11. The most famous story of his life was written by the imprisoned Thomas Malory (*). Legendarily the son of Duchess Igraine of Cornwall, he defeated the Roman king Lucius and was killed afterwards protecting his throne from the evil Mordred. FTP identify this legendary British king, husband of Guinevere and leader of the Knights of the Round Table. 

Answer: King Arthur                         

12. Based on a story by Hoffman, its composer was commissioned to write the music in 1891 by the St. Petersburg Opera. Choreographed by Marius Petipa and Lev Ivanov, it included Chinese (*), Arabian, and Russian dance routines. FTP identify this Tchaikovsky suite, a popular Christmas time production. 

Answer: Nutcracker
13. The first female president of the Oxford Conservative Association, she later worked as a research chemist. Described by Francois Mitterand as having the “lips of Marilyn Monroe” and the “eyes of (*) Caligula,” her accomplishments included the establishment of an independent Zimbabwe and a victory in the Falklands War. FTP identify this first woman prime minister of England, nicknamed the ”Iron Lady.”

Answer: Margaret Thatcher
14. Found off Cape Hatteras by Duke University scientists in 1974, its rival was destroyed decades earlier to prevent it from falling into enemy hands. Designed by John Ericsson as a "cheese box on a raft" it battled the ship formerly called the Virginia (*) near Hampton Roads on March 9, 1862 for three hours. FTP, identify this union ironclad, the successful foil to Confererate's Merrimac. 

Answer: Monitor
15. Individually known as the junction theorem and the loop equation, these two laws are just restatements of the conservation of charge and energy, but they are vital to node and loop (*) analysis.  Concerning multiple currents entering a junction, and the sum of EMF over a closed loop – FTP-- give the collective name for these basic laws of electric circuits.

Answer: Kirchhoff's Circuit Laws
Round III:

16. It was composed primarily of trade unions and was recognized by the Polish (*) government in 1980, due to the efforts of its most famous leader, Lech Walesa. Marking the first time a Communist country recognized a labor organization – FTP -- name this Polish political party which came to power in 1990. 

Answer: Solidarity

17. An archipelago, its main island is a triangle with its base on the Beagle Channel. Discovered by Magellan in 1520, its geographic features include Mount Saramiento and Mount Darwin. Belonging jointly (*) to Chile and Argentina FTP identify this southern extremity of South America whose name may be translated ”Land of Fire.” 

Answer: Tierra del Fuego
18. The son of Czech immigrants, he worked as a commercial illustrator for ten years. As an artist he used silk screening to mass (*) produce images that symbolized the banality of the US commercial culture. The leader of the Pop Art movement, this is --FTP-- which artist famous for paintings of Brillo boxes Coca-Cola bottles, and soup cans? 

Answer: Andy Warhol
19. He was born in 1942 and grew up on a farm near Leon.  He studied business before attending graduate school at Harvard.  In 1995, he was elected governor of Guanajuato, after having worked a number of years as the president of (*) Coca-Cola's operations in Latin America.  FTP, identify this Mexican politician who ended the PRI's 71-year hold on the presidency.

Answer:  Vicente Fox Quesada

20. Pencil and paper ready.  Find, in terms of pi, the total surface area of a cylinder with a diameter of 4 meters and a height of 3 meters. (*)  You have ten seconds.

Answer:  20*pi square meters

21. He resigned from the House of Representatives in 1846 to serve in the Mexican War, winning the battle of Buena Vista. After returning severely wounded, he won a seat in the Senate, and was then made Secretary of War by Franklin Pierce. (*) However, he is best known for the position he held during the Civil War. FTP, identify this Mississippian indicted for treason in 1866, but never prosecuted. 

Answer: Jefferson Davis
22. First published in 1939, the novel’s name is taken from a 19th Century Irish drinking ballad. Featuring the archetypal family of Humphrey Chimpden Earwicker, (*) the novel’s first and last lines may be merged in reverse order to form the line “A way a lone a last a loved a long the… riverrun, past Eve and Adam's. Often considered difficult to read because of its author’s use of stream of consciousness—FTP-- identify this last James Joyce novel.

Answer: Finnegans Wake
23. Created at University of Helsinki, it is copyrighted under the GNU (read: Nu) General Public License and is completely open source. Most people collectively refer to its system and application software by its name, but it is actually the kernel from which the name derives. With available distributions such as Slackware, (*) Debian, and Red Hat --FTP-- identify this free Unix clone, an operating system for Windows named for its creator Linus Torvalds.  

Answer: Linux
24. An inherited metabolic disorder also called mucoviscidosis, this disease is caused by a protein mutation that prevents chloride from properly leaving cells.  Symptoms include unusually salty sweat and (*) mucous-clogged digestive tract and lungs.  FTP, name this most common inherited disease in Caucasians.

Answer: Cystic Fibrosis (prompt on CF)

25. Concerned with the tragic fable of Southern history, the scope of his work only became understood through his correspondence with Malcolm Cowley. Writing about characters like Colonel John Sartoris, Joe Christmas and Benjy (*) Compson, he set his novels in his home state, Mississippi. FTP, identify this American author of Absalom, Absalom, and The Sound and the Fury.  

Answer: William Faulkner
OT. It has more chess grandmasters per capita than any other nation.  Its highest peak is Hvannadalshnjukur and is home to the volcano Hekla (*). It is separated from its nearest neighbor by the Denmark Strait and the translation of its capital's name is "Bay of Smokes."  FTP, name this nation, located atop the Mid-Atlantic Ridge, whose capital is Reykjavik. 

Answer: Iceland
