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1.  He was the son of the giant Fárbautia and the giantess Laufey or Nal and the brother of Byleist and Helblindi. He appeared in the Völsunga Saga (Volsunga Saga), when he killed Hreidmar's son, Otter.  Originally merely mischevious he became more evil as time went on. FTP identify the Norse trickster god.

A.: Loki
2.  George Norris, Thomas Hart Benton, Edmund G. Ross, Lucius Quintus Cincinnatus Lamar, Robert A. Taft,  Sam Houston, Daniel Webster, and John Quincy Adams were all subjects of this book  that is “not just the stories of the past but a book of hope and confidence for the future.”  FTP name this 1958 Pulitzer Prize winning novel by John F. Kennedy.

A.: Profiles in Courage

3.  According to John Chapman, he “wanted to be a poet and an artist, and that there lay in him, beneath the ocean of metaphysics, a lost Atlantis of fine arts: and that he really hated philosophy and all its works."  His writings include The Will to Believe, The Meaning of Truth, and Essays on Radical Empirism.  FTP name this psychologist and philosopher brother of Henry.

A. William James

4.  Professor of “worms and insects” at Musée National d'Histoire Naturelle, he was the first to categorize Crustacea, Arachnida, and Annelida separately from Insecta.  He wrote “time and favorable conditions are the two principal means which nature has employed in giving existence to all her productions.” in his Philosophie zoologique. FTP, name this biologist best known for believing that acquired traits can be hereditary.

A.: Jean Baptiste Pierre Antoine de Monet, Chevalier de Lamarck

5.  Over 2,000 miles from Tahiti and Chile, its highest point is Cero Teravaka.  Called by the natives Rapa Nui, its ancient inhabitants created the only known written language in Oceana, Rongorongo.  FTP name this island that is home to huge stone heads.

A. Easter Island

6.  For one to be successful three requirements must be met.  The exact reactiom between the solution of known concentration and analyte must be known.  The stoichiometic point must be marked accurately, and the volume of the added solution must be known accurately.  FTP name this procedure most often done with acids and bases involving a titrant.

A. Titration
7.  Lasting from December 16, 1944 to January 28, 1945, it was originally code named Watch on the Rhine but was changed to Autumn Mist.  Taking place between the Aachen area and France Luxembourg border, because there was only one American armored and four infantry divisions there.  FTP name this last German offensive of World War II.

A.: Battle of the Bulge

8.  Originally born Kamau wa Ngengi, he was christened as John Peter Kamau but changes name to Johnstone Kamau In 1928, he became editor of the Kikuyu Central Association's magazine 'Muigwithania.'  He was later convicted of orchestrating the Mau Mau rebellion, and sentenced to seven years in jail. FTP name this first prime minister of Kenya.

A. Jomo Kenyatta

9.  The orchestral version by Ravel is generally considered the best transliteration.  Originally written for piano, it is linked by Promenades and includes pieces like the Market of Limoges and the Catacombs to the final Great Gate of Kiev. FTP name this work by Modest Mussorgky, a tribute to the artist Hartman.

A.: Pictures at an Exhibition

10.  General relativity and quantum theory hold each other in conflict.  The most successful attempt to reconcile the two is found in this theory.  As a result of it though ideas such as twelve dimensional space have resulted, and it has been called to find the grand unification theory.  FTP name this theory that asserts the fundamental particles of matter are loops of energy.

A. Superstring theory

11.  Discovered by John Bernoulli, it is named after the writer of the first differential calculus text.  It works for one sided limits as well as normal limits and many indeterminate forms including zero to the 0, infinity over infinity, and infinity times zero.  FTP name this law most often noted as if f of a equals g of a equals zero then the limit as x approaches a for f of x over g of x equals the limit as x approaches a for f prime of x over g prime of x.

