Round 8


1.  In 1892,  black shoemaker sat in the "white section" or a train in New Orleans. When he was asked to move he refused and took then train company to the Supreme Court saying that they violated his thirteenth and fourteenth amendment rights. Unfortunately, he lost the case by a seven to two vote. For ten points, name this racial segregation case which established the idea or "separate but equal."


A. Plessy vs. Ferguson
2.  In 1835, a French engineer and mathematician showed that, if Newtonian laws of motion are to be used in a rotating frame of reference, an inertial force--acting to the right of the direction of body motion for counterclockwise rotation of the reference frame or to the left for clockwise rotation--must be included in the equations of motion.  FTP, identify this effect which figures prominently in the determination of prevailing winds, rotation of storms, and oceanic currents.

A. Coriolis effect or force

3.  One of Shakespeare’s most beloved transvestite love-triangle plays, this Illyrian set play sees Lady Olivia fall for Cesario, manservant to Count Orisino, who happens to be in love with Lady Olivia. Fortunately, feared-dead Sebastian arrives on the scene and captures the affections of Lady Olivia, which leaves Cesario, who turns out to be shipwrecked Viola, to proclaim her love for Count Orisino. FTP If you haven’t done so already, name this play inspired by the night before Epiphany.

A. Twelfth Night

4.  They are notable for their comprehensive analysis of the means by which the ideals of justice, the general welfare, and the rights of individuals could be realized through republican government.  Published in New York newspapers in 1787 and ’88, each one is signed “Publius.” FTP, identify this series of 85 essays in support of the Constitution, written by Alexander Hamilton, James Madison, and John Jay.

A. The Federalist Papers (also accept The Federalist)

5.  Their most important cities included Tarquinii and Caere, and they inhabited an area bounded by the Tyrrhenian sea, the Arno river, and the Tiber river.  They are credited with the invention of a style of Doric column as well as the toga.  FTP, identify this pre-Roman Italic civilization found in ancient Etruria.

A. Etruscans

6.  Serat, stinking bishop, kaseri, paneer, meira, doolin, asiago, asadero, boursin, stilton, havarti, muenster.  FTP, these are all types of this foodstuff, whose better known varieties include feta, brie, and cheddar.

A. cheeses

7.  He was the son of Agenor and is believed to be the brother of Anchises.  When he broke his priestly oath of celibacy and became the father of twin sons, he offended Apollo.  Later on, while sacrificing a bull at the altar of Poseidon, he and his sons were attacked and killed by sea serpents. FTP, what priest of both Apollo and Poseidon objected to the acceptance of the Trojan Horse and feared the Greeks, even bearing gifts.

A. Laocoön

8.  It can be generated as the locus of the focus of a parabola rolling along a straight line.  The general equation for one is a times the hyperbolic cosine of x over a, where a is the distance between the lowest point on the curve and the reference axis.  FTP, identify this type of curve which is formed by any uniform cable suspended by its endpoints and acted upon only by gravity.

A. catenary curve

9.  This 1771 work by Benjamin West, the historical painter to King George III, caused much controversy over the fact that it depicted the scene as it was, with dismembered soldiers in the background, and the focal characters in contemporary, rather than classic attire. FTP Identify this painting of the last moments of the Battle of Quebec on the Plains of Abraham.

A. The Death of General Wolfe

10.  According to the man who created this concept, it contains archetypes, or universal primordial images and ideas.  It is a part of the mind containing memories and impulses of which an individual is not aware that is common to mankind as a whole and originates in the inherited structure of the brain.  FTP, identify this psychological concept, perhaps the most significant idea of Carl Gustav Jung.

A. collective unconscious
11.  It has been noted to cause unwanted and sometimes serious side effects, and addiction in addition to improvement in patients.  Its influence is accounted for in medical research by giving one group of patients an inert medication instead of the drug being tested.  FTP, identify this phenomenon in which a patient responds to an ineffectual treatment as though he or she was being given actual medication.

A. Placebo effect
12.  After a period of meditation, a warrior plans to give his sword to an old friend, and asks the woman he has always loved to take it there with her when she goes on company business.  But a young girl has been instructed in the stolen art of Wudang by her corrupt governess, and steals it so as to escape her dull life, and join her Mongolian Desert lover.  FTP, name this film by Ang Li centered around the Green Destiny.

A. Crouching Tiger, Hidden Dragon
13.  He was educated in engineering at Yale, and did not began to develop the methods of calculating chemical equilibrium until his work on the improvement of James Watt’s steam engine governor.  In 1876 his most famous paper, “On the Equilibrium of Heterogeneous Substances” attracted the attention of James Clerk Maxwell, and the two became friends.  FTP, identify this American theoretical physicist and chemist, in whose honor a certain type of free energy is named.

