3. They consist of two main islands and 200 smaller islands.  The economy today depends on the export of wool and postage stamps.  Britain had ruled them continuously since 1833, but Argentina claimed them by inheritance from the Spanish Empire and through proximity to her shores.  Name this island group, with capital at Stanley, over which Britain and Argentina fought a war in 1982.

6. An important modern apologist, he wrote several books examining traditional Christian beliefs, including Miracles and Mere Christianity.  In his Screwtape Letters, a senior devil sardonically instructs his apprentice in the methods of temptation.  Name this British author better known for the Perelandra trilogy and the classic Chronicles of Narnia.

7. Often considered the first work of modern history, it was published in six volumes between 1776 and 1788.  Today, it is remarkable for preferring contemporary historical sources and for its astute judgment of the reliability of these sources.  When it was published, it was criticized for its religious skepticism and its sometimes-unfavorable portrayal of early Christians.  Name this epic work by Edward Gibbon.

Answer: The History of the Decline and Fall of the Roman Empire
8. Founded in 1923 by Henry and Helel Hassenfeld, it originally sold textile remnants, but later moved to school supplies.  Its first hit toy was Mr. Potato Head, released in 1952.  It scored another hit in 1964 with the world’s first action figure, G.I. Joe.  Name this toy and gaming mega-corporation, which over the last 20 years has acquired Kenner, Galoob, Playskool, Milton Bradley, and Parker Brothers.

9. His works include 120 Days of Sodom, The Bedroom Philosophers, and The Story of Juliette.  He spent a large part of his life in prison, and believed that criminal behavior and sexual deviance were natural.  Name this author of Justine who lends his name to the English word for sexual cruelty.

10. He was born in Bergen in 1843, and began study at the Leipzig Conservatory when he was only 15 years old.  He celebrated the life of a playwright in his Suite from the Time of Holberg.  As he was a nationalist, his style was heavily influenced by Norwegian folk music.  Who is this Norwegian composer best known for his incidental music to Peer Gynt?

Answer: Edvard Grieg
11. This author’s most well-known work depicts the affair of an aging geisha and an insensitive Tokyo businessman.  His suicide in 1972 was probably the result of declining health and depression over the suicide of his friend, Yukio Mishima.  Name this first Japanese to win the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1968, author of Snow Country.

Answer: Yasunari Kawabata
12. In 1910, he joined the University of Chicago where he made the discovery that won him the 1923 Nobel Prize in physics. Name this physicist who determined the charge of the electron in his famous oil-drop experiment.

Answer: Robert Millikan
13. He was a mathematical prodigy, but at first studied chemistry to appease his father.  At 20, he published the definition of ordinal numbers still in use today.  A prolific mathematician, he laid much of the foundations of quantum mechanics, computer science, and game theory.  Name this man probably best known for publishing Theory of Games and Economic Behavior with Oskar Morgenstern.

Answer: John von Neumann
14. It was founded around the beginning of the 16th century by its first guru, Nanak, proclaiming a direct realization of God through religious exercises and meditation.  The fourth guru, Ram Das, founded the city of Amritsar, and Arjun, the fifth guru, compiled sacred poetry into the Adigranth.  Name this religion of India, whose members carry daggers, never cut their hair or beards, and all take the surname Singh.

Answer: Sikhism
15. It was first identified by German psychologist Emil Kraepelin, who grouped several disorders, previously considered unrelated, and termed them dementia praecox.  While there are five varieties with different symptoms, all are characterized by disturbances in thought and perception, sometimes including hallucinations.  Name this disorder recently featured in the movie A Beautiful Mind.

Answer: schizophrenia
ex. Narrowly defeating the Democratic candidate in the Massachusetts gubernatorial election, his handling of a 1919 police strike in Boston earned him nationwide praise. Name this man who upon Warren G. Harding’s death became the 30th President of the United States.
