Scholastic Bowl, 2002-03 season

District Competition, Match #17

These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Adam Fine, Matt Weiner, Christopher Moretti and Phil Castagna are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a) Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the District competition or the schools that are members of the given District before all District champions have been announced is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

(b) Competitors may not discuss or otherwise reference these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all District champions have been determined. This is also meant to keep question security.

(c) After that, these questions may be freely released to entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. These questions may also be discussed or otherwise referenced between entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. This is meant to allow the proliferation of these questions so that all schools in the Commonwealth of Virginia may have practice material for future Scholastic Bowl competitions, and therefore this practice is encouraged.

(d) These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period: 15 tossups

For ten points, name this man who never saw a poem as lovely as the title object of “Trees.”

ANSWER: Alfred Joyce Kilmer

The myrtle was her sacred tree, and she helped the Trojans during the Trojan War, which included rescuing Paris from Menelaus (men-eh-LAY-us) and helping her son Aeneas escape from Troy.  For ten points, what reluctant wife of Hephaestus (heh-FEST-us) was the Greek goddess of love?


ANSWER:  Aphrodite (af-roh-DIE-tee); (accept “Venus” until “Greek”)

For ten points, what name is given to the area of biology dealing with the functions of living organisms and their components, as opposed to the structure covered by anatomy?

ANSWER:  physiology

At the bases of its four pillars are reliefs exalting Peace, The Departure of the Volunteers, Resistance, and an 1810 victory. Created by Cortot (KOR-toe), Chalgrin (SHAL-gran), Rude (roo-DAY), and Raymond among others, it is found at the center of the Place (PLAHS) Charles de Gaulle at the intersection of twelve streets including the Champs Élysées (SHONZ ay-LEE-zay). For ten points, name this Parisian landmark, erected to honor Napoleon and now a symbol of the entire French military.

ANSWER:  jet stream

For ten points, name this war fought in the early 20th century that created the Union of South Africa.

ANSWER: BOER War

The lyrics to the sixteenth century English song “Greensleeves” were written by, for ten points, which Tudor king?

ANSWER:  Henry VIII

This eight-letter word, whose origin is the Latin word for “wandering”, can be used as a noun or an adjective. For 10 points, what is this word which describes someone without a permanent home that moves from place to place?

ANSWER: VAGABOND

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. The side across from angle A of a triangle is 30.  The side across from angle B of a triangle is 10.  Angle C of the triangle is 60 degrees.  For 10 points, what is the side across from angle C, expressed in reduced radical form?

ANSWER: 10√7

For 10 points, what name is given to a group of electrical cells, connected in series, that provides energy for a circuit?

ANSWER: BATTERY

This phrase’s objects include that “every valley shall be exalted,” that Alabama will be transformed, that an “oasis of freedom” will be formed in Mississippi, that “this nation will rise up and live out the true meaning of its creed,” and that the speaker’s children “will not be judged by the color of their skin but by the content of their character.” For ten points, give this four-word phrase which titles a 1963 speech delivered at the Lincoln Memorial by Martin Luther King, Jr.

ANSWER: “I HAVE A DREAM”

It begins as Captain Graveling of the H.M.S. Rights-of-Man cedes the title character’s services to Lieutenant Ratcliffe of the H.M.S. Bellipotent. As a result of scheming by Squeak, the title character is hung for killing Claggart; his last words are “God bless Captain Vere.” For ten points, name this posthumously published novella by Herman Melville.

ANSWER: BILLY BUDD, Foretopeman [accept BILLY BUDD, Sailor: An Inside Narrative]

For ten points, name the Australian band, led by guitarists Malcolm and Angus Young, which performs such songs as “Highway to Hell” and “You (Shook Me All Night Long).”

ANSWER: AC/DC

For ten points, name the man whose October Manifesto, which created a state duma, could not prevent the uprising which executed him at Yekaterinburg (yeh-kat-er-in-BERG) at 1918, ending the Russian monarchy.

For ten points, what British officer wrote The Seven Pillars of Wisdom, a book about his experiences in the Arab guerilla campaign against the Turks during World War I, and had his life made into a film starring Peter O’Toole?

ANSWER:  Thomas Edward Lawrence “of Arabia”

For ten points, name the 1973 case which, along with Doe v. Bolton, established a qualified constitutional right to abortion.

ANSWER: Roe v. Wade [accept either part or the entire name; accept Wade v. Roe]

6. 
When he succeeded Mongke in 1260, he had to revitalize an army which had just suffered its first loss in fifty years at Ayn Jalut. He concentrated the conquest in Asia, taking parts of Myanmar and Korea but failing against Vietnam. In 1274 and 1281, storms destroyed his invasion fleets at Hakata Bay and spared Japan. For ten points, name this ruler who found his greatest success in conquering the whole of China, where he founded the Yuan dynasty and hosted Marco Polo.

ANSWER: KUBLAI Khan

Ernest Howard Shepard illustrated it, and the author’s wife Dorothy named a lot of the characters, basing her choices on stuffed animals owned by her son Christopher Robin.  For ten points, what 1926 story by A.A. Milne tells of Eeyore, Piglet, Tigger, and the title bear?

ANSWER:  Winnie-the-Pooh

The simplest version of this heterocyclic compound is C4H4N2, which is a constituent of a molecule of thiamine.  For ten points, what group of nitrogen bases includes cytosine, thymine, and uracil, and forms hydrogen bonds with a purine in order to make nucleic acids?

ANSWER:  pyrimidine

Toward the left of the painting, a student is dressed in black and wears a top hat; this may be a self-portrait of the artist.  Painted to commemorate the July 1830 revolution, for ten points, what work by Eugene Delacroix (deh-la-KWAH) features a central topless female figure proudly holding the tricolor flag?

ANSWER:  Liberty Leading the People

Its members include China, Cuba, Syria, and Sudan; next year, it will be chaired by Libya. For 10 points, name this United Nations organization which removed the United States in 2001.

ANSWER: United Nations HUMAN RIGHTS COMMISSION [or United Nations COMMISSION ON HUMAN RIGHTS]

For ten points, name the member of the “Old Ones” whose “Call” entitles the first of a series of stories about him by H.P. Lovecraft.

ANSWER: Cthulhu

For ten points, name the star of The Virgin Suicides, Bring It On, and crazy/beautiful who played Mary Jane Watson in Spider-Man.

ANSWER: Kirsten DUNST

The Egyptians called this star the “Dog Star”, and appropriately enough, it is the brightest star in the constellation Canis (KAH-nis) Major. For 10 points, what is this brightest star in the night sky, named for the Egyptian god that resembled a dog, Osiris?

ANSWER: SIRIUS (sir-EE-us)

Her parents are dentists, and her pet is Crookshanks, a bow-legged, ginger-haired cat.  For ten points, what clever student of Gryfinndor House likes to help her friends Ron Weasly and Harry Potter at Hogwarts?

ANSWER:  Hermione (her-MY-oh-nee) Granger

For ten points, name the ship whose February 1898 explosion in the Havana harbor led to the Spanish-American War.

ANSWER: U.S.S. MAINE

ANSWER: CENTRIFUGE

For 10 points, what is the noun clause in the following complex sentence. “The principal, who is coming to the game, will award first prize to whoever wins.” 

ANSWER: WHOEVER WINS

For 10 points, name the New Deal agency which was declared unconstitutional in Schechter Poultry v. U.S. after two years of distributing its compliance sticker featuring a blue eagle.
