District Competition, Match #24

These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Adam Fine, Matt Weiner, Christopher Moretti and Phil Castagna are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a) Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the District competition or the schools that are members of the given District before all District champions have been announced is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

(b) Competitors may not discuss or otherwise reference these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all District champions have been determined. This is also meant to keep question security.

(c) After that, these questions may be freely released to entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. These questions may also be discussed or otherwise referenced between entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. This is meant to allow the proliferation of these questions so that all schools in the Commonwealth of Virginia may have practice material for future Scholastic Bowl competitions, and therefore this practice is encouraged.

(d) These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period: 15 tossups

 The first of the eleven on record was performed by Neal Ball in 1909. The most recent was by Randy Velarde in 2000, while the only one in the postseason was by Bill Wambsganss of the Indians in 1920. For ten points, name this feat which has always consisted of an infielder catching a line drive, forcing out the runner from second, and tagging a runner coming from first.

ANSWER: unassisted triple play [or equivalents; prompt on partial answer]

 Open hostilities began at White Mountain, where the deposed Ferdinand sent Tilly to avenge the Defenestration of Prague. Leaders such as Christian IV, Gustavus Adolphus, and Albrecht Wallenstein met at such battles as Nordlingen and Lutzen. For ten points, name this war, ended by the Peace of Westphalia, which settled the question on Catholic-Protestant coexistence with intermittent fighting from 1618 to 1648.

ANSWER: Thirty Years War

In the early twentieth century, Barnum Brown found the first skeleton of this species in the American West, which lived in the late Cretaceous period.  For ten points, at over sixteen feet tall, what was the name of the largest meat-eating dinosaur, the king of the terrible lizards?

ANSWER:  Tyrannosaurus rex

In 1800 he developed a submarine prototype called the Nautilus, but no government was willing to support it.  For ten points, what American scientist proved to be more successful seven years later, when his Clermont steamboat traveled up the Hudson River in just 32 hours?

ANSWER:  Robert Fulton

Leonard Bernstein’s “Mass” in 1971 was the first piece of music played in, for ten points, what center and opera house for the performing arts located on the Potomac River, the only DC memorial for a particular slain president?

ANSWER:  John F. Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts

The population was divided into communes of five thousand and ordered to follow dubious agricultural principles, leading to twenty million deaths from starvation. ANSWER: Y = 5/3 X (five-thirds X)

ANSWER: Richard Nathaniel Wright

The polyatomic ions ammonium, cyanide, nitrate and nitrite all contain, for 10 points, what element?

ANSWER: NITROGEN

 For ten points, name the 1817 agreement between the United States and Britain that limited naval presence on the Great Lakes.

ANSWER: Rush-Bagot Treaty

As an actor, he has played Donnagon in the two Spy Kids movies and voiced Kenny in the South Park movie. He used his degree in physics from UC-San Diego to land a job building F-18 test systems, a job which he disliked so much that he wrote the satire on white-collar life, Office Space. For ten points, name this man whose main career is as the creator of televised animation, such as King of the Hill and Beavis and Butthead.

ANSWER:  basalt

 As opposed to normal goods, demand for this type of good increases as income decreases. Give this term for cheap items such as potatoes and ramen noodles.

ANSWER: inferior goods (do not accept Giffen goods)

 Name the author of The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism.

ANSWER: Max Weber

For ten points, at the end of the William Butler Yeats poem “The Second Coming,” toward which town does the “rough beast slouch” in order “to be born?”

ANSWER:  Bethlehem

ANSWER: 2√6/5 (two square roots of six over five) or √24/5 (the square root of 24 over 5)

ANSWER:  angiosperms (or Angiospermae)

For 10 points, what is the next term of the sequence whose first eight terms are 2, 3, 5, 7, 11, 13, 17 and 19?

ANSWER: 23 (prime numbers)

ANSWER:  Ishtar

True ones have a distinct snout on their upper body shells; spiny ones lack the pair of claws the other species have, the narrower one used to slice dead fish, and the heavier one used to crush hard objects.  For ten points, what crustaceans, with varieties like American and scampi, are often boiled alive and served at seafood restaurants?     

ANSWER:  lobsters

 Ratified in 1971, it ended confusion caused by the Supreme Court case of Oregon v. Mitchell. Name this amendment which set the minimum voting age at eighteen.

ANSWER: Twenty-Sixth Amendment
