Regional Competition, Match #3

These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the Regional level. Shawn Pickrell, Adam Fine, Christopher Moretti and Matt Weiner are the authors of these questions.

Regions must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a) Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the Region competition or the schools that are members of the given Region before all Region champions have been announced is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

(b) Competitors may not discuss or otherwise reference these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all Region champions have been determined. This is also meant to keep question security.

(c) After that, these questions may be freely released to entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. These questions may also be discussed or otherwise referenced between entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. This is meant to allow the proliferation of these questions so that all schools in the Commonwealth of Virginia may have practice material for future Scholastic Bowl competitions, and therefore this practice is encouraged.

(d) These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period: 15 tossups
1.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. The University of Virginia scored 34, 45, 28 and 19 points in its first four games. They play Clemson, who has scored 23, 34, 10 and 17 points in its first four games. For 10 points, Virginia has scored how many more points per game than Clemson? 

ANSWER: 10.5 (31.5 – 21 = 10.5) or TEN AND A HALF
2.
Ted Perry’s 1972 script for Home included a monologue erroneously attributed to this man. His alleged words state that “man belongs to the Earth” and lament the dissapearance of eagles and thickets. He also mentions the disappearing buffalo, rather odd as he hailed from the Pacific Northwest. For ten points, name this author whose name is erroneously attached to a much-distributed environmentalist address and is correctly attached to a city in the Pacific Northwest.

ANSWER: Chief Seattle [or Sealth]

3.
Matyas Rakosi brought a Stalinist regime to this country in 1948.  Imre Nagy (NAHD-yuh) took over as prime minister in 1953, but when he was ousted by Rakosi two years later, a revolution broke out.  The Soviets, however, crushed revolt in, for ten points, what nation where Janos Kadar served as premier for 32 years, with capital at Budapest?

ANSWER:  Hungary

Plato called them an intermediate between gods and humans, while in Buddhism, Mara leads an army of them.  The asuras of Hinduism, the jinni of Islam, and the dibbuks of Judaism are all considered, for ten points, what type of evil spirits that may be driven out through exorcism, and in Christianity are led by Satan?

ANSWER:  demons (accept devils)

Its name was derived when Arab traders described the wind that blew in the Arabian Sea from the southwest for half of the year, and from the northeast for the other half.  For ten points, what wind condition in Asia causes sporadic droughts during break periods, and flash floods due to excessive precipitation at other times?

ANSWER:  monsoon
6.
Held back from release for several years due to a feared melodic similarity to “Dancing in the Streets,” this song has a narrator who fears being “on a losing streak,” is always “ridin’ round the world,” “doin’ this” and “signing that.” A man appears on television to tell the singer how white his shirts can be, but neither that nor “useless information/supposed to fire my imagination” helps. For ten points, name this Rolling Stones single in which the singer tries and tries but can’t get any of the title concept.

ANSWER: “(I Can’t Get No) Satisfaction”

Its human population close to 600,000. Its cow population is about 310,000. The highest point in this state is Mount Mansfield. Many of the cows are used in the town of Waterbury to produce Ben and Jerry’s ice cream. For 10 points, what is this state whose other cities include Rutland, Brattleboro, St. Albans, Burlington and the capital, Montpelier?

ANSWER: VERMONT

Della-Cruscan, Graveyard, Lake, and Cavalier were all British groups who wrote, for ten points, in what literary genre, often featuring stanzas and rhyming?


ANSWER:  poetry (or poets)

9.
During its larval stage, it undergoes body torsion, in that many of its organs are rotated 180 degrees, so that its anus is moved much closer to its mouth.  For ten points, what gastropod uses its muscular foot for locomotion as well as its protective shell, and features one species that is cooked in fancy French restaurants as escargot (es-car-GOH)?

ANSWER:  snail

“How are you?” in this language is hujambo? (hoo-JAHM-boh) “One, two, three” in this language is moja, mbili, tatu. (MOH-jah, MBEE-lee, TAH-too) “Friend” in this language is rafiki (rah-FEE-kee), and “Lion” in this language is simba (SEEM-bah). It is also the origin of the phrase “hakuna matata” (hah-KOO-nah mah-TAH-tah). For 10 points, what is this language, the national language of Tanzania, and spoken widely in Kenya, Uganda, Zambia and Malawi?

ANSWER: SWAHILI

These Biblical people were actually quite advanced, despite the image left us by the Bible. Their name is today used as a word that describes someone who is guided by materialism and is disdainful of artistic or intellectual beauty. For 10 points, what is this word, which can also describe Goliath?

ANSWER: PHILISTINE

His youthful asthma was cured by a chemical weapons explosion. Despite capturing Sideshow Bob several times, he was temporarily fired in favor of liquor lawman Rex Banner. For ten points, name this bumbling Springfield police chief.

ANSWER: Chief Clancy Wiggum
13.
It is characterized as extreme dissatisfaction, pessimism, lowered job satisfaction and a desire to quit. For 10 points, what is this change in thought, emotions and behavior brought on by being on an unrewarding job too long?

