Scholastic Bowl, 2002-03 season

Regional Competition, Match #4

These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the Regional level. Shawn Pickrell, Adam Fine, Christopher Moretti and Matt Weiner are the authors of these questions.

Regions must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a) Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the Region competition or the schools that are members of the given Region before all Region champions have been announced is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

(b) Competitors may not discuss or otherwise reference these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all Region champions have been determined. This is also meant to keep question security.

(c) After that, these questions may be freely released to entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. These questions may also be discussed or otherwise referenced between entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. This is meant to allow the proliferation of these questions so that all schools in the Commonwealth of Virginia may have practice material for future Scholastic Bowl competitions, and therefore this practice is encouraged.

(d) These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period: 15 tossups
1.
Stefan Lessard, Leroi Moore, Boyd Tinsley, and Carter Beauford are members of this group, which began with the independent album Remember Two Things. Their first two major label records were Under the Table and Dreaming and Crash. For ten points, name this band, whose singles include “Ants Marching,” the title track from Everyday, and 2002’s “Where Are You Going.”

On March 12, 1938 Adolf Hitler took over, for ten points, which nation in a bloodless military invasion, finally achieving Anschluss?

ANSWER:  Austria

For 10 points, what adjective describes a chemical reaction in which the products can be transformed into their original chemical forms?

ANSWER: REVERSIBLE

One tradition holds that this poet drowned himself in 762 CE while trying to hug the moon’s reflection in the water; not surprisingly, he was drunk.  For ten points, who was this Tang dynasty poet who wrote of wine and palace women, and was a contemporary of Du Fu?

ANSWER:  Li Bo (or Li Po or Li Bai or Li Taibo, believe it or not)

As opposed to empirical facts, practitioners of this school of philosophy focus on conscious human experiences, looking at their important structures and relationships.  Max Scheler, Karl Jaspers, and Martin Heidegger all believed, for ten points, in what philosophical idea first developed by Edmund Husserl?

ANSWER:  phenomenology

In the 1940s and 1950s, a chemical company dumped thousands of tons of toxic waste into this area, but then filled in the area and gave it to the city of Niagara Falls, New York, which built houses and an elementary school on it. When the waste began to leak in the 1970s, the area was evacuated, and the EPA had to clean it up, re-opening it for humanity in the 1990s. For 10 points, what was this environmental scandal of the 1970s?

Her later works include “The Life of Lincoln West” from Family Pictures, while her first major work was a depiction of African-American life in northern cities, A Street in Bronzeville. Likely more known are the 1950 poetic cycle that made her the first African-American Pulitzer winner and a short poem which ends, “we die soon.” For ten points, name this author of Annie Allen and “We Real Cool.”

American doctor George Cammann pioneered the modern one in the early 1900s, as it consisted of two rubber tubes connected to a chest piece and earpieces.  For ten points, what medical instrument do physicians use to listen to sounds from patients’ internal organs, such as the heartbeat, in order to make a diagnosis?

ANSWER:  stethoscope

The investment strategy of dividing one’s funds between several options, such as stocks, corporate bonds, Treasuries and precious metals, is given, for 10 points, what name?

ANSWER: DIVERSIFICATION

After serving as marshal of Hays, Kansas, and Abilene, Texas, he went on a tour of the East with “Buffalo Bill” Cody. He went to Deadwood in the Dakota Territory in 1872, where he was murdered by Jack McCall. For 10 points, who was this frontier lawman, known as “Wild Bill”?

ANSWER: 5¢

ANSWER:  Great Trek

The first exercise done in a ballet class in order to loosen the muscles is what bending of the knees while the legs and feet are turned outward?

ANSWER:  plié (plee-AY)

ANSWER: FOUR (capable, harmful, his, lovely)

His festival was held during the winter solstice, and when he gave a sword to Skirnir, in return he received and married Gerda, the most beautiful woman in the world.  What Norse god of rain, peace, and marriage had a sister with a very similar name?

