Scholastic Bowl, 2002-03 season

Regional Competition, Match #9

These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the Regional level. Shawn Pickrell and Adam Fine are the authors of these questions.

Regions must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a) Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the Region competition or the schools that are members of the given Region before all Region champions have been announced is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

(b) Competitors may not discuss or otherwise reference these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all Region champions have been determined. This is also meant to keep question security.

(c) After that, these questions may be freely released to entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. These questions may also be discussed or otherwise referenced between entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. This is meant to allow the proliferation of these questions so that all schools in the Commonwealth of Virginia may have practice material for future Scholastic Bowl competitions, and therefore this practice is encouraged.

(d) These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period: 15 tossups

Olivia de Havilland played Melanie, while Leslie Howard played Ashley Wilkes in, for ten points, what 1939 film that starred Clark Gable and Vivien Leigh as Scarlett O’Hara?

ANSWER:  “Gone with the Wind”

It has three strains, including one that causes the chronic eye disease trachoma, and another called lymphogranuloma venereum.  For ten points, what bacterium is the cause of an eponymous sexually transmitted venereal disease?

ANSWER:  Chlamydia trachomatis

For 10 points, what form of oxygen contains three atoms bonded together?

ANSWER: OZONE

The first one lasted from 1839 to 1842, and resulted in the Treaty of Nanking, where Hong Kong was ceded to the British.  In the second, France and Britain worked together, and the resulting Treaty of Tientsin forced the Chinese to open Beijing to foreigners.  For ten points, in what two wars did China clash with Europeans over importation of a drug made from poppies?

ANSWER:  Opium Wars

The practice of Congressmen sending mail free of charge to constituents, being open and sincere and the German tribes that established the empire of Charlemagne all share, for 10 points, what name?

ANSWER: FRANK (or Franks or franking)

His early works, discussing religion, include Letters to Father Flye and The Morning Watch. However, he is more known for collaborating with photographer Walker Evans on a chronicle of Alabama sharecroppers and a 1957 Pulitzer winner. For ten points, name this author of Let Us Now Praise Famous Men and A Death in the Family.

ANSWER: James Agee

The second-largest Mardi Gras celebration in the nation is in this city of 200,000, Alabama’s second-largest city. For 10 points, what is this city located on Alabama’s Gulf Coast?

ANSWER: MOBILE, Alabama

For ten points, scientists in which branch of science study the development of multicellular organisms from the egg stage to birth or hatching?

ANSWER:  embryology

He was a furniture salesman, until in 1979 he took three rolls of film of his friend Richard Gere, that were published in Vanity Fair and Vogue.  For ten points, what photographer who usually worked in black-and-white, including photos for Calvin Klein and music videos for Janet Jackson and Chris Isaak, died in December 2002?

ANSWER:  Herb Ritts

The total energy contained in the nucleus is less than the sum of the energies of the individual protons and neutrons. For 10 points, what is the name given to the “difference” in energies?

ANSWER: BINDING energy

She collected several short stories in Flowering Judas and wrote a compendium of three novellas including Noon Wine and Old Mortality. For ten points, name this American author of Pale Horse, Pale Rider and Ship of Fools.

ANSWER: Katherine Anne Porter

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. The Egyptian Royal Cubit was subdivided into 28 units known as digits.  One “small span” plus one “t’eser” equaled one Royal Cubit, and two “great spans” equaled one Royal Cubit.  If a “great span” was two digits less than a “t’eser,” for 10 points, how many digits made up one “small span”?

ANSWER: 12

It’s the codename for Microsoft’s next operating system, a steakhouse chain based in Atlanta, and the nickname of the program whose men’s basketball team includes Brian Boddicker, Sydmill Harris, and T.J. Ford. For ten points, give this bovine-derived term, also applicable to the football team which played in the 2003 Cotton Bowl with Chris Simms at quarterback.

ANSWER: Longhorns

Ulysses S. Grant remarked in his memoirs that this was the only attack he wished he never ordered. On June 3, 1864, Grant ordered an attack against a nearly impregnable position, leading to 7,000 Federal casualties within a half-hour. For 10 points, what was this Virginia battle?

ANSWER: COLD HARBOR
Second period: 10 directed questions for each team

Questions with an A after their number will be read to the team that selects set A of questions; questions with a B after their number will be read to the team that selects set B of questions.

