Scholastic Bowl, 2003-04 season

District Competition, Match #17


These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Marian Suter, Chris Moretti, Susan Gallaher, Adam Fine and Gary Bugg are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a) Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the District competition or the schools that are members of the given District before all District champions have been announced is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

(b) Competitors may not discuss or otherwise reference these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all District champions have been determined. This is also meant to keep question security.

(c) After that, these questions may be freely released to entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. These questions may also be discussed or otherwise referenced between entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. This is meant to allow the proliferation of these questions so that all schools in the Commonwealth of Virginia may have practice material for future Scholastic Bowl competitions, and therefore this practice is encouraged.

(d) These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period, 15 toss-ups

1.  Jesus's three falls are represented by the third, seventh, and ninth of these respectively.  Others include Pontius Pilate's condemnation, Veronica's wiping of Jesus's face, the encounter with the women of Jerusalem, and the crucifixion itself.  For ten points, what name is given to the series of 14 representations of the Passion of Jesus Christ, often mounted at intervals on church walls?

ANSWER:  _stations of the cross_

2.  For 10 points, give the surname shared by the man who led the first air raid on Tokyo in World War II and the Cockney flower girl in Shaw's Pygmalion.

ANSWER: _Doolitte_ (Jimmy and Eliza)

3.  As a verb, it can mean to prevent from being successful; as a noun, it can mean a thin flexible leaf or sheet of metal or a type of fencing sword. For 10 points, what is this four-letter word?

ANSWER: _ foil_

4.  Paris was spared his wrath by the prayers of Saint Genvieve (ZHON-vee-ev). Pope Leo the Great convinced him to not attack Rome. For 10 points, who was this fourth-century AD "Scourge of God", the king of the Huns?

ANSWER: _Atilla_

5.  For 10 points, what is the scientifically correct name for a nerve cell?

ANSWER: _neuron_

6.  This small vestigial organ is found at the junction of the small and large intestines and sometimes becomes infected and must be removed. For 10 points, what is finger-shaped organ?

ANSWER: _appendix_

7.   Gaston Leroux (luh-ROO) wrote the novel in 1910 about an insane recluse who kidnaps a beautiful young singer. For 10 points, what is this novel, which was adapted to stage in musical form musical by Andrew Lloyd Webber?

ANSWER: _The Phantom of the Opera_

8.  She got her start with the bands Schoolz of Thought, Basic Instinct, and Choice.  Born in Pennsylvania as Alecia Moore, she's released two albums: "M!ssundaztood" (pronounced misunderstood) and "Can't Take Me Home".  For 10 points, who released a January 2003 single entitled "Family Portrait" to go along with her hit "Just Like a Pill"?

ANSWER: _Pink_

9.  For 10 points, what name is shared by a Virginia county of 7,000 people in the Blue Ridge Mountains, and a river that empties into the Chesapeake Bay after flowing through Fredericksburg?

ANSWER: _Rappahannock_

10.  FIVE ANSWERS REQUIRED. For 10 points, what are the five freedoms referred to in the First Amendment?

ANSWER: _press_ / _religion_ / _speech_ / _assembly_ / _petition_ (The amendment: "Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of religion, or prohibiting the free exercise thereof; or abridging the freedom of speech, or of the press; or the right of the people peaceably to assemble, and to petition the government for a redress of grievances.")

11.  The Roman festival in honor of him was held every December, where masters and slaves shared the same table.  His wife was Ops and his son was Picus, another agricultural god, and he ushered in the Golden Age by settling on the Capitoline Hill and teaching the people how to farm.  For ten points, name this Roman counterpart to the Titan Cronus, namesake of the sixth planet from the Sun.

ANSWER:  _Saturn_ (prompt on "Cronus" until mentioned)  

12.  Also known as negative acceleration or slowing down, for 10 points, what term defines acceleration in the direction opposite of motion?

ANSWER: _deceleration_

13.  He was born in Canada to Russian-Jewish parents but grew up in Chicago. For 10 points, name this author who wrote The Adventures of Augie March, Mr. Sammler’s Planet, and Herzog.

ANSWER: Saul _Bellow_

14.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. For 10 points, in how many ways can you choose 11 items from a list of 15 if the order of the items is irrelevant?

