Scholastic Bowl, 2003-04 season

Regional Competition, Match #10


These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the Regional level. Shawn Pickrell, Marian Suter, Chris Moretti, Susan Gallaher, Adam Fine and Gary Bugg are the authors of these questions.

Regions must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a) Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the Region competition or the schools that are members of the given Region before all Region champions have been announced is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

(b) Competitors may not discuss or otherwise reference these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all Region champions have been determined. This is also meant to keep question security.

(c) After that, these questions may be freely released to entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. These questions may also be discussed or otherwise referenced between entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. This is meant to allow the proliferation of these questions so that all schools in the Commonwealth of Virginia may have practice material for future Scholastic Bowl competitions, and therefore this practice is encouraged.

(d) These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.

First period, 15 toss-ups

1.  Afonso (ah-FAWN-soh) Henriques (en-REE-kays) was the first king of, for 10 points, what nation?

ANSWER: _Portugal_

2.  A 1908 work by this native Romanian was erected over a friend's grave at the Montparnasse Cemetery in Paris.  He believed in doing as little as possible to shape his works, creating smooth, minimal egg-shaped forms such as _The New-Born_ and _Mademoiselle Pogany_.  For ten points, who was this sculptor of _The Bird in Space_?

ANSWER:  Constanin _Brancusi_  

3.  For 10 points, what does the acronym DSL stand for?

ANSWER: _digital subscriber line_s

4.  For 10 points, in what 2000 sequel did Thandie Newton star opposite Tom Cruise?

ANSWER: _Mission: Impossible II_

5.  He is named for a character in a Charles Perrault (pare-ro) story. He gives each of his new brides the keys to his castle but warns them not to open a particular door. When the brides can't resist opening the forbidden door, all but one are killed. For 10 points, who is this villain?

ANSWER: _Bluebeard_

6.  Former Notre Dame star and 1st round NFL draft pick Rick Mirer (My-er) was pressed into service in November 2003 for this team.  He had been their third string quarterback behind former University of Washington double threat Marques Tuiasosopo (Too - ee - ah - so - so - po) and the starter Rich Gannon.  For 10 points, what 2002-2003 AFC champs have had an injury-decimated season, disheartening fans of the "Silver and Black"?

ANSWER: _Oakland Raiders_ (accept either or both)

7.  For 10 points, name the major Atlantic Ocean current that flows up the east coast of the United States.

Answer: _Gulf Stream_

8.  This ancient Greek was the first to carry on research into the events of the past and treat them in a rational rather than a mythical manner. For 10 points, name this man whose history of the Persian invasion of Greece is divided into nine books named for the nine Muses and who is often given the title of the "father of history."

ANSWER: _Herodotus_

9.  TWO ANSWERS REQUIRED. For 10 points, name any two of the four lobes of the brain.

ANSWER: _frontal_ _parietal_ _temporal_ _occipital_

10.  These six words were part of a June 12, 1987, speech delivered by Ronald Reagan at the Brandenburg Gate in Berlin and was audible to people in East Berlin. Two years later, Reagan's wish was granted. For 10 points, what were these six words which followed "Mr. Gorbachev, open this gate!"? 

ANSWER: _Mr. Gorbachev, tear down this wall_

11. For 10 points, what was the first case where the Supreme Court exercised the power of judicial review and declared a law un-Constitutional?

ANSWER: _Marbury v Madison_

12.  John Steinbeck took the title for Of Mice and Men from, for 10 points, what poem by Robert Burns?

ANSWER: _”To a Mouse”_

13.  They are a liquid-filled sac within a cell, surrounded by a single membrane. Some of them stay within the cell but others transport materials outside the cell. For 10 points, what are these shipping containers within cells? 

ANSWER: _vesicle_s

14.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. A equals 7.5% of 600.  B equals 6.0% of 750.  For 10 points, what is A over B?

ANSWER: _1_

15.  John Breaux (BROH) announced in December that he would not be running for re-election. For 10 points, Breaux represents which state in the U.S. Senate?

ANSWER: _Louisiana_

Second period, 10 directed questions for each team

Questions with an A after their number will be read to the team that selects set A of questions; questions with a B after their number will be read to the team that selects set B of questions.

