Toss-Ups
1. This novel’s epigram comes from Romans 12:19 and says, “Vengeance is mine sayeth the Lord.” Kitty rejects Konstantine’s marriage offer, but she re-considers and decides to marry him after evaluating her options. The title character comes to the city to help her brother Stepan solve a quarrel with his wife Dolly. She is married to a public official who only cares about moving up in the bureaucratic system, and eventually she runs off with Count Vronsky. FTP, name this Tolstoy novel where the title character commits suicide by throwing herself in front of a train. 

Answer: Anna Karenina

2. This plant was originally discovered in 1760 by Arthur Dobbs, the governor of North Carolina.  When it came to the attention of Linnaeus, he proclaimed it to be a miracle of nature.  A member of the sundew family, it is a small perennial herb crowned with white flowers.  FTP, name this plant, classified as Dionaea muscipula whose lobed leaves respond to stimulus pressure by shutting closed, trapping insects inside.

Answer: Venus Flytrap

3. In 1929 he founded the People’s Political Party, which focused on workers rights and educational issues. Ralph Ellison used him as the basis for Ras the Exhorter in his novel Invisible Man. He was sent to prison for five years for mail fraud because of false advertising for his Black Star Line of ships. He is the national hero of Jamaica and founded the Universal Negro Improvement Association and African Communities League. FTP, name this black nationalist, who was a major proponent of the Back to Africa movement.

Answer: Marcus Garvey

4. He spent two years at Leipzig University where Wilhelm Wundt’s theories of folk psychology heavily influenced him. He stressed the importance of “participant observation,” which asserted that anthropologists must have day-to-day contact with the societies they’re examining. His studies on the ceremonial exchange system conducted in Papua New Guinea, known as Kula, and on the Trobriand Islands were essential to the growth of the anthropological theory of reciprocity. FTP, name this Polish anthropologist best known for Argonauts of the Western Pacific.

Answer: Bronislaw Malinowski 

5. The surname’s the same: one was the first governor of Mississippi, one was the founder of the Religious Science movement, one was the 25th pick and only receiver taken in the first round if the 2006 NFL draft, one was the man who coined the word anesthesia and wrote The Autocrat of the Breakfast Table, and one was the Supreme Court Justice who wrote the majority opinion for Shenck v. U.S. and is now known as “The Great Dissenter.” FTP, identify this surname common to all these people that is most associated with the man who was the nemesis of Moriarty and who had a partner named Watson. 

Answer: Holmes

6. This man dropped out of Oxford to fight in World War One, where he served with the war poet Siegfried Sassoon. After the war he moved to Egypt to work as a professor at the University of Cairo and while there, he established the Seizin Press with Laura Ridling. He is best known for his mythological works including The Golden Fleece and The White Goddess and his controversial autobiography, Good-Bye to All That, was an account of the disillusioned post-war generation. FTP, name this British poet best known for the historical novel, I, Claudius.

Answer: Robert Graves

7. Its existence was first suggested in 1669 by Johann Becher, who gave it a name meaning, “fat earth.”  In the eighteenth century, George Stahl renamed it, and theorized that it, along with a powdery residue called calx, must be contained in metals. Lavoisier disproved it, citing that combustion requires oxygen. FTP, name this theoretical substance, the existence of which was believed to be the component of all flammable substances that was released when they were burned.

Answer: Phlogiston Theory


8. He was chosen out of Oregon State with the fifth pick in the second round of the NFL draft, and he led the AFC in receiving the past 3 years with over 1100 yards in each season. He attracted attention last year with a list of secondarys and only giving Cleveland’s secondary checkmarks saying they had stopped him. FTP, name this wide receiver, who has been fined multiple times for his touchdown dances as a member of the Cincinnati Bengals. 

Answer: Chad Johnson 
9. Gustave Moreau served as its father figure, and its name was coined by critic Louis Vauxcelles. Early woks associated with it include Green Stripe and The Two Barges. Among its practitioners were Raoul Dufy, Maurice de Vlaminck, and Andre Derain, and its name derives from the French word for “wild beasts.” FTP, name this early modern art movement, characterized by brilliant colors whose most famous member was Henri Matisse.

Answer: Fauvism (accept Les Fauves) 

10. This man, who co-authored the screenplay for Spiderman 2, is also the author of the short story collections A Model World and Werewolves in Their Youth. A native of Columbia, Maryland, he attended the University of Pittsburgh, which influenced his first novel, The Mysteries of Pittsburgh. His major breakthrough came with his third novel, but his second novel about a frustrated writer, Wonder Boys, was adapted into a movie starring Michael Douglas. FTP, name this American author who won the 2001 Pulitzer Prize for The Amazing Adventures of Kavalier and Clay?

Answer: Michael Chabon
11. It was interrupted when Maurice I defeated Charles V and proceeded to invade the region of Tyrol. Legendarily the composer Palestrina’s mass, Missa Papae Marcelli, was played at this council, and so moved the council’s participants that it persuaded them not to place a ban on sacred music.  It re-affirmed the seven sacraments and the belief in transubstantiation and it addressed the issues of bishop plurality, the education of clergy, and clerical celibacy. Ftp, name this Ecumenical Council held from 1545 to 1563 that was convened in response to the Protestant Reformation.

