Toss-Ups:

1. Responding to criticism of one of novels, this author wrote the essay “My Three Stooges,” referring to contemporaries John Irving, Norman Mailer, and John Updike. The recipient of a PhD in American Studies from Yale, a letter he wrote to an editor at Esquire was published in the magazine, which launched his career in New Journalism, which was exemplified in his first book The Kandy-Kolored Tangerine-Flake Streamline Baby. He also employed this technique in later non-fiction works such as The Electric Kool-Aid Acid Test and The Right Stuff. FTP, name this writer, who has more recently turned toward fiction in works such as I Am Charlotte Simmons and The Bonfire of the Vanities.

Answer: Tom Wolfe (Don’t accept Thomas Wolfe- they are different writers).

2. His first great political success was bloodlessly quelling an uprising in the volatile Takshashila region, the success of which prompted his brother Prince Susima to exile him for two years where he met the fisherwoman Kaurwaki, who would later become his queen.  His name literally means “without sorrow” and his military conquests include conquering modern day Bangladesh, the Indian state of Assam, and Kalinga. His father was Bindusara and his great-grandfather was Chandragupta, but he is better known for pursuing a policy of “ahimsa” or non-violence during the latter part of his reign. FTP, name this Mauryan emperor who converted to Buddhism.

Answer: Ashoka the Great (or Asoka)
3. The first person to orchestrate this piece in its entirety was the Slovenian composer, Leo Funtek. The second section is titled “The Gnome” and “The Tuileries” describes an empty garden in Paris. Other movements include “With the Dead in a Dead Language,” “Market at Limoges,” “The Old Castle,” and “Baba Yaga.” The most widely performed orchestration of this piece was done by Maurice Ravel and all of the movements are tied together by the Promenade theme, which describes the composer walking through an art gallery. FTP, name this suite inspired by Victor Hartmann’s paintings and composed by Modest Mussorgsky.

Answer: Pictures at an Exhibition

4. It’s responsibe for the existence of Hund’s Seconds Rule and the degenracy pressure exerted on white dwarfs. It dictates our understanding of the structure of the electron gas in metals, and the statistics of odd-spin 1/2 particles.  It also explains why neutron stars don’t become black holes.  It was originally formulated to explain the Zeeman Effect and to show how the periodic table is governed by the electron structure of atoms.  FTP, name this principle formulated by its namesake Austrian physicist in 1924, which says that no two fermions in an atom share the same set of quantum numbers at the same time.

Answer: Pauli Exclusion Principle

5. Frederick Cook falsely claimed that he was the first to climb this mountain. Peaks close to it include Mount Hunter, Mount Huntington, Mount Foraker, and Moose’s Tooth. Its first ascent was made by the Sourdough expedition, which consisted of Hudson Stuck, Walter Harper, Harry Karstens, and Robert Tatum. A controversy surrounds the name of this peak as Indian Rights activists view its officially accepted name as disrespectful and colonial. The Kahiltna Glacier lies on the southwest side and the Ruth glacier lies to the southeast. FTP, name this mountain peak in Denali National Park, which is the tallest peak in North America.

Answer: Mt. McKinley (accept Denali before it is mentioned) 

6. Minor characters include Jimmy Cullen, Jimmy Farrell, and Honor Blake. Widow Quinn unsuccessfully attempts to seduce the title character and the barmaid Pegeen fall in love with him even though she is already engaged to Shawn Keogh. This play is set in Michael Flaherty’s bar, and begins with the protagonist staggering into the tavern professing to have killed his father, and it ends when his father, Old Mahon, tracks him down and they get into a near fatal brawl. FTP, name this play centering on Christy Mahon that premièred at the Abbey Theatre in 1907, written by John Millington Synge. 

Answer: The Playboy of the Western World

7.  Only two people were executed for participation in this, Charles Rose and John Bly. Prominent leaders included Luke Day and Eli Parson and it held meetings at Conkey’s Tavern. Governor James Bowdoin hired mercenaries led by General Benjamin Lincoln to crush it and it was ultimately defeated at Petersham. It strengthened the movement to reassess the Articles of Confederation due to the lack of an organized response from the federal government, and among its first acts was shutting down debtors’ courts in Northampton, Concord, and Worchester. FTP, name this rebellion of small farmers in Massachusetts outraged over devastatingly debt and taxes. 

