1.In one of her novels, Barbara Vaughn must pass through the title object that separates the Jordanian and Israeli sections of Jerusalem. In another novel, a bunch of phone calls are used to blackmail Lettie Colston. In addition to The Mandelbaum Gate and Memento [►] Mori, this author wrote about Nancy Hawkins in A Far Cry from Kensington. Dixie Morse is refused by Humphrey Place in this author’s novel about Dougal Douglas, The Ballad of Peckham Rye. Another of her novels is known for using flash-forwards to explain what happens to Eunice Gardiner, Rose Stanley and Sandy Strange after they learn about the love life of the title teacher. For ten points, name this author of The Prime of Miss Jean Brodie. 
ANSWER Muriel Spark [IJ]

2.Heinrich Mann wrote an essay about him and the Crisis of Modern Thought. The title phrase of one of this author’s novels is uttered by a pastor citing the book of Luke, which causes an amethyst cross to be worn by Alissa as she resists Jerome. In addition to [►] Strait is the Gate, this author wrote about Vincent being loved by Lilian Griffith in addition to having Gheridanson causing the grandchild of La Perouse, Boris, to commit suicide. In that work, Olivier’s friend Bernard runs away from home when he discovers he is a bastard. In a more famous novel, the title character is an ancient history scholar that suffers from tuberculosis, who then receives a scissors from his friend Menalque that belong to Moktir. For ten points, name this author that created Michel and wrote The Counterfeiters and The Immoralist. 
ANSWER: Andre Gide [IJ]

3.This author collaborated with his wife Carol Dunlop in his Autonauts of the Cosmoroute, and in one of his novels, this man had the winners of a lottery be quarantined on a cruise ship when a disease breaks out. In another novel, the message: "wake [►] up" is given to the protagonist of a novel featuring “the one I told you.” In addition to writing The Winners and about “the Screwery” and Andres Fava in A Manual for Manuel, this author of Blow-up, Bestiario, and Around the Day in Eighty Worlds is best known for a novel in which Rocamadour dies and La Maga holds a funeral, the latter of which may occur first because the reader may read only the odd pages, or jump between chapters. For ten points, name this author of Hopscotch. 
ANSWER: Julio Cortazar [IJ]

4.This author that adapted The Devil and Daniel Webster as the play Scratch imagined several couple dancing under the moonlight of the Antilles in a play in which Peter deserts Ann for Elizabeth in his The Music [►] Crept By Me on Upon the Waters. In another play, because levy for the school bond failed, Joe and Jill strive to make it pass, while another play features a woman who sings at the exact scale of a siren in a follow up to his The Fall of the City. In addition to writing The Secret of Freedom, Air Siren, and about McGafferty in Panic, this author also wrote about the title character’s son David dying not in the heroics of war, but because of his careless comrades in addition to having Mary and Jonathan fatally crashing into a viaduct, in which Zuss and Nickles represent God and Devil in adaptation of the Biblical Job Story. For ten points, name this author of J.B.
ANSWER: Archibald Macleish [IJ]

5.This poem imagines “Enlarged winds, that curl the flood,” and “The sweetness, mercy, majesty, and the glories of my King.” It is set “When flowing cups run swifty round, With no allaying Thames,” and the narrator will be like committed linnets when and sing “with shriller throat.” It imagines “the birds that wanton in the air,” and “fishes [►] that tipple in the deep.” This work also pictures “Minds innocent and quiet take,” “thirsty grief in wine we steep, when healths and draughts go free -.” The title addressee “brings to whisper at the gates,” and the speaker repeatedly uses the phrase “Know no such Liberty,” except when describing “Angels alone, that soar above.” Beginning by noting “Stone walls do not a prison make,” for ten points, name this Richard Lovelace poem written from a jail. 
ANSWER: To Althea, From Prison [IJ]

6.In one of this author’s works Lady Carlotta forces her students Claude and Wilfird to re-enact the rape of the Sabine women for a history lesson in “The Schartz-Metterklume Method,” while Harvey Bope gives his nephews untraditional gifts such as an action figure of John Herschel and a model of the Young Women’s Christian Association in [►] “The Toys of Peace.” This author wrote about Francesca discovering that her prized Van der Meulen painting is fake after learning of the death of her son Comus in The Unbearable Bassington. In one of his stories Mrs. De Ropp is killed by the animal Conradin worships as a god, and in his best known work Vera tricks Framton Nuttel with a false story about Mrs. Sappleton’s lost husband to explain the titular orifice. For 10 points, name this author of “Sredni Vashtar” and “The Open Window.”  
ANSWER: Saki (accept Hector Hugh Munro) [TG]

