Possessing the greatest sight and hearing of all the Norse gods, it is said he can hear the grass grow and see for a hundreds of miles in either night or day. FTP name this god of security and light, the watchman of the bridge Bifrost, the Gateway to Asgard. 

Answer: Heimdall
2. His work with Gabrio Piola created a doubly eponymous stress tensor named for the former and him. The relationship between different types of spectra are governed by this scientist’s namesake three laws of spectroscopy, and his namesake equations express the motion of an body in an ideal fluid. The developer of emission spectroscopy and co-discoverer of cesium and rubidium with his partner Robert Bunsen. His most famous work is particularly useful in mesh analysis and circuit reduction. FTP, name this scientist most famous for his two namesake laws of circuitry.

3.During this period Emperor Daigo was one of the few that managed to rule directly, and its end can be linked to several "cloistered emperors" and a conflict between the Taira and Minamoto clans known as the Genpei War, which replaced it with the Kamakura Shogunate. Founded by Emperor Kammu, who placed its capital at Kyoto, and featuring the Fujiwara regency, FTP, what Japanese period lasting from 794-1185 was the setting for the Tale of Genji?
Answer: Heian period

4.The specific form of it is linked with thrust, thought it is not a force, and ion thrusters have very high values for this quantity. That form is defined per unit of propellant, and it is used to describe the efficiency of a rocket. In quantum mechanics, wave-particle duality defines it for waves, while in classical mechanics, it is equal to the mass times the change in velocity. 6.This structure was the largest of its type until one was constructed in Segovia in 1520. It is believed to be still standing due to a pressure-relieving crack in one of the piers. During its construction columns were brought from the Temple of Artemis at Ephesus, and earthquakes in 557 destroyed its original dome. Designed by Isidore of Miletus and Anthemis of Tralles, its name means “Holy Wisdom,” and it was converted into a mosque after a 1453 conquest. FTP identify this building, originally commissioned by Byzantine Emperor Justinian I, which is located in Constantinople. 

Answer: Hagia Sophia
7.In its 1948 incarnation under the Iowan former Vice-President Henry Wallace this party campaigned for full voting rights for blacks and universal health insurance. A more famous version prospered even after its leader lost in the 1924 presidential election. That version was dubbed the Wisconsin type, and was led by Robert La Follette. With its movement described in Richard Hofstadter’s work Age of Reform, FTP, the Bull Moose party is an alternate name for a 1912 version of what political party, whose name would suggest moving forward?

Answer: Progressive
8.One short story by this author was inspired by a photograph of a woman ironing her clothes; that work, which begins as Stella-Rondo brings home the adopted daughter Shirley T. on the Independence Day and explains why the narrator has moved out, is “Why I Live at the P.O.” This writer explored the theme of ageism in a short story about Phoenix Jackson traveling to Natchez to pick up medicine for her grandson in “A Worn Path.” FTP, name this Mississippi writer of the shot story collection A Curtain of Green, who won the Pulitzer for The Optimist’s Daughter.

Answer: Eudora Welty

9. A disease relating to this organ, Denys-Drash syndrome, is caused by an abnormality in the WT1 gene and is characterized by Wilms Tumor. Along with the lungs this organ regulates the concentration of bicarbonate ions in order to take part in acid-base homeostasis. The epithelial tissue of this organ contains podocytes which are located primarily in the glomerulus. Reabsorption of glucose and the regulation of blood pressure are secondary functions of this organ which consists of the Loop of Henle and Bowman's Capsule. Nephrons are the functional units of, FTP, what organs of the human body responsible for removing waste products and excess water from blood to produce urine.

10.Though a member of the Carbonari himself, Felice Orsini and other Italian revolutionaries attempted, but failed, to assassinate him. He himself failed in his many attempts to come to power,  one in Strasbourg that ended in his exile to the United States, and the other at Boulogne-sur-Mer, which landed him a life sentence in Ham prison, during which time he wrote the socialistic pamphet “Extinction of Pauperism.” Soon after escaping prison he finally did come to power in a landslide election over Louis-Eugene Cavaignac. Ruling until his capture at the battle of Sedan, FTP, name this French leader from 1852-1870.

11. A nemesis of Delacroix and the emerging Romantic style, this artist depicted a scene from Orlando Furioso in which one person wears a white cape and golden armor atop a hippogriff. He also showed Winged Victory turning the poet of the Iliad into a god in another work. In addition to Roger Freeing Angelica and The Apotheosis of Homer, he shows a curved idealized nude form previously used in his most famous work in The Turkish Bath. FTP, which French painter completed La Grande Odalisque?

Answer: Jean Auguste Dominique Ingres
12.While at Harvard, he wrote and conducted the musical score to his friend Donald Davidson's production of Aristophanes' The Birds, some of which was later added to his ballet Fancy Free. This composer wrote a Mass for the opening of the Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts. He earned much acclaim for his time as the conductor of the New York Philharmonic, creating pieces like his First Symphony, Jeremiah, and Second Symphony, The Age of Anxiety. FTP, identify this 20th century composer perhaps best known for his award-winning collaboration with Steven Sondheim, the musical West Side Story.

Answer: Leonard Bernstein

13.In eukaryotic cells their structures are composed of 60S and 40S subunits while prokaryotic varieties are composed of 30S and 50S subunits. Theses organelles contain a peptidyl site that binds peptidyl-tRNA and an exit site from which the free tRNAs are released. In prokaryotes, the Shine-Dalgarno box makes up this organelle’s bonding site thus allowing the process it conducts to occur. These organelles are membrane free; however, they can become membrane bound in eukaryotic cells when they become part of the rough endoplasmic reticulum. After the war, she worked with ballet companies in London until she got her big break in Colette’s Gigi, which was being produced on Broadway. After Gigi, she went on to star in films such as 1954’s Sabrina and 1957’s Funny Face. Her style was often created by the designer Givenchy, as shown in her roles as Holly Golightly and Eliza Dolittle. FTP, name this star of films such as Breakfast at Tiffany’s and My Fair Lady.

16.The third politician of this name served as a representative and senator for the same state his father and great grand-father served for. The grandfather ran unsuccessfully with William Jennings Bryan in 1900 after serving as vice president in the second term of Grover Cleveland. The most famous served as ambassador to the UN during the Cuban Missile Crisis and chose John J Sparkman and Estes Kefauver as his running mates in his two failed presidential election attempts in 1952 and 1956 against Eisenhower. FTP, give the shared name of these three Illinois politicians.

Answer: Adlai Stevenson
17. This man wrote a monologue in which the speaker awaits his omelette, which he likes to be made of eggs hatched from eight to ten days. In addition to portraying Descartes nonsensically in “Whoroscope” one of the characters he wrote about throws away his toy dog and puts on a handkerchief on his face to await his death, after his servant tells him that there is no more pain-killer. That character, who lives with his legless parents Nagg and Nell, is Hamm. In his most famous work, the only piece of set is a tree, and Lucky and Pozzo visit the title characters.
