5.His autobiography Straight from the Heart told of his birth in Shawinigan with ten other siblings, and of an early attack of Bell’s palsy that left one side of his face partially paralyzed. In 1980 he was appointed Minister of Justice, from which position he helped defeat the Separation Referendum. He later became leader of his country’s liberal party and, in 1993, wrote the Red Book summarizing his political views, a move that helped him defeat Kim Campbell to be elected Prime Minister. FTP, name this 1993-2003 francophone Prime Minister of Canada.

Answer: Jean Chretien 
6.In Welsh myth, Culhwch received the help of this animal to find the great hunter Mabon ap Modron, who in turn helped Culhwch find a raging boar. Another Celtic hero, Maeldon, encountered an island filled with these creatures, which he used to feed his starving crew. In Norse myth, after he had Baldur killed, Loki transformed into one to escape from the angry Aesir. In yet another story, Finn MacCool ate one of these animals and gained all the knowledge of the world. FTP, name this fish, which is most known for swimming back upstream from the ocean to reproduce.

Answer: salmon

7.In one work he supports Keynes and Hayek in their assumptions on the self-corrective tendencies of the economy whilst putting forth his institutional economic theories. That book American Capitalism, was followed with the best seller The Great Crash, published in 1954. He served under Kennedy as ambassador to India from 1961 to 1963. Earlier in World War II he was placed in charge of the Office of Price Administration. He is most famous, however, for two other books describing the absence of perfect competition and free-market consumption tendencies. FTP, name this Canadian author of The New Industrial State and The Affluent Society?

8. A famous early development in this field occurred when pregnant agouti mice were fed a diet rich in vitamin B12. This diet silenced the gene which causes the traits of yellow fur and a tendency toward obesity. Additional research suggests that it could identify and regulate many cancer-causing oncogenes. This field of study is primarily concerned with the methylation of cytosines and histones. FTP, name this subfield of biology which studies the changes in genotype or gene expression by a mechanism other than the underlying DNA sequence, from the Greek for “above genetics”.

Answer: epigenetics (accept epigenome)

9.The synesthetic composer Scriabin associated this key with the color gold, and in one of fellow synesthete Rimsky-Korsakov's operas a character sings in this key about gold. During the Baroque era, this key signature was known as the “key of glory”, and was featured in Handel’s The Trumpet Shall Sound in Messiah. 23 of Haydn’s 104 symphonies are in this key. Mozart used it in his 2nd and 4th violin concertos, Prokofiev in his 1st, and Paganini in his 1st. This key signature is often used in orchestra class, due to it being well-suited to the structure of the strings on the violin. FTP, identify this key whose relative minor is B and which has two sharps: an F-sharp and a C-sharp.

Answer: D Major 
10. One of her works takes place in an army base and features Ellgee Williams, while another depicts the young tomboy Frankie Adams. Her first novel features characters like Portia, Jake Blount, and Dr. Copeland, in addition to the main character, a deaf-mute jewelry maker likely based on her father. Despite training as a pianist, she lost her tuition during her steamboat trip to Juilliard. The author of Reflections in a Golden Eye and The Member of the Wedding, FTP, name this Columbus, Georgia born author of The Ballad of the Sad Cafe, who is famous for a work featuring John Singer, The Heart is a Lonely Hunter. 

Answer: Carson McCullers

11. Leaders of this dynasty generally held rule over their namesake region and the neighboring provinces of Luneburg and Brunswick. One lesser known member was the exceptionally unattractive Ernest Augustus I. Another member of this dynasty who actually reigned on the throne was the “sailor king” William IV, who served as their penultimate ruler.  Coming to power when Countess Sophia’s heirs were granted succession via the Act of Settlement, it also included one king that battled porphyric hemophilia and the American Revolution. FTP, identify this dynasty that included the four King Georges of Britain?

Answer: House of Hanover (accept Hanoverian dynasty)

12.The chemotherapy agent 5-Fluorouracil acts as an inhibitor in the synthesis of its pryimidine variety. A common mutation in DNA can occur when these namesake dimers are formed from the exposure of UV light thus causing kinks in the DNA strand. This is also known as 5-methyluracil since it can be derived by methylation of uracil on the fifth carbon.  Also because it is so close in its composition, this pyrimidine is replaced with uracil when DNA is transcribed to RNA. FTP name this nucleobase in the nucleic acid of DNA that is complementary to adenine and is symbolized by the letter T. 

Answer:  thymine 
13.This author craeted the characters of David and Odessa in a work that shows the arrival of Luke, the estranged husband of Margaret Alexander. He also wrote work which features a heart attack of the protagonist, who has an affair with Barbara and is named Leo Proudhammer. In addition to writing The Amen Corner and Tell me How Long the Train’s Been Gone , his essays “My Dungeon Shook” and “Down at the Cross” are published together as The Fire Next Time. The best known work of this author centers on the 14-year old son of preacher Gabriel Grimes. FTP, identify this African American author of Notes of a Native Son and Giovanni’s Room, better known for the novel Go Tell It on the Mountain.

14.This mythological figure shares its name with a princess of Megara that wished to impress her love King Minos by cutting her father Nisus' purple lock of hair, and thus removing his invincibility, though her attempt failed. The more famous figure of this name had been a nymph, a daughter of Phorcys, and was the object of Glaucus' unrequited love. Glaucus tried to get help wooing her from Circe, though instead Circe became jealous and gave her twelve tentacles and six vicious heads. 15.AJ Ayer criticized this thinker's ideas on language in his essay collection The Concept of Being a Person. As an architect he designed the Stonborough House, but he was mainly a philosopher. In that field he became famous for a work written while a prisoner in WWI, though in another work he refuted nearly everything he had earlier said whilst describing a private language argument as the root of philosophical debate. FTP, name this Austrian author of Philosophical Investigations and Tractatus Logico-Philosophicus.

16.One sonnet by this writer accuses the readers for having lied, because “Time does not bring relief.” Another poem of this author consists of two lines: “Safe upon the solid rock the ugly houses stand: / Come and see my shining palace built upon the sand!” “Three mountains and a wood” is all that the speaker can see where she stands in this poet’s debut work, “Renascence.” She is also known for her bisexuality and insistence on being called by her masculine middle name. FTP, name the first female writer to receive a Pulitzer in poetry, whose “First Fig” describes a candle burning at both ends.

17. First proposed by Abraham Ortelius in 1596, supporters of this theory include Alexander Du Toit and Antonio Snider-Pellegrini, who expanded on it in his book La Création et ses mystères dévoilés. Its chief proponent, however, never saw its acceptance as he died in 1930 during a trip to Greenland. Supported by Cynogathus remains in Africa and South America, and the curved tips of southern South America and the northern Antarctic Peninsula, this is, FTP, what geologic theory pioneered by Alfred Wegener that states continents have moved and are still moving slowly across the Earth’s surface?

FTP, identify this French post-impressionist best known for his paintings of Mont Sainte-Victoire as well as many paintings of fruit such as Apples and Oranges.
