His winter scenes of 1565, such as Winter Landscape with a Bird Trap and Hunters in the Snow, offer pictorial proof of the harshness of the Little Ice Age.  What Flemish Renaissance master was also responsible for the paintings Massacre of the Innocents and Peasant Wedding?

ANSWER:  Pieter Bruegel (BROY-gul) the Elder

William B. Ide was its only president, serving between June 14, 1846, and July 9, 1846. The rebellion was started after John C. Fremont told settlers the Mexican government was moving against them; its leaders later decided to join the United States. What short-lived republic was named for the animal on its flag? 

ANSWER: Bear Flag Republic (accept California Republic)

What scientist, who built the first dynamo and discovered diamagnetism, is the namesake of the SI unit of capacitance?

Before this king attacked the Persian Empire, the Oracle at Delphi said, “a great empire shall be brought down.” However, that empire turned out to be his own. What king of Lydia ruled between 561 and 547 BC and remains today a synonym for wealth?

Most of her novels are in a series, and are set in the fictional California town of Santa Teresa, where her best-known character, Kinsey Millhone, lives. What mystery writer’s novels have titles ranging from A is for Alibi to S is for Silence?
