These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl Region competitions. Shawn Pickrell, Jason Mueller, Adam Fine and Dan Goff are the authors of these questions.

Regions must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

Public discussion of these questions before all VHSL Regions champions have been determined is prohibited. 

(b)
Releasing these questions to entities outside your Region’s competition is prohibited. 

First period: 15 tossups, 10 points each
1.
This word can be spelled three different ways. One refers to two or more loud, high-pitched cries. The second refers to a group of two or more cetaceans in the order Mysticeti (mis-teh-SEH-tee). What is this word that also refers to a part of the United Kingdom whose capital is Cardiff?

ANSWER: wails, whales or Wales
2.
Since Athens had supported the other Boeotian (boy-OH-shun) cities, this city was Sparta’s ally during the Peloponnesian War, but it overthrew Spartan power at the battle of Leuctra (LOOK-truh) in 371 BC. The ruins of a different city with the same name are near the Valley of the Kings and the Luxor Temple. What is this city located in both Greece and Egypt? 

ANSWER: Thebes
3.
The title objects in this poem are foretelling a “world of merriment” by their melody, a “world of happiness” by their harmony, a “tale of terror” by their turbulency and a “world of solemn thought” by their monody. In the four stanzas, the title objects are silver – for birth, golden – for marriage, brass – for alarm and iron – for mourning. In what poem by Edgar Allan Poe are the title objects also “jingling and tinkling?” 

ANSWER: “The Bells”

It was used to describe “This fellow here over here with the yellow shirt.” It hit the radar of most Virginians after Friday, August 11th, 2006, when it was said in the small town of Breaks, near the Kentucky border. A variety of conflicting explanations of its meaning were given by Republicans in the next twelve days. Jim Webb’s campaign volunteer S.R. Siddarth was given what label by former U.S. Senator George Allen?

ANSWER: “macaca”

This organ produces a peptide hormone called ANF, but that is not the primary function, as it is almost entirely made of myogenic (MY-oh-jeh-nik) muscle. What organ’s parts include Purkinje (per-KIN-yeh) fibers, the bundle of His, the tricuspid valve, two ventricles, and two atria?

ANSWER: heart

What term is an arrangement of objects in a definite order, the number of which with n objects used r at a time is n factorial divided by the quantity n minus r factorial end quantity, and abbreviated nPr?

ANSWER: permutation

This character was brought up by gypsies and goes about his work fiercely; indeed, his creator even compares him to a tiger. His devotion to the law is challenged when he is rescued from the student mob led by Enjolas (awn-ZHOH-lah); unable to resolve the conflict in his mind, he commits suicide. Who spends the entirety of Les Misérables (LAY mee-ZAY-rah-bluh) in pursuit of Jean Valjean (VAL-zhawn)?
ANSWER: Inspector Javert (ZAH-vair)

This actor flew 20 combat bombing missions during World War II, rising to the rank of colonel.  His breakthrough came in 1939, when he starred opposite Jean Arthur in Mr. Smith Goes to Washington. while two years later he won an Oscar for The Philadelphia Story.  Who is this actor who also starred in Rear Window and It’s a Wonderful Life?
ANSWER: James “Jimmy” Stewart
9.
It can make a yellow pigment, its oxide is known as green rouge, and it makes rubies red. Not surprisingly, its name reflects the compounds with different colors that this grayish metal can make. Name this element, used to make stainless steel, of average atomic mass 52.0, atomic number 24, and symbol Cr.

ANSWER: chromium

His tennis career included a win at Wimbledon in 1975 and winning the first US Open in 1968. Heart surgeries in 1979 and 1982 put an early end to it, and in 1988, he discovered he had gotten AIDS from the blood transfusions; he died five years later. What tennis player, the first African-American to win a Grand Slam tennis tournament, has been honored by the city of Richmond with a statue on Monument Avenue?

ANSWER: Esperanto

He hosted Rescue 911 from 1989 until 1996; prior to that, he played police sergeant T.J. Hooker for four years.  Currently he can be found on two shows:  as the host of Show Me the Money and as Denny Crane on Boston Legal.  Who is this actor, best known as Captain James T. Kirk from Star Trek?

