First period: 15 tossups, 10 points each
1.
Buildings here include the Terem Palace and the Ivan the Great Bell Tower. In 1962, the Palace of Congresses was opened, after which the architects received the Lenin Prize. What group of buildings overlooks Red Square in Moscow and was a synonym for the Soviet Union’s government?

ANSWER: the Moscow Kremlin

I (pronounced “eye”) equals I sub zero cosine squared theta is what French physicist’s law of polarized light?

ANSWER: Etienne Malus
3.
 In 1992, it won a Pulitzer Special Award, since the committee’s members couldn’t figure out how to classify it. It is based on his father’s memories of the Holocaust as prisoner 175113 at Auschwitz. Reindeer, pigs, dogs, fish and cats represent the Swedish, Polish, Americans, British and Germans in what graphic novel by Art Spiegelman where the Jews are represented by small, furry rodents? 

ANSWER: Maus

It was built on the site of the former Girod (ZHEE-roh) Street Cemetery, and opened in 1975. In 1991, someone had the bright idea to set off fireworks inside it during a football game’s halftime show. It has hosted the 1988 Republican National Convention and four Final Fours. What structure was the site of much Katrina-related suffering, but reopened on September 25, 2006, with a 23-3 victory by the New Orleans Saints?

ANSWER: New Orleans Superdome

What Protestant church’s founders include people such as George Whitefield, Thomas Coke, Francis Asbury, and a pair of brothers – hymn-writer Charles and minister John – with the last name of Wesley?

ANSWER: United Methodist Church

Lieutenant Commander Harmon Rabb, Jr. and Lieutenant Pete Mitchell were two of the more notable fictional pilots of this aircraft.  Designed as a replacement for the F-4 Phantom, it entered service in Vietnam as the first to feature a Radar Intercept Officer.  What is this aircraft, finally retired in 2006, fighter of choice for Maverick and Iceman?

ANSWER: F-14 Tomcat (Accept either)

7.
Alarbus and Mutius are killed in Act I. In Act II, after the murder of Bassinius, Lavinia gets raped by Chiron and Demetrius, and her hands and tongue are cut off. In Act III, Martius and Quintus are executed. In Act IV, a nurse gets killed. In Act V, a massacre ends the play, with Chiron, Demetrius, Lavinia, Saturnius, Aaron the Moor and Tamora, Queen of the Goths, all dying. What play by Shakespeare is easily his bloodiest?

ANSWER: Titus Andronicus

This geologic period saw the collision of the European and Eurasian plates, creating the Ural Mountains.  Bark-bearing trees, especially those with lignin, appeared and the Allegheny Mountains were created. The Pennsylvanian and Mississippian epochs make up this time period between the Devonian and the Permian. What was the next to last period of the Paleozoic Era, noted for producing vast amounts of coal?

ANSWER: Carboniferous Period

After the battle of Kasserine Pass, he commanded the Second Corps in North Africa, and then the Seventh Army in Italy. He commanded the fictional First Army Group before D-Day. Once in Europe, he cut off the Germans during the Battle of the Bulge and was advancing on Prague when the war ended. What man, the first known objective historian, is known only for his History of the Peloponnesian War? 

ANSWER: Thucydides (thoo-SIH-duh-deez)

He won the battle of Hattin against European forces, although he was defeated at Montgisard (moant-ZHEE-sard) and Arsuf (ar-SOOF). Initially, as he focused on incorporating Syria into his Egypt-based Ayyubid (ah-YOO-bid) empire, he stayed out of the Kingdom of Jerusalem. However, a successful invasion forced Europeans to launch the Third Crucade against what leader of the Saracens? 

ANSWER: Saladin (Salah ad-Din)

ANSWER: zero

The first 14 lines of this poem are delivered as an insult to the author of the Roman plays The Brothers and The Girl from Andros. The remainder is about poetry itself, and includes the classic line, “And malt does more than Milton can / To justify God’s ways to man.” The line, “Mithridates, he died old” concludes what poem, the 62nd in A Shropshire Lad by A.E. Housman?

ANSWER: “Terence, This Is Stupid Stuff”

Its sequels are titled The Tenth Insight and The Secret of Shambhala: In Search of the Eleventh Insight. An April 2006 movie starring Matthew Settle is adapted from what 1993 James Redfield novel about nine spiritual insights found in a Peruvian manuscript? 

ANSWER: The Celestine (seh-leh-STEEN) Prophecy
15.
Also known as second disease, it eventually kills Beth in Little Women.  Its symptoms include fever, vomiting, Pastia lines, and the characteristic red rash.  Name this disease caused by strep A that is related to rheumatic fever.

ANSWER: scarlet fever or scarlatina (but do not accept rheumatic fever!)

ANSWER: Henry County

ANSWER: 16 times square root of 3 square feet (accept “16 square roots of 3” and other equivalent answers.)

ANSWER: (had) lain

How long is the term of a Clerk of the Circuit Court in the Commonwealth of Virginia?

ANSWER: eight years

ANSWER: 34
