These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl District competition. Shawn Pickrell, Jason Mueller, and Dan Goff are the authors of these questions; further editing was done by Adam Fine and Marian Suter.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

Public discussion of these questions before all VHSL District champions have been determined is prohibited.

Releasing these questions to entities outside your District’s competition is prohibited. 

First period: 15 tossups, 10 points each
1.
In 1986, it survived a removal attempt from the Methodist hymnal, as some members felt its use was inappropriate in the post-Vietnam era. Arthur Sullivan (as in Gilbert and Sullivan) wrote the tune “St. Gertrude” for this hymn, which was written by Sabine Baring-Gould in 15 minutes. What hymn asserts that the singers are “With the cross of Jesus going on before” as they are “marching as to war”? 

ANSWER: “Onward Christian Soldiers” (accept “Onwards Christian Soldiers”)

2.
Its ‘Father’ was William Still. In the 1990s, historians debunked claims that quilts were used as information sources. Many people who used it settled in the Chatham-Kent region of Ontario. People who gave money to it were known as ‘stockholders,’ and ‘agents’ helped people find it. Escaped slaves were ‘passengers’ on what secret network that ferried escaping slaves up to Canada? 

ANSWER: Underground Railroad
3.
Its chemical formula is C19H28O2 and its synthesis won Adolf Butenandt and Leopold Ruzicka a Nobel Prize in Chemistry in 1939.  Floyd Landis may have used a synthetic version of it during the Tour de France.  Name this steroid hormone from the androgen group that is the main male sex hormone. 
ANSWER: testosterone
4.
A cricket player uses this word to describe a set of six balls delivered by a single bowler. A radio operator uses this word to signify that he has temporarily finished speaking. When paired with ‘there,’ it once referred to Europe. When paired with ‘and above,’ it means in addition to or beyond. When paired with ‘with,’ it means finished. What word, when paired with ‘the hill,’ refers to being old?

ANSWER: over

Druids didn’t cut it with golden sickles for their sacred rituals; they actually did that with the holly tree. On the other hand, the Norse goddess Frigg ignored it, so Hodur ended up accidentally slaying Balder with a spear made from it. In Britain, it flowers around the winter solstice, symbolizing fertility. What plant, therefore, is used around that time as an excuse to kiss pretty girls? 

ANSWER: mistletoe

This novel’s title character falls in love with another man after dancing the mazurka with him. Her husband, under the influence of the mystic Lidia Inanova, refuses to grant a divorce, despite the pleading of her brother Stiva. In the meantime, Kitty and Levin get married. After Count Vronsky’s rejection, the title character of what Tolstoy novel commits suicide by throwing herself under an oncoming train? 

ANSWER: Anna Karenina (kah-reh-nih-nuh) 
7.
Euclid was the first to prove there were an infinite number of them. Georg Riemann and Christian Goldbach have made unproven assertions about them. Two, three, five, seven, eleven, thirteen, seventeen, nineteen, 23, 29, 31, 37, 41, 43, 47, 53, 59, 61, 67, 71, 73, 79, 83, 89, 97, and 101 start the infinite sequence of what type of number defined as being evenly divisible only by itself and one?

ANSWER: prime number

8.
The son founded a political party, Safina, in 1995, to oppose the policies of Daniel arap Moi. The father had originally intended to be a missionary in British East Africa, but switched to anthropology. In 1960, the mother started directing excavations at Olduvai (ohl-doo-vye) Gorge in Kenya. What family of anthropologists included Richard, Mary, and Louis? 

ANSWER: Leakey
9.
This battle’s losing generals, Paullus and Varro, decided to punch through the apparently weakened enemy center. However, it proved to be a trap, and they found themselves the victims of a double envelopment. By the end of the day, 50,000 were dead, including 80 Senators. On August 2, 216 B.C., what disaster befell the Roman legions at the hands of the Carthaginians led by Hannibal? 

ANSWER: Battle of Cannae (kah-NIGH)

10.
Its two versions were composed in 325 and 381 A.D. Orthodox scholars disagreed with an addition that implied the Holy Spirit proceeded from the Father and the Son, an addition called the ‘filioque’ (fee-lee-oh-kway) clause. What Christian statement of belief begins, ‘We believe in one God, the Father Almighty’? 

