Tossups
1. This author wrote a manifesto for the new social novel in the essay "Stalking the Billion-Footed Beast" and coined the term "radical chic" in a work that described a party hosted by Leonard Bernstein for the Black Panther Party. Associated with New Journalism, he wrote a work centering on the bond trader Sherman McCoy and another chronicling a trip taken in a bus by Ken Kesey and the Merry Pranksters, while he satirized campus “hook-up” culture in the recent I Am Charlotte Simmons. For 10 points, name this author of The Electric Kool-Aid Acid Test and Bonfire of the Vanities.


ANSWER: Tom Wolfe
2. The famous “three-cause argument” of this work puts forward a trio of causes of social conflict: competition, diffident greed, and glory-seeking. In its section “Of Commonwealth”, its author argues that the ruler should be able to choose the religion of his subjects, concluding that absolute monarchy is the greatest form of government. Its first section, “Of Man”, posits that life is “a war of all against all.” For 10 points, name this work which declares life to be “solitary, poor, nasty, brutish, and short”, written by Thomas Hobbes.


ANSWER: Leviathan, or The Matter, Forme and Power of a Common Wealth Ecclesiasticall 
and Civil 

3. Some speculated causes of it include the reduction of oceanic continental shelves due to the formation of the super-continent Pangaea and volcanic eruptions in Siberia, creating large ash clouds that covered the Earth. Because of the loss of biodiversity from this event, the recovery process took significantly longer than similar events during the Ordovician and Devonian periods. For 10 points, name this event that occurred at the end of the Paleozoic era, ushering in the age of the dinosaurs.


ANSWER: Permian mass extinction [prompt on extinction; accept the Great Dying]

4. The decision rendered in Harris v. McRae clarified the ruling in this previous case by holding that Congress didn’t violate the constitution by withholding federal money from the procedure in question. A related decision prior to this landmark case was U.S. v. Vuitch, though perhaps its most famous precedent was Griswold v. Connecticut, which had first articulated the concept of the “right to privacy” used in this case, in which the ruling was that a certain action was legal on a trimesterly basis. Brought under a pseudonym by Norma McCorvey, for 10 points, what was this 1973 case that legalized abortion?


ANSWER: Roe v. Wade
5. Its synthesis involves the bactoprenol pyrophosphate carrier. Teichoic acids can be connected to it in order to extend its surface, and Braun's lipoprotein is its most abundant protein. Substances that make it up include D-glutamic acid and D-alanine, and it is the one of the few biological molecules to contain D amino acids. It is this substance that causes in the presence of crystal violet that causes bacteria to have a positive result in Gram staining. For 10 points, name this principal component of bacterial cell walls.


ANSWER: peptidoglycan [or murein]

6. The text visible in this work reads in part, “You will give this assignat to the mother of five children whose husband died in defense of his country.” The sheet, the green rug, the pen and the makeshift writing table found in this canvas were seen by the artist of this work the day before the event depicted. That man is shown treating a skin disorder, now believed to be Coeliac disease. A bloody knife, presumably just wielded by Charlotte Corday, is on the floor below the tub in, for 10 points, what Neoclassical painting of a Swiss-born French revolutionary by Jacques-Louis David?

ANSWER: The Death of Marat or La Mort de Marat
7. This man proposed the idea that children learn a language by gradually incorporating PLD into their own hypothesis. While a student under Zellig Harris, he developed a model differentiating between subconscious control, called competence, and actual use, which he called performance. In addition to the language acquisition device and transformational-generative grammar, this man included the nonsensical “Colorless green ideas sleep furiously” in his seminal work Syntactic Structures. For 10 points, name this linguist, a professor emeritus of MIT.  


ANSWER: Noam Chomsky
8. His father is usually given as Oeagreus, and his aunt, the muse Thalia, was courted by the god who would train him in his prodigous talent, Apollo. His mother was Calliope, who is sometimes said to also be the mother of Linus, a man whose talent approached that of this figure. Rocks and sticks refused to harm him because of his special talent, eliciting a Pentheus-like story where the Maenads tore him apart, leaving only his head. For 10 points, name mythical Greek musician who failed to rescue his wife Eurydice from the underworld. 


ANSWER: Orpheus
9. The man who lends his name to this also named an alternative to the Third Law of the Thermodynamics, his “Heat Theorem”. One form of it sums outward and inward-flowing species on a cell membrane based on charge, also known as the Goldman equation. Other terms in this equation include the constant RT/F, with F being Faraday’s constant, and it is used the ratio of equilibrium ionic concentrations to determine reduction potentials. For 10 points, identify this equation from electrochemistry named for a German.


