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Round 07 – Tossups

1. Images in one work by this man include a metallic background with bells and a cloudy sky at which a cannon is pointed. Those bells also appear in The Empty Mask. Another of his paintings shows a man listening to a gramophone while two men wait in a doorway to ambush him. This painter of The Menaced Assassin also painted a fireplace with a train coming out of it in Time Transfixed. One of his works, Golconda, shows flying men in bowler hats, and another appears to depict a single pipe. For 10 points, name this Belgian surrealist artist of The Treachery of Images.

ANSWER: René Magritte <RY>

2. This poet opens one poem with the lines “Overnight, very / Whitely, discreetly, / Very quietly” and ends with the declaration that the title entities will “by morning / Inherit the earth.” This author of “Mushrooms” opens another poem with the line “Stasis in darkness,” the title poem of her collection Ariel. She wrote about driving “a stake in your fat black heart” her poem “Daddy,” while in one of her novels, Esther Greenwood feels as if she were trapped under the title scientific apparatus. For 10 points, name this author of The Bell Jar. 
ANSWER: Sylvia Plath <AM/YC>

3. Bonner spheres are used to determine their energy spectra, and high energy resolution can be achieved by a type of spin echo spectroscopy involving these particles. The R-process and S-process are two ways in which they can be captured. These particles are produced in spallation, and their speed is moderated by heavy water or graphite. Three of them are produced in the fission of uranium-236, and they are composed of two down quarks and one up quark. The number of these particles equals the mass number minus the atomic number. For 10 points, name these subatomic particles with zero charge.
ANSWER: neutrons <LC>

4. The supposedly indestructible fortress of Eben-Emale is located in this country. Robert II of Artois was defeated in this country at the Battle of the Golden Spurs. A revolution started at a theater in its capital in 1830; that revolution was supported by the July Monarchy. King Albert defended the Yser River in one conflict involving this country, and another of its rulers employed Henry Morton Stanley. This country’s fortresses around Liege were instrumental in thwarting the Schlieffen Plan. For 10 points, identify this country, split into Wallonia and Flanders, whose king Leopold II ruled the Congo as a personal colony.
ANSWER: Kingdom of Belgium [or Koninkrijk Belgie] <ZZ>

5. One measure of the power of this structure is price minus marginal cost all over price, called the Lerner Index. It has a Herfindahl-Hirschman index of 10,000, and its pricing is determined by the inverse elasticity rule. A low, nearly constant marginal cost and high fixed costs are conducive to the natural type of this system. It may produce at fair-return or socially optimal prices, which are less than the profit maximizing price. It lacks a supply curve, so profit is maximized when half of linear revenue, or marginal revenue, equals marginal cost. For 10 points, name this market structure in which a single producer dominates.
ANSWER: monopoly [accept word forms; do not accept “monopolistic competition”] <MAG>

6. Two diseases associated with these structures are caused by gluco·syl·cera·mid·ase and hexos·amin·id·ase deficiency. Materials destined for these organelles are tagged with mannose-6-phosphate, and failures of these organelles are the cause of Tay-Sachs disease. They are created when enzyme-filled compartments break off from the Golgi apparatus. These organelles maintain a pH of about 5, which is ideal for their lipases, amylases, and proteases. They fuse with vacuoles to hydrolyze the material inside of them. For 10 points, name these organelles that digest wastes and ingested matter.
ANSWER: lysosomes <BM>

7. This nation was destroyed after its defeat at the Battle of Mohi, and the Golden Bull of 1222 issued by Andrew II gave its nobles the right to revolt. It lost most of its lands in the Treaty of Trianon, and earlier Lajos Kossuth led this nation during its Revolution of 1848. Louis II of this nation was defeated at the Battle of Mohacs. This country experienced a rise to prominence under the leadership of Janos Hunyadi and Matyas Corvinus, and its Arpad dynasty included Saint Stephen I. For 10 points, identify this country home to the Magyar people, with capital at Budapest.

