Round 11 – Tossups

1. Near the end of this observance, sad songs are sung at Se’uda Shlishit, the third meal. On this holiday, the angels of peace are invited into the home by singing “Shalom Aleichem,” and another song sung on this day during a service called its “Kabbalat” refers to this holiday as a “bride.” That song is “L’chah Dodi,” which mentions that the Bible says to “remember” and “keep” this day. It is also welcomed by lighting two candles, drinking wine, and eating two loaves of Challah bread. For 10 points, name this Jewish day of rest, occurring from Friday night until Saturday night every week. 
ANSWER: Shabbat [accept Shabbos or the Sabbath; prompt on “Saturday”] <MAG>

2. This country is home to a work based on Alexander “Pieman” Pearce’s cannibalistic escapades, For the Term of His Natural Life, as well an author who described the cruelty of Plaszow’s Amon Goth. Another author from this country described Belle Radclyffe’s unveiling of a statue of the title explorer, who leaves Laura Trevalyan to cross the continent. Including Schindler’s Ark and Voss, for 10 points, name this country home to Thomas Kenneally and Patrick White, with its works often set in the “Outback.”
ANSWER: Australia <YC>

3. Darlington pairs consist of two of these devices, which are described by the Ebers-Moll model. The first one ever created was of the point-contact variety, made by Brattain, Shockley, and Bardeen. These devices either have base, emitter, and collector pins, or gate, source and drain pins. The field-effect type have mostly replaced the bipolar junction type of these devices, which are made of sandwiched p and n type semiconductors. The density of these devices on computer chips doubles every 18-24 months, according to Moore’s law. For 10 points, name these devices used as amplifiers and switches.
ANSWER: transistors [accept bipolar junction transistors until “point-contact” is read] <BM>

4. This man ordered the Blue House Raid, leading to the creation of the controversial Unit 684 commando group to assassinate this man. The Chollima movement resulted from this ruler’s autarkic economic policies, as outlined in his ideology of juche (“choo-chay”) or “self-reliance.” This ruler was the target of the Nordpolitik policy of Roh Tae-woo, and his successor was the target of the Sunshine Policy; he himself had been a rival of Syngman Rhee, and his invasion set off the Korean War. For 10 points, name this ruler of North Korea, the grandfather of its current President Kim Jong-un.
ANSWER: Kim Il-sung [prompt on “Kim”] <RY>

5. The speaker in one of this author’s works “shall not live in vain” if they can “ease one Life the Aching / Or cool one Pain”. This poet claimed that “Success is counted sweetest / By those who ne’er succeed” and describes a narrator who is distracted by an “uncertain stumbling buzz” and who “could not see to see”. She wrote about a carriage that “held but just Ourselves -- / And Immortality”. For 10 points, name this “Belle of Amherst” who wrote “I heard a Fly buzz -- when I died --” and “Because I could not stop for Death --”.

ANSWER: Emily Elizabeth Dickinson <TN>

6. This actor debuted as Stan in the 1972 film Together for Days. In one scene in another film, this actor’s character dances with his mother as he persuades her to give him money.  In that same movie, Jungle Fever, this actor plays “Gator” Purify, the brother of Flipper Purify who gets shot by his father. In another film, this actor’s character interrogates Brett about the appearance of Marsellus Wallace, and, after angrily asking if he speaks English, shoots Brett. He also talks to his partner Vincent about the “royale with cheese.” For 10 points, name this man who played Jules in Pulp Fiction and Mace Windu in Star Wars.
ANSWER: Samuel Leroy Jackson <BM>

7. This organ is affected by Wolff-Parkinson-White syndrome. In crocodilians, the foramen of Panizza joins two of its parts, and in infants, it features a foramen ovale that later closes. Its papillary muscles tighten the chordae tendineae, and two of its structures are sometimes called auricles. The QRS complex results from the action of this organ’s bundle of His, Purkinje fibers, and SA node. It is located in a two-walled sac called the pericardium and its electrical potential can be measured with an EKG. In humans, it consists of two atria and two ventricles. For 10 points, name this muscular organ that pumps blood.
ANSWER: heart <SH>

8. This leader’s admiration of the Soviet economy led him to create a license regime that caused poor economic growth in the 1990s. He formulated Five Points of Peaceful Coexistence with a neighboring country, although his Forward Policy caused a war with that country. In his inaugural address, this man declared there is a “new star of Freedom in the East,” and that his country had long ago made a “tryst with destiny.” As leader of the Congress Party he was opposed by Jinnah’s Muslim League, leading to the split of his country with Pakistan. For 10 points, name this disciple of Mohandas Gandhi, the first Prime Minister of India.
ANSWER: Jawaharlal Nehru <RY>

