Round 13 – Tossups

1. One part of this work includes an affettuoso movement between two allegro sections, while another features a measure of two chords of a Phrygian half cadence following a violin cadenza. The second piece in this collection includes a difficult part for the clarino, and another features “echo flutes” played by recorders. The fifth piece features a virtuosic harpsichord cadenza and includes two lire da braccio and two viole da gamba but no violins. Including a piccolo violin, a natural trumpet and natural horns, for 10 points, name this collection of six concerti grossi named for a German city, by J. S. Bach.
ANSWER: Brandenburg Concertos or Concerti <YC> 

2. This figure killed Taataka with a poisoned arrow and later freed Ahalya from a curse that had turned her to stone. He proved his divinity by stringing and breaking the bow Pinaka. One of this man’s friends ripped open his own chest in order to show him the world. That friend once imprisoned this man’s sons, Luv (“loov”) and Kush, due to a misunderstanding about a runaway horse. This man exiled himself to the forest with his wife and his brother Lakshmana. He questioned his wife’s purity after crossing a floating bridge constructed by monkeys to find her. For 10 points, name this avatar of Vishnu who slew Ravana to rescue his wife Sita.
ANSWER: Rama <WD> 

3. This disease produces calcified scars called the Ghon complex at its initial site of infection. It causes Rasmussen’s aneurysm, and it can spread to the neck in scrofula or to the spine in Pott’s disease. Caused by a Gram-positive bacterium commonly treated with rifampin, it is targeted by the BCG vaccine. It causes necrotizing granulomas and is caused by a Mycobacterium infection. A test for this disease involves a PPD injected under the skin. Its symptoms include night sweats, bloody phlegm, and chronic cough. For 10 points, name this bacterial lung infection formerly known as consumption.
ANSWER: tuberculosis or MTB <BM> 

4. The speaker of one of his poems throws a stone at the title animal and muses “how paltry, how vulgar, what a mean act!” This author of “Snake” wrote about Gerald Crich trying to strangle Gudrun Brangwen and abandoning Rupert Birkin and Ursula in one novel, while he wrote about Gertrude Coppard’s son Paul Morel in another. The author of Women in Love and Sons and Lovers, he also wrote a novel that sees the title character have an affair with the gamekeeper Oliver Mellors. For 10 points, name this author of Lady Chatterley’s Lover.
ANSWER: David Herbert Lawrence <YC> 

5. A later descendant of this family was Pope Innocent X, and this family rose to prominence under Pope Callixtus III. One member of this family campaigned with the French general Yves d’Allegre, and organized the debauched Banquet of the Chestnuts, which was supposedly attended by his father, Pope Alexander VI. Its most famous member campaigned in central Italy and employed Leonardo da Vinci, and was admired by Machiavelli. For 10 points, identify this family with members such as Rodrigo, Lucrezia and Cesare, rivals of the Sforza and Medici.
ANSWER: Borgia [accept Borja] <ZZ> 

6. A figurine of Saint Margaret emerges from a dragon in this work. A single orange lies on the windowsill and a cherry tree is barely visible through the window. The two figures in red and blue standing in the doorway are reflected in the round mirror on the back wall, and one of the central figures wears a large black hat. A small brown dog and a pair of clogs are shown in the foreground. One of the subjects is wearing a long green dress and is holding hands with the other in, for 10 points, this painting of an Italian merchant and his wife by Jan van Eyck.

