Round 14 – Tossups

1. This work concludes with the wedding of Light and Dark in “the midday of life” in the aftersong “From High Mountains.” It condemns Christianity as “Platonism for the ‘people,’” and contrasts the dogmatism of philosophers past against the fearless “free spirits” who will replace them. It contains 296 aphorisms, including “If you look long into the abyss, the abyss will also gaze into you.” The narrator asks “What is noble?” and “Supposing that Truth is a woman - what then?” For 10 points, name this work that precedes On the Genealogy of Morals and advocates rising above traditional morality, written by Friedrich Nietzsche.

ANSWER: Beyond Good and Evil: A Prelude to a Philosophy of the Future [accept Jenseits von Gut und Bose: Vorspiel einer Philosophie der Zukunft] <MZ>

2. This author wrote a poem in which “they are all gone away” and “there is nothing more to say,” while a play by this author describes Weldon Farnham’s encounter with the title character, Van Zorn. This author of the villanelle “The House on the Hill” created a title character who “cursed the commonplace” and “loved the days of old” in “Miniver Cheevy,” while his most famous poem features a “gentleman from sole to crown” who “put a bullet through his head.” For 10 points, name this American poet of “Miniver Cheevy” and “Richard Cory.”

ANSWER: Edwin Arlington Robinson <WR>

3. A failed one of these events saw a miracle in which an Avar fleet was destroyed by a storm after Sergius I lead a litany. The results of one of these events was overturned by Alexios Strategopoulos, a general of the Empire of Nicaea, which defeated the Latin Empire. A much later one of these events saw the use of a giant cannon built by Orban. That event saw ships rolled over land into the Golden Horn and a final assault led by Janissaries. For 10 points, name this event that occurred in 1453, when Mehmet II of the Ottoman Empire captured the last refuge of the Byzantine Empire.

ANSWER: siege of Constantinople [accept equivalent answers like conquest of Constantinople or fall of Constantinople] <RY>

4. One of these had smelly hairs, each as thick as a spear. In other myths, that same creature challenged Djalfi to race against his mind and had Thor wrestle Elli, the personification of Old Age. That one “of the outyards” was the ruler of Utgard and once disguised himself as Skrymir. Idunn was kidnapped by another one called Thiazi. The first of these creatures, the grandfather of Bergelmir, sucked from the cow Audhumla. That one birthed two more from his armpits before his body was turned into the universe. Along with Ymir, other members of this race include Aegir, Loki, and Mimir. For 10 points, name these monstrous nature spirits who fight the gods at Ragnarok.

ANSWER: Jotunn [accept Jotnar, frost giants or equivalents; prompt on “giants”] <WD>

5. The narrow escape problem concerns the mean escape time for this phenomenon. Governed by the Langevin equation, its “standard” type is modeled by a Lévy process named for Wiener. It can be described by the Fokker-Planck equation, and an equation stating that this process’s mean square displacement is proportional to the product of elapsed time and diffusivity was published in 1905. Its namesake scientist discovered it while watching pollen grains suspended in water, and it was explained by Albert Einstein. For 10 points, name this random movement of particles in a fluid.

ANSWER: Brownian motion <SH>

6. One work from this country is set in Liquorland, where people eat babies. This country home to The Republic of Wine and Red Sorghum is also home to the author of a novel featuring characters named “he,” “she,” and “you” as the protagonist journeys toward the title landmark in Soul Mountain. One work from this country concerns the wielder of the size-changing Jingu Staff who escorts a Buddhist monk to India, and who is known as the Monkey King. For 10 points, Gao Xingjian and Wu Cheng’en come from what country, whose works include The Journey to the West?

ANSWER: China [accept People’s Republic of China; also accept Republic of China] <RY>

7. The Pali Canon refers to the Buddha as the “kaya” or the body of this concept. The acara is believed by Hindus to be one source of this concept, along with smrti (“smer-tee”) and sruti. In Chinese, this concept is the “fa” in the Falun Gong. In Buddhism, the first arhat, Kondanna, was the first to understand the Four Noble Truths in the sutra titled “Setting in Motion the Wheel of” this concept. This concept is a purusartha along with artha, kama, and moksha, and it provides the basis for the Hindu caste system. Often used to describe all Indian religions, for 10 points, name this word that means law or righteousness.