A. L’Hôpital’s Rule

12.  W.B. Yeats wrote the introduction to this man’s Gitanjali.  Knighted in 1915 he resigned in 1919 to protest British actions in Jallianwala Bagh.  He founded the “world university” Santiniketan.  He wrote “dance dramas” which were operas on Bengali stage. FTP who was this Indian writer, winner of the 1913 Nobel Prize in Literature and author of the Ravindrasangeet?

A.: Rabindranath Tagore or Ravindranath Thakura

13.  The most common edition originally contained the subtitle “Translated from the German of Dr. Ralph.  With Additions Found in the Doctor’s Pocket when he died at Minden, in the Year of Grace 1759.” The title character has companions such as John the Anabaptist, Martin, and Cacambo and visited such places as Cadiz, Lisbon, and El Dorado.  For ten points name this satire where Pangloss insists “all is for the best” by Voltaire.

A. Candide
14.  Max Elitcher described a 1948 car ride with Morton Sobell to deliver a film can to one of them.  David Greenglass was the first to name them and provided most of the accusations against them, including one incident using a Jell-O box as a recognition signal. Following their conviction, they were taken to Sing-Sing prison and eventually executed.  FTP name this couple subjects of a 1951 espionage trial.

A.: Julius and Ethel Rosenberg (also accept The Rosenbergs)

15.  About one million two hundred thousand acres in size, lesser known points of interest include Tuckup Point, Wotans Throne, Vishnu Temple, and Crystal Creek.  John Wesley Powell and his expedition were the first to see the entire area.  FTP name this natural landmark carved by the Colorado River located in northern Arizona.

A. Grand Canyon

16.  Heraclitus reclines on stone wearing mason’s boots while composing a poem, looking like Michaelangelo.  Ptolemy holds an earth sphere, while Zoroaster holds a celestial sphere.  In the center Plato points up denoting concern for universal matters, but Aristotle holds his hand denoting more earthly concerns.  FTP these are all depicted on what fresco by Raphael?

A. School of Athens or The Academy
17.  Huckleberry Hound, Scooby-Doo, Yogi Bear, the Jetsons, Atom Ant, Jonny Quest, Quick Draw McGraw, Top Cat, Magilla Gorilla, Pixie and Dixie, Josie and the Pussycats, and most famously  the Flintstones, were all created by FTP what man along with Barbera, who passed away recently at the age of 90?

A. William Hanna (accept Hanna-Barbera on an early buzz)

18.  Heavily influenced by Fletcher Henderson, after first reaching commercial success in 1937, he began side groups with artists such as Teddy Wilson and Gene Krupa. His band became the first band to play in Carnegie Hall.  He did other classical work as well, including commisioned work by Bela Bartok, Paul Hindemith, and Aaron Copeland.  FTP name this jazz clarinetist.

A. Benny Goodman
19.  Rob Portman, Wes Watkins, Earl Pomeroy, Karen Thurman, Nancy Johnson, and Sander Levin all sit on it.  Its subcommittees include Health, Social Security, Select Revenue Measures, and Trade.  Chaired by Bill Thomas of California FTP what is this House committee that controls laws on taxation?

A.: Ways and Means Committee
20.  Most clearly described in The Foundations of the Metaphysics of Morals, it dictates that purposes, conditions, and consequences are not the indicators of a decision’s morality.  It says "act only on that maxim by which you can at the same time will that it should become a universal law." FTP what is this philosophical concept proposed by Kant.

A.: Categorical Imperative
TB.  Born on June 5, 1887, her father died when she was two and a half years old.  This trauma divided her life into "the world of my father, which was the world of death and which was beautiful, and the world of confusion and explosive weeping which I repudiated."  At 34 she entered Columbia University to study under Boas.  FTP name this anthropologist writer of Patterns of Culture.
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FTP each, A. these earth science questions.

This theory states that the Earth's surface is broken into large plates more or less floating on a sea of magma.

A. Plate Tectonics

This line describes the boundary between the crust of the earth and the mantle.  The abbreviated form is acceptable.