A. J(osiah) Willard Gibbs
14.  Loyalty tests passed after the civil war to prevent Confederate sympathizers from holding certain jobs were judged to be these and struck down in Cummings v. Missouri.  They are reflected in the civil law maxim nulla poena sine lege, no punishment without law, and are prohibited by Article 1 of the Constitution.  FTP, identify this type of legislation which operates retroactively to criminalize an act not illegal when committed.

A. ex post facto law

15.  Early settlers to Rhode Island would have starved had they not discovered this local Native American delicacy. From the Narragansett words for “kernel” and “to cook,” this dish is made from creamed fresh corn and shelled lima beans, often with mashed squash and peppers added. FTP Name this sufferin’ stuff, that Sylvester the Cat enjoys so much.


A. Succotash
 16. “Found among the papers of the late Deidrich Knickerbocker,” this story, published in 1813, was soon hailed as one of America’s first classics. In it, Brom Bones, jealous of another man’s affection towards Katrina Van Tassle, makes up a fantastic story at a party one night to frighten the would be suitor. FTP, identify this story of the unfortunate Ichabod, no relation to Frasier. 


A. The Legend of Sleepy Hollow
17.  Bordered by the Krishna River to the south and the Narybada River to the north, this region is India’s least densely populated. While the rest of India focuses of modernizing its economy, this region is still dominated by agriculture and has a high illiteracy rate. FTP Identify this elevated region between the Eastern and Western Ghats in the heart of the Indian subcontinent.


A. Deccan Plateau

18.  This monumental 1804 work by Beethoven is considered the transition from Classicism to Romanticism, employing chromatic dissonance to evoke the emotions of the audience. FTP identify this symphony, originally dedicated to Napoleon, before Beethoven violently scratched it out upon Napoleon’s invasion of Austria.

A. Eroica or Symphony No. 3

19.  Playing white is a favorite past time of the main character of this novel, who commits a lewd act in a movie theater, and gets into a fight in a pool hall.  The main theme is not having control of one’s actions because of society’s oppression shown by the killing of Mary Dalton.  FTP, name this novel about Bigger Thomas by Richard Wright.

A. Native Son [prompt on Bigger Thomas if buzzed before “novel”]

20.  While examining the problem of life on Mars, James Lovelock did extensive research into the conditions required for life on Earth and found that they were actually quite volatile.  This theory was created to explain how the Earth maintains a consistent environment conducive to living things.  FTP, identify this theory which states that the Earth acts as one self-regulating living system to maintain conditions suitable to life.

Gaia Hypothesis

Bonus.  Identify the following Melville works from clues 5-10-15.

5- Inspired by Melville’s stint as a harpooner for two years, this novel follows an egomaniacal captain’s pursuit of the titular whale.


A. Moby Dick
10- Published posthumously in 1924, this short story depicts the life and death of a Christ-like young man aboard the H.M.S. Bellepotent.


A. Billy Budd
15- Subtitled A Narrative of Four Months Residence with the Natives of the Marquesas Islands, this novel too was inspired by Melville’s nautical adventures and was his first to receive critical acclaim, launching his career as an author to the misfortune of English students everywhere.

A. Typee (sometimes pronounced Tie-pay)
Bonus: Identify the medical discipline on a 30-20-10 basis.

30: Stephen Hales and Robert Whytt were the first to begin research in this field with animal test subjects in the mid-eighteenth century.

20: Han Berger’s invention of the electroencephalograph in the 1920’s was a major step in understanding it.

10: Identify this discipline which deals with the diagnosis and treatment of disorders of the nervous system.

A. neurology
Bonus. Answer the following about works of art FTPE.

10- Painted as a political poster for the 1830 Revolution in France, this work depicts an inspired crowd led past the bodies of slain comrades. The artist Eugène Delacroix painted himself in wearing a top hat.


A. Liberty Leading the People
10- After poor reception of his other Impression works, August Renior painted this piece to advertise in hopes of gaining a commission. One of his best known works, it shows a young girl in her bright and colorful garden.


A. A Girl with a Watering Can
10- This 1514 work by Titian was commissioned by the Duke of Venice to decorate the staircase in his palace. In it, Jupiter, Apollo, and Neptune enjoy a revel and a light repas in a woodland setting, attended by nymphs and satyrs.


A. The Feast of the Gods
Bonus: Pencil and paper ready, solve the following equation related questions for fifteen points each.

This British scientist and explorer, influenced by Darwin, introduced the idea of creating a superior race by selective breeding.