ANSWER: BURNOUT
14.
For 10 points, what name is given to a sudden intense brightening of the Sun’s chromosphere in the vicinity of a facula or a sunspot group, and results in the expelling of radiated particles into space?

ANSWER: solar FLARE
15.
It is called Erdely (er-DAY-lee) by the Hungarians and Ardeal (ar-DAY-ahl) by the Romanians. It has usually been part of Hungary, but Romania entered World War I after being promised this region.  For 10 points, what is this region of present-day Romania bordered by the Carpathian Mountains and is the legendary home of Count Dracula?

ANSWER: TRANSYLVANIA
Second period: 10 directed questions for each team

Questions with an A after their number will be read to the team that selects set A of questions; questions with a B after their number will be read to the team that selects set B of questions.

What adjective describes energy that is available to do work at standard temperature and pressure, and is often paired with the word Gibbs?

ANSWER: FREE
1B.
Trevor Jobe and Bill McDougal hold several single-season scoring records, while the all-time goals leader is Rod Taylor, who played for the Hampton Roads Admirals, Roanoke Express, and Richmond Renegades. Name this hockey league.

ANSWER: East Coast Hockey League

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the sum of the Roman Numerals MCXXXVII and MCCLXI, expressed in Arabic Numerals?

ANSWER: 2398

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. The perimeter of a rectangle is 80x.  The base measures 7 times the height.  What is the area of the rectangle, expressed in terms of x?

ANSWER: 175x2

What name was given by Southerners to the high 1828 tariff that prompted the nullification crisis?

ANSWER: Tariff of ABOMINATIONS
3B.
Most are caused by earthquakes, though the collapse of a volcanic cone into the sea can also create them; one as a result of the Krakatoa explosion reached a height of 120 feet.  What large ocean waves can cause great damage when reaching shores?

ANSWER:  tsunamis (accept “tidal waves” until “waves”; prompt on “tidal waves” after that)

A milliner makes what objects of women’s fashion?

ANSWER: HATs (accept bonnets, headgear, or things women usually wear on the head)

What novel set in the year 632 After Ford was written by Aldous Huxley?

ANSWER:  Brave New World

What artist made portraits of the first six Presidents, including the “Athenaeum” picture of George Washington that can be found on the one-dollar bill?

ANSWER:  Gilbert Stuart

A real estate agent must be supervised by, for 10 points, what class of real estate professional one step up from an agent?

ANSWER: BROKER
6A.
What “type” of client in a client-server architecture is a low-power machine that relegates most processing tasks to the server?

ANSWER: THIN client

Featuring 11 to 19 wire strings beneath the frets, 2 to 3 drone strings, and 4 to 5 for melodies, what type of lute was first made popular outside of India by Ravi Shankar?

ANSWER:  sitar

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the area of the intersection of y is greater than the absolute value of x (y > |x|) and y is less than 2 (y < 2)?

ANSWER: 4

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the slope of the line between the y-intercept of the line negative six x plus 2 y equals 4 (-6x + 2y = 4) and the point (4, 2)?

ANSWER: 0

What name was given to the pair of supreme co-leaders of the Roman republic, elected annually by both the patricians and plebeians?

ANSWER:  consul(s)

People affected by this disease have a weakened aorta and cardiac valves, as well as abnormally long limbs and overall tallness.  What genetic disorder affects one in 10,000 people, possibly including former President Abraham Lincoln?

ANSWER:  Marfan syndrome

The Stories of Eva Luna and The House of the Spirits were both written by, for ten points, what niece of a slain Chilean president?

ANSWER:  Isabel Allende (ah-YEN-day)

For ten points, name the Ernest Hemingway novel in which Santiago hooks an eighteen-foot marlin only to have sharks eat it.

ANSWER: The Old Man and the Sea

Former lieutenant governor candidate Michael Farris has opened a college aimed at home-schooled children. What is this college that has opened in Loudoun County and is named for an early Virginia statesman?

ANSWER: PATRICK HENRY College

Who was the American naval commander that proclaimed, “Our country, right or wrong!”?

ANSWER: Stephen DECATUR
Third period: 15 tossups
1.
Animals that undergo this growth stage have internal gills covered by an operculum, and may exhibit cannibalistic tendencies.  The development of limbs and lungs and the disappearance of a tail mark the end of, for ten points, what young aquatic life portion for frogs and toads?

ANSWER:  tadpole stage

The recent troubles Citigroup has had in relation to the Enron fraud have enveloped, for 10 points, what Clinton Treasury Secretary?

ANSWER: Robert RUBIN
3.
It began in July 1940, with some German attacks on coastal areas, and by September 5, the RAF lost 450 planes.  Hitler and Goering (GAIR-ing), however, decided to concentrate their attacks on London, and the RAF beat the Luftwaffe (LOOFT-wah-fuh) back, as the German attack had become centralized.  For ten points, what name was given to this World War II aerial battle from 1940-41?