ANSWER:  Frey (or Freyr)

In the body, this vitamin is present in the coenzymes NAD and NADP, which work to aid tissue respiration.  For ten points, which B-complex vitamin used to treat arteriosclerosis and pellagra is also known as nicotinic acid?

ANSWER:  niacin (or Vitamin B3)

Third period: 15 tossups

It can live up to 72 years, and has a wingspan of up to ten feet.  For ten points, what type of large vulture can be found in both the Andes Mountains and in California – though rarely, as it is an endangered species?

ANSWER:  condor

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. The Egyptian Royal Cubit was subdivided into 28 smaller units known as digits.  One “palm” plus one “fist” plus one “great span” equaled one “short cubit”.  A “short cubit” was a “palm” less than a Royal Cubit, and one “fist” was ¼ of one “short cubit”.  For 10 points, if a “great span” equaled ½ of a Royal Cubit, how many digits made up one “palm”?

He won the 2000 Celebrity Slam Dunk Competition at the NBA All-Star Game and two 100 meter Superstars races in 2000 and 2001. He appeared in the NCAA basketball tournament for the University of Tennessee-Chattanooga, where he also holds the record for consecutive football games with a reception. In 2001, he led the NFL with sixteen touchdown receptions. For ten points, name this San Francisco 49ers receiver who celebrated an October 2002 catch by autographing the ball on the field.

Her later years were spent on straightforward philosophical tracts such as The Romantic Manifesto and essays collected in The Virtue of Selfishness. For ten points, name this author of Anthem, The Fountainhead, and Atlas Shrugged.

Also called ecdysis, for ten points, what process do snakes undergo when they shed their outer layer of epidermal skin, often leaving that layer in one piece?

ANSWER:  molting

He destroys an American naval ship, the Abraham Lincoln, with Pierre Arronax and Ned Land aboard, and takes those two captive.  For ten points, who is the submarine commander of the Nautilus who forces Arronax and Land to spend 20,000 leagues under the sea with him?

ANSWER:  Captain Nemo

For ten points, which Danish chemist in 1923 developed a theory that identified acids as proton donors and bases as proton acceptors, an idea that Thomas Lowry worked out independently about the same time?

ANSWER:  Johannes Nicolaus Bronsted (accept “Bronsted-Lowry” until Lowry is mentioned)

For ten points, which Swedish statesman, the son of a former prime minister, became the second secretary-general of the United Nations in 1953, but was killed in a plane crash while on a peace mission to Congo in 1961?

ANSWER:  Dag Hammarskjold (HAHM-ur-shold)

Internal reflections of the Sun’s rays cause the shape, while dispersion of the rays by water drops cause the color of, for ten points, what arc-like atmospheric phenomenon, usually seen when precipitation ends?

ANSWER:  rainbow

Ricky Chavis, an alleged pedophile, was implicated in a Florida case last year where brothers Alex and Derek murdered their father, Terry. For 10 points, what was the last name of Terry, Alex and Derek?

ANSWER: KING

The title character of this book attempts to play matchmaker when she fixes up Mr. Elton to Harriet Smith, but Harriet wants to marry Robert Martin, a farmer.  For ten points, in what 1816 Jane Austen novel does that title heroine end up with George Knightly?

ANSWER:  Emma

In practice the laws protecting this and service marks are identical. For 10 points, what is this word used to describe a word, phrase, logo, color, sound or smell used by a business to identify a product and distinguish itself from its competitors?

ANSWER: TRADEMARK

What term describes, for 10 points, an electrical circuit in which the components are joined end to end in a line?

ANSWER: SERIES circuit

This Latin phrase was said to have been, along with E pluribus unum, the only Latin phrase that Andrew Jackson knew. For 10 points, what is this three-word phrase meaning “indispensable”, the first word of which is “sine” (sih-NEH)?