What northeastern French area, consisting of two provinces, was ceded to Germany after the Franco-Prussian War, returned to France after World War I, taken back by the Nazis, and restored again to France after World Wars I and II?

ANSWER:  Alsace-Lorraine

Found on the Sun, in the atmosphere, and in the Earth’s mantle, for ten points, what term denotes the circulation of heat currents and cells associated with rising temperatures in a mass of material?

ANSWER:  convection
2A.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. For 10 points, what is the value of sin 2x, expressed as sine of x and cosine of x?

ANSWER: 2(sin x)(cos x)
2B.
A non-parental adult who has been given legal right to look after a minor’s property or person is given what name?

ANSWER: GUARDIAN
3A.
Which Titaness was the wife of Cronus and the mother of six of the original Olympian gods, including Zeus?

ANSWER:  Rhea (REE-uh)

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Two standard dice are tossed.  For 10 points, what is the probability that the sum of the squares of the faces showing is greater than or equal to 40?

ANSWER: 1/3 (12/36)

What German author of Group Portrait with Lady and The Clown won the 1972 Nobel Prize for Literature?

ANSWER:  Heinrich Böll (BOAL)

4B.
“Our Betters,” “The Circle,” and “The Constant Wife” were all plays written by what author of the novels The Moon and Sixpence and Of Human Bondage?

ANSWER:  W. Somerset Maugham (MAWM)

5A.
What branch of geophysics is the study of earthquakes and related underground disturbances?

ANSWER:  seismology
5B.
Leftist sailor Giuseppe is played by Andriano Giannini in the 2002 remake of this film; Giannini’s father played the role in the 1974 film. Name this alleged comedy set on a desert island, directed by Guy Ritchie and starring Madonna. 

ANSWER: Swept Away
6A.
It is a 1916 naval battle and the peninsula that forms the area of Denmark that is in continental Europe. What is the common name?

ANSWER: JUTLAND (YOOT-land)

What type of animal behavior, defined as defense of a space, is exhibited when male robins sing a specific song or antelopes fight with each other for a prime area to mate with females?

ANSWER:  territoriality (or territorial behavior)

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. F of x equals three x plus 2 (f(x) = 3x + 2).  G of x equals one third of the difference x minus two (g(x) = (x-2)/3).  For 10 points, what is g of f of three (g(f(3)))?

ANSWER: 3
7B.
After clashes with the police in the early 1970s, it turned to conventional politics and providing social services in black neighborhoods. It effectively disbanded by the 1980s. What was this “self-defense” organization founded in Oakland, California, by Huey Newton and Bobby Seale?

ANSWER: BLACK PANTHER Party

Which Italian Baroque composer, nicknamed the Red Priest because of his hair, wrote the works “Harmonic Inspiration” and “The Four Seasons?”

ANSWER:  Antonio Vivaldi

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Everglades National Park covers approximately 2,025 square miles.  For 10 points, if the park were geometrically square, how many furlongs would an edge contain?

ANSWER: 360

This word comes from a 1754 Persian fairy tale, The Three Princes of (BLANK). What is this word that describes an ability to find valuable things without looking for them?

ANSWER: SERENDIPITY or SERENDIP

What German nine-letter word beginning with “Z” is used to describe the spirit of a place and time?

ANSWER: ZEITGEIST (ZITE-guyst)

What main type of woody, perennial plant often contains multiple branches or stems, as opposed to a tree that features one trunk?

ANSWER:  shrub

Third period: 15 tossups

Motorhead’s Lemmy Kilmister appears as a newspaper editor covering the exploits of Rex, Pip, and Chazz in this film. For ten points, name this 1994 comedy starring Adam Sandler, Steve Buscemi, and Brendan Fraser.

ANSWER: Airheads

The title character is a onetime football player who is expelled from the seminary after he is caught drinking. He then plagiarizes his sermons and relies on charm and self-promotion to gain the leadership of an enormous congregation. For ten points, name this Sinclair Lewis novel.

ANSWER: Elmer Gantry

For 10 points, what personality type describes someone who has traits that focus on relaxation, lack of urgency and normal or reduced competition?

ANSWER: TYPE B personality

4.
According to a report given by analyst Laurent Murawiec (moo-RAH-weech) to top-level Pentagon planners, this country is at the center of many terrorist plots against the United States. For 10 points, what is this country which has become more heavily criticized after money given to two students by the wife of this country’s ambassador to the US ended up in the hands of the September 11 hijackers?