ANSWER: _1365_

15.  Early in his career, he was sent by Sulla to put down a rebellion in Sicily. He told the rebels, "Stop quoting laws, we carry weapons." He helped Crassus put down Spartacus' slave rebellion and then headed east, clearing the Mediterranean of pirates, defeating Mithridates and capturing Jerusalem. For 10 points, who is this man that then allied with Julius Caesar and Marcus Licinius (lih-SIH-nee-us) Crassus to form the First Triumvirate?

ANSWER: Gnaeus (GNY-us) _Pompeius_ Magnus or _Pompey_

Second period, 10 directed questions for each team

Questions with an A after their number will be read to the team that selects set A of questions; questions with a B after their number will be read to the team that selects set B of questions.

1A.  What Byzantine Emperor built the Hagia (HAH-ghee-uh) Sophia and codified Byzantine laws?

ANSWER: _Justinian_ 

1B.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. A website gets a steady stream of 4 hits per minute while it is operating. If it is only operational 12 hours per day, how many hits per week does it get?

ANSWER: _20160_ (60 * 12 * 7 * 4)

2A.  White blood cells are properly called leukocytes, but what are red blood cells called?

ANSWER: _erythrocytes_

2B.  The Meiji (MAY-jee) Restoration of 1868 brought an end to what title, the occupants of which had effectively ruled Japan for over 7 centuries until that point? 

ANSWER: _shogun_ (accept shogunate)

3A.  It comes from the Greek for smasher of religious images and refers to one who attacks and seeks to overthrow traditional or popular ideas or institutions. What is this ten-letter word?

ANSWER: _iconoclast_ 

3B.  In the Book of Ruth, what was the name of Ruth's husband, a landowner from Bethlehem and the father of Obed?

ANSWER:  _Boaz_ 

4A.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. What is the interval of all real numbers x, such that the absolute value of the difference x minus 1 is less than or equal to three { |x-1| <= 3 }?

ANSWER: _-2 <= x <= 4_ (x is between negative –2 and 4, inclusive)

4B.  Name the 1962 work whose opening line is “There was once a town in the heart of America where all life seemed to live in harmony with its surroundings” and was one of the first to warn against the dangers of DDT.

ANSWER:  _Silent Spring_

5A.  What Oscar-winning director of "Gentleman's Agreement" and "On the Waterfront" passed away in late September 2003 at the age of 94?

ANSWER:  Elia _Kazan_

5B.  Give the name of the last great "super-continent" that existed some 200 million years ago.

ANSWER: _Pangaea_  (pan-JEE-uh)

6A.  He created the fictional Glass family as well as Holden Caulfield. Who is this American author?

ANSWER:  John David _Salinger_ 

6B.  Who is the middle-aged protagonist of Lolita?

ANSWER: Professor Humbert _Humbert_

7A.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. A box contains old items. The ratio of valuable antiques to near-worthless junk is 1:72. The antiques average $1500 per item, while the junk averages $2 per item. If there are 292 items in the box, how much is it worth?

ANSWER: _6576_ Dollars

7B.  What is the rotational analogue of force?

ANSWER: _torque_

8A.  What school subject did Jaime Escalante teach to underprivileged minority students, inspiring the movie "Stand and Deliver"?

ANSWER: _Calculus_ (prompt on mathematics)

8B.  What treaty ended the war of 1812?

ANSWER: Treaty of _Ghent_

9A.  The IRS says you can claim one for yourself, one for your spouse and each of your dependents that meet certain qualifications. What are these items that enable you to deduct $3,000 from your income?

ANSWER: _exemptions_

9B.  On May 6, who replaced Jay Garner as the top American civilian in Iraq?

ANSWER: L. Paul _Bremer_

10A. What is the formula for hydrogen cyanide?

ANSWER: _HCN_
10B.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. What is the value of the expression sine of 40 degrees times the cosine of 50 degrees plus the cosine of 40 degrees times the sine of 50 degrees?

ANSWER: _1_ ( = sin(40 + 50) = sin(90) )

Third period, 15 toss-ups

1.   For 10 points, correct the grammatical error in the following sentence:  Neither my grandparents nor my brother are coming to see my game.

ANSWER:  _are should be is_ (verb agrees with the subject closest to if with neither/nor)

2.  This DOS (daws) extension has largely been replaced by .exe (dot-e-x-e), since .exe files can be larger than 64 kilobytes in size. For 10 points, what is this DOS extension that still follows the important DOS file, command? 