1A.   "The Red Cross Knight," "Sir Guyon," "Britomart," Cambel and Triomond," "Artegal," and "Calidore" are all books in what epic poem by Edmund Spenser?

ANSWER:  _The Faerie Queen_

1B.  What is the last book of the Old Testament?

ANSWER: _Malachi_

2A.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. We all know how parents complain about being over-worked, so what reduced fraction of a week does a 5-day, 10 hour-per-day workweek make up?

ANSWER: _25/84_

2B.  Give the electron configuration for element number 13, starting with 1s2. 

ANSWER: _1s2,2s2,2p6,3s2,3p1_

3A.  What movement which tried to advance farmers' interests in the late 19th century was founded in 1867 and officially known as the Patrons of Husbandry?

ANSWER: The _Granger_s or National _Grange_ 

3B.  Lake Nasser is formed by what dam that was built in 1970?

ANSWER: _Awsan_ High Dam

4A.  The band Guster and 1980s icon Tiffany have remade what Tommy James and the Shondells hit that might be retitled "I conceive that the first person plural reside currently in solitude"?

ANSWER: _I Think We're Alone Now_

4B.  Name the Edgar Allan Poe poetic title character about whom he says, "Thy beauty is to me / Like those Nicean (ny-say-e-un) barks of yore."

ANSWER: “To _Helen”_

5A.  There is a law that states: gene frequencies will stay the same in a population as long as there are no mutations, mating is random, there is no gene flow, no genetic drift, and no natural selection. What is this law called, named after the two men who made it?

ANSWER: _Hardy-Weinberg_ law

5B.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. What is the sine of -420 degrees?

ANSWER: _negative square root of three over two_ (- SQRT(3) / 2)

6A.  A Roman marble statue currently residing in the Vatican Museum portrays which priest of Apollo who, along with his two sons is attacked by coiling snakes?

ANSWER:  _Laocoon_ (lay-AH-koh-on) 

6B.  What is the past participle of the verb to leap?

ANSWER:  _leaped or leapt_

7A.  After its fall on April 9, 1942, what fortress' prisoners, both American and Filipino, were marched under brutal conditions to Japanese prisoner-of-war camps in a famous "death march"?

ANSWER: _Bataan_

7B.  To which of the three major rock classes does the glassy rock obsidian belong?

Answer: _igneous_

8A.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. Report the answer for the indicated operation to the correct number of significant figures: 72.149 + 291.23 + 2392.5

ANSWER: _2755.9_

8B.  What was the name of the movement that overthrew the Somoza regime in Nicaragua and then fought against the Contras?

ANSWER: _Sandanista_s

9A.  What is the first person singular, in the future indicative tense, of the French verb dormir?

ANSWER: _dormirai_ (dor-MEE-ray)

9B.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. Given the simple geometric formula that the number of degrees in each interior angle of a regular polygon with n sides is (180n - 360)/n, how many degrees does each interior angle of an infinitely sided polygon approach?

ANSWER: _180_

10A.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. What is the ones digit of 11^4?

ANSWER: _1_ (all non-negative powers of 11 end in 1)

10B.  On December 19, 2003, what country acknowledged that it had been trying to develop weapons of mass destruction, but that it was dismantling all of its programs in that area?

ANSWER: _Libya_

Third period, 15 toss-ups
1.  For 10 points, what is the two-word term that describes the genocide or expulsion of certain ethnic groups, such as that used in Germany during World War II, or in Yugoslavia in the 1990s?

ANSWER: _Ethnic cleansing_

2.  Bajans (BAH-juns) are the informal term for residents of, for 10 points, what Caribbean island that is also known as an offshore banking center and whose capital is Bridgetown?

ANSWER: _Barbados_

3.  For 10 points, what term describes light in which the vibrations are blocked so that the planes are parallel to each other?

ANSWER: _polarized_ light

4.  It can mean either a double strand of DNA in which the nucleotides of one are in reverse order of the complementary strand or a sentence that can be read the same forward and backward. For 10 points, name this literary device.                 