Answer: Council of Trent

12. During the Manhattan Project, this man contributed to the scaling of experiments to produce larger amounts of plutonium. He was the first to propose the actinide series in the Periodic Table, which led to the current arrangement of the table. He became chairman of the United States Atomic Energy Commission in 1961 and held that post until 1971. In 1951, he shared the Nobel Prize with Edwin McMillan for their discovery in the chemistry of the transuranium elements. FTP, name this one-time Berkley professor, after whom element 106 is named.

Answer: Glenn Seaborg

13. D.W. Griffith’s movie Intolerance depicted this historical event. Pope Gregory XIII had an elated reaction to it as he called for a public day of thanksgiving to celebrate this event. It violated the Peace of Saint-Germain-en-Laye signed two years earlier, and it started with the murder of Gaspard de Coligny. It was ordered by Charles IX on the request of Catherine de Medici, and coincided with Henry of Navarre’s wedding to Marguerite de Valois. FTP, name massacre on August 24th, 1572 of French Huguenots.  

Answer: St. Bartholomew’s Day Massacre

14. Victor Eremita is the editor and compiler of it and Judge Vilhelm wrote the second section. The author “A” examines Don Giovanni in the essay the “The Immediate Erotic Stages,” and Johannes wrote the “Diary of the Seducer,” which describes the narrator’s voyeuristic pursuit of leading an interesting life. Divided into the two titular sections, the first section describes the aesthetic and the second describes the ethical. FTP, name this philosophical text written by Soren Kierkegaard under many pseudonyms that examines the phases of existence.

Answer: Either Or

15. His ballets include The Age of Gold, The Limpid Stream, and The Bolt. He wrote his song cycle From Jewish Folk Poetry in response to the Zhdanov decree, and his later oratorio Song of the Forests is seen as a kowtow to governmental pressure. His opera Lady Macbeth of the Mtensk District was censored and condemned as a formalist work, and his setting of Yevgeny Yevtushenko’s poem “Babi Yar” in his Thirteenth Symphony also drew criticism from the Soviet government. FTP, name this Russian composer of the Leningrad Symphony, who was denounced and often censored by the Soviet regime.

Answer: Dmitri Shostakovich

16. He grew up in Kansas City and attended the University of Missouri and Harvard Law before taking a year off to become a catholic missionary. As a mayor he started Project Exile, which is widely credited for reducing shootings in the Richmond area by 40%. And in 2006, he gave the democratic rebuttal to President Bush’s state of the union address. He battled Russ Potts and Jerry Kilgore for the governorship and ultimately won by 5 points.  FTP, name this politician who succeeded Mark Warner as the governor of Virginia. 

Answer: Tim Kaine
17. He is described as “ a smallish frail man with very fair hair [whose] skin is roughened by coarse soap.” His parents disappeared in the Great Purges of the 50’s, and he worries about the younger generation especially when he is called Goldstein. His wife left him when they couldn’t conceive a child, which she always viewed as a duty “for the good of the Party.” At the end of the novel he eventually succumbs to torture and brainwashing in the Ministry of Love and denounces his lover Julia. FTP, name this character, who works in the Ministry of Truth and who is the protagonist of 1984.

Answer: Winston Smith (prompt on Smith) 

18. He developed the first four-engine airplane, which he called "Le Grand," which also had the first enclosed cabin.  In the 1930s, he created the "American Clipper," which aided in the establishment of Pan Am.  At the end of the 1930s, he decided that technology had finally caught up to his genius, and he left airplane production to go back to his original designs. On September 14th, 1939, his most renown achievement, the VS-300 took, off for the first time.  FTP, name this Russian-born inventor of the helicopter.

Answer: Igor (Ivan) Sikorsky
19. He slew the Carian pirate, Cheirmarrhus, and defeated the warlike people the Solymi. He was the grandson of Sisyphus and was the son of Glaucus, and the Greek soldier Sarpedon was this man’s grandson.  He was sent on his most famous quest by king Iobates, who wanted to kill this man, but could not dare to do it himself for fear of the vengeful wrath of the Furies. A vision he received while sleeping in the temple of Athena instructed him to approach Pegasus while it was drinking from a well if he wanted to capture it. FTP, name this Greek hero is best known for slaying the Chimera.

Answer: Bellerophon

20. It was first sighted off The Lizard in Cornwall and its first two engagements were at Eddystone and Portland. It was lead by the Duke of Medina-Sidonia and the Duke of Parma, and the famous Tilbury Speech was in response to this. Francis Drake was the mastermind behind the English counterattack, which managed to successfully attack its crescent formation. The quick English fleet scattered it by outmaneuvering its hulking war-ships with light fire ships. FTP, name this large Spanish fleet that failed to conquer England.

Answer: Spanish Armada