Answer: Shay’s Rebellion
8. He left a series of ten cartoons designed for tapestries, commissioned by pope Leo X, depicting scenes in the lives of St. Peter and St. Paul unfinished at his death. His painting La Fornarina is legendarily thought to be a portrait of his mistress Margherita and according to Vasari he was born and died on Good Friday. The Meeting of Pope Leo the Great and Attila, The Mass at Bolsena, and The Liberation of St. Peter can all be found in the Stanze in the Vatican, which were intended to be personal apartments for Julius II and the Disputa and his most famous work can also be found in the Stanze. FTP, name this Italian artist from Urbino who painted many Madonnas including The Madonna of the Goldfinch, but who is best known for The School of Athens.

Answer: Raphael Sanzio (accept Raffaello)

9. Joseph Leidy discovered this disease’s primary cause in 1845. Its symptoms include nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, stiffness, swelling of muscles in the face, and in extreme cases respiratory paralysis and difficulty in coordinating movements. It is treated by thiabendazole, and this disease has an incidence of infection rate of 15 to 20 percent in the United States.  Often detected by finding calcified cysts or larval capsules in skeletal muscles during an autopsy. FTP, name this disorder, caused by tiny worms usually acquired by eating undercooked pork.

Answer: Trichinosis
10. G.K. Chesterton’s book The Dumb Ox is about this man, who was born into a family of Italian nobility in Naples. He fell ill and died in a monastery while en route to the Second Council of Lyons while Dante asserted that he was poisoned on orders of Charles of Anjou. He studied under Albertus Magnus while at the Dominican school in Cologne and he accompanied his teacher to the University of Paris where he established his reputation as a theologian. He fused Aristotelian thought with Church theology and offered five proofs of the existence of God in his most famous work. FTP, name this Doctor of the Church whose magnum opus is Summa Theologica 

Answer: Thomas Aquinas

11. This man’s second novel was adapted into the legendary film Greed, directed by Erich von Stroheim. Named for Benjamin Franklin, this author reported from Cuba for McClure’s during the Spanish-American War. When studying in Paris, he was exposed to the work of Emile Zola, which was a major influence on his work. The Pit, the second novel in his unfinished Epic of Wheat trilogy, centers on speculation at the Chicago Board of Trade and the first book in his San Francisco Trilogy, McTeague, tells the story of a dentist who murders his wife. FTP, name this American naturalist writer, famed for his novel about the struggles of California farmers against the railroads titled The Octopus.

Answer: Frank Norris
12. He is sometimes referred to as Narayana, the primal being, he rides on the eagle Garuda, and he sits on the snake Shesha. His chest is adorned with the mark of Bhrigu’s feet --the srivatsa, which represents his consort. His symbols include the chakra, the conch, the mace, and the lotus and he is usually depicted with four arms and blue skin. Bhu and Lakshmi are his main consorts and Kama the god of love is his son. Vamana the dwarf, Kurma the tortoise, Varah the boar, Rama, Krishna, and Buddha are all avatars of this god. FTP, name this member of the Hindu Trimurti who is known as the Preserver.

Answer: Vishnu

13. After this battle the losing side launched Camara’s Flying Relief Column, a huge offensive that ultimately failed to reach the warfront. The losers were severely weakened by the fact that corrupt officials had sold many of the fortress’s explosives and guns to construction companies for profit. The cruiser the USS Olympia led the American squadron, which caught their enemies off guard. The Spanish were lead by Admiral Patricio Montojo y Pasarón and this battle featured the famous quote “You may fire when ready, Gridley.” FTP, name this sea battle, the first major engagement of the Spanish-American War, where the Americans lead by Commodore George Dewey destroyed much of the Spanish’s Pacific Fleet.  