7.In one poem from this collection a figure who “raised up her head / From the darkness, dread, and drear” begs for someone to “Break this heavy chain / That does freeze my bones around” In addition to “Earth’s Answer” the introductory poem of this collection discusses “The Holy Word / That walked among the ancient trees” after the opening exclamation [►] “Hear the Voice of the Bard.” The speaker of another poem sees the “marks of weakness, marks of woe” in “every face” he meets while “wander[ing] thro’ each chartered street” of the title city, while the speaker of the best known poem in this collection asks the titular creature “What the hammer? What the chain? / In what furnace was thy brain?” For 10 points, name this poetry collection including “Poison Tree”, “London”, and “The Tyger” written by William Blake several years after a companion collection about innocence.  
ANSWER: Songs of Experience (prompt on Songs of Innocence and Experience) [TG]

8.In one of this author’s works a prompter informs a playwright that he might find his play short because the actors have cut sections they found ‘‘heavy or unnecessary to the plot.’’ He wrote about Tom Fashion’s triumph over his miserly brother Lord Foppington in A Trip to Scarborough, and in another work Sir Fretful Plagiary accosts Mr. Dangle before he attends a rehearsal Mr. Puff’s new play [►] The Spanish Armada. In one of his plays Crabtree and Sir Benjamin Backbite make up a false story about a nonexistent duel between Peter Teazle and Joseph before Lady Sneerwell complains that her plans to ruin the marriage Maria and Charles Surface have failed. In addition to The Critic, in his best known play Bob Acres and Lucius O’Trigger both court a woman, who is infatuated with “Ensign Beverley”, who is actually Jack Absolute is disguise in his play featuring Mrs. Malaprop. For 10 points, name this Irish playwright, who wrote School for Scandal and The Rivals. 
ANSWER: Richard Brinsley Sheridan [TG]

9.After the protagonist of this novel seduces Milly, he is murdered by her grandfather Wash Jones. According to its author, this novel is about a character "who wanted sons and his sons [►] destroyed him." The final narrators of this novel eventually conclude that one of those sons was murdered because he was part black, not because he committed incest. This novel begins with Rosa Coldfield telling a story about a man who appeared from nowhere to build his namesake "hundred" to Quentin Compson, who attempts to understand why Henry killed his brother Charles Bon. For 10 points, name this novel about Thomas Sutpen by William Faulkner. 
ANSWER: Absalom, Absalom! [JM]

10.This author imitated the style of Tristram Shandy in his novel The Memoirs of Herrn von Schnabelewopski, which inspired Wagner's opera The Flying Dutchman. Schumann set this author's poetry to music in A [►] Poet's Love. Ferdinand Feiligrath's poem "The Moorish Prince" inspired this author's satire about a dancing bear, "Atta Troll." This author of the poetry collections Romanzero satirized his native country in Germany: A Winter's Tale, written after his exile. His Book of Songs includes a poem about a woman whose powerful singing captivates sailors, leading to their death. For 10 points, name this nineteenth century German poet of "Die Lorelei." 
ANSWER: Heinrich Heine [JM]

11.This author wrote about the negotiations between Matthias Erzberger and Ferdinand Foch at Versailles in one novel, while another of his works sees Anthony Piers investigate the strangulation of Victor Henneker on an Antarctic expedition. In addition to Gossip from the Forest and A Victim of the Aurora, he wrote a novel in which Usaph Bumpass and Decatur Cate serve in the forces of Stonewall Jackson, [►] Confederates. He described the “Improbable Birth of” his home country in A Commonwealth of Thieves, while one of his novels about that country sees the titular half-Aborigine flip out and kill two families after being cheated out of money.  For 10 points, identify this Australian author of The Chant of Jimmie Blacksmith who won the 1982 Booker Prize for a novel in which a dude saves a bunch of Jews, Schindler’s Ark. 
ANSWER: Thomas Keneally [RC]

12.Its epigraph, adapted from Horace, notes that “nevertheless foot and head are assigned to a single shape”, while its title page claims it to be a translation by “William Marshal” from the original by “Onuphrio Muralto”. Near this work’s end, one character’s ghost is accepted into heaven by St. Nicholas. One character finds a prophetic weapon in the Holy Land that leads him to disguise himself as the Knight of the [►] Gigantic Sabre and return to the title location. Father Jerome, the former Prince of Falconara, discovers that its protagonist is his son; that protagonist, Theodore, is aided by Matilda and eventually marries Isabella. At the beginning of this novel, Conrad is crushed by the colossal helmet of Alfonso the Good, leading his usurping father Manfred to search for a new heir. For 10 points, identify this first Gothic novel, a work of Horace Walpole. 
ANSWER: The Castle of Otranto [RC]