ANSWER: William Shatner

ANSWER: Charles Manson

ANSWER: Ludwig von Kochel (KER-chul)

What medieval author finished The Book of the Dutchess and “The Parliament of Fowls,” but is better-known for a frame story, that he did not finish, about a pilgrimage?
ANSWER: Geoffrey Chaucer
2B.
Also called marriage by habit, what type of marriage is recognized in several states when a couple lives together for several years, acting as husband and wife?

ANSWER: common law marriage

ANSWER: primitive types

ANSWER: sulfur

ANSWER: c or speed of light (prompt on speed)

ANSWER: diocese

What American writer was born when Halley’s Comet appeared in 1835 and successfully predicted he would die on its return in 1910?

ANSWER: Mark Twain

What term refers to cells with nuclei; in fact, the term means “good nut” in Greek?

ANSWER: eukaryote

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the remainder when 1933 is divided by 14?

ANSWER: 1

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the diagonal of a square with a perimeter of 68 yards? 

ANSWER: 17 square roots of 2 (accept equivalents, such as “17 times the square root of 2,” “17 radical 2”, etc.)

Which actor played the title character in 1993’s Rudy, and more recently Frodo’s friend Samwise Gamgee in The Lord of the Rings trilogy?

ANSWER: Sean Astin
9B.
“Easter 1916,” “The Tower” and “The Wind Among the Reeds” are poems by what 20th century Irish poet and playwright that co-founded the Abbey Theatre?

ANSWER: William Butler (W.B.) Yeats (rhymes with fates)

10A.
 What name is given to the Virginia peninsula bordered by the Potomac and Rappahannock Rivers that contains Lancaster, Northumberland, Richmond and Westmoreland Counties?

ANSWER: Northern Neck
10B.
Saint Ignatius of Loyola founded what order of Catholic priests in 1534?

ANSWER: Jesuits

Third period, 15 toss-ups, 10 points each

1.
Henry Sitler built a three-room house near this town’s future site in 1871; a year later, it was founded and George Hoover built the first of this cow town’s many saloons. Its bloodless “war” was fought in 1883 after Luke Short bought a half interest in the Long Branch Saloon. A quarantine on Texas longhorn cattle bought an end to the boom times of what Kansas town that lives on in TV shows such as Gunsmoke? 
ANSWER: Dodge City, Kansas (prompt on “Dodge”)
2.
Two attempts to restore this dynasty to power occurred in the failed Scottish rebellions of 1715 and 1745. It ended when Queen Anne died without children, and Parliament passed a law allowing the ruler of Hanover to take the English crown. What dynasty ruled Scotland between 1371 and 1715 and, starting with James I, England between 1603 and 1715? 

ANSWER: Stuart Dynasty

3.
It was written in 1880 by James Bland and refers to a place “where the cotton and corn and taters grow” and “Long by the Dismal Swamp have I wandered.” The General Assembly has eight potential candidates to replace it after voting down “Shenandoah” in March 2006. Anachronistic lines such as, “Massa and missis have long gone before me,” caused the 1997 retirement of what state song “emeritus” of Virginia? 

ANSWER: “Carry Me Back to Old Virginny” or “Carry Me Back to Old Virginia”

4.
Tony Curtis had a supporting role in this film as Antoninus (an-toh-NIGH-nus), while actress Jean Simmons played Varinia, who falls in love with the main character.  Peter Ustinov won an Oscar for portraying Batiatus (bah-TEE-ah-tus), a slave trader, in what 1960 Stanley Kubrick film starring Laurence Olivier (oh-lih-VEE-ay) as Crassus and Kirk Douglas as the leader of a slave rebellion?

ANSWER: “Spartacus”

They don’t get covered with sediment in the Pacific, because the currents that might drop sediment on them get stuck in deep trenches. The Labrador and Iceland plains are nearly impossible to visit, as they are what geographic features that are very flat stretches of ocean floor typically found below 3,000 meters?

ANSWER: abyssal plains
6.

ANSWER: 51,975
7.