ANSWER: Nicene Creed

11.
This rock is actually a natural, but low-level, source of uranium.  Commonly found in batholiths or dikes, it is often exposed only after surface level sedimentary rocks have eroded away, leaving this base rock behind.  What is this tough igneous rock, the most common base rock of continental crust, often used in kitchen countertops?
ANSWER: granite

It was the first war to which Australia sent soldiers as a united nation, and was noted for seeing the first widespread use of concentration camps and for guerrilla units known as ‘commandos.’ A proposed railroad to Maputo, a 5% tax on dynamite used to mine gold in the Kimberley region, and the Jameson Raid all led to this war starting. Between 1899 and 1902, the British fought what war in South Africa? 

ANSWER: (Second) Boer War

13.
This word first appeared in Britain around 1912, and might be a reference to a young bird moving its wings as it learns to fly. They typically wore bell-shaped hats called a cloches atop short haircuts called ‘Etons,’ and used phrases such as ‘bump off,’ ‘big cheese,’ and ‘the cat’s pajamas.’ What word referred to the high-spirited young women of the Jazz Age?

ANSWER: flapper(s)

14.
This object was given the number 134340 in 2005. First discovered by Clyde Tombaugh in 1930, this body has three known moons, including the recently-discovered Nix and Hydra.  Partnered with a satellite named for the boatman on the River Styx, this is what Kuiper (keye-per) Belt Object that was reclassified to dwarf planet status in 2005?
ANSWER: 134340 Pluto
15.
This play’s title comes from the name Hamlet gave to The Murder of Gonzago. People viewing this play are specifically asked not to reveal who killed Maureen Lyon, but I will – Detective Sergeant Trotter is not a policeman, and he really committed the murder. Its ending has become fairly common knowledge, as it has been running since 1952. What is this murder mystery by Agatha Christie? 

ANSWER: The Mousetrap

Who was famous during his lifetime for his engraving of the Boston Massacre, but became famous after death for his ‘midnight ride’ before the battle of Lexington and Concord?

ANSWER: Paul Revere
1B.
What part of the body hurts when one suffers from myalgia (my-al-juh)?

ANSWER: a muscle(s)

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the positive square root of 484?

ANSWER: 22
2B.
Takeru Kobayashi set, and Joey Chestnut broke in 2007, the record for eating what popular New York City food item?

ANSWER: Nathan's hot dogs
3A.
Write down the following sentence. (Quizmaster: speak slowly) I will have read that book by the end of the summer. (Quizmaster: speak normally.) In what tense is the verb in that sentence?

ANSWER: future perfect tense (DO NOT accept or prompt on ‘future’)

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the mean of 21, 59, 72, and 48?

ANSWER: 50
4A.
In a music video, the animated MC Skat Kat danced with what singer that sang “Cold Hearted,” “Straight Up,” “Opposites Attract,” and “Forever Your Girl”?

ANSWER: Paula Abdul
4B.
The Pulitzer Prize-winning novel The Optimist’s Daughter was written by what author of The Robber Bridegroom and Why I Live at the Post Office? 

ANSWER: Eudora Welty
5A.
Because ocean crust is not as thick as continental crust, when two plates collide, oceanic crust is usually recycled back into the mantle in a process known as what?

ANSWER: subduction
5B.
The Jordan, Weber, and Bear Rivers all empty into what American lake, the largest remnant of prehistoric Lake Bonneville? 

ANSWER: Great Salt Lake 

6A.
The beginning of Act III of the second opera in the Ring cycle is what famous Wagnerian piece performed by the eight sisters of Brunnhilde? 

ANSWER: “The Ride of the Valkyries” or Walkurenritt (val-kyoo-rayn-ritt)

Allegedly translated from German by a ‘Doctor Ralph,’ what work contains the Lady Cunégonde (kew-nay-gawnd) and Doctor Pangloss, and is the best known work of Voltaire?

ANSWER: Candide

What is the only letter that receives an accent aigu (ak-sawnt ay-gyoo) in French?