ANSWER: Nernst equation
10. Some of the lesser known actions in this conflict were the bombardment of Solovetsky Monastery in the White Sea and the siege and capture of Kars by the Russians. The Grenadier Guards won out against the Russians at Inkerman, and Lord Raglan led a victorious force at Alma. It also featured a defeat of the Turkish fleet at Sinope, while the Russians expected a land invasion through the Ukrainian Steppes. For 10 points, name this war, which saw a long siege of Sevastopol and the Battle of Balaclava, which featured the infamous Charge of the Light Brigade, on the titular Black Sea peninsula?


ANSWER: Crimean War

11. In this play, the herald Talthybius details the king’s victories and difficulties in return from battle, following the Watchman’s observation of a series of flames signaling the title character’s return. He is encouraged to walk on an item hand-weaved by his queen, a purple carpet, though that leads to a bloodbath. Ending with the murders of Cassandra and the title character by Clytemnestra and her lover Aegisthus, this is, for 10 points, what first play of the Aeschylus’s Oresteia.


ANSWER: Agamemnon
12. A 1955 pact signed here by Britain and several other nations was intended to keep Russian influence at bay, but mainly decereased Britain’s influence. Founded about 20 miles to the north of the city of Ctesiphon, then capital of the Sassanid Empire, it is significantly younger than that city. The new Caliph al-Mansur, made it the capital of the dynasty that supplanted the Ummayads, until they were ousted by the Seljuk Turks. Sacked by the Mongols under Hulagu in 1258, for 10 points, name this city, the capital of the Abbasid caliphate, where today Americans can “safely” traverse its so-called Green Zone.


ANSWER. Baghdad
13. Attempts to build a temple to house his works died with the Maharaja of Indore. Other works 

include a disembodied head, his Sleeping Muse, and the phallic shaped Princess X. A tribute to 

the fallen of World War I in his home country took the form of stacked rhomboids, Endless 

Column, while one of his most famous works was an attempt to capture the essence of flight. For 10 points, name this Romanian sculptor, best known for his series Bird in Space.

ANSWER: Constantin Brancusi
14. Its score requires no string instruments but two pianos and five percussionists. This work's composer first encountered the poems that would inspire this piece in the 1884 publication Wine, Women and Song; after which Michel Hofmann then helped write the libretto in Latin. This cantata, which is along with a setting of various Catullus poems part of the musical triptych Trionfi, has the same opening and closing movement, and calls fate “monstrous” and “empty.” For 10 points, what is this musical work featuring the movement “O Fortuna”, a work of Carl Orff?


ANSWER: Carmina Burana
15. His ring tones include Hanson's "MMMBop" and ABBA's "Dancing Queen," the latter of which is for his best-friend, who once broke a mirror after someone wouldn't stop playing a Billy Joel song. He recently hired Lucas Douglas, whom he gave a picture of himself as a cheerleader to trick his boss. His fellows currently include Thirteen, Taub, and Kutner, who is played by Kal Penn, though the original trio included Chase and Foreman. For 10 points, name this Princeton-Plainsboro doctor played in a Fox drama by Hugh Laurie.


ANSWER: Gregory House, MD
16. Its work was supposed to begin with a “month of grace”, and only appeared in England once. The papal bull Excommunicanus, issued by Gregory IX, can be said to be its beginning, and that statement was followed by Declinanti jam mundi, placing the Franciscans in charge of it, though the Dominicans soon were invested. Its current form, which was in 1965 titled the “Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith”, was led from 1981 to 2005 by Joseph Ratzinger. For 10 points, name this legal body of the Catholic Church which punish breaches in church orthodoxy, a form of which was led in Spain by Torquemada.

ANSWER: Inquisition (accept CDF before said)

17. The smashing of a clock by a character in Act 3 of this play indicates his love for the protagonists’ deceased mother. In Act 4, Solyony kills Tuzenbach in a duel partly fueled by their rivalry for the hand of the same young woman, who is celebrating her ‘name day’ when the play begins. The title characters don’t realize their dream of returning to Moscow in, for 10 points, what play chronicling the lives of Olga, Masha, and Irina, a work by Anton Chekhov named for those siblings.