ANSWER: Hungary [or Magyarország] <ZZ>

8. This work references the poem “Mutability” when the protagonist ascends Mont Blanc. The title character is described breaking apart a dog sled to make oars to row an ice-raft in a letter written to Margaret Saville. When the protagonist’s brother William is accidentally strangled, Justine Moritz is framed and hanged for murder. Opening with letters written by Robert Walton, the title “wretch” runs free after his creation at the University of Ingolstadt and bears the surname of his creator, a scientist named Victor. For 10 points, name this work about “The Modern Prometheus” by Mary Shelley.
ANSWER: Frankenstein: or, The Modern Prometheus <DX>

9. This leader appointed Akhmad Kadyrov to one post, and one scandal early in this leader’s career was the Kursk submarine disaster. Some measures imposed by this politician were a flat 13% income tax and a radically different energy policy, and he put down the “Dissenter’s Marches” in 2007. He was instrumental in securing the 2014 Winter Olympics in Sochi, and riots have followed his election to a third, non-consecutive term as President. This politician was also involved in the Second Chechen War. For 10 points, name this predecessor of Dmitri Medvedev, the current Prime Minister of Russia.
ANSWER: Vladimir Vladimirovich Putin <PM>

10. A vagabond marches across the countryside accompanied by a piano tune in this composer’s Songs of Travel. This composer created a “symphonic impression” of East Anglia in his tone poem In the Fen Country. “On the Beach At Night, Alone” is one movement of his choral symphony based on Whitman’s Leaves of Grass, entitled A Sea Symphony. In another of his compositions, a solo violin part represents troop ships crossing the English Channel during World War I. For 10 points, name this composer of The Lark Ascending and Fantasia on a Theme by Thomas Tallis.

ANSWER: Ralph Vaughan Williams <WH>

11. This man came into conflict with Broughton Harris and Perry Brocchus, who would later be two of the “Runaway Officials.” He competed for leadership with men such as James Strang and Sidney Rigdon. This founding member of the Quorum of the Twelve failed to prevent the massacre of the Baker-Fancher party at Mountain Meadows, and, after petitioning to found the state of Deseret, fought against James Buchanan’s forces in the Utah War. He had led followers after being expelled from Nauvoo, Illinois. For 10 points, name this founder of Salt Lake City and Mormon leader after Joseph Smith.
ANSWER: Brigham Young <RY>

12. This god is associated with the Rigvedic storm god Rudra, and his name contrasts with that god’s epithet ghora, meaning terrible. The Arhanarisvara is a depiction of this god as half-man and half-woman, and the Harihara merges this god with Vishnu. The deaths of many devas and asuras who churned the oceans in search of Amrita led this god to drink the Halahala poison, turning his throat blue. In some stories he beheaded Ganesh and gave him an elephant head, and this god’s second wife was Parvati. He is sometimes depicted dancing in a circle of flames to end the world. For 10 points, name this destroyer god of Hinduism.
ANSWER: Shiva <RY>

13. In a work from this country, Mishlinya loves the princess Priska but falls asleep for 300 years. A group of works set in this country sees Darley have an affair with Nessim’s wife, the title character Justine. This country home to “The People of the Cave” and a tetralogy by Laurence Durrell is also home to an author who created the pedophilic cafe owner Kirsha in Midaq Alley. Including a series of novels beginning with Palace Walk is, for 10 points, this country home to Tawfiq Al-Hakim and Naguib Mahfouz, the author of the Cairo Trilogy.
ANSWER: Egypt <YC>

14. The royal chapel at the church of Les Invalides features one of these designed by Jules Mansart. In Islamic architecture, muqarnas often decorate these structures and the squinches supporting them. The Mycenaeans constructed the Treasury of Atreus as a corbled one of these. Another of these structures is supported by four buttressed pendentives in the Hagia Sophia, and the one at Florence Cathedral is topped with a cupola and was designed by Brunelleschi. Coffers and an oculus help reduce the weight of this structure at the Pantheon in Rome. For 10 points, name these architectural elements, one of which sits prominently atop the U.S. Capitol.