9. This state’s Vermilion Bay contains Marsh Island and Avery Island, formerly the main site of tabasco pepper production. Morgan City lies in this state’s Atchafalaya Basin, and this state’s eastern boundary is defined by the Pearl River. The Tchefuncte River here flows into a lake that is connected by the Rigolets Strait to a larger body of water. That lake is Lake Pontchartrain, which opens to the Gulf of Mexico. Instead of counties, this state is divided into parishes, and it contains the largest swamp in the U.S. along with many bayous. For 10 points, name this state with capital at Baton Rouge, home to New Orleans.
ANSWER: Louisiana <RY>

10. This author’s death is referenced in a novel by Hermann Broch. This author wrote of a son who will bring about a new age in a work, while another discusses agriculture and animal husbandry. His most famous work ends with the title character killing a character for wearing Pallas’ belt. This author of The Eclogues and The Georgics wrote of a character who “sing[s] of arms and the man.” The title character in that work kills Turnus and causes Dido’s suicide. For 10 points, name this author of The Aeneid.
ANSWER: Publius Virgilius Maro <MAG>

11. Equipped with his father’s crane-skin bag of weapons, he regained control of his people by stabbing himself in the forehead with a spear to stay awake. Immediately afterward, he threatened war with his grandfather and took that man’s home for his own. In some stories, he dressed up as a baby to avoid fighting a giant. The druid Fear Doirich turned this man’s most famous wife into a deer. This white-haired husband of Sadhbh (“sad-vuh”) and father of Oisin (“o-sheen”) sleeps in a cave below Dublin, and will arise when his hunting horn is blown three times. For 10 points, name this warrior-hunter and leader of the Fianna who once burned his finger on the Salmon of Knowledge.
ANSWER: Finn MacCool [accept Fionn mac Cumhaill, Deimne or Fingal] <WD>

12. This geological process saw increased activity during the mid-Cretaceous in its namesake “pulse.” The Vine-Matthews-Morley hypothesis predicted that, because of reversals in the Earth’s magnetic field, this process should result in alternating bands of magnetically polarized rock. Caused by asthenospheric convection currents, this process occurs at triple junctions where basaltic magma emerges from a divergent boundary between two oceanic plates. For 10 points, name this process contributing to continental drift, in which new oceanic crust is formed at mid-ocean ridges.
ANSWER: seafloor spreading <SH>

13. This author of Zuni Mythology criticized the relationship between head size and intelligence in a pamphlet on fascism, and contrasted the restrain of the Apollonian with the abandon of the Dionysian in the Pueblo and Great Plains tribes. This author of "The Races of Mankind" drew upon the research of her mentor Franz Boas for that work, while in another, she connected the idea of “taking one’s station” with kamikaze pilots during World War II. For 10 points, name this author of Patterns of Culture who characterized Japan as a shame culture in The Chrysanthemum and the Sword.
ANSWER: Ruth Fulton Benedict <MZ>

14. In one battle, this leader blew up all the bridges on the Neretva River to thwart forces under Alexander Löhr, and he was the target of Operation Knight’s Leap. This leader signed the Treaty of Vis with Ivan Šubašić. Fitzroy Maclean was this man’s British liaison, and this ruler fought against the Ustasha and his nemesis Draža Mihailović, leader of the Nazi-collaborationist Chetnik movement. This man put down the Croatian Spring, and his denial of the COMINFORM began the Informbiro period, part of his feud with Stalin. For 10 points, name this leader of the Non-Aligned Movement and dictator of Yugoslavia.
ANSWER: Josip Broz Tito <RY>

15. One work by this artist depicts the title group of merchants looking up at the viewer from across a table and was meant to be hung over a doorway. This artist of The Abduction of Europa and The Polish Rider depicted Christ preaching to a group of sick and poor followers in The Hundred Guilder Print. He often included his wife Saskia in his works. In his another painting, several men carrying pikes are shown in the background as light beams down on the leader of the militia unit. For 10 points, name this Dutch baroque artist of The Anatomy Lesson and the Night Watch.
ANSWER: Rembrandt van Rijn <SoH>