ANSWER: The Arnolfini Wedding [accept The Arnolfini Portrait; or The Arnolfini Marriage; or Giovanni Arnolfini and His Wife] <RY>

7. One man ran seventy miles to gain land in this state’s Walking Purchase. This state’s town of Titusville became a boomtown after a discovery by Edwin L. Drake, and was home to a certain writer for McClure’s Magazine. One leader gained the nickname “Monster Brant” for the Wyoming Valley massacre in this state, and it was also home to the Paxton Boys. Much of Pontiac’s Rebellion took place in this state including a siege of its Fort Pitt. After the Battle of Brandywine, George Washington’s forces spent a winter in this state’s Valley Forge. For 10 points, name this state founded by a Quaker leader.
ANSWER: Pennsylvania <RY> 

8. In this work, Commissioner Gintz is accused of being a German spy and stands atop a water barrel where he is shot by Pamphil. The protagonist is forced to sleep in the tent of the old narcissistic cocaine addicted leader of the “Forest Brotherhood,” Liberius, while Misha Gordon intervenes in Amalia Guishar’s suicide attempt. Komarovsky causes the title character’s father to jump off a train while Lara is arrested during the Great Purge and dies in a gulag. For 10 points, name this novel about the title character Yuri by Boris Pasternak.
ANSWER: Doctor Zhivago <YC> 

9. The Barlow Road was built to circumvent this range’s Lolo Pass. The Klamath River flows to sea through this range, which once contained Mount Mazama. The Fraser River forms the northern border of this range, and the Skagit River basin contains its Glacier Peak and Mount Baker. The southernmost part of this range is the isolated Mount Shasta. This range also contains the Columbia River Gorge, and Wizard Island lies in the deepest lake in the United States, Crater Lake, in this range. For 10 points, name this mountain range that contains Mount Rainier and Mount St. Helens, located in the Pacific Northwest.
ANSWER: Cascade Range <RY> 

10. Vaca de Castro usurped power after the assassination of one man with this name. That murder was in revenge for two brothers with this surname, Hernando and Gonzalo, winning at Las Salinas against Diego de Almagro. Gonzalo also led a revolt against Blasco Núñez Vela for attempting to enforce the New Laws under Charles V. Another man with this surname served under Balboa and briefly served as mayor of Panama City. He was later offered a ransom room filled with gold by a ruler he would convert to Christianity and then strangle to death, Atahualpa. For 10 points, give the surname of Francisco, the Spanish conqueror of the Inca Empire.
ANSWER: Pizarro <RY> 

11. OVVs and BL Lacs are types of these objects, whose spectra feature UV gaps known as Gunn-Peterson troughs and “forests” of absorption lines in the Lyman-alpha transition range. The first of these discovered was 3C 273 in the constellation Virgo. Gravitational lensing was first observed in one of these objects, which may be radio-loud or radio-quiet. They have very high redshifts, indicating that they are very distant. They are thought to be powered by accretion disks surrounding supermassive black holes. For 10 points, name these most luminous objects in the universe, named for their resemblance to stars.
ANSWER: quasar or quasi-stellar objects [prompt on “blazars”; prompt on “active galactic nuclei”] <BM> 

12. In this work, one character eats roses until he vomits, while his uncle loses a pair of false teeth to crocodiles by a riverbank. One character’s wife can smell the essence of Barbara Lynch on his clothing. That character investigates the suicide by cyanide poisoning of the Antillean photographer and skilled chess player Jeremiah de Saint-Amour. In this novel, the celebrated doctor Juvenal Urbino saves the town from the title epidemic and marries Fermina Daza, causing Florentino Ariza to wait more than fifty years. For 10 points, name this novel by Gabriel Garcia Marquez.
ANSWER: Love in the Time of Cholera [accept El amor en los tiempos de colera] <YC> 

13. Early EPs by this band include Manic Hedgehog and Drill, and “Happy Song” was released under their original name, On A Friday. More recent singles by this band include “Supercollider/Butcher” and “The Daily Mail/Staircase.” Solo albums by members of this band include Familial, Norwegian Wood, and The Eraser, the first being released by drummer Phil Selway. More familiar songs by this band include “There There,” “Pyramid Song,” and “Reckoner,” and albums by this band include Pablo Honey, Amnesiac, The Bends, and OK Computer. For 10 points, name this Thom Yorke-fronted band with songs like “Karma Police” and “Creep.”
ANSWER: Radiohead <PM> 