ANSWER: dharma [accept dhamma; prompt on “truth,” “law,” “righteousness” or similar answers until the end] <RY>

8. One character in a film by this director claims “That’s the way it crumbles, cookie-wise” and saves elevator operator Fran Kubelik from overdosing. Insurance company employee C. C. Baxter lends his home key to his superiors in a film by this director of James Cain’s Double Indemnity, who also directed The Apartment and a scene where one character’s white dress is blown upward by a passing train. He directed a film about two crossdressing musicians starring Marilyn Monroe, who appeared earlier in his The Seven Year Itch. For 10 points, name this director of Some Like It Hot.

ANSWER: (Samuel) Billy Wilder <YC>

9. DTNB, or Ellman’s reagent, produces a yellow color in a test for these compounds, which appear at 2500 inverse centimeters on an IR spectrum. They can be oxidized by iodine to form disulfides, and the only amino acid that is also one of these compounds is cysteine. Because they form strong bonds with mercury compounds, they were formerly known as mercaptans. These compounds give grapefruits, skunk spray, and rotten eggs their distinctive smells. For 10 points, name these organic compounds containing sulfhydryl or -SH groups, the sulfur analogues of alcohols.

ANSWER: thiols [prompt on “mercaptans” or “sulfhydryls” before they are mentioned] <WR>

10. This king used his ancestry to gain aid by carrying a flag emblazoned with the dragon of Cadwaladr. He pledged marriage to Elizabeth of York at Rennes Cathedral in an effort to gain support from the former allies of Edward IV, and he abolished the statute of Titulus Regius. He defeated the pretender Lambert Simnel at the Battle of Stoke Field, and he established the system of Justices of the Peace. The defection of the Stanley brothers enabled him to defeat the leader of the House of York, Richard III, at Bosworth Field. For 10 points, name this founder of the House of Tudor.
ANSWER: Henry VII <ZZ> 

11. This artist painted nudes playing panpipes in Arcadia. This artist made several paintings of William Rush and His Model. One of his works shows the title figure looking over his shoulder, reflected in the calm water. One of his studies of the human form shows several boys swimming around a pier. In addition to The Swimming Hole and Max Schmitt in a Single Scull, this artist painted a work featuring some stern figures in frock coats. Students at the Jefferson Medical College look on as a patient with osteomyelitis of the femur is operated on in that work. For 10 points, identify this artist of The Gross Clinic.

ANSWER: Thomas Eakins <ZZ> 

12. This organ is found at the level of the upper cervical vertebrae in newborns, but descends later in life. The two sides of the analogous structure in birds are connected by the pessulus. Three paired and three unpaired cartilages, nine in total, support this organ, including the ladle-shaped arytenoid and ring-shaped cricoid cartilages. This organ rises during swallowing, by raising one cartilage to close off the glottis. The acute form of its inflammation can result from a cold or prolonged shouting. It is found beneath the pharynx and houses the vocal folds. For 10 points, name this respiratory system organ also known as the “voice box.”

ANSWER: larynx [prompt on “voice box” before it is mentioned] <SH>

13. One of this author’s characters commits suicide after the failure of his sparkling wine factory, while his son becomes the Marquis de Venosta. Another protagonist created by this author is mocked for dancing the female part while distracted by the narrow blue eyes of Ingeborg. This author of The Confessions of Felix Krull and Tonio Kroger wrote about a character’s trip to the title sanatorium while visiting Joachim Ziemssen, and of another’s love for the Polish boy Tadzio. For 10 points, name this author who created Hans Castorp and Gustav von Aschenbach in The Magic Mountain and Death in Venice. 

ANSWER: Thomas Mann <YC>

14. This agreement was preceded by the Nashville Convention and later affirmed by the Georgia Platform. Franklin Pierce argued that this legislation nullified a previous agreement, leading to his loss of Northern support. Although the issue was ignored by Zachary Taylor, one speech in opposition to this agreement claimed that there is a “higher law than the Constitution,” and was made by a New York Senator who argued for purchasing Alaska, William Seward. For 10 points, name this agreement that passed a strict Fugitive Slave Act, gave popular sovereignty to Utah and New Mexico, and admitted California as a free state, brokered by Henry Clay.

ANSWER: Compromise of 1850 <RY>

15. A well-known Axiom A diffeomorphism in this field of study is the Smale horseshoe. It studies systems with a positive value for the Lyapunov exponent, and those exhibiting period-doubling bifurcations characterized by the Feigenbaum constants. This theory features fractal entities called strange attractors, such as one named after Edward Lorenz, who pioneered this field of math by concluding that the weather is nearly impossible to predict accurately due to its sensitivity to initial conditions. For 10 points, name this theory studying deterministic but seemingly random systems exhibiting the “butterfly effect.”