A. Sir Francis Galton
Galton coined this term to describe his ideas.

A. eugenics
Bonus: Answer these questions about the 2000 Espy awards on a 10-5 basis.

10: He was the host of the Espy awards.

5: He starred in the recent remake of Shaft.

A. Samuel L. Jackson (accept 'The Man' with due emphasis for Art's sake)

10: He took the most awards, 4, at the Espys.

5: He won three of four major golf tournaments last year. 

A. Tiger Woods

10: She was given the Arthur Ashe Courage and Humanitarian Award, and gave a tearful acceptance speech.

5: She is an Australian aborigine and both lit the torch at the 2000 games and won a gold medal in the 400 meters.

A. Cathy Freeman
Bonus: Answer the following questions about Buddhism, for ten points each.

Buddhism’s most basic and earliest doctrines came from this set of guidelines, the first of which states, “Life is suffering.”

A. Four Noble Truths
The fourth Noble Truth is made up of this set of criteria for righteousness, including “right views,” “right intentions,” and “right speech.”

A. the Eightfold Path
This term is used in Buddhism to mean the law of Buddha and the basic doctrine of the four Noble Truths.

A. dharma

 Bonus. FTPE, Identify the Political Party from clues.

10- Recently at the forefront of controversy, this large British conservative party is currently backing a bill that would end a law preventing double jeopardy.


A. Tory
10- Austria received immediate sanctions in February of 2000 when Jorg Haider of this party expressed his Neo-Nazi sentiments and anti-immigration policies.


A. Freedom Party 

10- This group in eastern France is growing in strength, promoting the sovereignty of the region of Savoy, an independent nation before annexation by France in 1860.


A. Savoisienne League
Bonus. FTPE, Identify the Thomas Hardy works from clues.

10- This novel follows Clym Yeobright as he goes home to the menacing Egdon Heath. His bride Eustacia Vye longs to get away from the dismal place, but she dies and to assuage his guilt for not leaving, Clym travels as a vicar throughout Wessex.

A. The Return of the Native
10- In a drunken stupor, Michael Henchard sells wife and daughter at a fair and vows to reform. His wife an daughter return and things are further complicated when his secretary Donald Farfrae tells young daughter Elisabeth of the circumstances of the situation and wife Susan dies. Henchard then loses all of his wealth and position.

  
A. The Mayor of Casterbridge
10- The 1874 publication of this novel established Hardy’s writing career, allowing to discontinue architecture. In it, the headstrong Bathsheba inherits her family farm and has two unhappy marriages. The man she truly loves, the good-hearted Gabriel Oaks, saves her life and becomes bailiff of her farm. Finally, they marry.


A. Far from the Madding Crowd   

Bonus. Answer the following about Hawaii 5-10-15

5- The constant lava flow and spouting of this volcano on the island of Hawaii provide a magnificent but deadly vista as it meets the sea, recently claiming the lives of two hikers in November.


A. Kilauea
10- The largest volcano on Earth, this volcano reaches up 17 kilometers from its base at the sea floor. Last erupting in 1984, it comprises 85% of Hawaii’s landmass.


A. Mauna Loa
15- Established in 1865 on this Hawaiian island, Kalaupapa served as a famous leper colony, to which many were exiled. Today the disease has been all but eradicated and the area is now a National Park and destination of Homer and Bart Simpson.


A. Molokai 
Bonus. Answer the following on works by George Fredrich Handel 5-10-15.

5- Undoubtedly Handel’s most famous work, it was commissioned by the Duke of Devonshire for performance in Dublin at the benefit of Mercer’s Hospital and the Charitable Infirmary. The custom of rising during the “Hallelujah” chorus stems from King George I’s doing so because “no monarch sits in the presence of the king of kings and lord of lords.” 


A. Messiah
10- Commissioned by George I in celebration of the Treaty of Aachen, ending the War of Austrian Succession in 1748, this suite was intended for a large public banquet in the Vauxhall Gardens with unparalleled pyrotechnics. Unfortunately it rained that day and the whole thing had to be played at Chapel Royal.


A. The Royal Fireworks Music
15- One of his last Italian operas before they became unfashionable, this 1738 historical comedy set in Persepolis, finds the title king falling in love with a young maid Romilda. Despite the availability, Handel drew little historical context from Herodotus’ accounts of this tyrant.

A. Xerxes or Serse

This woman had a huge influence on the field of cultural anthropology.  Her best known works include Patterns of Culture, Race: Science and Politics, and The Chrysanthemum and the Sword.

A. Ruth Benedict
This German-born American anthropologist was the founder of the relativistic, culture-centered school of anthropology that became dominant in the 20th century.  He also taught both Ruth Benedict and Margaret Mead.

A. Franz Boas
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