ANSWER:  Battle of Britain (prompt on  “blitz” until “battle”)

When it is used to indicate a line break in poetry, there is a space between it and the words it separates. However, when used in most other cases, usually to offer a choice between two words, there is no space between it and the words it separates. For 10 points, what is this punctuation mark used in examples such as and/or, her/his or some/all?

ANSWER: SLASH or SLANT or SOLIDUS or VIRGULE

For ten points, what period of preparation lasts for the four Sundays before Christmas, and is often marked with calendars where children can open up windows each day in December and find goodies behind them?

ANSWER:  Advent
6.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. A flight from Cleveland to Detroit is 90 miles and takes 45 minutes.  A flight from Cleveland to Boston is 550 miles, and takes 1 hour and 50 minutes.  For 10 points, if the flight times are proportional to flight distances, how long would a 320 mile flight from Cleveland to Louisville take?    

ANSWER: 
77.5 MINUTES

In Lyndon Johnson’s first State of the Union address, he called for a war on poverty and this other object, a prosperous nation that had overcome racial divisions. For 10 points, what was this other object, a name used to describe most of Johnson’s expansion of the federal government?

ANSWER: GREAT SOCIETY
8.
 Apis was the sacred bull of this ancient city, while Ptah, creator of the Sun, Moon, and Earth, was the city’s main god.  Founded by Narmer, for ten points, what capital of Egypt’s Old Kingdom shares its name with a city in western Tennessee?

ANSWER:  Memphis
9.
In this novel, the title character marries a low-level doctor named Charles, but becomes bored with provincial life, and has affairs with both Leon and Rodolphe before using arsenic to commit suicide.  For ten points, what 1857 novel centering on the life of a woman named Emma was written by Gustave Flaubert (floh-BAIR)?

ANSWER:  Madame Bovary

For ten points, which English anatomist disproved Galen when he correctly described the way blood circulates through the heart and the human body, publishing his findings in 1628’s On the Motions of the Heart and the Blood?

ANSWER:  William Harvey
11.
For ten points, what type of RNA carries amino acids to the ribosomes, and then places them in a set sequence specified by messenger RNA?

ANSWER:  transfer RNA (prompt on “tRNA”)

12.
The scene consists of “leaves not yet trodden black” in a “yellow wood.” One path heads into the undergrowth, while the other is covered in grass. For ten points, name this Robert Frost poem in which the speaker “took the one less traveled by,.And that has made all the difference.”

ANSWER: “The Road Not Taken”

13.
It was designed to be placed on one of Florence Cathedral’s buttresses, but was instead placed in front of the Palazzo Vecchio (VEK-ee-oh).  Standing over thirteen feet tall, including tree stump, is, for ten points, what monumental statue by Michelangelo, featuring a future Hebrew king?

ANSWER:  David
14.
Almost the entire southern hemisphere of this distant moon is covered with an ice cap of nitrogen and methane. It has a number of ice volcanoes, and along with Io, Venus and the Earth, is the only actively volcanic body in the solar system. Its orbit is retrograde, and it is losing energy, which will cause it to crash into its planet’s surface or break up. For 10 points, what is this moon of Neptune?

ANSWER: TRITON
15.
Muhammad Toure (TOO-ray) was the greatest leader of, for 10 points, what West African empire that followed the empires of Ghana and Mali?

ANSWER: SONGHAI
SPARE QUESTIONS (In the second period, try to replace the question discarded with the a spare question in that subject area – i.e. science for science, social studies for social studies, etc.) Be sure to cross out the questions if/as they are used.

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. The flag of Israel has both horizontal and vertical axes of reflective symmetry.  The flags of Russia and Switzerland each have a vertical axis of reflective symmetry only.  The flag of Qatar has horizontal axes of reflective symmetry only.  For 10 points, which of these countries was listed in the wrong category?

ANSWER: SWITZERLAND (a white square cross on a red background has both vertical and horizontal symmetry)

For 10 points, what is the chemical formula of the nitrite ion?

ANSWER: NO2
3.
Claude Vorilhon (voh-REEL-ohn) was a French auto racing journalist until his alleged kidnapping by aliens. After this experience, he changed his name and created a new religion whose basic tenet is that humans are descended from alien genetic experiments. For 10 points, what is this new religion that is the prime sponsor of Clonaid, the company that has allegedly cloned at least two human babies?

ANSWER: RAELIAN (accept variations, such as RAEL)

Written while the author attended Radcliffe in 1904, it uses an innovative mixing of auditory and tactile terminology to describe feeling the world, as in the passage, “I felt the faint noise of a pair of wings rubbed together.” It describes a childhood in Alabama, an important incident at a water pump, and the first meeting with Anne Sullivan. For ten points, name this autobiography by Helen Keller.

ANSWER: The Story of My Life
5.
He led his “Texas brigade” with distinction, served as a division commander at Gettysburg and then a corps commander under Joseph Johnston. As an army commander, however, he was a disaster, destroying his army at the battles of Franklin and Nashville. For 10 points, who was this general who lost three battles to Sherman, and then had to retreat from Atlanta?

ANSWER: John Bell HOOD