ANSWER: SAUDI ARABIA

For 10 points, what name is given to the mixture of substances, mostly silicates, that are the waste products of a furnace?

ANSWER: SLAG

Among her actions during the War of 1812 was saving some priceless portraits from the burning of the White House. For 10 points, who was this woman that was first lady during the war?

ANSWER: DOLLEY MADISON
7.
Fought eight miles south of Brussels, it pitted a force of 90,000 under Prussian Marshal Blücher and 68,000 under the Duke of Wellington against 72,000 soldiers led by Marshal Ney and Napoleon.  For ten points, what June 18, 1815 battle brought a crushing end to Napoleon’s imperial dreams, and forced his exile on St. Helena?

ANSWER:  Battle of Waterloo

For ten points, in 1884 which German bacteriologist developed a set of three criteria for determining whether or not a specific microorganism caused a disease, known as his “postulates?”

ANSWER:  Robert Koch (KOHK)

9.
She is courted by Gremio and Hortensio, but elopes with Lucentio (loo-CHENT-ee-oh), while Lucentio’s servant Tranio arranges a phony meeting between her father and a man playing Lucentio’s father.  For ten points, who is this younger daughter of Baptista and sister of Katharina in Shakespeare’s “Taming of the Shrew?”

ANSWER:  Bianca

It defines the private responsibilities for disciples, such as giving of charity, prayer, and fasting.  Also including the Golden Rule and the Lord’s Prayer, for ten points, what is this section of the Bible, found in Matthew, Chapters 5-7, a sermon that lays out Jesus’s vision of proper Christian practice?

ANSWER:  Sermon on the Mount (prompt on Matthew until it is mentioned)

For 10 points, how many adverbs, not counting prepositional phrases used as an adverb, are in the following sentence? She walked quite slowly down the hallway; she was doing it reluctantly. 

ANSWER: THREE (quite, slowly, reluctantly)

12.
While the President is elected by the Electoral College, for 10 points, what college elects the Pope?

ANSWER: College of CARDINALS
13.
Heron’s formula for the area of a triangle is Area equals the square root of the product of 4 terms.  The terms are s, s minus a, s minus b, and s minus c [A = √(s(s-a)(s-b)(s-c))].  The values a, b, and c represent the sides of the triangle, for 10 points, what does s represent?

ANSWER: SEMIPERIMETER (½ the perimeter)

14.
In this mode, only the mouse, keyboard and VGA drivers are loaded along with the core operating system files, and the main portion of the registry is not loaded. For 10 points, what is this diagnostic mode of Windows?

ANSWER: SAFE mode

15.
This city in Laconia was set up by Dorians in the tenth century BCE, who turned native peoples into helots (HEE-lotz).  It conquered the Messenians in a pair of wars, and Lycurgus codified its strict military lifestyle with his constitution.  For ten points, what Greek city-state fought Athens in the Peloponnesian War?

ANSWER:  Sparta
SPARE QUESTIONS (In the second period, try to replace the question discarded with the a spare question in that subject area – i.e. science for science, social studies for social studies, etc.) Be sure to cross out the questions if/as they are used.

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Angles 1 and 2 are vertical angles.  Angle 1 plus Angle 3 equals 180 degrees.  Angle 2 plus Angle 4 equal 180 degrees.  For 10 points, if Angle 1 equals 85 degrees, what is the measure of Angle 4?

ANSWER: 95 DEGREES
2.
For ten points, in what tragedy by Aeschylus (ES-kuh-lus) does Zeus chain the title character to a rock for his actions in helping out the human race?

ANSWER:  “Prometheus Bound”
3.
It is the displacement of the spectrum of an astronomical object towards longer – or red – wavelengths. For 10 points, what is this phenomenon, caused by the Doppler effect, that is evidence that most galaxies are moving away from the Earth?

ANSWER: REDSHIFT
4.
Despite its name, only three people were killed during this incident. An etching by Paul Revere served as very efficient propaganda, with the British troops, lined in rows, firing on innocent Americans. For 10 points, what was this 1770 incident where Crispus Attucks was killed?

ANSWER: BOSTON MASSACRE
5.
Jonas Savimbi was killed in February 2002, bringing an end to the civil war in, for 10 points, what African country?

ANSWER: ANGOLA