ANSWER: _.com_ (dot-c-o-m) 

3.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. For 10 points, what integers are included in the solution set for the system of inequalities x - 1 is less than or equal to 4 and 3x is greater than or equal to 6?

ANSWER: _5, 4, 3, 2_ (must have all 4, but can be in any order)

4.  The Taft-Hartley labor law was passed despite his veto. His domestic agenda, which he dubbed the "Fair Deal", was stymied by a Republican Congress that was elected in 1946. For 10 points, who was this President that left office in 1953? 

ANSWER: Harry S _Truman_

5.  Despite initial lying by the Chinese government which allowed it to spread, it was declared "under control" by the World Heath Organization on July 5. For 10 points, what was this ailment that shut down much of East Asia during the spring of 2003?

ANSWER: _SARS_ or _Sudden Acute Respiratory Syndrome_

6.  Vitamin C is needed for healthy bones and teeth. For 10 points, what disease does vitamin C help prevent?

ANSWER: _scurvy_  

7.  Its official name was the Order of the Star-Spangled Banner. They sought to extend the period required to become citizens from 5 to 21 years and to exclude the foreign-born and Catholic from public office. For 10 points, what was this movement of the 1850s that got its name from its members' refusal to identify themselves?

ANSWER: _Know-Nothing_s

8.  For 10 points, what comedian's 1998 book "Braindroppings" hit the best-seller list despite its being condemned for profanity and violence?

ANSWER: George _Carlin_

9.  For 10 points, who wrote the poem “Elegy Written in a Country Churchyard?”

ANSWER: Thomas _Gray_

10.  Hector Berlioz completed an opera based on this sculptor's life.  Apprenticed to Antonio Marcone, a Florentine goldsmith, his gold and enamel saltcellar made for King Francis I depicts the god Neptune and a figure of Mother Earth.  For ten points, name this sixteenth-century Italian sculptor, creator of the bronze _Perseus with the Head of Medusa_.

ANSWER:  Benvenuto _Cellini_ (cheh-LEE-nee)

11.  For 10 points, what city in Minnesota is located at the western end of Lake Superior?

ANSWER: _Duluth_

12.  Sein (SINE) in German. Esse (EH-seh) in Latin. Etre (EH-truh) in French. Ser (SAIR) in Spanish.  For 10 points, these are all translated as what verb in English? 

ANSWER: _to be_

13.  For 10 points, carbon disulfide contains how many sulfur atoms?

ANSWER: _2_

14.  Opposition leader Muhummadu (moo-hoo-MAH-doo) Buhari (boo-HAH-ree) claimed vote fraud in, for 10 points, what country where President Olesegun (oh-lay-SAY-goon) Obasanjo (oh-bah-SAN-joh) was re-elected in April?

ANSWER: _Nigeria_

15.  Many extrusive igneous rocks are extremely light in weight and are said to have a vesicular texture. These rocks are light in weight because they have many of these characteristic features. For 10 points, what are they full of? 

ANSWER: _holes, empty spaces, open cells_ (anything that conveys bubble holes, etc.) 

SPARE QUESTIONS (In the second period, try to replace the question discarded with the a spare question in that subject area – i.e. science for science, social studies for social studies, etc.) Be sure to cross out the questions if/as they are used.
1.   This Englishman developed the first dynamo, which was the precursor of the modern electrical generator. For 10 points, name the man who discovered electromagnetic induction in 1831 and formulated the laws of electrolysis and for whom the SI unit of electrical capacitance is named. 

ANSWER: Michael _Faraday_

2.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. For 10 points, what is the volume of a right circular cone with height 9 and radius 6?

ANSWER: _18PI_ 

3.  At age twelve he met and befriended the author Goethe (GUR-tuh), sixty years his senior.  In 1825 he composed the "Octet for Strings," and his sister Fanny, also a talented pianist, encouraged him to pursue music.  For ten points, what composer of the Scottish Symphony and "A Midsummer Night's Dream" died six months after his sister in 1847?

ANSWER:  Felix _Mendelssohn_-Bartholdy 

4.  For 10 points, what work by Robert Woodward and Carl Bernstein was written about the Watergate scandal?

ANSWER: All the President’s Men_

5.  Their cornerstones were the Boston Port Bill and Quartering Act. For 10 points, what were these acts that were passed in response to the Boston Tea Party and helped spur the American Revolution?

ANSWER: _Coercive_ Acts of the _"Intolerable"_ Acts