ANSWER: _palindrome_

5.  They are currently sealed with a red stamp; only the most solemn ones are sealed with a leaden signet ring.  They are issued when saints are canonized; other famous ones include Leo X's against Martin Luther and Pius IX's one that proclaimed infallibility.  For ten points, what name is given to these letters that state the mandate of the Pope?

ANSWER:  papal _bulls_

6.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. Matrix A is a 2-by-2 matrix, with elements, listed in row-major order, of 8 6 8 12.  For 10 points, what is the result when A is scaled by 2 to the negative first power?

ANSWER: _4 3 4 6_

7.  For 10 points, in the Dewey Decimal System, what range of numbers includes plays, poems and essays?

ANSWER:  _800-899_ (do not accept 900 as the ending number) (accept eight hundreds)

8.  A recent Gallup poll listed George W. Bush as the man most admired by Americans. For 10 points, what woman was named as the most admired woman?

ANSWER: _Hillary_ Rodham _Clinton_

9.  It was founded by university professor Abimael (ah-bee-mah-EL) Guzman (GOOS-mahn) in the 1960s. When the Peruvian military government allowed elections in 1980, they chose not to participate, starting a guerrilla war that lasted for 12 years in the Peruvian countryside and the streets of Lima (LEE-muh). Guzman's arrest in 1992 broke the back of, for 10 points, what Maoist guerrilla group?

ANSWER: _Sendero Luminoso_ or _Shining Path_

10.  For 10 points, what type of mammal is contained within the order chiroptera (KIE-rawp-ter-uh) and is the only mammal that can fly?

ANSWER: _bat_s

11.  Their purge in 1976 and their trial in 1981 provided a ready scapegoat for all the ills of the Great Leap Forward and the Cultural Revolution. For 10 points, what name was given to this quartet of former Communist Party leaders, one of whom was Jiang Qing (JEE-ang CHING), the widow of Mao Zedong?

ANSWER: _Gang of Four_

12.  It uses grotesque and morbid situations dealing with anxiety and suffering for comic purposes. For 10 points, what is the "colorful" adjective that describes this form of humor often found in the theater of the absurd?

ANSWER: _black_ humor

13.  For 10 points, what name is given to a timesaving mental shortcut used to simplify complex relations to simple rules of thumb?

ANSWER: _heuristic_s

14.  A native of Samos, he founded a philosophical school in Croton, where he and his followers believed that the movement of the planets produced harmony, a "music of the spheres."  His group also felt that all relations in the universe could be reduced to numbers.  For ten points, who was this sixth century BCE philosopher and mathematician, developer of a theorem involving right triangles?

ANSWER:  _Pythagoras_ of Samos

15.  Tisiphone (tih-SIF-oh-nee), Megaera (meh-GAY-er-ruh), and Alecto were collectively known, for 10 points, by what name, reflecting their function as the vengeance goddesses of Greek mythology?

ANSWER:  _Furies_ (or _Erinyes_; accept _Eumenides_) 

SPARE QUESTIONS (In the second period, try to replace the question discarded with the a spare question in that subject area – i.e. science for science, social studies for social studies, etc.) Be sure to cross out the questions if/as they are used.
1.  Its composer completed five marches with this name, but it is the first that is most often played.  It premiered at the Liverpool Orchestral Society on October 19, 1901, and its famous Trio Section was later used for the Coronation Ode and given the lyrics "Land of Hope and Glory."  For ten points, what is this March in D Major by Edward Elgar, often played at graduations?

ANSWER:  _"Pomp and Circumstance"_ March(es)

2.  For 10 points, name the process that would be used to separate a mixture of hydrocarbons with different boiling points.

ANSWER: _fractional distillation_

3.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. For 10 points, what are the three x-intercepts of the function f of x equals x-cubed minus x-squared minus 6x {f(x) = x^3 - x^2 - 6x}?

ANSWER: _X = 0, X = 3, X = -2_

4.  A relationship that someone considers important is threatened by a real or imaginary rival. For 10 points, what name is given to the negative emotional reaction that person goes through, most often associated with a love relationship?

ANSWER: _jealousy_

5.  For 10 points, in Joyce Kilmer's poem "Trees," he says that only who can make a tree?

ANSWER: _God_
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