 Answer: Battle of Manila Bay 

14.  This novel ends when the protagonist quotes Jesus Christ’s last words from the Gospel of John saying, “It is finished.” Andrew is killed in World War One and Prue dies in childbirth during the second section, titled “Time Passes.” The first section, “The Window,” concludes with a dinner party where the hosts get angry at Augustus Carmichael for asking for a second serving of soup and at Minta Doyle and Paul Rayley for arriving late. It takes place on the Isle of Skye in Scotland at the Ramsay family’s summer home. FTP, name this novel, in which Lily Briscoe finally finishes painting a portrait of Mrs. Ramsay after ten years, written by Virginia Woolf. 

Answer: To the Lighthouse

15. Contrary to popular belief, Joseph Henry invented this device but failed to patent the revolutionary process. The man who received credit had stolen greatly from Henry's papers and refused to give him any credit. Samuel T. Soemmering invented en elcrto0chemical one and the Italian abbot Giovanni Caselli invented one that could convey images. Also contrary to belief, the first words transmitted in 1838 were "Everything worked well." and not the famous quote from Numbers 23:23, "What hath God wrought?" FTP, name this invention usually credited to Samuel Morse.

Answer: Telegraph
16. It proposed that, “voluntary, informed transactions always benefits both parties,“ in the  “both-benefit” theory of business. It argued against protectionist tariffs and the value of large reserves of gold and silver. It illustrated the importance of specialization in the workforce through the pin factory example, and it asserted that people acting in individual self-interest would unintentionally assist to stimulate the economy and would help the poor in the “Invisible Hand” metaphor. FTP, name this book, a critique of mercantilism and an argument for the free-market, written by Adam Smith. 
Answer: An Inquiry into the Nature and Causes of the Wealth of Nations
17. He was originally called Podarces and he changed his name to try to escape Hercules’ wrath by going into hiding. His eldest son, Aesacus, was transformed into a bird by Thetis when he attempted to commit suicide by jumping off a cliff due to his depression over his failed love with the nymph Hesperia. His father was Laomedon and he bore the illegitimate sons Lycaon and Polydorus with the Lelegian princess Laothoe. He was killed by Neoptolemus and his daughters include Ilione and Creusa.  He begged Achilles to give his son a proper burial and he was married to Hecuba. FTP, name this king of Troy whose most famous sons are Paris and Hector. 

Answer: Priam

18. Conrad III founded the Franconian line, which converted to Protestantism. Its Swabian branch reigned over the principalities of Sigmaringen and Hechingen and its last surviving member is King Michael I who was deposed from the Romanian throne in 1947. It originally derived from the Burchardinger dynasty, but it gained the name that it is known by today in 1192 when Frederick III was awarded the title of the Burgraviate of Nuremberg. Among its most famous members are Fredrick the Great of Prussia, Kaiser Wilhelm I, and Kaiser Wilhelm II. FTP, name this family dynasty of Romanian, German, and Prussian nobility. 

Answer: Hohenzollern 

19. At the end of his life he journeyed to Poland to marry the Polish noblewoman Ewelina Hanska, whom he had corresponded with for many years, and he died just three months after the marriage. A simple man discovers a magical talisman that will grant his every wish in his novel The Wild-Ass’s Skin and Lucien de Rubempré commits suicide in his prison cell after a failed heist in The Harlot High and Low. Lost Illusions, Cousin Pons, Cousin Bette, and Eugenie Grandet all make up his most famous composite work and the idealistic Eugene de Rastignac is the protagonist of La Pere Goriot. FTP, name this French writer who is best known for his collection of inter-connected novels entitled The Human Comedy.

Answer: Honore de Balzac
20. The semiconductor type of these typically uses aluminum gallium arsenide as well as gallium arsenide; whereas the chemical ones use carbon dioxide with a high concentration of hydrogen and fluorine ions.  The most powerful variety is the free-electron, which shoots electrons from a particle accelerator past electromagnets.  The first, built by Theodore Maimmen, utilized a ruby rod to effect necessary magnification.  FTP, name this optical device that discharges photons in a beam and is an acronym for “light amplification by stimulated emission of radiation.”