13.In one novel, this author wrote about Hendrik’s mistress driving Magda insane, while in another Sergey Nechayev has many conversations with Pavel’s stepfather, Fyodor Dostoyevsky. In addition to In [►] the Heart of the Country, and The Master of Petersburg, the title character of another novel ponders over “A Modest Proposal,” wondering if it’s wrong to eat babies, why is it not wrong to eat pigs? In another work, the unnamed narrator journeys across the desert to deliver a blind girl to the title folk only for him, The Magistrate, to be captured by Colonel Joll. In addition to Elizabeth Costello and Waiting for the Barbarians, a professor working on Lord Byron is seduced by Melanie, leading him, David Lurie, to be fired. For ten points, name this author of Disgrace, a notably South African author. 
ANSWER: John Maxwell Coetzee [IJ]

14.This is the moniker of the woman who relates the poem “touissant,” in for colored girls by Ntozake Shange, as well as the last name of Betsy, her only novel’s title character. It is the last name of the author of a novel featuring Eliza [►] Holmes exposing Harriot Fawcet’s boyfriend as her brother. A character of this last name betrays Dion Anthony and lover her brother Margaret in a play with this adjective in its title. In addition to the last name of the author of The Power of Sympathy, and it being the last name of the author of Arthur Mervyn and Wieland, it is the last name of  Billy in Eugene O’Neill’s play with this word in its title along with “Great and “God.” This is the last name of a man who ventures into the forest with the devil to initiate a ritual with his wife Faith. For ten points, give this last name of “Young Goodman,” in a story by Nathaniel Hawthorrne. 
ANSWER: Brown [IJ]

15.One character in this work describes how “no one passes up” the opportunity to lap at a bowl of rice pudding, and that character earlier stuffed a pair of ladies’ handkerchiefs into his collar. The impetus for the events of this story lies in one character threatening to “eat” his master “up” after failing to salute at the stroke of two. The [►] Soldier accidentally tears a leather wrist strap, prompting another character to replace it with a chain while continually complaining about the New Commandant. It ends with the Officer replacing the Condemned Man in the Harrow and dying as “Be Just” is inscribed upon his body. For 10 points, identify this short story in which the Traveller observes the use of a torture machine, a work of Franz Kafka. 
ANSWER: “In the Penal Colony” [or “In der Strafkolonie”] [RC]

16.This character is influenced by a scientific theory asserting mankind was created from slime in a series of three spontaneous generations put forth by the Professor of Natural History Dom Antonio José Kuckuck. He looks for a peculiar store called “Ladder to Heaven Street” to sell some of the jewels he stole while going through customs from Madame Houpfle, and he left his sister Olympia after his champagne making father Engelbert committed suicide. This character is inspired by watching the actor [►] Muller Rose take off his makeup and while he was working as a waiter at the Hotel Saint James and Albany in Paris he uses the name Armand. Assuming the identity of the Marquis de Venosta, the subtitle of this character’s titular novel is “Confidence Man.” For 10 points, name this character whose “Confessions” were written by Thomas Mann in a 1954 novel. 
ANSWER: Felix Krull (accept either) (Yeah, this tossup is way too hard-TG) 

17.A character that committed suicide in a later work of this work’s author was described in this work as having “the melancholy air and intellectual abstraction of a Hamlet”. The title character, once seen “a-talking to a jaybird”, enjoys listening to a song about “the Arethusa, Seventy-four” sung by the sailor “Man-o’-War Jack”.  A “noted wag” named “Boston” arranges a satire of a church service in this work, but that is stopped when [►] Stumpy declares himself godfather and christens the title character “Thomas”. This story ends when a flood kills both Kentuck and the title character, who’d been nursed by a donkey. For 10 points, identify this story in which Cherokee Sal dies while giving birth to the title character, a work of Bret Harte. 
ANSWER: “The Luck of Roaring Camp” [RC]