ANSWER: mobile (MOH-bil, MOH-bile or MOH-beel)

This work is the only sculpture that its creator ever signed.  Reportedly, in response to another artist attempting to take credit for it, the artist inscribed his name on the Virgin’s sash, also noting that a “Florentine made this.”  What 1499 marble sculpture in the Vatican by Michelangelo shows Mary holding her dead son?

ANSWER: Pieta (pee-ay-TAH)

9.
This Scottish scientist made the first commercially successful steam engine. Who is honored today by the name of the SI unit of power, used frequently to measure the output of light bulbs? 

ANSWER: James Watt

10.
In Tibetan, it is called the “Lion River.” In Persian, it is called the “Hindu,” and in Pashtun, it is simply called “the father of rivers.” It flows through Punjab and Sindh before emptying into the Arabian Sea near the city of Karachi. What river’s valley contains the ruins of Mohenjo-daro and is of great importance to Pakistan? 

ANSWER: Indus River

11.
It is caused by a virus also known as Human herpesvirus (her-PEEZ VIGH-rus) 4 that infects B-lymphocytes, causing a type of white blood cell that is normally 35% of white blood cells to become 70% of all white blood cells. The virus is also called the Epstein-Barr virus, and symptoms include fatigue, sore throat, fever, headache, and swollen tonsils and lymph nodes.  Name this ‘kissing’ disease.

ANSWER: mononucleosis

This TV character’s two best-known acting roles were as the star of a safety poster warning against VD, and on “Days of Our Lives” as Dr. Drake Ramoray.  The co-owner of the Chick and the Duck, along with Chandler Bing, was what struggling actor with seven sisters, portrayed on the sitcom “Friends” by Matt LeBlanc?


ANSWER: Joey Tribbiani

13.
The first member of this family to become President was assassinated in 1956 by the poet Rigoberto Lopez Perez. The second member served only one official term but ruled behind the scenes until his 1967 death. The third member’s rule was doomed when Jimmy Carter removed American support. What family’s rule over Nicaragua was ended when they were overthrown in 1979 by the Sandanistas? 

ANSWER: Somoza family

14.
In British English, it is rarely used in common titles and is sometimes used in Europe to separate groups of three digits. The term “full stop” is often used in British English to represent what mark of punctuation that in all forms of English marks an ordinary sentence’s end?

ANSWER: periods

15.
Alabama's current license plate design features the title of a song inspired by this astronomical event.  Created as the Earth travels through the path of Comet Tempel-Tuttle and appearing every November is what meteor shower named for the feline constellation it appears in?

ANSWER: Leonids (accept Leonid meteor shower)

Be sure to mark off questions as they are used. Replace, when possible, a discarded question with a spare in that area (i.e. science for science, English for English, etc.)

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION.  What is the equation of EITHER OF the asymptote lines for the hyperbola x squared over 25 minus y squared over 36 equals one?

ANSWER: y = (6/5)x or y = -(6/5)x (accept equivalents such as y = 6x/5)

2.
She lived with Cherry Baker in the later novels, and constantly outsmarts her nephew, the author Raymond West. The last novel featuring her, Sleeping Murder, is noted for several people who had died in earlier novels reappearing in the village of St. Mary Mead. The Murder at the Vicarage was the first novel by Agatha Christie featuring what spinster detective? 

ANSWER: Miss Jane Marple
3.
The core practices of this religion are contained in the Book of Shadows. Its morality is contained in its “Rede” and its Threefold Rule. This religion’s modern founder, Gerald Gardner, claimed he was merely publicizing pre-Christian traditions. Members join a coven in what Neo-pagan religion that is a type of witchcraft? 

ANSWER: Wicca (prompt on “witchcraft”)

8.3145 joules per Kelvin mole is the approximate value of what constant represented by a capital R?

ANSWER: gas constant
5.
Born in 1758, he is the only President, aside from George Washington, to be born in Westmoreland County, Virginia. He is also the only President aside from Washington to have a nation’s capital named for him. He is the only President aside from Washington to have been nearly unopposed for re-election. What fifth President oversaw the purchase of Florida, the signing of the Missouri Compromise and the “Era of Good Feelings?”