ANSWER: e
7B.
Who took personal command of his army in 1915, only to leave control in the hands of his wife Alexandra, and supposedly the mystic Rasputin?

ANSWER: Nicholas II
8A.
Ruth Glass devised what word to describe how working-class people were being displaced from London’s Islington neighborhood and replaced by upper-class people?

ANSWER: (urban) gentrification
8B.
Not counting element 118, what is the heaviest of the noble gases?

ANSWER: radon
9A.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Solve for x.  x squared plus 2x minus 15 equals zero.

ANSWER: x equals three and negative five (accept in either order)
9B.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the perimeter of a square with an inscribed circle of circumference 20 pi feet?

ANSWER: 80 feet
10A.
How many atoms of nitrogen are in a molecule of nitrous oxide?

ANSWER: two
10B.
Depending on their authenticity, they are split into sahih, hasan, and da’if (dah-eef) varieties. What are these collected sayings of the Prophet Muhammad? 

ANSWER: Hadith (HAH-deeth) (also accept ahadith)

Third period, 15 toss-ups, 10 points each

1.
Winners of this award in recent years have included two researchers from the University of California, who studied why woodpeckers don't get headaches, and "The Internet entrepreneurs of Nigeria" for their ingenious ways to part fools from their money.  What awards, given in the United States by the Annals of Improbable Research, have their announcement timed to coincide with another set of awards given in Sweden?

ANSWER: Ig-Nobel Awards (or Prizes)
2.
He defeated Jerry Voorhis and Helen Gahagan Douglas in races for Congress. After losing to Pat Brown, his political career seemed over, and he declared, ‘You won’t have me to kick around anymore.’ However, this former owner of Checkers appealed to the ‘silent majority,’ and defeated Hubert Humphrey. What President then, in 1974, resigned in the wake of the growing scandal of Watergate? 

ANSWER: Richard Nixon
3.
A similar ability to this was in the DEC 21464 and will be in the SPARC ‘Rock’ processor, and it will return to the 8-core ‘Nehalem’ from Intel. It allows an equipped processor to pretend to be multiple logical processors to the host operating system. Name this Intel based technology that debuted with the Xeon (zee-awn) and was replaced by the full dual core processor in Intel’s Core 2.

ANSWER: Hyper Threading or Simultaneous multithreading (prompt on ‘threading’ or ‘multithreading’)

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Convert the number 183 into hexadecimal, remembering that in binary it is 10110111 (one-zero-one-one-zero-one-one-one.) 
ANSWER: B7 (b-7)
5.
G.H., Gus, Jack, and this novel’s protagonist have never robbed a white business before, but Mr. Blum’s delicatessen offers a tempting target. Eventually, the protagonist accepts a job as a chauffeur with Mr. Dalton, but then decides raping and murdering Mary Dalton is more profitable. What novel by Richard Wright ends with the execution of Bigger Thomas? 

ANSWER: Native Son
6.
At Horace Slughorn’s Christmas party, it turns out she looks nice in silver dress robes, and does not wear her radish earrings or butterbeer cork necklace. During the school year, this Ravenclaw’s stuff is stolen, but always returned by the end of the year. Her fate is left unknown at the end of Deathly Hallows. Whose father is editor of The Quibbler and is stated by JK Rowling to be the “anti-Hermione?” 

ANSWER: Luna Lovegood

7.
In 1964, she described a ‘new, complex relation to the serious’ in her essay, Notes on Camp. She drew fire from other leftists for calling for NATO intervention in Yugoslavia, but statements such as, ‘The White race is the cancer of human history,’ made her a target for the right. What essayist also wrote the novels The Volcano Lover and In America and came under fire for her remarks in The New Yorker about 9/11? 

ANSWER: Susan Sontag
8.
Named after a German physicist, there is also one of thermal radiation.  One of these laws states that the algebraic sum of the currents toward any branch point is zero. The other of what pair of laws states that the directed sum of the electric potential differences around a circuit must equal zero?
ANSWER: Kirchhoff law

9.
This Virginia college was founded in 1880, and was the Commonwealth’s first co-educational, four-year college. Its Division III athletic programs are part of the Old Dominion Athletic Conference and are known as the “Eagles.” What college, affiliated with the Chruch of the Brethren, is located between the Allegheny and Blue Ridge Mountains in western Rockingham County? 