ANSWER: The Three Sisters or Tri Sestry 

18. The dwarf elliptical galaxy NGC 205 orbits around this, and Walter Baade was able to define Population I and Population II after resolving stars in its center. Approximately 2.2 million light-years away, most theories state it was formed from the collision of two galaxies, which may be why two nuclei have been detected at its center. The brightest galaxy of the Local Group and also known as M31, this is, for 10 points what closest spiral galaxy to the Milky Way, named for the mythical daughter of Cassiopeia?


ANSWER: Andromeda [or M31 before mentioned; or Messier 31; or NGC 224]

19. Victorious at four battles during the Six Days Campaign, this man came to prominence as an artillery commander at the Siege of Toulon, and he helped put down the Thirteen Vendemiaire. He abandoned his troops in Egypt after crushing the Mameluks at the Battle of the Pyramids, and after coming to power in the 18th Brumaire, he instituted the Continental System. For 10 points, name this man who unsuccessfuly invaded Russia and led for 100 days after escaping Elba, a 19th century Emperor of France.

ANSWER: Napoleon Bonaparte [or Napoleon I; prompt on “Napoleon”]

20. In one work, this poet of “The Soul” describes one “defeated-dying” who hears the “distant strains of triumph.” The author of “Success is Counted Sweetest”, this poet’s works were first collected in The Single Hound, and Thomas Wentworth Higginson was her mentor.  Her characteristic use of slant rhyme and dashes can be seen in lines like “My life had stood—a loaded gun” and “I heard a fly buzz—when I died.” For 10 points, name this Belle of Amherst who penned “Because I could not stop for death.”


ANSWER: Emily Dickinson

TIEBREAKER: Its end is marked by the Neilah, while on its eve, observant wear a Tallit to chant the Kol Nidre in Aramaic. Things forbidden on this day include wearing leather shoes, and its observants usually wear white to symbolize purity. Like Rosh Hoshanah, the Shofar is blown on this holiday, which occurs on the tenth of Tishrei. Involving the practice of teshuvah, or “repentance,” this is, for 10 points, what Jewish Day of Atonement?


ANSWER: Yom Kippur [prompt on Day of Atonement before mentioned]

Round 3 Bonuses
1. His work was rediscovered by the botanist Hugo de Vries. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Austrian monk who performed experiments with pea plants in the mid 1800s and is the namesake of the law of independent assortment.


ANSWER: Gregor Mendel
[10] This other law from Mendelian genetics states that individual copies of a gene end up in different gametes.


ANSWER: Law of Segregation [do not accept “Separation”]

[10] Often studied in fruit flies and mice, this situation shows that inheritance is a bit more complex than what Mendel described. In it, one gene alters the expression of another that is independently inherited. 


ANSWER: epistasis
2. It built upon the work of Henry Thornton and Irving Fisher, and argues that the supply of money is the basis for determining inflation rates. For 10 points each:

[10] What is this school of economic thought associated with the Chicago School?


ANSWER: Monetarism
[10] Probably the most famous monetarist is this guy, who with his wife Anna Schwartz wrote A Monetary History of the United States 1867-1960.


ANSWER: Milton Friedman
[10] Though Friedman found lower taxes to be beneficial to the economy, his emphasis on the importance of the money supply led him to dispute with this school, associated with Arthur Laffer and the policies of Ronald Reagan, sometimes labeled “trickle-down economics.”


ANSWER: Supply-Side Economics 

3. Identify the following about a war from English history for 10 points each.

[10] This Catholic king of England instigated the English Civil War by, among other things, dissolving Parliament for not funding his wars in Scotland.

ANSWER: Charles I
[10] During the Civil War, these were the cavalry forces loyal to the king, known for being flamboyant and wearing their hair long.

ANSWER: Cavaliers

[10] After this forced removal of members of the House of Commons not part of the Grandees, the new group became known as the Rump Parliament.

ANSWER: Pride’s Purge [prompt on partial answer]

4. Stuff about a 1956 poem for 10 points each.

A Obscenity charges were brought against publisher Lawrence Ferlinghetti for publishing this long, free-verse poem by Allan Ginsberg, famously first read at the Six Gallery in 1956.


ANSWER: “Howl”

[10] “Howl” begins with the speaker lamenting that the best minds of his generation have been destroyed by this.


ANSWER: madness
[10] Ginsberg dedicated “Howl” to this man, whom he had met in a mental institution referred to as “Rockland” in the poem.


ANSWER: Carl Solomon 

5. For 10 points each, identify the following polities in the Caucasus Mountains.

[10] During the Middle Ages, people from this state created the Kingdom of Cilicia in southern Anatolia, although they actually hailed from around Lake Van. Oh, and lots of them were killed by Ottomans during World War I, leading to their genocide.