ANSWER: domes <LC>

15. This conflict began after the overthrow of Atanasio Aguirre. One leader in this conflict, after learning that he was an illegitimate child, flogged and executed his own mother. Francisco Barroso won a major battle in this war by ramming enemy ships at Riachuelo. One side sought the support of Justo Jose de Urquiza by invading Corrientes, after an attempted diversionary attack on Mato Grosso. The last part of this war saw Francisco Solano Lopez killed by the forces of Emperor Pedro II, and most of the male population of Paraguay was killed. For 10 points, name this conflict named for an alliance of Uruguay, Argentina, and Brazil.
ANSWER: War of the Triple Alliance [prompt on “Paraguayan War”] <RY>

16. The MacArthur-Forrest process produces this element’s cyanide complex. It can have a -1 oxidation state, as it is the most electronegative metal. A sample of this element was surrounded by a ring of zinc sulfide by Marsden and Geiger. Although it is usually quite unreactive in elemental form, it dissolves in a solution of nitric acid and hydrochloric acid called aqua regia. This element was bombarded with alpha particles an experiment that discovered the atomic nucleus, performed by Rutherford using a thin foil made of this element. For 10 points, name this yellow metal with symbol Au.
ANSWER: gold <WR>

17. In this work, after saving a girl from a burning house, the protagonist runs away to become a peasant and meets the super nice Platon. In this novel, a character who may be having an affair with her brother dies of an overdose of abortion medication. The protagonist joins the Freemasons after a duel with Dolokhov over that character, Elena Kuragin, and Andrei Bolkonsky dies after the Battle of Borodino. This novel ends with Natasha Rostov’s marriage to Pierre Bezukhov. For 10 points, name this long novel set during Napoleon’s invasion of Russia by Leo Tolstoy.
ANSWER: War and Peace <YC>

18. This region’s highest mountain, Mount Bartle Frere, lies to the east of an area notable for its volcanic features, the Atherton Tablelands. This state's Cape Tribulation is along the Daintree River, which is infested with saltwater crocodiles. This state's northernmost point is Bramble Cay, one of the islands in the Torres Strait, which separates Cape York Peninsula from New Guinea, and it also contains much of the Great Dividing Range. Its eastern coast lies on the Gulf of Carpentaria, and runs parallel to the Great Barrier Reef. For 10 points, name this second-largest Australian state, with capital at Brisbane, named in honor of Victoria.
ANSWER: Queensland, Australia <WR>

19. This deity once changed his wife into a comb, and once went on a rampage during which he threw a flayed horse at his sister, scaring her into a cave. To kill a certain monster, this deity set out eight tubs of alcohol, then used a sword once used to kill the god of fire, the Totsuka no Tsurugi, to kill that eight-headed serpent, the Yamata no Orochi. To get back into his sister’s good graces, he brought her the legendary sword Kusanagi. For 10 points, name this kami born from Izanagi’s nose, the brother of Amaterasu and Shinto god of storms. 
ANSWER: Susano’o <WD>

20. One type of this rock has deposits in Mono Lake, California, and another type is found along Floridian beaches. Tufa, coquina, and other types of this rock are classified in the Folk and Dunham systems. Typically containing aragonite, it is used in blast furnaces to extract iron. Travertine is a type of this rock, which is found in Karst topography and makes up stalagmites and stalactites. Containing fossilized fragments of marine organisms, this rock metamorphoses into marble. For 10 points, name this sedimentary rock composed of calcium carbonate.
ANSWER: limestone [prompt on “calcium carbonate” before it is mentioned] <BM>

TB. Alexander Cabanel depicted this figure in his most famous work, and Giorgione depicted this figure sleeping. In one work titled for this figure, two servants fetch clothes out of a drawer as a small dog sleeps by this figure’s feet. A sculpture named for this figure made out of oolitic limestone was found in Willendorf. In a work by Velazquez, she is looking in a mirror, while Manet referred to an earlier painting of her in his Olympia. Titian painted this figure lying on white sheets in the one “of Urbino.” For 10 points, identify this Roman goddess of love.
ANSWER: Venus [prompt on “Aphrodite” before “Roman” is read] <ZZ> 

Round 07 – Bonuses

1. He defeated the Pechenegs and fought against the Normans. For 10 points each:

[10] This Byzantine emperor conspired with the Doukas family to overthrow Nikephoros III Botaneiates. He established a dynasty that restored Byzantine glory, and his daughter Anna wrote a history of his reign.
ANSWER: Alexios I Komnenos [accept Alexius I Comnenus]

[10] Prior to Alexius’ reign, the Byzantine Empire had lost control of much of this region to the Seljuk Turks due to the Battle of Manzikert. This region was the center of the Ottoman Empire and is most of Turkey’s territory today.