16. One character in this novel is forced to wear a sign declaring her to be a “slattern” and she first meets the protagonist while reading Rasselas. Helen Burns later dies from consumption due to the negligence of Mr. Brocklehurst, who runs Lowood Institution. The protagonist accepts a post as governess to Adele Varens, but leaves with her dreams of marrying her employer dashed after learning of his mad wife, Bertha Mason. For 10 points, name this novel in which the title character falls in love with Mr. Rochester, written by Charlotte Bronte.
ANSWER: Jane Eyre <TN>

17. With zinc, this element is found in a carbenoid that forms a cyclopropane in the Simmons-Smith reaction. This element’s compound with hydrogen catalyzes the first step in the Cativa and Monsanto processes for producing acetic acid. This element is found in an anion that is produced slowly and then consumed quickly in a namesake clock reaction. Its silver salt is used in cloud seeding, and it is found naturally in diatomic form as a solid that sublimates at room temperature into a purple gas. This element is part of Lugol’s solution, which turns blue-black on reacting with starch. For 10 points, name this halogen with symbol I.
ANSWER: iodine <LC>

18. This architect called the distinctive stepbacks of one of his buildings “zogs.” Another of his buildings, in California, contains a massive pipe organ. He designed a series of glass buildings including the castle-themed PPG Place, as well as the Crystal Cathedral and a building with an open pediment that has since been renamed the Sony Building. His self-designed residence in Connecticut features a brick column containing a bathroom, but is otherwise transparent. For 10 points, name this American architect of the Glass House who collaborated with Mies van der Rohe on the Seagram Building.
ANSWER: Philip Johnson <MZ>

19. Key precedents for this case involved the “special circumstances” rule established in Powell v. Alabama. The defendant was later represented by W. Fred Turner and released on his retrial. The ruling in this case would be modified in Doughty v. Maxwell to not include cases where a guilty plea has been entered, and extended to include police interrogations in Miranda v. Arizona. The defendant had been accused of breaking into and stealing money from a poolroom. For 10 points, name this case in Florida that established the Sixth Amendment’s right to counsel also applied to the states due to the due process clause of the Fourteenth.
ANSWER: Clarence Earl Gideon v. Louis L. Wainwright, Corrections Director <ZZ>

20. One part of this work features eleven measures of eighth notes before the soloist plays a series of C-minor thirty-second note arpeggios. Another section features repeated trills starting with a B among the soloist and the principal violins before returning to the E-major theme. The violins in this series play high pizzicato in its final section, depicting cold rain, while earlier lightning and thunder are depicted in the section, “Storm.” Its composer included this collection in his The Contest Between Harmony and Invention. For 10 points, name this set of violin concerti by Antonio Vivaldi, which opens with “Spring” and “Summer.”

ANSWER: The Four Seasons [accept Le Quattro Stagioni] <WR>

TB. One composer from this country created a violin concerto titled Zigeunerweisen (“zee-GOY-ner-vy-zin”), or Gypsy Airs, and was the dedicatee of Saint-Saens’s Introduction and Rondo Capriccioso. This country was home to the composer of the Ritual Fire Dance and a popular operatic musical form in this country was the zarzuela. Home to the composer of the ballet The Three-Cornered Hat and the keyboard sonatas of Antonio Soler, another composer from this country, Isaac Albeniz, wrote a piano suite named Iberia. For 10 points, name this country of Pablo de Sarasate and Manuel de Falla, who spent much of his life in Madrid.

ANSWER: Spain [accept España] <WR>

Round 11 – Bonuses

1. This character contracts syphilis from Paquette. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this character, a philosopher who believes it is all for the best in “the best of all possible worlds”, and was likely inspired by Leibniz.
ANSWER: Pangloss
[10] Pangloss appears in this novel, whose title character pursues Cunegonde and later rejects Pangloss’s philosophy by declaring “we must cultivate our garden”.
ANSWER: Candide
[10] The author of Candide, Voltaire, also wrote this novel set in ancient Babylonia where the title philosopher is in love with Semire and Astarte. 
ANSWER: Zadig <YC>

2. One painter from this country painted a sunlit cityscape titled Ovid Banished From Rome. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this country home to artists like Thomas Gainsborough, who painted Blue Boy, and J.M.W. Turner, who painted works like The Burning of the Houses of Lords and Commons.
ANSWER: England [or Great Britain; or United Kingdom]
[10] William Holman Hunt and John Everett Millais were part of this 19th century group of English painters who rejected the approach of their namesake Renaissance artist by ignoring perspective and returning to the quattrocento style.
ANSWER: Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood
[10] This founding Pre-Raphaelite painter painted The Girlhood of Mary Virgin, Ecce Ancilla Domini, and The Blessed Damozel. His sister Christina was the poet of Goblin Market.
ANSWER: Dante Gabriel Rossetti <BM>