14. This property determines which formulas to use for R and T in the Fresnel equations. The Jones vector describes this property, as does a quantity computed using Mueller calculus, the Stokes vector. The Faraday effect is a change in this property caused by a magnetic field, and a ray with this property is transmitted perfectly at Brewster’s angle. It can be elliptical, circular, or linear, and only transverse waves can have this property. Glare-reducing sunglasses take advantage of this property, which can be achieved using certain camera lenses. For 10 points, name this property of a wave that oscillates in a single plane.
ANSWER: polarization [accept word forms such as polarized] <SH> 

15. This work analyzes Agnes and The Merman, Amor and Psyche, and Agamemnon at Aulus to establish the outer world of aesthetics and ethics. The author admits that he cannot understand the central character, who chooses to embrace absurdity. In contrast to Socrates, who strives asymptotically as a Knight of Infinity, that character is portrayed as a Knight of Faith. The author answers the first of its three problemata by concluding that the religious sphere is beyond the ethical. For 10 points, name this work that analyzes the “teleological suspension of the ethical” during Abraham’s near-sacrifice of Isaac, written by Johannes de silento, a pseudonym of Søren Kierkegaard.
ANSWER: Fear and Trembling [accept Frygt og Bæven] <MZ> 

16. This author describes the title group’s art form as angular, imitative and lacking privacy in one essay, while in a short story, a skinny woman is jealous of her husband’s rotund mistress Bertha. She chronicles Sykes’s attempt to poison Delia in her short story “Sweat,” and this author of “The Characteristics of Negro Expression” created a protagonist who leaves Logan Killicks and marries the smooth-talking Jody Starks, moving to Eatonville with him. For 10 points, name this creator of Janie Crawford and author of Their Eyes Were Watching God.
ANSWER: Zora Neale Hurston <YC> 

17. The anomeric effect destabilizes this form of D-glucopyranose, despite its equatorial hydroxyl group. This letter designates the hydroxyketones produced in the aldol reaction, as well as the keto-esters produced in the Claisen condensation. In NMR, nuclei aligned against the field are called “spin-down,” or this letter. This letter names the type of four-membered lactam found in penicillins. Cellulose features 1,4 glycosidic bonds with this letter designation, and a secondary protein structure bearing this name is a pleated sheet. This type of nuclear decay results in the emission of a positron or electron. For 10 points, give this letter that names a carbon atom one away from an alpha carbon.
ANSWER: beta <LC> 

18. One person who would hold this office lost his right arm in the Battle of Celaya, and negotiated over oil rights in the Treaty of Bucareli with Warren Harding. One holder of this position made the “December mistake,” and another ordered the massacre of student protesters at the 1968 Summer Olympics. One holder of this office, Sebastian Lerdo de Tejada, allegedly violated the principle of “no re-election” leading to his deposition by Porfirio Diaz. For 10 points, name this position whose recent holders have included Vicente Fox and Felipe Calderon, leaders of a North American country.
ANSWER: President of Mexico [accept equivalent answers] <RY> 

19. This man said that “we have reached the third degree” of considering the results of a hypothetical beauty contest in order to describe rational agents in a market. A work titled “[this man] and the Classics” attempted to describe his magnum opus with the IS/LM model. He developed the consumption function, which contributes to aggregate demand in his namesake cross diagram. He also argued against high reparation payments for Germany in his The Economic Consequences of the Peace. For 10 points, name this economist who wrote The General Theory of Employment, Interest, and Money and argued for deficit spending during economic crises.
ANSWER: John Maynard Keynes <RY> 

20. Liszt transcribed this composer's “Wanderer Fantasy,” and this man composed works for solo piano including Six Moments Musicaux and a Sonata in C Major, the “Grand Duo.” Another work by this man features a fortissimo ascent in B flat while the title figure reminisces about a kiss. The allegro vivace first movement of one work by this composer includes arpeggios in A major and features the motif of a rising sextuplet. He composed a “Great” C major symphony, as well as the aforementioned “Gretchen at the Spinning Wheel” and the Trout Quintet. For 10 points, name this German composer of lieder, whose eighth symphony was left unfinished.