ANSWER: chaos theory or nonlinear dynamical systems <WR>

16. Mercenaries in this series include “Sparky Sparky Boom Man” and June, who rides a giant star-nosed mole. June is unable to find the title character, who at the time is on a giant lion turtle. Another character in this TV show wields hook swords and leads Longshot and Smellerbee to the “city of walls and secrets,” Ba Sing Se. That character, Jet, duels a prince with a prominent burn scar over his left eye, Zuko. For 10 points, name this animated series featuring Toph, Sokka, Katara, and Aang, the title character who learns to “bend” the four classical elements.

ANSWER: Avatar: The Last Airbender [accept Avatar: The Legend of Aang; prompt on partial title] <WR>

17. Dech·ti·cae·tia·tive languages have primary and secondary types of these sentence components. In Finnish, atelic sentences have partitive ones of these. In ergative-absolutive languages, these words are marked in the same way as a noun in an intransitive sentence, whereas they are marked differently from agents in nominative-accusative languages. In Latin, the ablative case marks these components for some prepositions, whereas dative case marks indirect ones. The English pronouns “him” and “her” are these words, unlike “he” and “she” which are subjects. For 10 points, name these words that take the action of the verb.

ANSWER: objects <MAG/LC>

18. This man composed 8 movements, to be played in any order, for his Suite for Variety Orchestra. Several of his works, like his String Quartet No. 8 in C minor, incorporate his signature D - E-flat - C - B motif. His second symphony has only one movement and features a factory whistle. He composed the ballet The Golden Age and an opera centering on Katerina Izmailova. One of his symphonies includes a march that is repeated 12 times, quotes Deutschland Über Alles, and has a 22-bar “invasion theme.” For 10 points, name this Russian composer whose 15 symphonies included Babi Yar and Leningrad.

ANSWER: Dmitri Dmitriyevich Shostakovich <BM>

19. In this play, a picture of cricket players on the wall prompts one character to lament about his life. An envelope is revealed to contain twelve matches which fail to light against a flattened matchbox, but which do light against one character’s shoe. The central characters argue over a Birmingham soccer match and argue over the semantics of lighting the kettle. It ends with a whistle from the speaking tube, causing Ben to point a gun at Gus. For 10 points, name this play whose title device relays orders to the two hitmen, written by Harold Pinter.

ANSWER: The Dumb Waiter <MZ>

20. This man was admired by Nietzsche because he had “courage in the face of reality,” unlike Plato. This man was defeated by Brasidas at the Battle of Amphipolis, and he later wrote about the murder of the tyrant Hipparchus by Harmodius and Aristogeiton. He also wrote of one diplomat who claims, “the strong do what they can, and the weak do what they must,” before laying waste to the namesake island in the Melian dialogue. For 10 points, name this historian, often considered the father of realism in international relations, who wrote the History of the Peloponnesian War and recorded Pericles’ funeral oration.

ANSWER: Thucydides <RY>

TB. After this event, a legal defense by Clarence Darrow was ignored in a second trial. The response to this event was opposed by John Altgeld. General Nelson Miles was sent to put down this event on the order of Richard Olney, in the name of protecting mail shipments. The federal government’s right to issue an injunction to end this event was upheld by In re Debs. For 10 points, name this strike that involved the American Railway Union and was put down by Grover Cleveland, centered on porters for a “palace” sleeping car company.

ANSWER: Pullman Strike <RY>

Round 14 – Bonuses

1. The website of this country’s Sejm (“seym”) legislature was shut down by protesters against a certain treaty in January 2012. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this country where members of the legislature dressed like members of Anonymous in protest of that treaty, whose ratification was thereafter suspended by the Prime Minister, Donald Tusk.

ANSWER: Republic of Poland [or Rzeczpospolita Polska] 

[10] This controversial treaty seeks to create international standards for enforcing intellectual property. Like SOPA in the United States, it has been blasted for its potential damage to freedom of speech and privacy.

ANSWER: Anti-Counterfeiting Trade Agreement [or ACTA]

[10] One notable protest against SOPA saw the “blacking out” of this website for twenty-four hours. This website, founded by Jimmy Wales and Larry Sanger, is a “free, collaborative, multilingual Internet encyclopedia.”