18.One character in this play returns from a trip promoting her acting career horrified that there is a toilet backstage at the Lyceum in Rochester. Another character claims she was late because she was picking a bundle of flowers, which she actually found in the garbage can, and the first act begins with Peggy Roger’s recitation of The Merchant of Venice “quality of mercy” speech. [►] In the third act Lily Mortar returns after avoiding testifying in a court case and Dr. Joseph Cardin tries to convince the main character to leave for Austria with him. In this play one character uses the stolen bracelet of Helen Burton to blackmail Rosalie Wells into making a false confession that leads to the shutdown of the Wright-Dobie School for Girls. For 10 points, name this play in which Mary Tilford accuses her teachers Karen Wright and Martha Dobie of having a lesbian romance, by Lillian Hellman.  
ANSWER: The Children’s Hour [TG]

19.One of his works describes religion as a “moth-eaten musical brocade/created to pretend we never die” after noting that “the mind blanks at the glare”. That work by this man describes “postmen like doctors” going “from house to house” and begins “I work all day, and get half-drunk at night”. The speaker of another of his poems glosses over the “plainness of the pre-Baroque” before seeing a pair of stone figures holding hands and averring that they “prove our almost-instinct almost true: What will survive of us is love.” His collections include The [►] Whitsun Weddings and High Windows, the latter of which contains a poem that notes that misery “deepens like a coastal shelf” and advises the listener to “Get out as early as you can”. For 10 points, identify this 20th-century British poet of “Aubade” and “An Arundel Tomb”, who described the effects of “your mum and dad” rather graphically in his “This Be the Verse”.  
ANSWER: Philip Larkin [RC]

20.This author asserted that “The trees must form ranks to keep the giant with seven-league boots from passing!” and noted that “The conceited villager believes the entire world to be his village” in one work. In another work, he wrote that he cultivated “neither nettles nor thorns” for the “cruel person/who tears out the heart with which I live”; rather, he cultivates the titular [►] “White Rose”. This author wrote the aforementioned essay Our America and saw Jose Fernandez adapt a poem from his Versos Sencillos into the patriotic song “Guantanamera”. For 10 points, identify this author of the collection Versos Libres, who died at the Battle of Dos Rios fighting for the independence of his home country, Cuba. 
ANSWER: Jose Marti [or José Julián Martí Pérez] [RC]

21.This work is preceded by an “Author’s Preface” written from Shawmut College, and the first chapter of the work proper contains an extended metaphor in which a “prodigious coach” driven by hunger represents society. Its sequel, which contains the “parable of the water tank”, is called Equality. Its protagonist’s servant, Sawyer, dies in a fire, preventing him from [►] waking the protagonist from Dr. Pillsbury’s hypnosis. This novel describes how all citizens spend three years after age 21 doing menial labor in service of the “Great Trust”, which has replaced all private monopolies. Its protagonist eventually falls in love with a descendent of Edith Bartlett, the daughter of Dr. Leete. For 10 points, identify this novel about Julian West’s adventures in a circa-2000 socialist utopian U.S.A., a work of Edward Bellamy. 
ANSWER: Looking Backward: 2000-1887 [RC]

22.This author wrote about two friends climing Mount Aso in The 210th Day and collected a series of vignettes in his Ten Nights of Dreams, while his novel The Miner is discussed by Oshima and Kafka in a Haruki Murakami work. One of his works sees the principal Badger manipulated by Red Shirt, who gets beaten up by Porcupine and the title character, a math teacher on Shikoku. The narrator of another of his works is finally able to paint O-Nami Shioda after she gains compassion. His best-known work sees [►] Mr. Sneaze attempt to arrange the marriage of Opula Goldfield and Avalon Coldmoon before its narrator drowns in a water barrel. For 10 points, identify this Meiji-era author of Kokoro, Botchan, The Three-Cornered World, and I Am a Cat. 
ANSWER: Natsume Soseki [accept either underlined portion and in either order; also accept Natsume Kinnosuke] [RC]

23.This work’s narrator describes its central figure “swaying to and fro” on a “rickety stool”, making his foot go “thump thump thump” on the floor.  That figure works “by the pale dull pallor of an old gas [►] light” in a place found “down on Lenox Avenue”. Its central figure “sleeps like a rock or a man that’s dead” after  singing a song “far into the night” that causes the stars and moon to go out. In that song, that figure notes that he has this poem’s title affliction, and “can’t be satisfied”. The namesake of a 1926 collection that also included its author’s poems “Mother to Sun” and “The Negro Speaks of Rivers”, for 10 points, identify this work that opens by describing a “drowsy syncopated tune”, a poem about a Harlem piano player by Langston Hughes. 
ANSWER: “The Weary Blues” [RC]