ANSWER: Bridgewater College

10.
It was devised by its American chemist namesake in 1932 and examples of them include ammonia, boron trifluoride, and aluminum chloride.  Name this acid and base definition system in which a base can donate a pair of electrons and an acid can accept a pair of electrons.

ANSWER: Lewis (acid/base definition)
11.
The growing popularity of a St. Louis restaurant prompted him to say, “Nobody goes there anymore, it’s too crowded.” Due to misattributed phrases, he said, “I never said half the things I said.” In giving directions to his house, he said, “When you get to a fork in the road, take it.” “It’s déja vu all over again” and “It ain’t over till it’s over” are catchphrases associated with what Hall of Fame Yankees catcher? 

ANSWER: Yogi Berra
12.
This story collection is addressed to ‘Best Beloved,’ who was probably the author’s daughter Josephine. Solomon’s surplus 999 wives are cured of their ungratefulness in ‘The Butterfly that Stamped.’ Most of the other stories explain certain facets of nature, such as ‘The Cat that Walked by Himself,’ and ‘How the Leopard got his spots.’ What is this collection of short stories by Rudyard Kipling? 

ANSWER: Just So Stories

13.
Plants of this type undergo a process called abscission.  Examples of them include birch, aspen, ash, poplar, walnut, hickory, elm, maple, and some species of oak.  Name this type of tree that seasonally loses its leaves usually in the cold or dry season and is the opposite of evergreen.

ANSWER: deciduous
14.
It was abolished in 1649 by Cromwell as ‘useless and dangerous to the people of England.’ It was re-established in 1660. In 2007, another body voted it out of existence, but its own swift intervention ensured its survival. Its membership includes twelve career judges, 28 Anglican bishops, a Speaker, and a Chancellor. The House of Commons is further restricting the powers of what upper house of the United Kingdom’s Parliament? 

ANSWER: House of Lords
15.
In horse racing, this word refers to a margin of victory about equal to one-quarter of a length. In geography, it can refer to a strait, or to a narrow strip of land. Your parents or grandparents may have used it as a synonym for ‘making out.’ When someone says they broke it, they usually mean a great effort was expended. What word refers to the body part that connects the chest to the head? 

ANSWER: neck
Spare questions 

Be sure to mark off questions as they are used. Replace, when possible, a discarded question with a spare in that area (i.e. science for science, English for English, etc.)

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. How many fluid ounces are in 2 American gallons, remembering that there are 32 fluid ounces in a quart and 4 quarts in a gallon?


ANSWER: 256 fluid ounces

2.
This book’s Union army characters include John Chadwick, Noah Babbitt, and Asa Clardy. Confederates include Heifer Hobbs and Lee Washbourne. Lee’s sister Lucy is the love interest of Jeff Davis Bussey, who fights for both sides. Historical figures in it include Union general James Blunt and the title character, a Cherokee leader that fought for the Confederacy. What Harold Keith novel won the 1958 Newbery Award? 

ANSWER: Rifles for Watie
3.
95% of it cannot recombine normally, but it can recombine with itself using palindrome base pair sequences. It contains the SRY gene, but has only 86 working genes, compared to its counterpart, which has around 1,000. None of the genes on it are vital, as 50% of the population doesn’t have it. Name this sex chromosome found in males.

ANSWER: Y chromosome
4.
Julius Caesar established this town in 59 BC and its strategic location along the Via Cassia and in the Arno Valley meant it grew quickly. The original Bonfire of the Vanities and the execution of its leader, Girolamo Savonarola, both occurred in its Uffizi (oo-fee-tsee) square. What capital of Tuscany was ruled for several centuries by the Medicis (may-dee-chees)? 

ANSWER: Florence, Italy

5.
Daniele da Volterra had the unfortunate task of painting loincloths over its naked figures – but not fig leaves. The artist painted Minos, the judge of the underworld, to resemble a critic, but also portrays the artist’s own skin being beaten by St. Bartholemew. What mural by Michelangelo is on the Sistine Chapel’s altar wall and depicts the apocalypse? 

ANSWER: The Last Judgement