ANSWER: Armenia or Hayastan
[10] This nation has fought over the region of South Ossetia with Russia in 2008 in war which featured fighting in Tskhinvali, where its snipers remain today.


ANSWER: Georgia or Sakartvelo
[10] The Kingdom of Armenia often ruled over this place, and when they didn’t the Persians were ruling it. Today its capital of Baku is a hub for the region’s oil trade.


ANSWER: Azerbaijan
6. A bass-baritone plays the toreador Don Escamillo, who wins his bullfight as the title character is stabbed by Don Jose. For 10 points each:

[10] What is this opera about a gypsy which makes use of flamenco in arias like the “Seguidilla” and “Habanera”? 


ANSWER: Carmen

[10] Also known for The Pearl Fishers, this Frenchman wrote the music for Carmen.  


ANSWER:  Georges Bizet
[10] Written when he was 16, this orchestral Bizet work shares its name with works by Paul Dukas and Igor Stravinsky, and is so named for having no sharps or flats in its key signature.


ANSWER: Symphony In C
7. Answer the following about fluids for 10 points each.

[10] This principle states that a pressure change applied to an enclosed liquid is transmitted undiminished to every point in the liquid and to the walls of the container.


ANSWER: Pascal's principle/law

[10] This dimensionless number gives the ratio of a fluid’s intertial of viscous forces. When it is too large, turbulent flow occurs. 


ANSWER: Reynolds number

[10] A principle stating an object submerged in a fluid is buoyed up by a force equal to the weight of the displace fluid is named for this man.


ANSWER: Archimedes
8. Answer the following about the author of Peeling the Onion for 10 points each.

[10] In Peeling the Onion, this man admitted his membership in the Waffen-SS, though he may be better known for including Dog Years and Cat and Mouse in The Danzig Trilogy.


ANSWER: Gunter Grass
[10] Grass is best known for this first novel of The Danzig Trilogy in which Oskar Matzerath sometimes communicates by beating on the title object.


ANSWER: The Tin Drum (or Die Blechtrommel)

[10] Though more usually associated with Latin American writers, this two-word term is sometimes used to describe The Tin Drum because of its use of supernatural occurrences in a seemingly plausible narrative.


ANSWER: Magical Realism
9. They flooded the country with paper money, leading the president to issue the Specie Circular. For 10 points each:

[10] By what derogatory two-word nickname were these state institutions favored by the President known?


ANSWER: pet banks
[10] This President and winner of the 1828 election issued the Specie Circular to try to curb the influx of paper currency. 


ANSWER: Andrew Jackson
[10] The pet banks grew to as many as 89 after Jackson killed this financial institution led by Nicholas Biddle.


ANSWER: Second Bank of the United States [accept Second National Bank]

10. Psychologists think this unconscious negative feeling can lead to overcompensation. For 10 points each:

[10] What is this complex involving feelings of inadequacy, not known to generally afflict quiz bowlers?


ANSWER: inferiority complex
[10] This Austrian collaborator of Freud coined the term “inferiority complex.”


ANSWER: Alfred Adler
[10] Adler also argued that this type of chronological ranking within a family affected personality, including the inferiority complex, though most psychologists discount this type of sibling ranking.


ANSWER: birth order [don’t accept “pecking order”] 

11. Identify some things from Celtic myth for 10 points each.

[10] This is a female fairy associated with an aristocratic family which lets forth a keening wail to foretell the death of one of its members.


ANSWER: banshee
[10] This figure met his wife Rhiannon while sitting on the mound of Arbeth. In order to avoid Gwawl’s request to sleep with her, he played Badger in a Bag with him until he rescinded the request.


ANSWER: Pwyll
[10] Finn MacCool tasted of this piscine and became brainy when he burned his thumb on the pan in which he was cooking it for Finnegas.


ANSWER: Salmon of Knowledge [accept Wisdom or equivalents]

12. Answer the following about chemical bonds for 10 points each.

[10] This type of bonding is associated with a transfer of electrons, and often occurs between atoms with a large difference in electronegativity, such as a metal and a nonmetal.


ANSWER: ionic bonding

[10] The Kapustinskii equation can be used to calculate this type of energy, which is the enthalpy change that occurs when gaseous ions unite into a solid ionic compound.


ANSWER: lattice energy

[10] Lattice energies are also often calculated by using this doubly-eponymous cycle.


ANSWER: Born-Haber cycle
13. Answer the following about a famous art exhibition for 10 points each. 