ANSWER: Anatolia or Asia Minor
[10] Alexius’s call for help at the Council of Piacenza led Pope Urban II to call for the first of these events, which created the Kingdom of Jerusalem. Later ones saw a number of conflicts with Saladin.
ANSWER: crusades <RY>

2. Answer some questions about an early Church father, for 10 points each:
[10] This bishop of Hippo responded to the Visigoth sack of Rome by writing City of God, and wrote about his path to Christianity in another work.
ANSWER: Saint Augustine of Hippo [accept Saint Austin]
[10] Augustine described this doctrine, which holds that all humans suffer the consequences of the Fall of Man from the Garden of Eden.
ANSWER: original sin
[10] This work by Augustine details his early interest in the dualistic religion of Manichaeism, and his later influence by St. Ambrose and his mother St. Monica.
ANSWER: Confessions [accept Confessiones] <RY>

3. They are the immune system’s first line of defense against ingested or inhaled pathogens.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name these fleshy tissues located on both sides of the rear of the throat which may become inflamed, necessitating surgical removal.
ANSWER: tonsils
[10] The tonsils are associated with this bodily system, along with the spleen and thymus. It carries a namesake clear fluid through a network of vessels, nodes, and tissues to aid in immune responses.
ANSWER: lymphatic or lymphoid system
[10] This other tissue is a key component of the lymphatic system. Its stroma contains osteoblasts and osteoclasts, while its “red” type performs hematopoiesis, the production of blood cells.
ANSWER: bone marrow <BM>

4. A line in this play titles Robert Browning’s “Child Roland to the Dark Tower Came.” For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Shakespearean tragedy where the title king splits his kingdom between only two of his three daughters, Goneril and Regan. The object of both their affections, Edmund, is the son of the Earl of Gloucester.
ANSWER: King Lear
[10] This character marries the King of France after being disinherited early in the play. Her sisters Goneril and Regan split Lear’s kingdom, and she later dies after being captured when the British defeat the French.
ANSWER: Cordelia
[10] This character, Edmund’s older brother, dresses as the insane Tom o’ Bedlam and meets his blinded father. He kills Goneril’s steward Oswald after an attempt to kill the Earl of Gloucester.
ANSWER: Edgar <YC>

5. On his way to Athens to claim his birthright, Theseus killed many robbers. For 10 points each:
[10] This son of Poseidon invited people to stay for the night, then “fitted them” to his iron bed by either stretching them or lopping off their extremities.
ANSWER: Procrustes
[10] After killing Procrustes and other bandits, Theseus reached Athens, where he was reunited with this father of his. Later, upon seeing the black mast of Theseus’s ship, he threw himself into the sea that now bears his name. 
ANSWER: Aegeus
[10] Theseus forgot to change his mast on the way back from Crete, where he killed this creature with the help of Ariadne. This creature was the offspring of Pasiphae and the Cretan Bull, and it lived in the Labyrinth. 
ANSWER: the Minotaur <WD>

6. This branch of mathematics has algebraic, geometric, and point-set varieties. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this branch of math that studies spaces and their continuous deformations, such as the continuous deformation of a coffee mug into a donut.

ANSWER: topology

[10] A coffee mug and a donut have the same value for this invariant topological property, which represents the number of “holes” in a surface. A sphere has a value of 0 and a torus has a value of 1 for this property.

ANSWER: genus

[10] The genus is related to the Euler characteristic, calculated as the number of vertices minus edges plus faces. Any polyhedron, as well as any surface homeomorphic to a sphere, has this number as its Euler characteristic.

ANSWER: 2 <LC>

7. One part of this work describes how “the moving finger writes, and having writ, moves on.” For 10 points each:
[10] Name this work by Omar Khayyam with a notable translation by Edward Fitzgerald. It includes the lines “A Jug of Wine, a Loaf of Bread -- and Thou / Beside me singing in the Wilderness.”
ANSWER: The Rubaiyat
[10] This language was used by Omar Khayyam to write the Rubaiyat. It was also the language used by Rumi to write his Spiritual Couplets, and it is the main language spoken in Iran.
ANSWER: Persian [accept Farsi and Parsi]
[10] This Persian poet wrote the national epic of Iran, in which Zal and Rudaba’s son Rostam kills his own son Sohrab in battle. That book, this author’s Shahnameh, is also called the Book of Kings.
ANSWER: Ferdowsi <YC>