3. They can undergo acid-catalyzed dehydration to form alkenes. For 10 points each:
[10] Name these organic compounds containing an -OH group, examples of which include methanol and ethanol.
ANSWER: alcohols
[10] Alcohols and carboxylic acids can be combined to form these compounds in a reaction named for Fischer. Many of them smell like fruit.
ANSWER: esters
[10] Secondary and tertiary alcohols can be synthesized from aldehydes and ketones using these alkyl-magnesium halide reagents. They are extremely sensitive to moisture and typically exist in Schlenk equilibrium.
ANSWER: Grignard reagents <LC>

4. They must be compared to make a decision in an economic trade-off. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this concept that measures the cost of a good or activity in terms of forgone alternatives. For example, if you choose to attend college, this concept equals the wages you could otherwise have earned in 4 years.
ANSWER: opportunity costs
[10] The slope of this curve equals the opportunity cost of an item in terms of forgone production of another item. It plots the total production of two goods, such as guns and butter, given a fixed supply of the factors of production.
ANSWER: production possibilities frontier curve
[10] Like the PPF curve, these non-intersecting curves graph two goods against each other. These level curves of the utility function show the combinations of goods that a consumer would be equally satisfied with.
ANSWER: indifference curves <LC>

5. It compares the relationship between the Subject and the Other to the master-slave dialectic. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this existentialist work that describes the bad faith resulting from the objectification of women. It proposes reciprocal love as a solution to view both sexes as simultaneous subjects and objects.

ANSWER: The Second Sex

[10] This philosopher wrote about Pierre, Xavière and Françoise in She Came to Stay and described the marginalization of the elderly in The Coming of Age, in addition to writing The Second Sex. She was the lover of Jean-Paul Sartre.

ANSWER: Simone de Beauvoir

[10] In The Second Sex, Beauvoir criticized first-wave feminists, especially this author of A Vindication of the Rights of Woman, for encouraging the idea of being female as abnormal by viewing women in relation to men.

ANSWER: Mary Wollstonecraft <MZ>

6. This state saw the Ludlow massacre, the deadliest strike in U.S. history, against coal mining companies managed by John D. Rockefeller, Jr. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this state that imprisoned Mother Jones for her role in that strike. It earlier saw the 1859 Pike’s Peak gold rush.
ANSWER: Colorado
[10] This other violent strike, against a steel works managed by Henry Clay Frick, saw strikers battle with Pinkerton agents, who were besieged in barges on the Monongahela River.
ANSWER: Homestead strike
[10] The Homestead steel works had been bought by this Scottish steel magnate who also wrote “The Gospel of Wealth” and founded a university in Pittsburgh.
ANSWER: Andrew Carnegie <RY>

7. “Check” your musical knowledge by naming some Czech composers, for 10 points each:

[10] This composer wrote a string quartet called the “Kreutzer Sonata.” His opera Janufa is heavily influenced by Moravian folk music, and he also composed the Sinfonietta and the Glagolitic Mass.

ANSWER: Leoš Janáček

[10] This composer inserted polkas, furiants, and other traditional dance forms in his opera The Bartered Bride. His symphonic cycle Má Vlast also emphasizes national pride and identity, and he also composed the string quartet From My Life.

ANSWER: Bedřich Smetana

[10] This composer wrote his Stabat Mater as a reaction to the death of his daughter Josefa, but is perhaps more famous for his “New World” Symphony and the “American” string quartet.

ANSWER: Antonín Dvořák (“d-vor-JOCK”) <WR>

8. Neutron stars exceeding the Tolman-Oppenheimer-Volkoff limit can collapse to form these entities. For 10 points each:
[10] Name these infinitely dense objects from which nothing can escape, including light.
ANSWER: black holes
[10] Once an object crosses this boundary, it is no longer possible to escape the black hole. Within this boundary, the escape velocity from a black hole would exceed the speed of light.
ANSWER: event horizon
[10] This theorem states that black holes can only have three properties: mass, angular momentum, and electric charge. No other properties can be observed from outside the event horizon.
ANSWER: no-hair theorem <BM>