ANSWER: Franz Schubert

TB. This geometric figure has Schläfli symbol {4, 3}, and its symmetry group has order 48. It is a zonohedron with 3 generators, and rotating it about an axis through its two furthest points gives a hyperboloid of one sheet. Menaechmus solved a problem involving the duplication of this figure, which is impossible with only a compass and straightedge. This figure’s dual is the octahedron, and its longest space diagonal is root-three times its side length. With a dihedral angle of 90 degrees, it is the Platonic solid with the second-smallest number of faces and the only one that can tile space. For 10 points, name this regular polyhedron with six square faces.
ANSWER: cube or regular hexahedron <LC> 

Round 13 – Bonuses

1. On Nujabes’ (“noo-jah-beys”) song “Highs 2 Lows,” Cise Starr describes how “sleep is the cousin of death / said a wise man from Queensbridge / on beats he blessed” in reference to this album. For 10 points each:
[10] Recently remixed by elZHi and Fashawn, this 1994 album by a twenty year-old New York rapper features tracks like “New York State of Mind” and “Memory Lane.”
ANSWER: Illmatic
[10] This rapper behind the albums Street’s Disciple and Illmatic collaborated with Damian Marley on Distant Relatives, the profits of which went to humanitarian aid in Africa.
ANSWER: Nas or Nasir Bin Olu Dara Jones
[10] Nas and this rapper had long-lasting feud in the early 2000s. He is married to Beyonce, released Watch the Throne with Kanye West, and featured Alicia Keys on “Empire State of Mind.”
ANSWER: Jay-Z or Shawn Corey Carter <YC>

2. An ideal is an absorbing subset of one of these objects, which may or may not be unitary. For 10 points each:
[10] Name these algebraic structures with two operations, typically addition and multiplication, one of which distributes over the other. They are abelian groups under addition and monoids under multiplication.
ANSWER: rings
[10] This set of numbers is a common example of a ring. Denoted by a bold letter Z, it includes the natural numbers, their additive inverses, and zero.
ANSWER: integers
[10] This type of structure is a commutative division ring. Examples include the rationals, reals, complex numbers, and the integers modulo a prime number. Automorphisms of their extensions are the subject of Galois theory.
ANSWER: fields <LC> 

3. European exposure to this classical language was important in proposing the idea of the Proto-Indo-European language. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this Indian language in which the Mahabharata and the Vedas were written.
ANSWER: Sanskrit
[10] This ancient linguist detailed almost four thousand rules of Sanskrit grammar in Aṣṭādhyāyī (“ash-TAD-YA-YEE”), one of the earliest works on descriptive linguistics. 
ANSWER: Pāṇini (“PA-ni-nee”)
[10] Panini analyzed the Sanskrit rules for sandhi, the modification at word boundaries of these basic linguistic units of sound. Minimal pairs like “pin” and “bin” differ by only one of these units.
ANSWER: phonemes <MAG> 

4. This ruler forced the Assassins to surrender their fortress at Alamut, and killed hundreds of thousands in his sack of Baghdad. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Mongol grandson of Genghis Khan who founded the Ilkhanate. The Mongol advance westward was stopped by his defeat at Ain Jalut by the Mamluks.
ANSWER: Hulagu Khan [accept Hulegu Khan; or Hulaku Khan]
[10] Hulagu sought an alliance with this crusading king against the Mamluks. This man was the only French king to be sainted.
ANSWER: Louis IX of France [accept Saint Louis]
[10] Hulagu defeated the forces of this Islamic Caliphate, and had its caliph Al Musta’sim trampled to death by horses after sacking Baghdad. It had earlier overthrown the Umayyads.
ANSWER: Abbasid Caliphate <RY> 