ANSWER: Wikipedia <RY>

2. Besides making cool music, some composers also worked other jobs. Name several of them, for 10 points each:

[10] This 20th century American composer was a director of a very successful insurance agency. His Concord Sonata contains optional parts for other instruments besides the piano and he also composed Three Pieces in New England.

ANSWER: Charles Ives

[10] This Russian composer was a distinguished chemist who co-discovered the Aldol reaction. He wrote the opera Prince Igor and used a pizzicato theme to represent the clopping of horse’s hoofs in In the Steppes of Central Asia.

ANSWER: Alexander Borodin

[10] This French composer was an ornithologist who considered birds the greatest musicians. His emphasis on color and non-retrogradable rhythms are epitomized in his Quartet for the End of Time.

ANSWER: Olivier Messiaen <WR> 

3. Answer some questions about a certain religion, for 10 points each:

[10] Amritsar in the Punjab region is the spiritual center of this religion. Founded by Guru Nanak, it teaches the Five K’s, which include having uncut hair.

ANSWER: Sikhism

[10] This Sikh holy text was compiled by Guru Arjan Dev and is held to be the eleventh guru.

ANSWER: Adi Granth [accept Guru Granth Sahib]

[10] This tenth Guru compiled the final version of the Adi Granth and founded the Khalsa order. He also instructed that all male Sikhs should have his surname.

ANSWER: Guru Gobind Singh <RY>

4. This region is inhabited by the Sahrawi people. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this disputed region whose capital is El Aaiun. Under Spanish control, it was known as the Rio de Oro, which gives its name to the Polisario Front.

ANSWER: Western Sahara

[10] Most of Western Sahara is controlled by this kingdom. This country’s cities include Fes and Rabat, and it lies across the Strait of Gibraltar from Spain.

ANSWER: Kingdom of Morocco [or al-Maghrib]

[10] On the coast of Morocco lie two autonomous cities of Spain, one of which lies on the Moroccan side of the Strait of Gibraltar. The other city was the focus of the Rif War. Name either or both.

ANSWER: Ceuta and Melilla [accept either or both underlined portions]

5. This work ends with the title character setting up a lab with Terry Wickett in the woods of Vermont. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this novel where Max Gottlieb invites the title doctor Martin to McGurk Institute, where he discovers a virus that can kill plague bacteria.

ANSWER: Arrowsmith

[10] This novel by the author of Arrowsmith satirizes small town society through Carol and Will Kennicott’s experiences in Gopher Prairie, which contains the title thoroughfare.

ANSWER: Main Street

[10] This author of both Arrowsmith and Main Street, the first American to receive a Nobel Prize in Literature, also wrote about the title real estate broker in Babbitt.

ANSWER: Sinclair Lewis <WR>

6. Unlike fermions, these particles are not subject to the Pauli exclusion principle. For 10 points each:

[10] Name these subatomic particles with integer spin, examples of which include the photon, gluon, and the Higgs particle.

ANSWER: bosons

[10] These bosonic hadrons first predicted by Hideki Yukawa are composed of one quark and one antiquark. Examples include pions, kaons, and J/psi.

ANSWER: mesons

[10] The decay of neutral kaons in the Cronin-Fitch experiment gave evidence of the violation of this symmetry. The violation of this symmetry is thought to explain the universe’s imbalance of matter and antimatter.

ANSWER: CP symmetry or charge-parity symmetry [do not accept “CPT symmetry”] <LC>

7. Anna Freud wrote extensively about this part of the mind. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this personality component that regulates the id in accordance with the reality principle.

ANSWER: ego [do not accept “superego”]

[10] This psychoanalyst posited three orders: the Imaginary, the Real and the Symbolic. He also distinguished the “ideal ego,” the ego’s image of perfection, from the “ego ideal,” the ego’s self-perception from the ideal perspective. 

ANSWER: Jacques Lacan

[10] According to Lacan, a child first encounters the ideal ego through this object. This optical device introduces the Imaginary order and can cause self-alienation.

ANSWER: mirror <MZ>

8. The narrator is aboard the Nellie and hears a story beginning at Central Trading Station. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this novel where Marlow sails down the Congo River and Kurtz’s last words are “The horror, the horror.”

ANSWER: Heart of Darkness

[10] This Polish author of Heart of Darkness wrote other works featuring Marlow, including Chance and Lord Jim.