24.One character in this play is fascinated by a picture of Death holding an hourglass next to a little girl, which appears in her favorite book Harrison’s History of London. At the end of the first act the protagonist yells at his adversary, “When I look back upon your long career, it’s as if I saw a battlefield strewn at every turn with shattered lives” before noticing the house guests are playing Blind Man’s Bluff, while in a later scene a doctor consoles an alcoholic theology student by telling him he suffers because he is “daemonic.” [►] Dr. Relling argues that a “life lie” is more realistic than the protagonist’s belief in the “claim of the ideal.” One character brags about his invention he is creating in his photography studio that will restore his family’s name and he is later infuriated to discover his wife Gina had slept with his Old Ekdal’s former partner Hakon Werle. For 10 points, Gregers Werle tries to convince Hedvig to shoot the titular bird in this Henrik Ibsen play.  
ANSWER: The Wild Duck [TG]

25.A Robert Browning work named for this figure sees her trying to convince her husband that she is her wife, with “the worst of the venom [that] left my lips.” In a section called “As Far As Thought Can Reach,” this character warns how humanity will become one with her and be superseded by her. In a poem, this figure’s hair “draws [the] burning breath,” of the speaker and “the rose and the poppy are her flower.” In addition to appearing in a title of a Christina Rossetti poem, this woman warns about humanity in Back to [►] Methuselah. Although the name Lamia was labeled as this woman by the Vulgate, The Book of Isaiah in the Bible mentions her name in Chapter 34, but she is more traditionally to be held a screech owl and the first wife of Adam. For ten points, name this Jewish Night Demon. 
ANSWER: Lillith [IJ]

26.In this author's last play, Bryan Snow attempts to rewrite Dark Heritage to soothe Marion Blake's co-star, Lorraine Barry's desires. Another play by this author is about a tabloid journalist collecting information on May Davenport and Lotta Bainbridge. In addition to Star Quality and Waiting in the Wings, this author wrote a play about the members of [►] Sloane Square coming to a pub and discussing patriotism to Germany after it won the Battle of Britain, Peace In Our Time. However he is best known for writing about the bike-riding Madamemoiselle Arcati, a psychic who delivers a prophecy to Charles Condomine, and another play about Simon, Sorel, David and Judith each inviting a guest to the Bliss family residence. For ten points, identify this playwright of Hay Fever and Blithe Spirit. 
ANSWER: Noel Coward [IJ]

27.This character asks God to “fling us a handful of stars” in a Louis Untermeyer poem that depicts him “in the Coal Mines”, while he addresses “the Audience” in the style of Henry James in the third section of Auden’s The Sea and the Mirror. In his best-known appearance, he offers to retrieve “pig-nuts” and “scamels” for a man who brought him [►] alcohol, while he earlier cursed another character with “the red plague”, saying that his only profit from language is to “know how to curse”. He describes the setting of the play he appears in as “full of noises” that “give delight and hurt not”. Confusion results when Trinculo hides under this character’s cloak, and after that is sorted out he pledges himself to Stephano. A worshipper of his mother’s god Setebos, for 10 points, identify this “mooncalf” son of Sycorax who reluctantly serves Prospero and attempts to assault Miranda in Shakespeare’s The Tempest. 
ANSWER: Caliban [RC]

28.In one work by this man, Lew Petrolle runs a bar across the street from the Berglund Apartments, the home of John Dalmas, while another of his works opens with the line “Fiction in any form has always intended to be realistic” and criticizes A.A. Milne’s The Red House Mystery. In addition to “Red Wind” and “The Simple Art of [►] Murder”, he focused on a search for Betty Mayfield in the town of Esmeralda in his last completed novel, Playback. That work saw the return of Linda Loring, who had last appeared in a work by this man that saw the death of Terry Lennox, The Long Goodbye. A character this man introduced in “Killer in the Rain” later discovers that Carmen Sternwood killed “Rusty” Regan in another of his works. For 10 points, identify this author whose novels Farewell, My Lovely and The Big Sleep feature his hardboiled private eye Philip Marlowe. 
ANSWER: Raymond Chandler [RC]