[10] This show in New York City in 1913 was officially known as the International Exhibition of Modern Art, and included the first works of Picasso and others shown in the United States.

ANSWER: Armory Show

[10] This Cubist work by Marcel Duchamp, which depicts motion by showing successive superimposed images, was notoriously called "an explosion in a shingle factory."


ANSWER: Nude Descending a Staircase, No. 2
[10] The Armory Show’s Gallery R featured two works by this French painter, Words to the Devil and Tahitian Interlude.


ANSWER: Paul Gaugin
14. Name these wide receivers featured during the New England Patriots’ record setting 2007 season for 10 points each.

[10] This player born in West Virginia set the single season NFL record for touchdowns in his first season with the Patriots after a very forgetful tenure with the Oakland Raiders.

ANSWER: Randy Moss
[10] This receiver, also in his first season with the Patriots, played at Texas Tech and led the Patriots in receptions for the season. On his previous team, the Miami Dolphins, he was mainly featured as a kick returner.

ANSWER: Wes Welker

[10] This receiver, who caught 36 receptions for the 2007 Patriots, was the second player ever drafted by the Houston Texans, taken in the 2002’s second round ut of the University of Florida. 

ANSWER: Jabar Gaffney
15. They were the daughters of Zeus and Mnemonsyne (neh-mohz-uh-nee). For 10 points each:

[10] Who were these nine women who represented different arts and sciences?


ANSWER: Muses
[10] The Muses were said to live either on Mount Helicon or on this other mountain, making its name synonymous with culture and art.


ANSWER: Mt. Parnassus
[10] The Muses liked fountains, like the Hippocrene on Mt. Helicon, which was formed when this mythical beast tamed by Bellerophon kicked a hole in the ground.


ANSWER: Pegasus
16. Answer the following about an author and his works for 10 points each.

[10] This prolific prose writer has generated novels like The Witches of Eastwick and Bech, A Book, as well as a tetralogy of novels about a former high school basketball star nicknamed “Rabbit”.


ANSWER: John Updike
[10] This main character of the “Rabbit” series is a car salesman who feels insignificant in life after the death of his parents.


ANSWER: Harry Angstrom [accept either; do not accept “Rabbit”]

[10] This final novel of the tetralogy sees Harry’s death after beating a young hotshot in a game of basketball.  


ANSWER: Rabbit at Rest
17. Its most famous landmark was the cause of a protracted battle between city and architect. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Australian city on Botany Bay, host of the 2000 Summer Olympics, and site of a famous opera house.


ANSWER: Sydney
[10] The Sydney Opera House was designed by this Danish architect.


ANSWER: Jørn Utzon
[10] Jørn Utzon also designed the National Assembly for this relatively small nation, which is located on the northwest coast of the Persian Gulf.


ANSWER: Kuwait

18. It first appeared in a work by Isaac Newton, but was first experimentally determined by Henry Cavendish. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this constant equal to 6.67 times 10 to the negative 11th power, Newton-meters squared, over kilograms squared.


ANSWER: (universal) gravitational constant [accept big G]
[10] This German astronomer developed three laws of planetary motion, the first of which states all planets move in elliptical orbits with the sun at one focus.


ANSWER: Johannes Kepler
[10] In the year 1600, Kepler became an assistant to this Danish astronomer, who lost part of his nose in a duel, and may have died as a result of a strained bladder.


ANSWER: Tycho Brahe
19. Stuff about nicknames given to groups of presidential advisors for 10 points each.

[10] Andrew Jackson’s unofficial advisors were given this pejorative domestic nickname to differentiate it from the official cabinet, or parlor cabinet.


ANSWER: Kitchen Cabinet
[10] This two-word term was used to refer to intellectuals and professors who unofficially advised FDR during his four terms.


ANSWER: Brain Trust
[10] The Whiz Kids was the nickname of Rand Corporation experts who unofficially advised this man, John F. Kennedy’s Secretary of Defense and later president of the World Bank.


ANSWER: Robert McNamara
20. He tried to refute Berkeley’s complex theories regarding perception by kicking a rock. For 10 points each:

[10] Who is this English author of the Lives of the Poets, as well as the seminal 1755 Dictionary of the English Language?


ANSWER: Samuel Johnson
[10] Johnson’s life was chronicled by this Scottish author.


ANSWER: James Boswell
[10] Johnson described the title prince of Abyssinia leaving Happy Valley in this, his only novella.


ANSWER: The History of Rasselas, Prince of Abyssinia