8. Sometimes, baseball players crash into the outfield wall and hurt themselves. For 10 points each:
[10] This notable Canadian leftfielder won Rookie of the Year honors with the Pittsburgh Pirate in 2004 and current Met suffered a concussion crashing into the outfield wall. 
ANSWER: Jason Bay
[10] While playing for this team, Pistol Pete Reiser ran into the outfield walls countless times, but after one incident in 1941 he basically stopped being good. Other players for this team include Sandy Koufax and Jackie Robinson.
ANSWER: Los Angeles Dodgers [accept Brooklyn Dodgers or Dodgers, prompt on “Los Angeles”]
[10] This outfielder and first cousin of James Shields was playing for the Phillies when he smashed his face against the wall at Citizens Bank Park and was taken off the field bleeding. He has also played for the White Sox and Giants.
ANSWER: Aaron Rowand <PM> 

9. Cambyses II’s victory at the Battle of Pelusium led to the conquest of Egypt by this empire. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Persian empire that became the largest of empire of its time, until the defeat of its last emperor Darius III and capture of its capital Persepolis by the Macedonians.
ANSWER: Achaemenid Empire
[10] This Persian emperor ruled at the peak of the Achaemenid Empire, created the Behistun Inscription and established Aramaic as the imperial language. He also ordered the invasion of Greece at Marathon.
ANSWER: Darius I [accept Darius the Great]
[10] Darius I was the father of this emperor, whose forces bridged the Hellespont, were defeated at Salamis and Plataea, and were delayed by a force including 300 Spartans at Thermopylae.
ANSWER: Xerxes I [accept Xerxes the Great] <RY>

10. Answer some questions about Giuseppe Verdi, for 10 points each:

[10] Name this opera which is based on the play Le roi s’amuse by Victor Hugo and which is famous for its aria “La donna è mobile.”

ANSWER: Rigoletto

[10] Verdi also composed this opera about the exile of the Jews in Babylon. This opera features the Chorus of the Hebrew Slaves, “Va pensiero.”

ANSWER: Nabucco

[10] In this Verdi opera, the title Ethiopian princess is captured and brought into slavery in Egypt. It is known for its Grand March, which features a prominent trumpet solo.

ANSWER: Aida <BM>

11. The energetics of their formation can be described by a Born-Haber cycle. For 10 points each:
[10] Name these chemical compounds, such as sodium chloride and calcium carbonate, consisting of cations and anions. They are held together by a namesake type of bond often contrasted with covalent bonds.
ANSWER: ionic compounds
[10] Aqueous solutions of soluble ionic compounds are examples of these substances, which contain free ions capable of conducting electric current.
ANSWER: electrolytes
[10] This quantity measures the strength of the bonds in an ionic compound. It is proportional to the product of the positive and negative charges, and inversely proportional to the distance between ions.
ANSWER: lattice energy or lattice enthalpy <LC>

12. Peter McQueen led this group to victory at the Battle of Burnt Corn, and, along with William Weatherford, led the Fort Mims Massacre in retaliation. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this group that was crushed at the Battle of Horseshoe Bend in a namesake war with the United States. They were influenced by the 1812 New Madrid earthquake and by the teachings of Tecumseh.
ANSWER: Red Sticks [prompt on “Creek” or “Muscogee”]
[10] The Red Sticks were part of this one of the Five Civilized Tribes, whose Lower group supported the United States forces. Their leader William McIntosh signed the Treaty of Indian Springs, which ceded land to Georgia.
ANSWER: Creek [accept Muscogee]
[10] This other one of the Five Civilized Tribes that split from the Creek was aided by escaped slaves in a series of three wars against the United States in Florida.
ANSWER: Seminole <RY>

13. In this work, the Explorer travels to a tea house to see the grave of the old Commandant. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this short story in which the Officer has the words “Be Just” carved onto his chest after releasing The Condemned.