9. In this novel, the dog Barabbas bleeds to death all over a bride’s dress. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this novel about Esteban Trueba’s family where the clairvoyant Clara predicts the death of the green-haired Rosa.
ANSWER: The House of the Spirits [accept La casa de los espíritus]
[10] This Chilean author wrote The House of the Spirits and Eva Luna, and chronicled the life of Aurora del Valle in Portrait in Sepia.
ANSWER: Isabel Allende
[10] This other Chilean woman wrote the collections Sonnets of Death and Desolacion. She was the first Latin American to win the Nobel Prize in Literature.
ANSWER: Gabriela Mistral [accept Lucila Godoy Alcayaga] <YC>

10. The duet “il core vi dono” is sung while Dorabella gives away a heart-shaped locket its second act. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this opera where Guglielmo and Ferrando learn the title lesson about their wives after disguising themselves as Albanians with impressive moustaches.
ANSWER: Cosi fan tutte [accept Thus Do They All or The School for Lovers]
[10] A continuation of “The Barber of Seville”, this opera features the conspiratorial exploits of the title character, along with his betrothed Susanna and the Countess Almaviva.
ANSWER: The Marriage of Figaro [accept Le nozze di Figaro or The Day of Madness]
[10] Cosi fan tutte and The Marriage of Figaro were both composed by this man, who included the famous soprano aria “Der holle Rache” in another opera, The Magic Flute.
ANSWER: Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart <WR>

11. The defeat of colonial forces in this country contributed to the overthrow of the Estado Novo regime in Portugal. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this African country that experienced a long civil war between the MPLA and the UNITA parties. It saw a large Cuban military intervention in its civil war.
ANSWER: Republic of Angola
[10] This country was led by Julius Nyerere, who described his idea of Ujamaa and African socialism in the Arusha Declaration. This country also fought a war against neighboring Uganda, overthrowing its dictator Idi Amin.
ANSWER: United Republic of Tanzania
[10] This country was led by the Marxist Derg military junta following Mengistu Haile Mariam’s overthrow of Emperor Haile Selassie, who had earlier been deposed by Benito Mussolini.
ANSWER: Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia [accept People’s Democratic Republic of Ethiopia] <RY>

12. Answer some questions about RPGS, for 10 points each:
[10] Lydia, Delphin, and the dragon Alduin appear in this open world RPG developed by Bethesda. As a Dragonborn, the player can absorb the souls of slain dragons to learn shouts.
ANSWER: The Elder Scrolls V: Skyrim [accept either underlined portion; prompt on “The Elder Scrolls”]
[10] Bethesda also released the third installment in this series, whose “New Vegas” installment was released in 2010. This series follows the “Vault Dweller” and his descendants centuries after a cataclysmic war between America and China in 2077.

ANSWER: Fallout

[10] Installments of this series all have a character named “Cid.” This series recently released its “XIII-2” edition, set in the world of Gran Pulse. The first game in this series, released in 1987, had character classes like Black Mage, White Mage, and Thief.

ANSWER: Final Fantasy <MZ>

13. This poem describes the central group as having come “thro’ the jaws of Death / back from the mouth of Hell,” and it begins with the lines “Half a league, half a league / Half a league onward.” For 10 points each:
[10] Name this poem inspired by the Battle of Balaclava where the title group of six hundred ride “into the valley of Death.”
ANSWER: “The Charge of the Light Brigade”
[10] The lines “Sunset and evening star / and one clear call for me” opens this author’s “Crossing the Bar.” This poet wrote the line “After many a summer dies the swan” in “Tithonus,” in addition to writing “The Charge of the Light Brigade.”
ANSWER: Alfred Lord Tennyson
[10] This Tennyson poem written after the death of Arthur Henry Hallam declares that it is “better to have loved and lost / than never to have loved at all.” 
ANSWER: “In Memoriam A. H. H.” <YC>

14. He was almost purged along with Anastas Mikoyan before Stalin’s death, and his name means “hammer.” For 10 points each:
[10] Name this member of the post-Stalin troika who signed a non-aggression pact with Nazi diplomat Joachim von Ribbentrop. Finnish troops named some “bread baskets” and “cocktails” after him.
ANSWER: Vyacheslav Mikhailovich Molotov [accept Vyacheslav Mikhailovich Skryabin]
[10] This troika member was the brutal leader of the NKVD secret police under Stalin, who introduced him to FDR as “our Himmler.”
ANSWER: Lavrentiy Pavlovich Beria
[10] This Russian leader succeeded Malenkov and negotiated with Kennedy during the Cuban Missile Crisis. This man denounced Stalin in his Secret Speech, and his rule saw a namesake political “thaw.”
ANSWER: Nikita Khrushchev <RY>