5. In this novel, the anarchist Souvarine causes a mine near Montsou to collapse. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this novel titled for a month of the French Revolutionary Calendar, in which Etienne Lantier leads coal miners in a strike and falls in love with Maheu’s daughter Catherine.
ANSWER: Germinal
[10] This French naturalist authored the Rougon-Macquart cycle and the novel Therese Raquin as well as Germinal.
ANSWER: Emile Zola
[10] Zola’s Nana succumbs to this disease. Literary women disfigured by this disease include the Marquise de Merteuil in Dangerous Liaisons and Camila Perichole in The Bridge of San Luis Rey.
ANSWER: smallpox <YC> 

6. This resident of Himinbjörg once fought Loki in the form of a seal to return Freyja’s necklace. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this gold-teethed god, the son of nine mothers, who will blow Gjallarhorn at the start of Ragnarok, during which he and Loki will kill each other.
ANSWER: Heimdallr
[10] Heimdallr guards Bifrost, the rainbow bridge that links Midgard to this realm ruled by Odin and Frigg. This realm contains the paradise of Valhalla.

ANSWER: Asgardr

[10] At Ragnarok, Bifröst will break under the forces from this realm of fire ruled by Surtr. Its sparks created the Sun, moon and stars and its heat melted the ice from Ginnungagap, creating water.
ANSWER: Muspelheim <MZ> 

7. It saw operation following the Second Taiwan Strait Crisis, and attempted to aid the USS Maddox during a DESOTO mission. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this ship that played a central role in the alleged second attack of the Gulf of Tonkin Incident.
ANSWER: USS Turner Joy
[10] The Gulf of Tonkin Incident allowed this Democratic President to use conventional military force in Southeast Asia. He is known for his Great Society program, including Medicare and Medicaid.
ANSWER: Lyndon Baines Johnson
[10] Following the Gulf of Tonkin Incident and Operation Pierce Arrow, this bombing campaign was launched, lasting over 3 years and failing to cripple North Vietnamese operations in South Vietnam.
ANSWER: Operation Rolling Thunder <RY> 

8. One section in this work centers on Bobby Rupp jogging to the abandoned Clutter family home. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this book based on a 300 word article in The New York Times, in which Dick Hickock and the pedophile Perry Smith travel from Florida to Las Vegas after killing a family in Kansas.
ANSWER: In Cold Blood
[10] In Cold Blood is a work by this major figure in the New Journalism style, who brought his friend Harper Lee with him to gather information while writing In Cold Blood. He also wrote Other Voices, Other Rooms and Breakfast at Tiffany’s.
ANSWER: Truman Capote
[10] This other New Journalist created the style of gonzo journalism in his article “The Kentucky Derby is Decadent and Depraved,” and later first used the term in his Fear and Loathing in Las Vegas.
ANSWER: Hunter Stockton Thompson <RY> 

9. Answer some questions about Asian music and instruments, both pitched and unpitched. For 10 points each:

[10] Versions of this instrument have seven strings strung above a wooden plank and were played by ancient Chinese scholars, including Confucius. Western versions feature in Johann Strauss’s Tales from Vienna Woods.

ANSWER: zither [or guqin (“gu-chin”)]

[10] These cymbal-like instruments are made of metal and struck with mallets. Suspended versions of these objects are used in Western orchestras, and are also used in Chinese operas to highlight points of interest.

ANSWER: gongs

[10] Bowl gongs, drums, and other percussion-based instruments are used in this Indonesian musical style along with bamboo flutes. It places heavy emphasis on striking sounds.

ANSWER: gamelan <WD>

10. It contained an astronomical site called Woodhenge. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this site centered on Monks Mound, believed to have a population of 15,000 at its peak around 1250 CE. It is known for its use of the “birdman” symbol as a central site of the Southeastern Ceremonial Complex.
ANSWER: Cahokia
[10] The Cahokia mounds were built by this culture, which also built the Angel Mounds in Indiana and Moundville in Alabama. It is named for a river whose tributaries include the Ohio and Missouri.
ANSWER: Mississippian culture
[10] This Spanish explorer came into contact with the Mississippian culture and was the first European to cross the Mississippi. He fought Chief Tuskaloosa on his expeditions through what would become the Southeastern US.
ANSWER: Hernando de Soto <RY> 