ANSWER: Joseph Conrad Korzeniowski

[10] Conrad authored The Inheritors with this man, who wrote about Edward Ashburnham’s relationship with Leonora in The Good Soldier and about Christopher Tietjens in his tetralogy Parade’s End.

ANSWER: Ford Madox Ford <YC>

9. In this painting, an orange clock covered in ants rests on a table in the bottom left. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this work that features melting pocket watches in front of a background of orange hills.

ANSWER: The Persistence of Memory

[10] Name this Spanish surrealist painter of Soft Construction with Boiled Beans and The Persistence of Memory.

ANSWER: Salvador Dalí

[10] Dali also created this strange object in which a crustacean’s shell took the place of a certain device; the genitalia of the crustacean was meant to align with the speaker’s mouth.

ANSWER: The Lobster Telephone <BM>

10. His heart became the morning star after he burned himself to death. for 10 points each:

[10] Name this pale-skinned “feathered serpent” who is fated to return. He created the current world using his own blood and the bones of the previous world’s inhabitants.

ANSWER: Quetzalcoatl

[10] This twin of Quetzalcoatl guarded the sun as it passed through the underworld at night. He also guided the dead into the underworld.

ANSWER: Xolotl (“sho-lo-tuhl”)

[10] This Aztec underworld was comprised of nine levels that took a total of four years to traverse. Warriors, women who died in childbirth, and drowning victims notably avoided this underworld.

ANSWER: Mictlan <WD>

11. This organization tortured men like Archbishop Pimen, and its namesake territory included the city of Novgorod, which it devastated in its reign of terror. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this early Russian secret police whose insignia was a broom and the severed head of a dog.

ANSWER: oprichniki [accept oprichnina]

[10] The oprichnina was established by this cruel first Tsar of Russia, who established the zemsky sobor. He killed his son in a fit of rage, and conquered cities like Kazan and Astrakhan.

ANSWER: Ivan IV [accept Ivan the Terrible or Ivan Grozny]

[10] After the death of the Tsarevich Ivan, this mentally-disabled prince became heir to Ivan the Terrible. He is sometimes called “the Bellringer,” and Russia was effectively governed by Boris Godunov during his reign.

ANSWER: Feodor I <RY>

12. Answer the following about lipids, for 10 points each:

[10] Up to three fatty acids can bond to one molecule of this substance, an alcohol with molecular formula C3H8O3 and IUPAC name propane-1,2,3-triol.

ANSWER: glycerol

[10] These lipids consist of a diglyceride and a phosphate group. They have a charged, hydrophilic head and neutral, hydrophobic tails, which allows them to form bilayers in biological systems.

ANSWER: phospholipids

[10] In addition to bilayers, phospholipids can form these single-layer structures in aqueous solutions. The oil-in-water type consists of phospholipids arranged in a ball with heads facing outward and tails pointing inward.

ANSWER: micelle <SH>

13. This conflict was set off by the usurpation of the throne by the Taira clan, who would later be defeated at the Battle of Dan-no-Ura. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 12th-century war won by the Minamoto clan, which ended the Heian Period.

ANSWER: Genpei War [accept Gempei War]

[10] The Minamoto clan created this first shogunate, named for its capital city near modern-day Tokyo. It was later dominated by the regents of the Hojo clan, and it was ultimately destroyed by the Ashikaga clan.

ANSWER: Kamakura Shogunate

[10] Although the shogunate was centered on Kamakura, the official capital and residence of the emperor remained this western city, whose name simply means “capital city.”

ANSWER: Kyoto <RY>

14. Dostoevsky’s The Brothers Karamazov references this play, in part because of the father-son dynamic. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this play about the Count von Moor and his sons Karl and Franz. Franz convinces the elder Von Moor to banish Karl who forms the title group of bandits.

ANSWER: The Robbers

[10] This German author of the Wallenstein trilogy and the historical plays Don Carlos and Mary Stuart wrote The Robbers.

ANSWER: Friedrich Schiller

[10] This highly influential contemporary of Schiller argued aesthetics with him and authored Faust and The Sorrows of Young Werther.

ANSWER: Johann Wolfgang von Goethe <YC>

15. After the Sun and R Doradus, it has the third largest apparent size of any star in the night sky. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this closest red giant to the Solar System. Although it is the alpha star of Orion, it is less bright than Rigel.

ANSWER: Betelgeuse

[10] This metal-rich alpha star of Canis Major is the brightest star in the night sky. It is actually a binary system composed of a white main sequence star and a white dwarf.