29.This author discussed a need for a more scholastic rule to remove ourselves from a “thin, plausible, superficial experiecence,” in one of his works, while he discussed the “theory of mechanic forces” and defined polarity as action and [►] reaction in another work. In addition to “Literary Ethics” and “Compensation,” he argued that the great figures of the past were bookworms instead of “Man Thinking,” in his address to Harvard, The American Scholar. He also argued “the wise man stays at home,” when discussing the “superstition of traveling.” That work describes genius as believing in your own thoughts and presents an image of the best path taken by a ship is zigzagged to contend a “Foolish Consistency is the Hobgoblin of Little Minds.” For ten points, name this author of Self-Reliance  
ANSWER: Ralph Waldo Emerson [IJ]

30.In one of this author’s works, Julie goes to live with the car mechanic Abdu before he abandons Julie to take off to the United States, while in another work Liz debates taking up her husband Max’s cause after he drives his car into the ocean. In addition to The Pickup and [►] The Late Bourgeois World, this author of the short story collections The Soft Voice of the Serpent and Beethoven Was One-Sixteenth Black wrote a novel in which Jacobus leads a funeral procession for a dead man found on Mehring’s property. This writer described Rosa and her communist father Lionel in one work, while another novel focuses on the title servant’s family, which includes Maureen and Bamford Smales. For 10 points, name this South African author of The Conservationist, The Burgher’s Daughter, and July’s People. 
ANSWER: Nadine Gordimer [TG]

31.In one scene this character meets a shadow carver, who makes him a free paper silhouette. Earlier this character is annoyed when the injured boy Crowell Rodgers is given betting tips on horse races out of pity by the shady Mr. Meyers, and later at the Grand Hotel of the Isles Borromees he plays billiards with the elderly Count Greffi. [►] Miss Van Campen accuses him of trying to contract jaundice by excessive drinking, which he adopted from the surgeon Rinaldi. This character is forced to row a boat across Lake Geneva in the middle of the night during a storm to reach Switzerland where his lover will die in childbirth when Italian police arrives to arrest him for deserting at the Battle of Caporetto. For 10 points, name this lover of the nurse Catherine Barkley in Ernest Hemingway’s A Farewell to Arms.  
ANSWER: Frederic Henry (prompt on Henry)  [TG]

32.This writer discussed “the hunted,” who is murdered on Easter Sunday in a concert hall while listening to the Eroica Symphony in the novel Manhunt. He wrote about a composer, who works on a piece titled Threnody based on Homer’s Odyssey while staying in the town of Santa Monica de los Venados, which was established by Adelantado in the jungle during an expedition for primitive instruments. In addition to Lost Steps, this author described how Mackandal’s fiery execution inspired Bouckman and [►] Ti Noel to fight a revolution. In this writer’s best-known work Dr. Oge leaves the main character after he learns his brother has been unfairly executed in Cap Francias, while later Sofia and Esteban fighting in the French Revolution along with their mentor Victor Hugues. For 10 points, name this author of The Kingdom of this World and An Explosion in the Cathedral, a Cuban.  
ANSWER: Alejo Carpentier [TG]

33.This poet wrote about a woman who could make “in the shelter of those shady retreats / A thousand sonnets grow in the hearts of poets” in the poem “To a Creole Lady.” In one of this author’s poems a mother of a poet “raises her clenched fist to God, who pities her” and cries out, “Ah! would that I had spawned a whole knot of vipers / Rather than to have fed this derisive object!”, while another poem discusses a figure “who like the stab of a knife / Entered my plaintive heart.” The speaker of one of this poet’s works sees the title creature escape from a cage and moan, “Rain, when will you fall? Thunder, when will you roll?” in a poem that begins “Andromache, I think of you!” [►] This poet collected “The Denial of St. Peter” and “The Litanies of Satan” in the section Revolt, and he grouped the aforementioned poems “Benediction” and “Vampire” in the first section of his best-known work, Spleen and Ideal. For 10 points, name this French poet who wrote Les Fleurs du Mal.  
ANSWER: Charles Baudelaire [TG]

34.In one of this writer’s works Isaiah Winchell meets Willis Featherstone, who is later invited by an vampiric woman to the “big house” where the woman repeatedly stabs a man while shouting “Where’s Duncan?” This author wrote about a fiercely loyal valet breaking into jail to be with his master Berrien Cozart in the titular story of the collection Balaam and his Master and Other Sketches and Stories. He described Mrs. Wornum’s attempts to meet her lost granddaughter, [►] who is being raised by the severe Feratia Bivins in the novel Mingo, while one of his recurring characters is a Sea Island native who speaks the “Gullah” dialect. This author wrote about an animal, who falls into the Fox’s trap when he gets his paws stuck to a tar baby in his story about Brer Rabbit. For 10 points, name this Regionalist author, who wrote Tales of Uncle Remus.  
ANSWER: Joel Chandler Harris [TG]