ANSWER: In the Penal Colony
[10] The author of In the Penal Colony, Franz Kafka, also wrote this novel centering on Gregor Samsa’s transformation and eventual death, to the great joy of his parents and sister Grete.
ANSWER: The Metamorphosis
[10] An unfinished Kafka novel sees Karl Rossmann emigrate to this title place, where he befriends Robinson and Delamarche. A Philip Roth novel is entitled The Plot Against [this place], and a Tony Kushner play is titled Angels in [this place].

ANSWER:  America [accept Amerika] <AM>

14. In this piano work the D-sharp key is incredibly prominent on the right hand, which often jumps between intervals larger than an octave. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this etude in allegretto tempo inspired by Paganini’s Violin Concerto No. 2 and whose nickname means “the little bell” in Italian.

ANSWER: La Campanella

[10] This composer of La Campanella was an important representative of the New German School and is also famous for his Hungarian Rhapsodies.

ANSWER: Franz Liszt [or Liszt Ferencz]

[10] A Liszt symphony inspired by the legend of this title character contains sections titled “Gretchen” and Mephistopheles,” as well as a “Chorus Mysticus.” It was based on a Goethe play with the same name.

ANSWER: Faust or A Faust Symphony in Three Character Pictures [accept Eine Faust-Symphonie in drei Charakterbildern] <BM>

15. This quantity is constant for Newtonian fluids, and its dynamic type is measured in units of poise. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this quantity, the ratio of shear stress to velocity gradient, which describes a fluid’s resistance to flow.
ANSWER: viscosity
[10] These nonlinear partial differential equations relate viscosity, pressure gradient, and fluid density to flow velocity. They are notoriously hard to solve in general.
ANSWER: Navier-Stokes equations
[10] When inertial forces are much greater than viscous forces, this type of flow arises. Contrasted with laminar flow, it is characterized by a logarithmic velocity profile and cascading eddies down to the Kolmogorov length scale.

ANSWER: turbulent flow or turbulence <LC>

16. Answer the following about humanistic psychology, for 10 points each:
[10] This psychologist theorized that metamotivated people are driven by B-values. Those people can be found at the top of this man’s namesake hierarchy of needs, which he described in his paper A Theory of Human Motivation.
ANSWER: Abraham Harold Maslow
[10] This concept is at the top of Maslow’s hierarchy of needs, as opposed to instinctual physiological needs and physical security. This concept is the desire to realize one’s full potential through creativity or productive work.

ANSWER: self-actualization
[10] Carl Rogers, a pioneer of humanistic psychology, developed a “client-centered” type of this practice based on unconditional positive regard. Types of this practice include psychoanalysis and hypnosis, and most types involve conversation between the practitioner and the client.

ANSWER: psychotherapy [prompt on “counseling”] <MZ>

17. This leader criticized the 2006 Israeli intervention in Lebanon and the beginning of his rule saw a brief liberalization during the Damascus Spring. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this current President of Syria, whose government has forcefully suppressed an ongoing uprising.
ANSWER: Bashar al-Assad
[10] Assad is a major leader of this international Arab nationalist party that overthrew Nazim al-Kudsi in a 1963 coup. It was founded by Michel Aflaq.
ANSWER: Ba’ath Party
[10] This notorious Ba’ath leader from Iraq carried out the genocidal al-Anfal Campaign against the Kurds and invaded Kuwait in 1990, setting off the Gulf War.
ANSWER: Saddam Hussein Abd al-Majid al-Tikriti <RY>

18. Answer the following about the use of dots in painting, for 10 points each:
[10] This American pop artist used Ben-Day dots in his paintings, such as Whaam! and Drowning Girl, to imitate the colored dots used in comic books.
ANSWER: Roy Lichtenstein
[10] This Post-impressionist style uses small, distinct dots of pure color. A Sunday Afternoon on the Island of La Grande Jatte and The Port of Saint-Tropez were painted in this style.
ANSWER: pointillism
[10] Along with Paul Signac, this French painter pioneered pointillism. He created the aforementioned A Sunday Afternoon on the Island of La Grand Jatte, as well as Bathers at Asnières.

ANSWER: Georges Seurat <LC>

19. He declares that “it isn’t fun anymore” before breaking up with Marjorie. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this main character of a number of stories who sees a man slit his own throat during his wife’s Caesarian section. He goes fishing in “Big Two-Hearted River” and in another story tries to warn the boxer Ole Andreson about his impending death.