15. Give the following terms from ecology, for 10 points each:
[10] This term refers to a population’s specific role within an ecosystem, including its habitat, food supply, and interactions with abiotic and biotic factors.
ANSWER: ecological niches
[10] This term refers to regions of the Earth with similar climates and plant and animal life, such as tundra, tropical rainforest, and estuary.
ANSWER: biomes
[10] This term refers to a species with a disproportionately large impact on its environment relative to its biomass, such as a species that preys upon a species with no other natural predators. Examples include sea otters and sea stars.
ANSWER: keystone species <LC>

16. It was burned down by the Paris Commune and eventually demolished, despite the protests of Baron Haussmann. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this palace that was stormed by the Fédérés on the 10th of August, 1792. That bloody assault foreshadowed the September Massacres.
ANSWER: Tuileries Palace
[10] This other rebellion saw an angry mob storm the bedchambers of a young Louis XIV. It sought to defend the rights of the parlements and overthrow Cardinal Mazarin.
ANSWER: the Fronde
[10] This Parisian fortress once held the Man in the Iron Mask. It was defended by de Launay, who was killed by a crowd rallied by Camille Desmoulins. Its storming is celebrated in France every July 14th.
ANSWER: Bastille Saint-Antoine <RY>

17. For 10 points each, answer some questions about a Biblical group:
[10] This group of twelve theological figures give their name to a book of the Hebrew Bible include figures like Haggai, Zechariah, Malachi, Amos and Habakkuk. They are so named because their books are shorter than ones like Jeremiah and Isaiah.
ANSWER: minor prophets [accept Trei Asar]
[10] The “Habakkuk Pesher” is one of these documents that were discovered in 1947 by a Bedouin shepherd on the namesake body of water. Other documents in this collection include the Community Rule and the Isaiah Scroll.
ANSWER: Dead Sea Scrolls
[10] This apostle from Tarsus quoted Habakkuk in his Epistles to the Romans and the Galatians. He converted to Christianity after hearing the voice of God on the road to Damascus.
ANSWER: Paul [accept Saul of Tarsus] <RY>

18. This branch of math axiomatized by Zermelo and Fraenkel forms the basis of much of modern math. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this branch of math that studies its namesake collections of objects, with operations like union and intersection.
ANSWER: set theory
[10] For a given set S, this set is the set of all subsets of S. For a finite set with n elements, this set has 2n (“two to the n”) elements.
ANSWER: power set

[10] Name this play in which Tom Wingfield invites Jim O’Connor over to visit his disabled sister Laura.
ANSWER: The Glass Menagerie
[10] This playwright of The Glass Menagerie and The Rose Tattoo described Blanche DuBois’s dependence on the kindness of strangers in A Streetcar Named Desire.
ANSWER: Tennessee Williams
[10] This Williams play centers around the ex-minister T. Lawrence Shannon and the artist Hannah Jelks. Some Mexican boys capture and tie the title animal to a pole in this play.
ANSWER: The Night of the Iguana <MZ>

20. This son of Gaia and Tartarus tore out Zeus’s sinews during their first battle. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this monster, the husband of Echnida, who was finally trapped by Zeus under Mount Etna.
ANSWER: Typhon
[10] This monster was a dragon with a woman’s head and a scorpion tail. Cronus sent her guard the Cyclopes before she was killed by Zeus.
ANSWER: Campe
[10] Zeus killed Campe and rescued these three sons of Gaia and Uranus who assisted him in fighting the Titans. Each of them had one hundred hands and fifty heads.
ANSWER: Hekatonkhires <WD>

TB. This company ran ships such as the Yarmouth and the Antonio Maceo, which was previously owned by the robber baron Henry H. Rogers. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this ill-fated shipping company that took its name from the company that ran the Titanic.
ANSWER: Black Star Line
[10] The Black Star Line was part of this man’s Back-to-Africa movement, along with his newspaper Negro World. He claimed to respect the KKK, and W.E.B. Du Bois called him “a lunatic or a traitor.”
ANSWER: Marcus Mosiah Garvey, Jr.
[10] Marcus Garvey was ultimately deported to this country on charges of mail fraud. Some Rastafarians from this country believe Garvey was a prophet.
ANSWER: Jamaica <RY>