11. Examples of these include aerosols, gels, and emulsions. For 10 points each:
[10] Name these mixtures composed of microscopic particles of a substance evenly dispersed in a continuous phase. Unlike suspensions, they have particles small enough to avoid sedimentation.
ANSWER: colloids
[10] In this effect, colloidal particles scatter light, making some colloids appear translucent. It is more intense for blue light than for red light, and it differs from Rayleigh scattering in particle size.
ANSWER: Tyndall effect
[10] This quantity is the electrical potential at the surface of hydrodynamic shear around a dispersed particle. A high value for this quantity indicates a stable colloid, while a low value indicates a tendency to flocculate.
ANSWER: zeta potential <LC> 

12. It was inspired by the voyages of William Edward Parry, whose ship the HMS Griper is depicted turned over in this painting. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this painting dominated by a rust-colored iceberg pointing to the top-left, sometimes titled The Wreck of Hope.
ANSWER: The Sea of Ice [accept Das Eismeer]
[10] The Sea of Ice is a painting by this German Romantic artist of Chalk Cliffs on Rugen and the iconic Wanderer Above the Sea of Fog.
ANSWER: Caspar David Friedrich
[10] In a series of works, Friedrich depicted Two Men Contemplating [this object]. Munch also depicted this object reflecting over the sea in his The Voice, and one appears on the top-right of Van Gogh’s The Starry Night.
ANSWER: the moon <RY> 

13. The primary texts of this collection are called the mukhya, which were commentated on by Adi Shankara. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this collection of unauthored Hindu texts including the Chandogya. There are over 200 of these texts, each of which is associated with one of the Vedas.
ANSWER: the Upanishads
[10] This term that first appeared in the Upanishads refers to a set of meditative physical and mental practices that include jnana and bhakti forms, intended to create unity with the supreme being.
ANSWER: yoga
[10] The Mundaka Upanishad describes this concept, which is closely linked to the idea of atman. This term refers to the absolute supreme being of Hinduism, whose different aspects are represented by the Hindu trimurti.
ANSWER: Brahman [do not accept “Brahma” or “Brahmin”] <RY> 

14. The speaker laments that he “gave commands; then all smiles stopped together.” For 10 points each:
[10] In this poem, the Duke of Ferrara describes a Fra Pandolf painting of the title figure who “had a heart... too soon made glad” before leading the viewer to a bronze cast of Poseidon taming a seahorse.
ANSWER: “My Last Duchess”
[10] This Victorian poet of “Pauline” and “Sordello” wrote many dramatic monologues including “Porphyria’s Lover” and “My Last Duchess,” as well as some love poems to his wife Elizabeth Barrett.
ANSWER: Robert Browning
[10] Browning also wrote this poem about the title “faultless painter” of The Madonna of the Harpies. Addressed to the title painter’s wife, it opens with “But do not let us quarrel no more.”
ANSWER: “Andrea del Sarto” <MZ> 

15. Answer the following about early photography, for 10 points each:
[10] Along with Joseph Nicephore-Niepce, this Frenchman developed a process in which positives were burnt onto a silver-coated plate, resulting in his namesake “types.” That process was superseded by the ambrotype and tintype.
ANSWER: Louis-Jacques-Mande Daguerre
[10] George Eastman developed roll film, which was sold by this company he founded in Rochester, New York. It recently filed for bankruptcy protection.
ANSWER: Eastman Kodak Company
[10] This English photographer developed the zoopraxiscope, an early form of motion picture camera, with which he recorded the motion of a horse to resolve the debate over whether a horse lifted all of its hooves when galloping.
ANSWER: Eadweard James Muybridge [accept Edward James Muggeridge] <RY> 