ANSWER: Sirius 

[10] This brightest star in Canis Minor is named for the fact that it precedes Sirius in the rotation of the night sky. Together with Sirius and Betelgeuse, it forms the Winter Triangle.

ANSWER: Procyon [prompt on “Alpha Canis Minoris”] <MZ>

16. This country experienced the Bush War between the government and the ZANU rebels led by men such as Joshua Nkomo. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this country that achieved independence from Britain under Ian Smith. Its capital was Salisbury.

ANSWER: Southern Rhodesia

[10] The ZANU was led by this current President of Zimbabwe, who has presided over terrible economic policies, forced land seizures and hyperinflation.

ANSWER: Robert Gabriel Mugabe

[10] This opposition leader became the Prime Minister of Zimbabwe after winning the 2008 presidential election and a power-sharing agreement. His wife was killed in a controversial car crash in 2009.

ANSWER: Morgan Richard Tsvangirai (“chang-gi-rai”) <RY>

17. In Act One, Gabriel von Eisenstein is jailed for insulting an official and the rest of the operetta revolves around his time in prison. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this comic opera, German for “the bat,” named such because at one point the main character, dressed up as a bat, abandons the notary Dr. Falke.
ANSWER: Die Fledermaus
[10] This composer of Die Fledermaus was known as “The Waltz King” and is also known for Tritsch-Tratsch-Pola and his Blue Danube waltz.
ANSWER: Johann Strauss Jr. [accept equivalents; prompt on “Strauss”]
[10] Johann Strauss Jr. is also known for this operetta, which revolves around the marriage of a landowner, Sandor Barinkay, and a gypsy girl, Saffi, who is actually the owner of a hidden treasure.
ANSWER: The Gypsy Baron [accept Der Zigeunerbaron] <BM>

18. The brain is an animal’s most complex organ. For 10 points each:

[10] This part of the brain, usually the first to suffer damage in Alzheimer’s disease, plays an important role in memory and spatial navigation. Its name is Greek for “seahorse,” due to its distinctive shape.

ANSWER: hippocampus

[10] The hippocampus is located in this lobe of the brain, found below the Sylvian fissure. The primary auditory cortex is found in this lobe, and Wernicke’s area lies at its border with the parietal lobe.

ANSWER: temporal lobe

[10] The hippocampus is a part of this system of brain structures along with the amygdala, fornix, and septal nuclei. It performs functions relating to emotion and long term memory.

ANSWER: limbic system <BM>

19. It violated the Burlingame Treaty and was repealed in the 1943 Magnuson Act. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this act that expanded on the Page Act, a reaction to pressure by men like John Bigler and Denis Kearney.

ANSWER: Chinese Exclusion Act

[10] The Chinese Exclusion Act was signed into law by this President. After the assassination of his predecessor James Garfield, he advocated the Pendleton Act, reforming the spoils system.

ANSWER: Chester Alan Arthur

[10] The Chinese Exclusion Act led to the 1898 case United States v. Wong Kim Ark, which helped cement birthright citizenship as stated in this amendment, originally applied to freed slaves.

ANSWER: Fourteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution <RY>

20. The protagonist imagines his wife Gretta as a portrait called “Distant Music.” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this short story where Gabriel Conway struggles with his own insecurity, from making awkward jokes to inadvertently hurting Miss Ivors.

ANSWER: “The Dead”

[10] “The Dead,” “After the Race,” and “Ivy Day in the Committee Room” are short stories found in this collection, whose title refers to the Irish people it portrays.

ANSWER: Dubliners

[10] This author of Dubliners wrote Ulysses and created Stephen Dedalus in A Portrait of the Artist as a Young Man.

ANSWER: James Joyce <MZ>

TB. This poem describes a drawer lacking “three glass knobs” and a cold, dumb woman with “horny feet.” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this poem that calls for “the roller of big cigars, / The muscular one” to whip “in kitchen cups concupiscent curds” and declares “Let be be finale of seem.”

ANSWER: “The Emperor of Ice-Cream”

[10] This American Modernist poet of “The Emperor of Ice-Cream” also wrote “The Idea of Order at Key West” and “Thirteen Ways of Looking at a Blackbird.”

ANSWER: Wallace Stevens

[10] This Stevens poem notes that “death is the mother of beauty” and features a woman who skips church on Easter and enjoys “coffee and oranges in a sunny chair.”

ANSWER: “Sunday Morning” <TN>