35.This character that is told the moon is falling down in Turbeen is also told that there is no God, only “a thick mire.” This man that believes whatever Maimonides says is right, is the truth, is told that his parents are alive by [►]the Candle – Dipper, and is given the title epithet because he is “easy to take in.” This character that is married to a woman claiming to have a brother named Yechiel has the town collect a dowry for his soon to be wife. He collects the scraps of bread for the child of the town prostitute who won’t sleep in bed with him after they are married, Elka. For ten points, name this resident of Frampol that, in addition to being confronted by Spirits of Evil, urinates in bread and is called the fool in a short story by Isaac Beshevis Singer. 
ANSWER: Gimpel the Fool [IJ]

36.He received his horse after the defeat of its previous owner Helmont, and after his own death, he and two of his companions had their hearts put in white marble casks and their bodies wrapped in deerskin leather. His various accomplishments in battle include lancing Aldelroth in half and chopping a hand off of [►] Marsilion in single combat.  This man’s betrothed Aude was the sister of his advisor Olivier, who repeatedly tells this character to blow his horn Oliphant after his betrayal by Ganelon. For 10 points, identify this Durandal-wielding paladin whose head explodes at the Battle of Roncevaux Pass, a Muslim-fighting nephew of Charlemagne and star of a namesake chanson de geste. 
ANSWER: Roland [accept all sorts of linguistic equivalents, including “Orlando”, why not] [RC]

37.One author with this last name wrote about a drug abusing dwarf named Kieth in his novel Dead Babies, and about Richard Tull trying to make the life of Gwyn Barry miserable in The [►] Information. Another author with this last name used the name Robert Markham to write about a man kidnapped from Quarterdeck, rescued by his servant and Ariadne Alexandrou. In another novel by an author with this last name, Odilo Unverdorben assists Uncle Pepi during the Holocaust, and in another, Maldolm Cellan-Davies and Charlie Norris are visisted by Rhiannon Weaver and Alun. In another novel, Bertrand dates Christine Callagan, and the protagonist must put up with Margaret Peel and Professor Welch. For ten points, give this shared last name of the author’s of Time’s Arrow, The Old Devils, and Lucky Jim, two novelists named Martin and Kingsley. 
ANSWER: Amis (accept Martin Amis or Kingsley Amis) [IJ]

38.This author noted some view "out sable race with scornful eye / Their color is a diabolic die," when showing "my [►] Pagan Land." Another work asks the title figure, "Does not your soul possess the sacred flame?" when he is "beneath the myrtle shade" before "snatch[ing] a laurel from thine honour'd head." Besides "To Maecenas," she wrote "The refluent surges beat the sounding shore / or thick as leaves in Autumn's Golden rain," before "One century scarce perform'd its destined round / When Gallic powers Columbia's fury found." She began that work with "Celestial choir! enthron'd in realms of light." For ten points, name this poet of Poems on Various Subjects, and To His Excellency George Washington, a founder of African-American literature.  
ANSWER: Phyllis Wheatley [IJ]

39.In the second act of this play one character mocks Damon as a “wondrous talker [who] has the power / To tell you nothing hour after hour” in a series of insulting speeches degrading all of Acaste’s acquaintances. After announcing the appearance of an ominous man in a black suit who left a warrant for one character’s arrest, the messenger Du Bois realizes he lost the warrant. [►] Another character in this play recites a mediocre sonnet beginning, “Hope comforts us awhile, t’is true / Lulling our cares with careless laughter” before starting a libel case against the main character for criticizing the poem. In the final act of this play Arsinoe and Clitandre stand with a group of men who read aloud the love letters Celimene sent each of them, while Philinte becomes engaged to Eliante. For 10 points, name this Moliere comedy whose title character is the malcontent Alceste.  
ANSWER: Le Misanthrope (accept l'Atrabilaire Amoureu) [TG]

40.At one point in this work, a character who claims to “set the crooked record straight” tells the nurse Cilissa is to summon another character without his bodyguard. That character is often represented by an eagle, while early in this play, his lover dreams of giving birth to a [►] snake that bites her breast. Its protagonist ends the “double tyranny of our land” after disguising himself as a Daulian from Phocis to enter Argos. Opening with its protagonist laying two locks of hair on a gravestone, it ends with Pylades following that protagonist off as the Furies torment him. For 10 points, identify this work in which Electra and Orestes murder Aegisthus and Clytemnestra, the second play in Aeschylus’s Oresteia, whose title characters provide offerings in mourning of Agamemnon. 
ANSWER: The Libation Bearers [or Choephoroi] [RC]