16. It can be ionizing or non-ionizing. For 10 points each:
[10] Give this term for energy traveling through space in the form of waves or particles. The cosmic microwave background variety has a temperature of 2.7 kelvin.
ANSWER: radiation [accept word forms]
[10] These theoretical objects absorb all incoming electromagnetic radiation. At thermodynamic equilibrium, they emit a namesake type of radiation, whose spectrum depends only on their temperature, according to Planck’s law.
ANSWER: black body
[10] According to the Stefan-Boltzmann law, the irradiance of a black body is proportional to this power of the black body’s temperature. The wavelength raised to this power is found in the denominator of the Rayleigh-Jeans law.
ANSWER: fourth power or quartic <SH> 

17. Name some things about the dissolution of the Soviet Union, for 10 points each:
[10] This man was the last head of state of the Soviet Union, serving from 1988 until its dissolution in 1991.
ANSWER: Mikhail Sergeyevich Gorbachev
[10] This man signed the Belavezha Accords dissolving the Soviet Union. He served as first President of the Russian Federation, and his free market reforms led to economic collapse and the rise of wealthy oligarchs.
ANSWER: Boris Nikolayevich Yeltsin 
[10] One oligarch was this man who in 2004 was the wealthiest man in Russia due to his leadership of the Yukos oil company. He was arrested in 2003 and has since become a symbol of the Putin government’s abuse of state power.
ANSWER: Mikhail Borisovich Khodorkovsky <SH> 

18. Answer some questions about related philosophers, for 10 points each:
[10] This Spanish-born Muslim polymath challenged al-Ghazali’s critique of a certain Greek philosopher’s positions in his The Incoherence of the Incoherence.
ANSWER: Averroes [accept Ibn Rushd]
[10] Al-Ghazali had criticized this earlier Bukharan polymath who may be better known for writing The Book of Healing and The Canon of Medicine.
ANSWER: Avicenna [accept Ibn Sina]
[10] Averroes and Avicenna played a major role in keeping alive the philosophy of this Greek author of Politics, Metaphysics, and Nicomachean Ethics, a student of Plato.
ANSWER: Aristotle <RY> 

19. The addressee of this poem “swallowed everything” and sank “in everything.” For 10 points each:
[10] Name this poem that ends “It is the hour of departure. Oh abandoned one!” and is paired with “20 Love Songs” in the collection in which it appears.
ANSWER: “A Song of Despair”

[10] This Chilean Nobel Laureate of odes to conger chowder and a chestnut on the ground wrote Twenty Love Poems and a Song of Despair.
ANSWER: Pablo Neruda [accept Neftali Richardo Reyes Basoalto]
[10] Neruda wrote this collection of poems which opens with “A Lamp on Earth” and “The Heights of Macchu Picchu” and was set to music by Mikis Theodorakis.
ANSWER: Canto General <YC> 

20. They have a multiple of four or five petals, reticulated leaf veins, and vascular bundles in a ring. For 10 points each:
[10] Name these flowering plants named for the fact that they have two embryonic leaves.
ANSWER: dicotyledons [accept eudicots]
[10] This root system found in dicots consists of a long primary root extending vertically downward, with secondary branches sprouting from it. It makes dicots difficult to uproot, unlike the shallower adventitious roots in monocots.
ANSWER: taproots
[10] This part of the seed is the first to emerge in germination. It lies below the hypocotyl and sprouts several seminal roots, eventually developing into the mature plant’s primary root.
ANSWER: radicle <LC> 

TB. Answer some questions about the Hundred Years War, for 10 point each:
[10] This battle was fought on St. Crispin’s Day and saw the defeat of the French by English longbowmen under Henry V.
ANSWER: Battle of Agincourt
[10] This battle saw English forces commanded by the Earl of Suffolk, the Earl of Salisbury, and John Talbot defeated by forces including Joan of Arc, who lifted the siege of a city on the Loire River.
ANSWER: Siege of Orleans
[10] Joan of Arc recognized this man as the dauphin in spite of his disguise, leading to his coronation at Reims Cathedral after the Battle of Patay. His reign saw the retaking of French lands occupied by the English.
ANSWER: Charles VII the Victorious <SoH>