41.This writer described a boy’s encounter with a paralyzed servant girl abandoned on the floor of a farm shed, who only requests for the narrator to beg his mother to lower the rent for poor peasants in the story “Living Relic.” He wrote about a man, who is reminded of an earlier incident after finding a piece of heliotrope when his fiancée from the poor yet noble Osinin family ran off with Count Reisenbach after a ball in his novel [►] Smoke.  The protagonist of another novel thinks he can marry his true love Lisa when he reads an article about the death of his unfaithful wife Varvara, and in another work Chulkaturin writes in a journal while he knows he is dying. In addition to A House of Gentlefolk and “Diary of the Superfluous Man,” this writer’s best known character falls in love with Anna Odintsova and befriends the Kirsanov family. For 10 points, name this Russian author of A Sportsman’s Sketches, who wrote about Arkady and the nihilist Bazarov in Fathers and Sons. 
ANSWER: Ivan Turgenev [TG]

42.One of this author’s poems describes a Thessalian king who could “beard the lion in his lair”, while another describes the title “two-faced year” as “Mother of Change and Fate”. In addition to “Admetus” and “1492”, this author responded to a reading of Longfellow with her own poem about the Touro [►] Synagogue. This author of “In the Jewish Synagogue at Newport”, she was similarly inspired by her heritage to write Songs of a Semite, while her visits to Ward’s Island caused her to write a poem about the “Mother of Exiles”, who is “not like the brazen giant of Greek fame”. For 10 points, identify this author whose sonnet about “huddled masses yearning to breathe free”, The New Colossus, is found on the Statue of Liberty. 
ANSWER: Emma Lazarus [RC]

43.In the prologue of this play the Stage-Director forgets what play is about to be performed after bringing an actress on stage to sing about summer. In the last act of this play two maids comfort a young boy with a stone peacock reminiscent of his mother and are shocked when a man is safely able to pick up a cursed amulet that turns into a serpent. One character in this play is delighted to see a vine she nicknamed “The Light of the Grove” mate with a mango tree before she is assaulted by a bee. [►] At the beginning of this play two hermits convince a king not to kill a holy deer before he enters Kanwa’s hermitage where he falls in love with the title character. A fisherman gives one character an object he found in the belly of a carp, which breaks the spell of forgetfulness cast by the sage Durvasi. 10 points, name this play in which the return of a signet ring allows King Dushyanta to marry the title character, penned by Kalidasa.  
ANSWER: The Recognition of Shakuntala (accept Abhijñânashâkuntala) [TG]

44.One character in this play is described as “a monkey on a string” as he inappropriately dances on the dance floor alone while a fiddler mockingly plays “Pop, Goes the Weasel” and one man is mocked for visiting “The Scarlet Woman” when he goes to town to meet the prostitute Minnie. One character in this play uncovers his guardian’s hiding spot by pulling up a strip of flooring under the stove where he finds a bag of twenty $30 gold pieces, which he gives to [►] Peter and Simeon leading them to leave for the California Gold Rush. The main female character of this play is taken away from a New England farm after she murdered her own baby to prove she does not loves her seventy elderly husband Ephraim. For 10 points, name this play in which Abbie Putnam has an affair with her husband’s son Eben Cabot, written by Eugene O’Neill.  
ANSWER: Desire Under the Elms [TG]

45.This work’s protagonist spends some time in Venice hanging out with the artist Duncan Forbes, while other minor characters in it include the writer Arnold Hammond, the astronomer Charles May, and the Brigadier-General Tommy Dukes, all of whom regularly visit this novel’s central location, the estate of [►] Wragby. One character, who’d grown up in Tevershall, is separated from his shrewish wife Bertha Coutts. The main character’s sister Hilda Reid hates the middle class and is “off” men, but is still willing to help her engage in a dull, unsatisfying affair with the Irish playwright Michaelis and eventually leave her husband, who grows increasingly more dependent on his nursemaid Ivy Bolton. Its protagonist divorces the now-impotent-and-paraplegic nobleman Clifford after another affair leaves her pregnant. For 10 points, identify this novel focusing on the romance between the gamekeeper Oliver Mellors and the protagonist, Constance, a work of D.H. Lawrence. 
ANSWER: Lady Chatterley’s Lover [TG]
